Hon. Mr. Foster Dalivers His Bud~
get Speech -Canada’s Tariff Con-
trasted With the U.S.-4)ur
Prosperity Under the N.P.—
Near the End of Our
Large Capital Expen-
ditures on Public
Works — Falling
Offin Revenue
to Be Met by
Economy.

OrTAWA, March 27.—~Hon. Mr. Foster
delivered his most important Budget Speech
yesterday, It wasa speech only second in
importance to the one of Sir Leonard Tilley
in 1879 when introducing the National Policy.
Mr, Foster’s speech was one markicg the re-
vision of the aforesaid National Policy in
1894, He began to speak at 3.45. More than
four-fifths of thie members of the House were
in their seats,

Mr. MeCartby was oot in his place. Sir
Richard Cartwright who sat directly opposite
M=, Foster wore a black fur visor and a
bighly coppered visage.

Mr. Foster, in opening, estimated the reve-
nue for this year at thirty-six and a half
willions, somewhat of a falling off, but he
thought the Government would be guided by
this fact, keep the expenses within that
amouut, and avoid what his friend opposite
bad 80 often accomplisded when he was in
power-a deficit. We are near the end of
large capital expenditures for lerge public
works and that would ease the revenue re-
qaireméuts. The deposits in the savings
baok of the Government showed an iucrease,
and the other banks as well, so that the
total deposit savings of people now amount
to $242.645,258, or ‘mearly &30 per head of
population. While trade’in the United States
Australia of France and others had de.
creased by large sume in 1892.93, Canada’s
Jmports end exports increased, the mileage
of railways increased and the earnings also,
Trade by vesselsalso increused. There was
# large development of agricultursl pro-
ducts, Great Britain took the largest por-
tion of these produots.

Fhe principle underlying the raising of a
revenue must be either, first, simple free
irade with no customs duties but direct tax-
sion, second, a revenue tariff which selects
sertain articles on whioch imposts are placed
snd which produces a revenue and inci-
fentaliy sffords some protection, and, third,
» protective tariff by which you select a cer-
jain list of articles and place on these
fertain imposts with a view of raising cer-
%ain woney for the service of the country
and which at the same time is so placed as
lo belp some industries develop the country
and increase the diversity of ewployment.
No country bas adopted the first

average duty on all articles imported was 28

49 per cent. In the United States in the
same time it was on the average 456-9 or
1714 higher in the States thao in Canada,

But takipg the total imports dutiable
and free the average duty was 19
per cent., and in the U.8. 27 5.9 per cent.
Ibe N. P. had laid o beavy hand on the
sonsumers’ claws of this country in regard
10 all the staples, Ever this_could not be
yaid of iron.

The N. P., if it increased prices, could only
be debited with the increase between a reve-
nue tariff and a protectionist tariff, and this
difference ,of the whole impoits of the
wountry was merely 5 1-2 per cent. And if
axternal competition was exciuded internal
competition took iis place. But the great
reazon for a protective policy was the idea
of national mspiration, uational hope, and
L\he people were prepared to and declared in
favor of it, and made them willing to accept
any reasounable bu'rdous it imposed, The
Dpposition had said ‘!hu_t the N.P. was a
blight and a curse. Comiung to the revision
of the tariff,

Mr. Foster beid “that the amount of the
percentage of the tariff had nothing to do
with its protective feature. The Govern-
ment stood by protection, but the degrea of
the tariff could now, he beld, be modifled.
They held to the cardinal plank and modifled
the degree. The Governinent had endeav-
ored to carry out their pledges to revise the
tariff, and iu carrying out this pledge they
had to face falling prices and a shripking
revenue, But the Government could not do
this revision in a horizontal way. It bad to
be practical. Neither could they adopt
s rule in regard to specific and ad valorem
duties. The truth lay between them, They
bad simplified snd reduced the 6065 articles
very coneiderably.

Americans discriminate against our lumber-
men we will put an exoort duty on lohs,
Pulp i¢ made free.

Britain and Her Feople.

Mr. J. Van Sommer, jr., a member of the
Toronto Board of Trade, is the author of a
pamphlet under the title of “Britain and
Her People.” The writer adduces many ad-
mirable arguments in favor of Imperial Fed-
eration. He points ot that the commercial
development of the colonies and the political
development of the Empire have reached
such a stage as to warrant and even necessi-
tato the establishment of some common 8ys-
tem of government on common {nterests.
The reasous why there should be closer union
with the legislative councils of Great Britain
are given as follow:

1. That Canada may take an active part
in the regulations and extension of the com-
merce that -will come to us and through us
from the continents and oceans on either side
of our country. :

2, We need representatives at Westminster
to help develop our great landed interests.
Lately a colonial perty bas been formed in
the House of Commons, and the reason given
is that those members have large landed
interests in the colontes,

8. For the necessary legislation to give
effect to the policy of an Imperial Commer-
cial Union,

4, Because our manufacturers will become
exporters, and it will be most essential to
have proper and equal trade regulations to
prevent ruinous competition and the lower-
ing of wages.

5. For mutual defence,

6. To look after our share in the expansion
of trade in Asia, Africaand other new flelds
of eaterprise,

7. To arrange for necessary legzislation so
that the enormous trust funds in England
could be invested in colonial securities,
landed or bonded. We want capital to help
us to do the work.

8, To maintain in time to come & more
equal and eéquitable distribution of wealth in
the payment of labor.

9. For proportionate in

representation

& | the consular service.

Mr. Van Sommer sees in the Irish Home
Rule movement the basis of a scheme for
securing representation for the Colonies in
the Imperial Parliament. Says he: *“The
claim of the members for Ireland to a seat
and vote on all questions in the Imperial
Parliament has been admitted by the House
of Commons, and the people in the Colonies,
being now in the same relative position to
the Emipire in which it was the intention of
the Home Rule bill to place the people of Ire-
land, & similar claim by them could not con-
sistently be refused, especially when their
claim would be for but a few seats each,
while Ireland was allowed eighty. So far,
no alteration in the United Kingdom has
been effected. The action has been a recon-
naisance in force, but the Colonies should
now claim that, as part of the Empire, they
should have a voice in these proposed altera~-
tions on the re-construction of the Govern-
ment under which they live.”

Just how the colonies should be represent-
ed in Imperial affairs capnot be decided off-
pand. The subject is hardly ripe as yet for
immediate settlement, When the matter of
representation becomes A practical question
a solution will, no doubt, be forthcoming.
In the meantime it is satisfactory to know
that the colonies and the Mother Country
are all wajting in expectancy for events to
shape thefmselves in such a way as to make
Imperial Federation a reality in more than
name,

Thanke For This Distinction,

The Empire yesterday refers to The World
as “a iorning paper of alleged Couserva-
tism.” Thes World is not a genuine Conser-
vative paper, but olly an “alleged” one, be-
cause it ventures to criticize the actions of a
member of the Counservative  party. Some-
times a little incident, in itself trivial, will
tirow a flood of light on the character of an
individual or even of a great newspaper. The
little paragraph in  yesterday’s Em-
pire in reference to The World s
ao incident of shis kind. It is a
perfect revelation. We are pleased
to be called an * alleged” = Conser-
vative paper if it thereby distinguishes us
tfrom The Empire, which is not an alleged
Conservative paper, but the genuine article
itself, It will be noticed that the genuine
Conservative paper finds its mission to be a
slavish defence of the men who make up the
Conservative party. We find that kind of
paper slobbering over the praises of men
who have subsequently been ruled out of the
party for malfeasance. Its rank sycopbancy
of public and private citizens who happen to
be Conservatives often turns the stomach
even of the eulogized viotims.

The Public "A Heoars
Various Deputations, and By a Vote
of 238 to 17 -Declines to Agree to the
Proposed Biil-Mr. Meredith Votes
With the Minority,

The bill of the Toronto and Richmond
Hill Street Railway Company to secure the
validation of bonus, bylaws granting them
$60,000 and for an extension of time from
March 7 of this year, when their time ex-
pired, until March 7, 1896, took up the
entire time of the Railway Committee yes-
terday morning.

The contract had been awarded and part
of the work had been done,

Hon. Mr. Bronson, the chairman, pre-
sided. The room was filled with the par-
ties interested—lawyers and ratepayers of
the Township of York.

The Company’s Side,

Mr. Laidlaw, Q.C., championad the cause
of the company and denounced W. J. Hill,
the reeve of the township, for his exertions
against the accomplishment of their objects.
Thedelaysexperienced had been due tohostile
legislation and, hampered as they had been,
an extension of time was only fair.

Mr. Aylesworth appeared for the Town-
ship Council and the genenl body- of the
ratepayers, He stated that the time limit
now lapsed and the agreement was drawn
by the solicitor of the company. The
bonus districts numbered three: Two of
300and of 1250 acres respectively lay west
and the third of 2000 acres lay east of
Yonge-street. Litigation had not been be-
gun until 18 months after the agreement
had been made, and was still pending with
regard to two of the bylaws. He charact-
erized the sgreement as extremely loose
and irregular—conferring the right to
build on the stroets without

roper mnotice to the people affected.

hief Justice Armour, who heard one case
in January, 1893, held it over until the
following May to allow the company to
apply to the Legislature for relief; but this
had not been done. The Chief Justice, to
his own knowledge, had on more than one
oecasion, enquired why such was the case.
Out of 189 votes in the 300 acre district, 99
voted for the bonus; and out of 140 votes
in the 1250 acre district, 72, and out of 91
in the 3rddistrict 35 voted similarly. Al-
most all the votes in the lot of 72 had been
cast by **boomsters,” not by farmers. The
contract had not been entered into until Oct.
7 last, and jthe work was to have been
éompleted by the 7th inst. An excavation,
15 teet wide, had been dug for a couple of
miles and left in such shape that the town-
ship was thréatened with actions for dam-
ages. And whereas under the agreement
their claims re such damages were to be a
first lien on the plant and roadbed, this
bill made the bouds a first lien. This mat-
ter had been the subject of the hottest sort
of discussion among the ratepayers during
the past year, and all the members of the
Township Council had been elected by
majorities of over 2 to 1 in opposition
to the company, The agreement had been
drawn so favorably as to give the company &
perpetual right to the use of their streets,
but Justice Osler had limited this to a 21
years right. Under the circumstances it
was only right to leave the issue to be de-
cided either by the people generally in the
township, or by those living in the bonus
districts,
The Opponents Characterized as * Boom-

sters,”

Mr. St. Germain, a farmer, spoke strong-
ly in favor of the bill, and accused boom-
sters, speculators and the Metropolitan
Railway Company with having excited this
opposition, simply because the projected
road would lower the value of property
near the city. The road would confer
many aid important advantages.

Mr. 8. H. Bluke, Q.C., appeared for
the contractor, who desired no change
in his bargain, nor did the company
request any change. Litigation had pre-
vented the work going on, and an extension
of time was quite proper.

Mr. E. F. Clarke: Have you impeded the
litigationin any way?

Mr. Blake: Most certainly not. Never
before had he witnessed such trifling with
the forms of court in order to secure delay
and prevent 'the work being proceeded
with. They had been dragged involun-
tarily into court, and now their opponents
wished to take advantage of the wrongs
they themselves had created. This was
pot unusual legislation; last year in
five cases extension in time had
been granted, The judges had suggested
this application and both the company and
the contractor were thoroughly in earnest.
The excavation in question had been kept
lighted and the persons to be assessed sup-
ported the bill.

The Agreement Drawn in the Dark,

Mr. Fullerton, Q.C., as a citizen of the
township, strongly opposed the bill. The
agreement had been drawn in the dark,
without the knowledge of Mr. Bull, their
solicitor, or of Mr. Gibson, the engineer.
Right of way over 20 miles of streets had
been given and so arranged that competi-
tion was impossible.  Feeling ran high on
the subject and they were termed by the
supporters of the company as ‘‘dough-
heads.” He now heard someone in the room
remark that he himself was a first-class
liar.

But what were the facts?-—800 rate-
payers opposed this legislation by petition,
the company was not bound to do anything
and the delays experienced had béen simply
due tothe fact that the promoters of the
enterprise hud been endeavoring to ‘sell
their franchise. If Alfred McDougall
would contradict this he would withdraw
the statement. (To this there was no
answer). Out of the 72 votes mentioned,
68 came from persons interested 1n Bed-
ford Park; and the personnel ot the B. P.
and railway companies was almost iden-
tical. If the bill passed the 300-acre plot
would be Joaded with a debt of $29,000;
practically expropriating the property of the
present owners, As to the company, the

id-up stock only amounted to 8800 in
Bnecember, 1892, and the bonus of $60,000
was to build the road. Litigation had not
prevented the sale of the bonds, and the
matter should be left for the people to de-
cide.

Mr. Bronson said that the passage
of the bill would be a direct
interference with the rights of the
people and put the question thus: Shall the
preamble pass subject to the judgment of
the Attorney-General as to whether it
was right and proper to 8o interfere with
the rights of the people?

Sir Jobn Thempson Answers the Cold-
Waver Delegates In a Manner
There Is No Mistaking,

Orrawa, March 27, —~The Rallway Com-
mittee room of the House of Commons wus

acked to the doors this morning with pro-

ibition delegates from all parte of the Do-
minion, who had come to Ottawa to inter-
view the Government; first, on the question
of passing a prohibition lignor law, an
secondiy, on the French treaty, which they
wish the Government to refuse to ratify.

Rev. Mr. Kettlewell and other delegates
presented their views,

8ir John wili Give No Pledge.

Sir John Thompson at the outset said
that no prohibition act will be passed this
session. To be frank he would have to say
that much. It would be impossible for any
government to decide between the hours of
1 and 3 o’clock how to provide for the dis-
placement of some $9,000,000 in the tariff
of the country, as they.all knew that the
Minister of Finance was to deliver his
Budget Speeca then. He would say this
much for the present, and as to the future
he would frankly say he would give no
pledge at all., He then spoke
of the work the ' Royal Jomn-
mission was doing and said that the Gov-
ernment would be actuated to some extent
by the information thus obtained. An_in-
terim report would soon be laid before Par-
liament,and a final report before the session
closed.

He might give a pledge through which he
might afterwards walk with arms akimbo,
but suth was not his method. He could say
no measure would be introduced which had
not been thoroughly matured.

Hon. Mr, Bowell and Sir U. H. Tupper
agreed with what Sir John Thompson said.

When the Ministers left the Rev. Mr,
MeKay of Woodstock, said there was not
one ray of hope in the answer they got.

A SINGULAR WILL.

Under Which the Oneida Community

On capital account
the expenditure this year had,been in excess of
the expenditure during the year previous,
but this was simply on sccount of the finish-
ing of the Sault Ste, Marie Canal. He had,
however, to say thut the revenue and ex-
penditure for 1802-3 did not present so favor-
able a statement as the year previous.

Cutting Expenses to Avoid Dartwright’s
Experience,

He looked fora decreased revenue this
year, for t_ho reason that there was a general
apprehension in the country that there was
to be a change in the tariff conditions. This
apprehension had caused prudent men to
keep back expenditure. They were at the
same time feeling the dying end of the com-
mercial disturbances of other coun tries.
This, he believed and hoped, would be br ief.
He did not anticipate for the year ending
June 30, 1804, any more revenue than $36,-
500,000 or $36,750,000. Under the general
expenditurs this would leave them with a
deficit, but the Government had come to the
conclusion that, with the co-operation of the
House, they would cut down the expenditure
to meet the income, so that they would not
meet the unwelcome visitor whioh so often
made its appearance in the face of Sir
Richard Cartwright during his time of office:
[Loud laughter and cheers.] Any prudent
business man and any prudent housekeeper
would take the course which he proposed.
In national housekeeping it ought to ggsthe
same, [Hear, hear.] They had nearly
reached vhe end of their great expenditures
in great public works and in a month’s time
he expected that Canadian vessels would be
seen going through the Sault Ste. Marie
Canal in Canadian water from the great in-
land lakes to the seaboard. -[Loud cbeers.]
Withw the, ‘expenditure on the deepeaing ot
the St. Lawrence Canals which would be
made this yedr thiese great outlays op public
works would bave been about completed,
_Inreply to Sir. Richard the Finance Min-
ister said this would be about eight or ten
million dollars.

‘ Savings Deposits,

He then dealt with the savings of the
people and showed that on the 28th of Feb.,
1804, there were in the various banks, Gov-
ernment and otberwise, the sum of $242,645,-
338, or a sum of mearly $50 per head of the
population of the country. [Cheers.] In 1878
the savings were only about 87 million dollars,
aud he gave these figures to show the in-
crease that had taken place,

Increase of Canadian Trade.

The - trade' returns of other countries
showed decrease and-Jecadence, while Canada
showed an increase. [Applause.] There
were more miles of railway in operation,
more passengers carried, about an equal
amount of freight and larger earnings. I x-
ports of farmers’ products totaled $59,235,-
106, as ageainst $46,145,500 of the preceding
year, Of this $6,020,992 went to the United
States, as against $0,043,019 last year; to
Great Britain 840,420,081, against $36,809,505
last year, [Agppluuse,] 2

Mr. Foster then pointéd out that the prin-
ciples of the tariff had sothing to do with
amount needed, The factthat $38,000,000 was
needed was neither an argument in support
of the tariff nor for its condemnation.

Free trade had not been adopted by any
country in the world.

Protection in England at a Minimum,

"T'he only great eountry in the world which
has adopted the second method is Great
Britain. She bas selected a list of articles
wand placed imposts upon them, and so far as
any of those articles are produced in the
country she has g:ven them incidental pro-
tection. That protection is brought toa
minimum when the list of articles is so
chosen that the wiole of it, or the most of it,
is of a nature which is produced abroad and
is not produced at home.

The third method is that which all great
countries at the present time, with the ox-
ception of Greas Britain, have adopted and
have in practice, and that is the protective
system in which a list of articles is selected
and upon which impost rates are placed with
the design, not only of raising a revenue,
but of protecting the country in its various
industries;in its labor and in its general de-
velopment,

Britain Began With Protection,

Great Britain, who to-day is the only ex-
ample, as I bave said, of a country which
bas a revenue tarifl as nearly as possble ap-
proaching to the non-protective,is a country
which commenced her career by a protection
which in some cases amounted to absclute
prohibition, and which for many years pro.

Will Stand by Protection,

But to say because the Government recog-
nized that fact they have gone back upon
their principie of protection or denied the
cardinal principle of the National Policy is
inconsequential and an argument which
has neitber logic mor force. I want to
state here that the Government of
to-day and the . party which supports
the (Government to-day take their stand
squarely and fairly upon the embodiment
and upon the preservation of the principle of
protection in the tariff, the degree of that
protection to be according to the circum-
stances of industry and the conditions of
business and of trade at the present time.
But when they do that they are not
to- be taunted with going back upon
their  policy; the argument is mnot
fair, and cannot bes  fairly " used,
tbat they have therefore repudiated

One Honest Free Trader,

Mr. Foster : There is one honest free
trader in this House, and he comes from
Charlotte County, N.B., who has no hesita-
tion in statings, what his principles
are, who does ‘mot care to befool or
befog the people by stating in a round-
about way what be proposes to do. He is
frank enough to say thatif he were in power

Difficulties in the Way of Tariff Revision.

Mr. Foster: I have to acknowledge that
in coming to a revision of the tariff
dna a ‘rearrangement ,of | it at ~the
present time there arg tw difficulties
that have to be met, Thab first difficulty is
the depression crisis which ists over a
large part of the mapufacturing, and
which are mow placed bn an abuormal
basis; and the other difficulty is the fact
that we are face to face with a revenue
which is not increasing, but on the con-
trary is rather’ falling. These two causes
make it difficult to-day to revise and 1e-
arrange the tariff, and they must both be
taken into account in the consideration of
the recommendations which tae Government
are to place before .this House. ~The brief
review tbat I made of the financial situa-
tion as regards the montbs that have passed
of the present flnancial year will be suffici-
ent to show the House that we do a0t expect
thig year, and we do not expect next year,
any considerable surplus, a the contrary,
we expect that it will require the closest

y and the closest sailing in order to
keep the expenses within the revenues that
come into the consolidated fund. Buv, taking
these two things into account, both the de-
pression crisis thet exists and the necessity
for not paring off the revenue too largely,
the GGovernment has come to “a conclusion
with reference to the tariff and is prepared
to submit 1t to the good judgment of the
House and of the country.

A Practical Tariff,

No, there are some things that I bave not
attempted to do, that the Government have
not found it possible to do. In the rear-
rangement of the tariff ip bas not been pos-
sible to proceed upon/any fixed ruie of
uniformity and fixed/ rule’ of horizon-
tal reduction. The tdriff which was made
in 1878 was a practical tarilf, and the tariff
which is about to be arranged during this
session must also have that feature if pos-
sible of baing a practicable tariff, and must
take coguizance of the varying condi-
tions of different industries and must
mete out to them on the prio-
ciple which we have stated the pro-
toction which is reasonabiy due to them
and necossary in order to maintain them in
their position in this country, Neither has
the Government found 1t possible to adopt

| any bard and fast rule with reference to the

question of specific and ad valorem duties,
Some condemn specific duties entirely ; others
favor specific .duties, especially on certain
lines. think the fault lies between the two
extremes, Specific dnties, in some respects,
are absolutely necessary to guard against
frauds of valuation; in other respects they
are useful in inducing the consumption of a
higher and better grade of article, Every
custom house officér,“of course, delignts in
gpecific duties, They are not bothersome,
and the importers of the country find it nov
difficult to make their calculations under
them.
Arguments Agninst Specific Duties,

The chief argument to ‘be used against
specific duties is where they are applied to a
wide range of useful articles varying in

rice,
. Mr, Mills (Bothwell): Woolen goods.

Mr. Foster: If the bon, gentleman thinks
that is one article we will say woolen goods,
and where the specific duties act so as to
ruise the price reslized upon the cheaper,
though good articles, thus diseriminating
against a class of consumers in the country,
in a case of shat kind the argument for ad
valoremn duties is strong, the argument for
specific duties is equally stroog in other re-
spects.

Arraogement of thesSchedules.

Mr. Foster: Iprefer-to proceed, as I de-
sire to close a certain part of my statement
before 6o'clock. One main argument bas
been to simplify and make clear the tariff,
Six hundred and sixty-tive items of dutiabie
gooas have becotne, as the House will see,
very coosiderably brought down, Three
schedules have been made, one for
dutiable gaods, ooe for frea goods
and one for prohibited goods,
Althougn as they bave existed from the first
and.industries have grown up on them it has
besn tound impossible in all cases to strike
them out. In some cases the necessities of the
situation seem to demand their contiuuance.

To Cheapen Cost of Manufacture,

The prime object in view has been to
cheapen the cost of manufactures in this
country, to cheapen the cost at which goods
issue from the factory itself, for there is
another item which ~people think too
little of - and | which i mot 'clearly
treated even by people who do know i, and
it is the cost to the consumer aud the cost of
the goods as they issue {rom the manufac-
turer tnat are two very different things, 1
have in view to-day an artiole in very wide
consumption whieh the manufacturer places
on the suelf of the cellar for oue cent and
three-quarters per package and it .pever
realizes less than five cents per pack-
age. Cosl oil. was sold av Petrolea
for 9c per gallon, and the cost of carrying it
to a town would bs 2¢_per gallon, and it was
sola in that town at 20c and 27c. Inoumer-
able instances can be found of the increase of
cost on goods from the time they leave the
factory uutil they get into the hands of the
consumer, and that bas militated and has
been made to militate unjustly against the
policy and the factory iteelf, All I ask
is that in looking at the uitimate cost
of the goods to the consumer the factory
should be looked at apart from the distri-
buting agency. The cost at the factory should

be considered. by itself and the cost of dis-

v

tribution should be considered as well, for
very often it has been found, and it will be
found, in the course of an investigation, that
although the factory made the goods cheap
and sold them at a very smail advance the
cost of distribution was large and ultimate
cost to consumer was therefore large.
Two Ways To Cheapen Goods,

Two ways have been adopted for cheapen «
ing the cost of goods—one by lowerin: the
duty upon raw material and the other by
transferring raw materials from vhe dutiable
to the free list. It has been found in the
course of the work that we had pretty well
exploded that division of the subject al-
realy, *and that in this country almost
all the great staples for manufacturing were
already on « the free list, in contradistinetion
toour neighbors to tho south, where they
are to-day fighting over the vexed question
as to whether or not wool, a great staple for
a large industry in that country and of enor«
mous cousumption, shall bear a tax of 11 or
ll':rcem' per pound, or be placed on the free
ist, 4
In 1803 $121,000,000 worth of goods were
entered tor home consumption. Of this
amount $32,000,000 represented free goods,
the large proportion being raw materials for
manufacturers, The range of duties which
have been placed on different articles has
been reduced according to the higher and
the development of the industry itself accord«
ing to the condition of competition outside,ac-
cording to the advantages that home poducs
tion has for various reasons in our own market
and by reason of the methods of business in
some cases as well. When any person under~
takes to look at the effects of the duty which,
is placed in the revised tariff upon the par-
sicular article in which he is interested
should not simply look upon the impos
placed upon that article, but he must look a
well at the list where free goo’
have been transferred. They ba.
been arranged in the first sohedule,
under classes alphabetically, and in th
other schedules simply in an arithmeticab
way, and the aim bas been where items cons
flicted to have them harmonize, and wher
there were grades of goode of d.ffarent kind
but yet which blended with each other so ag
to make it difficult for the appraiser and cus+
tom-house officer to tell the difference between
them and which had different valuations to
place them under equivalent duties, and thua
avoid the inconvenience, the vexation and
the confusion that arose from conflicting
claims as to the quality of the article and
the item in which it came, As far
as it could possibly be done special
exemptions have - been struck < from
the dutiable list and that the dutiable
list - where articles which are raw materiala
have been reduced so far as expert duty was
concerned.

The Tari@ Made in Interest of the Cone
sumer,

‘Whilst endeavoring to sacrifice no industry
which can reasonably hope to maintain ite
selt in this country so far as it can be done
by the imposition of reasonable duty which
will give it sufficient vantage ground to
maintain itself here employini labor and
paying wages into the hands of labor, to bg
used again in buying the products of the
farmers, we have endeavored to take
these ° matters into account and by
a reasonable protection maintain all
those industries which are in the
country which employ labor and which
work up the raw material of the country or
use imported raw material, and which ins
dnstries are constantly benefiting the coune
try. ButI want to say .this as well; al
though we have been accused of geeing none
but the selfish interest, 50 to speak, of those
who are engaged in these industries and wh
want protection, the Government have ha
many opportunities of making themselves
well acquainted with the views and require«
ments of the consumers as well, and whilst
trying to make every reasonable provision
for industries that exist, so far as I am cons
cerned I have felt it my duty to represent
the interests of the consuming population of
this country as well as of the interests of it
industries,

In order that not only the consumer shall
get the benefit which accrues, but that the
industry shall be kept as well, for it would
be of little avail in this country that an
operative should be able to buy his goods at
a cent a pound or a cent a yard less than at
present if be did that under a condition of
things which would keep him from the earn«
ing of the wage with which it was hccnur{
to get the whdrewithal to pay for that whic
he bougnt. |[It is very well to ‘have
in this counfry consumers who can get
what they |[want as cheaply as pos-
sible, but [it s
consumers who, by invested capital and
industries in the country bave a place where

follows:
An-Increased Market,

In 1888-89 the imports of these articles
smounted to 81,131,746 pounds, and in 1889-
90 to 83,112,701 pounds. Toben came the leg-
islation and in the succeeding year, 1890-91
the imports fell to 17,500,404 unds, and in
1892 to 12,000,000 vounds, and in 189293 to
699,000 pounds. T'uat is fn 1889-90 this coun-
try afforded a market for these products
from the United <Stat:s to the value
of $1,734225, but in 1802 under
tbe increased protection that had been
reduced to a market for only $452,312 worth.
Well, sir, if that shows, as it dves show, in-
disputably that the farmers bave been get-
ting the whole of the market of Canada,
that they bave risen to the height of the de-
mands for the consumption in this country
aud that they have been able to avail
themselves of this, their legitimate market,
on account of the protection given to these
products they have had just that much more
market for them, But snother cousequence
Las taken place—the production of those
articles has been stimulated. The fact that
the farmer finds a bome market for what be
produces gives bim the basisof a stock-in-
trade on which to work, snd be works on
that and enlarges it, and looks to the foreign
market fof the disposal of bis surplus pro-
duet,

Where the Farmer Has Galned,

The farmer bas benefited in two ways. He
bas bad the control of the market, which is
properly his own in this country, and he bas
displaced through the aid that protection has
given bim the products that formeriy came
iu from the United States, and in couse-
quence of that better position bhe has gone
iuto the cultivation of these products more
inzgely, and sent the surplus to Great Bri-
tain and o the United Stutes, notably Great
Britain, until last year the export reached
the very large sum of £40,235,000. In this
respect, the National Policy has benefited the
farmer. It hbas done more, It bhas
provided experimental farms at s very
geuerous cost from tbe treasury. Experi-
men's bave been made,bulletins issued. Com-
petent teachers have gone throughout tbe
country giving results of their operations
aud experiments, teaching the people in their
assemblies and iostit the el tsry
principles and the newest results of science
and the best busivess methods in the produc-
tion of their various producis, At a great
cost this bas been done, and further, ut a
great cost this country has for the last 14
years provided trausport for the farwers
products going out and for the articles they

which goes into every corner uf the country
and which for excellence and cbeapuess Is
uot surpassed by that of any other country
in the world,

These are two or three considerations
whieh, I think, make foy assertion good that
the farmers iuterests have pot been neglec:-
ed by the Goverument heretofore and sup-
port my assertion tbat 1o the revision of the
tariff bis iuterests will be found not to have
been neglrcted again, .

On tobaccos and on spirituous liquors we
have made no change whatever. I come
next to the item of agricuitural products,the
second class of the schedule, From the re-
marks which I have wmade it will be seen that
it is not the policy of the Government to des
crease in any material degree the protection
at present afforded to the agricuitural in-
terests of the country.

Mr, Whitney Points Ous That the Present
Plan of Numbered Hallot Papers is
Used to l‘gué«loully Intimidate Voters
Since a Man’s Vote Oan he Followed
Up on the Records,

In the Ontario Legislature yesterdsy Mr’
Whitney moved,seconded by Mr. Wi'lough-
by, an amendment Lo the following effect:
That in the opinion of the House, in order
to obtain a fres expression of the popular
will, the use of the naumbered ballot paper
shall be discontinued, and that the elections
of members of the Legislative Assembly
shall be made by secret balloz.

He believed that votes under the present
system had been traced, and it had
been stated in the House that in one
instance the returningeofficer had done so.

The secret ballot was ased in Dominion
elections in the other provinces in our
municipal elections, in many States of the
Union ~and in many parts of Europe, and
there was no valid and fair argument for
the existing practice here. And no mem-
ber of the House could honestly deny thav
the fact that a man’s vote could be followed
up on the records, was used constanily at
the polls in such & manner as practically
intimidate voters. It was no fair argu-
ment. merely to cite English precedent;
many other features of legislation which
would be considered abuses here, could be
similarly justified. With regard to person-
ation, the necessary proof did not require
that the tracing up of the balloy should be
possible,

Sir Oliver Mowat replied. He admitted
the advantages of secrecy, but argued that
‘the systems,of which that was a distinctive
feature, led to other abuses, such as ballot-
stuffing, while at the same time the
secrecy was not absolnte, A system afford-
ing serloct secrecy had not yet been de-
vised,

His subjeet was ‘‘Experimental Psych-
ology,” and his remarks centred as intim-
ated at the openming, around the words:
“Keep thy heart with all diligence, for out
of it are the issues of life.” *The only
object ot education is to develop human
nature. The heart is only a smull,8 oz.organ,
but it constitutes the centre of all human
thought and action.” The speaker strongly
favored anythingin the way of exciting,
but harmless, amusements for coliege boys.
He regreited the growth of what he termed
the “rocking-chair motion” smong Ameri-
cans, and condemned 1n strongest terms the
light, trashy, frivolous music that is intro-
duced in the opers, going from there to

THREE YEARS FOR BAIN.

The Young G.T.R, Clerk Beoeives n Sovere
. Sentence.
io the Police Court yesterday James C.
Bain, ex-G.T.R. clerk, pleaded guilty to the
charge of embezzling and larceny of $1011
in cash and worth of tickets from the
G.T.R. and Pallman Palace Car Companies,
and §800 from Mr. A. F. Webster. Before
the Magistrate passed the sentence on the
prisoner & stron npgul in Bain’s be-
half war made by E. F. B. Johnston,
QC. He said . Bain entered the
service of the G.T,R. 11 years
ago at Port Hope as messenger at a salary
of $5 a month, without bosrd. By indus:
try and integrity he had risen to a respon*
sible position. For three years he had con-
trol of the cash in an office where the re-
ceints averaged £1000 a day, and on special
days the amount received woild run as

i bigh us$4000. For this work Bain receiv-
led $36 a month, . Mr. Johnston maintained

that the act was not premeditated, for if
Bain had been “so inclined he could
have made away with 12, or
$15,000. Instead of that he merely ab-
siracted the day's receipts. He did not
wish to palliate the crime, but thought
there were many extenuating circumstances,
which he briefly referred to, and concludei
by saying that Bain had committed the
crime in order to get his wife away from
her alleged evil nssociates. )
Magistrate Denison said offences to which
Baio had pleadedjguilty were of too serious
a character, and are _occurring too
frequently, to be treated lightly. He
then sentenced the young man to three
years in the penitentiary.

Bain received his sentence in silence and
walked down stairs without looking around
the court room, which was crowded. He
afterwards said that it was his intentfon to
return to Toronto at the expiration of his
sentence, live down his mistake and restore
the money he had uszd.

It is thought, in the course of a few
months, a petition will be circulated asking
for his release, and that executive clemency
will be granted, as & prominent ticket agent
has expressed his willingness to give Bain
employment in a similar position to the one
he held with the G.T.R. Co. the moment
he is released,
