BISHOP GRAVEL.
Sketeh of the Career of the Now Prominent
Ecclesiastic.

Montreal, June 21.—Monseigneur El-
phege Gravel, whose document to the
Roman Propaganda has caused no lit-
tle stir in Canada, was born in St. An-
toine, on the River Richelieu, on Octo-
ber 12, 1838. It was in this rich parish
that Sir George Cartier first saw the
light. It was comparatively late In
life that the future bishop was ordained
to the priesthood, as his first igea was
to study medicine, and the rev. gentie-
man was 32 years of age before ne
reached the sacerdotal dignity.

On July 10, 1885, Rev. Father Gravel
was appointed Bishop of Nicolet, after
one of the most bitter conflicts that had
ever been known in the ecclesiastical
history of French Canada. Cardinal
Taschereau asked Rome to cut the then
diocese of Three Rivers in two and
constitute the parishes on the south
side of the St. Lawrence into a new
diocese, to be called Nicolet. Bishop
Lefleche combatted the proposition ‘to
dismember his diocese with all the
vigor at his command, and for years
the two prelates did not “speak as they
passed by.” One of the - documents
which emanated from Three Rivers,
and was submitted to Rome, accused
the Archbishop of Quebec of perjury,
and declared His Grace had deceived
the Court of Rome. The Cardinal-
Archbishop, however, triumphed, and
the appointment of Monseigneur Gravel
as bishop of the new diocese of Nicolet
was made.

The Bishop had been educated at the
College of St,Hyacinthe, and his friends
believed that at last a liberal bishop,
politically speaking, had peen appoint-
ed in the province. La Patrie rejoiced
over the fact at the time, but its joy
was of short duration, as they accused
His Lordship of extreme partiality to
the Conservative cause during the cam-
paign of 1887.

Mgr. Gravel, although looked upon as
a good man, has never been regarded as
a great bishop, and a leading French-
Canadian journalist and politician re-
marked to-day that his letter merits
in no way the attention that has been
given to it.

HIS COMMAND,

An Army Council to be Appointed and
the Functions of the Now Commander
te'be Changed—The Government Be-~
feated Dy Sevem Majority in a Vote om
the Estimates—Bannerman May Besign.

London, June 21.—The Government

‘| was defeated in the Commons this

evening by a vote of 132 to 125 on &
division on the motion of Mr, Broderick,

Conservative, to reduce the estimates
in order to enquire into the matter
oit supply of small arms- and ammuni»
tion.

In announcing the coming retirement
of the; Duke of Cambridge as Comman-
der-in-Chief, MT. Bannerman said: “A$
the close of the financial year His Rqy-
al Highness. the Duke of Cambridge
will relinquish the position of Chief
in command of the British forces whick
he has held so long. He has devoted
his whole life to the service and haa
identified himself with the army. It is
hardy possible that any one engaged
in the civil administration of the army
can make this announcement without
feelings of emotion. We can look-back
with admiration and gratitude upon his
long career which has been distinguish- -
ed by consistent zeal and marked by,
marvelous improvement In the army.
His resignation has imposed upon the
Government a serious task. The Duke
of Cambridge cannot be succeeded bw
any officer who combines .such large
and varied powers and abilitiea

An Army Commission.

The Government, he satd, would ae= .
cept and proceed in the premises upan
the principle of the Duke of Devome
shire's scheme of an Army Cominission
embodying a plan whereby the Seore-
tary of State for War would be advised
by a deliberative counrcil composed of
experienced officers. (Cried or neam,
hear.)

Mr. Balfour sald the House must ait
feel that the severance of the Dulie of
Cambridge’s connection with the army,
was an event which must mhove the
country for the moment, but they muss
exclude this feeling from their coneid-
eration of practical questions. whioh
couls not be long deferred. It was cer-
tain® however, that they would never
find any man who would inspire greater
affection in the army or who wauld be
animated: by -any higher sense of his
public duty as well as his quty to the
Queen and to Parliament,”, :

A Ten-¥ear Term. -

Mr. Campbell-Bannerman further said
that the appointiment of Commander-
in-Chief of the Army would be main-
tained, but his functions would be
greatly modified. .He would be subject
to the ordinary rules affecting stafr offi-'
cers and his office would be tenable for
a period of 10 years, which would be
capable of extension if desirable. The
Commander-in-Chief would be the prin-
cipal military adviser of the Secretary
of State for War, whose council would
coneist of five general officers.

The Gov t Def

During the debate ‘on the war estl-
mates, the Hon, Wililam St. John Brod-
erick, Conservative member for the
Guildford division of Surrey, asked for
certain information in regard to the
present supply of small arms ana am-
munition.

Mr. Campbell-Bannerman said that
the estimates comprehended enough to
meet the current needs.

Mr. Broderick was not satisfled with
this answer, and moved a reduction of
the vote for such suppiy. -

A short and sharp discussion of the
motion ensued, after which a division
was taken, and the Government was
defeated by a vote of 132 to 125.

The defeat of the Government on the
question of the estimates was received
with a deafening volley of Qonservative
cheers.

Mr. Campbell-Bannerinan immediate-
ly moved that the committee report
progress on the estimates, which was
agreed to. 1

Mr. Balfour asked if the Governmernt
proposed to take up further business
this evening.

After some discussion, it was agreed
to proceed with the Naval Works bill.

After the House had ! again calmed
déwn %o business the lobbies were crowd~
ed with members discusping the situar
tion. The comsensus of opinion emong
the Liberals was that the Government
ought not to take fthe extreims stepof
dissolving Parliament om its defeat im
such a minor matter.

A Conservative whip, replying to
charges that it was a trick division, de- *
nied that there was any strategem. He
added that the Government’s defeat
was the legitimate complement of a
series of incidents conected with the.
War Office mismanagement.

Several Liberals,including Str Charles
Dilke, voted against the Government.
In an interview, Sir Charles said he
hoped the Government would take its
defeat serifously. It might get out of
the difficulty by putting back a vote
for the Secretary of War's salary,
Doubtless when this was proposed tlie

The Agreement With the Atlantie Road®

Previous to going into Supply there
was a brisk discussion over the affairs
of the Atlantic and Lake Superior Rail-
way Company, the effect of which was
to emphasize the statemeéent previously
made, that the Government in no way
assumes any responsibility for the en-
terprise.

Mr. Foster replied, that, as he had
already stated, the Government did not
guarantee the road or the scheme in
any way.

“I see nothing at all objectionable in
this matter. It is something like tak-
ing an annuity or loan on advantage-
ous terms, but when the company's
bonds are issued outside of Canaaa,
where the same information does not
exist, I can quite see that it 1s-open,
inferentially, to the objection my non.

Expiloring East of Hudson Bay.

A, P. Low of the Geological Survey
has left town to complete his explora-
tion of the country east of Hudson Bay
from the head water of the East Main
River through Labrador, to the Atlan-
tic coast. On July 1 Mr. Low purposes
striking inland from the St. Lawrence,
opposite Rimouski, going up the Bersi-
mith River, a distance of 500 miles,
until he reaches the head water of the
East Main, and then direct overland to
the Hamilton River, and down that
stream to the Atlantic coast, which he
expects to reach about October to catch
the last steamer for home.

FARM AND GARDEN.

An Improvement in the Formula for
Making Bordeaux Mixture—Less
Injurious to Foliage.

This was-first suggested by M. Perret
at a meeting of the National Agricui-
tural Society of France, and it was ge-
signed to remove certain objections to
the use of the old mixture. It has the
advantage over that famous mixture
in being less injurious to foliage, less
liable to be washed away by rains, and
less likely to choke the nozzle or tne
spraying machine. The ntw formula
is as follows : Quicklime, 4 pounas ©
ounces; sulphate of copper, &4 pounds
6 ounces; molasses, 4 pounds & ounces;
water, 22 gallons. The essential differ-
ence between the new and old formulas
is the presence of the molasses, which
has a greater influence than would at
first be suspected. The prescription,
as given by M. Perret, is to add the
molasses to 13 gallons of water, then
slack the lime and add four and a half
gallons of water to £6rm a milk of lime.
Pour this slowly into the sweetened
water, stirring briskly in order to mix
intimately. Next, in the third (wooden)
vessel, dissolve the bluestone and pour
this into the previous mixture, suirring
well. In this blending of materials
chemical changes are taking place.
‘When the milk of lime and the sweet-
ened solution are intimately mixea to-
gether, then saccharate of lime 1s rorm-
ed. Next, when to this is added the so-
lution of sulphate of copper a double de-
composition takes place, sulpnate of
lime is formed on the one and soluble
saccharate of copper on the othér. This
saccharate of copper is only formed in
presence of an excess of lime, and its
formation is indicated by the mixture
assuming a beautiful greenish tnge.
Thus the mixture is rendered akallne
and the acid is neutralized by the lime.

Preventing Swarming.

A paper on how to keep bees from
swarming, written by Mr. F. W. Clarke
of Guelph, Ont., was read at a recent
bee-keepers’ convention at Albany.
After mcuh study of the causes of
swarming, he had come to comsider it
abnormal and experimented much to
prevent it. He took six of his strong-
est colonies, gave them plenty of room
and a comb, and only one was induced
to swarm. In one case a colony start-
ed to swarm; he checked i, and found
the frameg’ full of sealed honey. He
gave them fresh frames, and they went
to work again. Sometimes bees get too
hot and swarm; after cooling off, they
return. This is not'a new idea; in 1834
a writer notes the need of more room to
keep bees quiet. One or two mnon-
swarming hives have been put upon the
market, but the problem is not yet
solved.  There is such a thing as a
swarming mania. Mr. C. had cured it
by catching the swarm in a bag of
cheese-cloth, twisting the top and hang-
ing it to. the fence over night. In the
morning the bees were glad to return
home. Mr. Crane had tried all methods
known to him and had failed. Mr. Cogg-
shall uses a queen excluder, and re-
moves brood from the lower to the up-
per story. A member had made the
same change for three years, and with-
out swarming. ¥He makes extracted
honey, and does not think the plan ap-
plicable to comb honey. Mr. Doolittle
said that preventing swarming is a sim-
ple matter for extracted honéy, but not
for a comb. He had never succeeded.
The desire to swarm is instinctive, and
it is not possible to produce a non-
swarming race of bees. More honey can
be had by conforming to this mn-
stinct. Mr. Cornell described the de-
vice of a Canadian bee-keeper, a revoiv-
ing platform, which effectually mixed
the beea in the hives and prevented
swarming. President Elwood selected
400 swarms from 800, took queens away,
cut out queen cells, and returned
queens in 20 days, and swarming was
prevented.

Sows thus grown
will be long bodted, will be ready for
breeding early, and will produce larger
litters than those kept over fat, It is
not unusual that a young sow with piz, .
if of good breed, will sell for twice what
she would be worth to fatten, and she
will give a good profit to the buyer at
that price.

THE POLITICAL SITUATION.

A genuine political sensation is what
has been préduced by: the confession of
Mgr. Gravel, Bishop of Nicolet, In the
document which he recently addressed to
the clergy of Canada the Bishop said he
had suggested to Cardinal Ledochowski,
the Prefect of the Propaganda at Rome,
that the latter ought, through Cardinal
Vaughan, to endeavor to “werk” the
Judicial Committee of the Privy Council
of England in-the interest of the Catholic

| minority of Mapjtoba, who at that time
were appellaf’ before this tribunal.

That the public may appreciate!' exact-
ly what the lﬁshop now confesses, it is
much better to use his own language.
It seems that when the Bishop was in
Rome last December, he was asked by
the Cardinal Prefect to draft a memor-
andum for the guidance of the Holy See
in regard to the Manitoba school ques-
tion. This the Bishop did, and in his
address the other day to his fellow
bishops of Quebec, he supplies a copy
of the report which he made to the Holy
See. In that report he says:

Now, I em asked if the Sacred Congre-
gation of the Propaganda can usefully
intervene to assist in the settlement of
this important question. It is certain
that the Sacred Congregation can con-
tribute assistance of great value to the
bishops by giving them its support. As
stated above, it has been sought to
create the impression that the Catholics
of Manitoba were complaining without
cause, and that the church would be
well satisfied with the common schools
of Manitoba, just as it is satisfied with
the Public schools of the United States.
This opinion, which it has been sought
to create among the public, would fall
to the ground in the face of a support
given to the bishops by the Propaganda.
But in what way can this Sacred Con-
gregation accomplish this intervention ?
It might, perhaps, through the interven-
tion of his Eminence Cardinal Vaughan,
represent, among other things, to the
Colonial Minister in London, that his
predecessor, Lord Carnarvon, had given
in his own name and in the name of Her
Majesty the Qucen the assurance to the
Catholics of Manitoba that they would
have their separate schools, and that
consequently the Crown is bound in
honor to fulfil these solemn promises if
it does not wish to alienate the hearts
of the Catholies of Manitoba. An inti-
mation of this nature might have a good
effect in reference to the judgment which
the Privy Council will render within a
few months upon the question which the
Canadian Government has submitted to
it. At the same time, this Sacred Con-
gregation might address to all the bis-
hops of Canada congratulations upon the
act so noble and truly episcopate which
they have accomplished by their peti-
tion to the Government in favor of the
persecuted Catholics of Manitoba, and
express the hope that they will continue
by common action to demand the equit-
able settlement of this question. Be-
sides the fact that such a letter would
be calculated to create a favorable opin-
jon on the question and ~unite Catholics
in the vindication of their violated rights,
it would greatly strengthen the hands
of the future Archbishop at St.Boniface,
upon whose shoulders the Holy See is
about to place the burden of a succes
sion difficult to be borne.

Such is the Bishop’s report to fhe
Cardinal, and aftere quoting this he goes
on in his address to his fellow Bishops
to say that his suggestion 'was acted
upon. We again quote his pastoral:

The Most Eminent Prefect at once
placed himself in communication with
Cardinal Vaughan, and it may be that
his intervention has contributed on his
part to create in the English official
world mn opinion favorable to the Caitho-
lics of Manitoba. However that iay
be, his Eminence wrote me on the 18th
March that “he had .seized the occasion
of the favorable judgment of the Privy
Council to sends a circular letter to all
the Bishops of Canada, frusting much
to the geal and prudence of these pre-
lates to secure a happy issue for so &er-
ious a businesg.”

Now, it will be seen that the Bishop
of Nicolet did make the suggestion 'to

to him.” And Mr. McCarthy even sug-
gests that this is a possible explanation
of certain statements of the Chancel-
lor's throughout ‘the trial.

“ The contemporary American’s views
about = Sundiy-keeping differ a good
deal from those his grandparents
held, and the courage of his
convictions i® growing in him. He is
usually & hard-worked, often a hurried,
person. He needs to get the very most
possible out of Sunday. Whatever use
of Bunday does him the most good, that,
for him, is the best use, and seemingly
the use most consonant with Christian
doctrine.

“ The Committee on Sabbath Observ-
ance, recently appointed by the Maine
Methodist Conference, brought in a report
which, to be sure, the conference would
not accept, but which has stirred up com-
ment and won approval. The committee
found the Mosaic Sabbath law not bind-
ing on thé ‘Christian Church ; .it noted
that ‘changing opinions have already
modified greatly the observance of the
Lord’s Day among the descendants of
the Puritans, and that other modifica-
tions await us,’ and it held that ¢if the
heart be right, any manner of observance
would bring no condemnation,” and recom-
mended that the day be not crowded with
80 many eervices as to weary wor-
shippers, and that ‘such recreation as
brings real rest to the body and soul
be not prohibited.’ -+

In|
many States the influence of the Puritan
spirit is very much more in evidence in
the letter of the Sunday laws than in
their mpplication. The discrepancy awill
disappear presently by the modification
of the laws. Yet such modifications will
be careful and conservative, for the
value of Sunday as a peaceiul and quiet
day is very highly appreciated in all|
communities of Anglo-S8axon origin, and
while Sunday laws should not be suf-
fered '®o enable mischievous “zealots to
vex their fellows, they should be definite
enough to secure to the mass of the
decenf;' people such a Sunday as ‘they

-want.

Should
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Its Members, When Together,
Avoid Unpleasant Topics.

“] do not know why members of a
family, whenever they are left alone,
should settle down to talking about
dismal family topics,” says Mr.. Wood-
berry, in “The Errant Wooing,” an¢| the
readers wonder with him: When the
family is'left alone the tendency is to
resolve itself into a critical body, a com=
mittee of ways and means, or an ex-
ecutive committee. It is only in a rare
instance that the impersonal, outside
.matters that would lead and control
the conversation of a body of friends
control the family conversation, and yet
nowhere is the gift of conversation 80
valuable as when the family is alone.
We take it for granted, even between
mothers and daughters and fathers and
sons, that the fact of blood relation
makes ¢xchanges of courtesy, approval,
encouragement and common interest
obligatory. The family circle should
never be a stage for the display of bad
manners, i1l temper and lack of self-
control. One sometimes hears it said
’tha.t it is the duty of the mother to
create this atmosphere of sociability In’
the home, It is a common duty. Family
life is a conglomerate, a many-sided
cyrstal, and to be perfect it needs the:
contribution of good temper, good man-
ners, and sympathy from the members
in théir relations towards each other
and toward the family as a whole.
Watch any family where there is a
common intellectual interest—a family
spoken of as a musical family, for in-
stangce—and see how the mutual rela-
tions differ from those of the family
where each member has separate and
individual interests apart from the
others. Character commands as much
respect from the individual members
of a family as it does from the world
at large, %

What we need in the hurry and rush
of to-day more than anything else is
family life in its perfection, and that
we can have only when each member
of a family contributes his or her share
towards its beauty, peace and intellect-
ual develpopment. Family life should
be the social centre for each member of
that family, the place where each can
bring his friends with freedom, and the
place where his friend will receive a
ready welcome from all because of the
friendship existing between him and a
member of that family. 'While all may
not be able to find the same bond of
sympathy or the same common interest
because the stranger is the friend of
one, he should be received sympathet-
ically by all. Life is more than meat,
and the body is more than raiment,
but too often the family life seems to
accept the two facts of food and rai-
ment and exclude all others, and where
this is done one always finds the ele-
ments of unrest, dissatisfaction, cr.ti-
cism and lack of sympathy.—The @ut-

_ Milton Champion: Frederick Verner is
now 8ir Frederick. Such an event is
of small account in England, except

;3-" of Emperor William.

Kiel, Jyne 21.—Everybody was stirring
at an early hour this morning, securing
places of vantage to see the ceremony of
laying the -lkeystone of the canal at
Holtenau.

At 11 o'clock shouts of “Der Kaiser
Kommt!” arose. The Emperor, whose ar-
rival was the signal of deafening cheers,
was in admiral’s uniform, and took a
standing position before the dais. Chan-
cellor’ Hohenlohe asked the Imperial as-
sent to commence the proceedings, and
then read a document relating to. the
ceremony, after which the Kaiser ap-
proached and tapped the stone with a
mallet. The stone also received blows
from the royal princes present, from the
members of the Bundesrath and Ministers
of State.

The Emperor, in laying the keystone,
said: “In memory of Emperor William
the Great, I christen 'this canal the
Kaiser Wilhelm Canal.” His Majesty
then tapped the stone thrice, continuing,
“I, in the name of God, in honor of the
Emperor William ‘I, for the weal of
Germany and the welfare of natioms.”

The stone being laid the Kaiser re-
turned to his place on the dais, and at
the conclusion of the ceremonies at the
keystone the Emperor - went on board
the Hohenzollern, where he took luncheon.

DECAY OF BOHEMIANISM.

Practically Dead, Though Some Meople
Make a Fad of It,

Bohemianism is dead, and those who
call themselves bohemians at the pres-
ent day wear their rue with a difference,
Sometimes they mistake the attendant
circumstances for the cause, and think
themselves entitled to a reputation for
ability, merely because they refuse to
g0 to bed at the same time as ordinary
humanity. Such men, of course, have
no right to call themselves after a dis-
tinguished and not unhonorable name;
the mere habit of large suppers and late
hours and loose ways of life generally
has nothing which associates fHtself
with that ready aptitude for all kirfds
of work, and that disciplined though
somewhat fitful activity, which were
the marks of the true bohemian.

There is no more significant proof of
the change that has come over the ar-
tistic and literary world than the fact
that every attempt to revive the old bo-
hemianism in its former shape has in-
variably resulted in failure, The de-
mand for the “good old” sanded floor
and clay pipe of the past is limited to
an.undistinguished few, and the supply
of these obsolete luxuries, when grant-
ed, meets with no general appreciation.
In like manner eccentricities ofconduct
which were once regarded as virtues
rather than vices are no longer tol-
erated, and the so-called bohemian of
these days is expected to pay, and does
pay, his club subscription and his just
debts. He is not so picturesque as he
was, but he is much more punttual

The cause of these changes is not far
to seek. Nowadays the standard of life
has risen in all the social spheres, and
while the British workman demands his
higher wages and more ample leisure
the artist world clothes itself in purple
and fine linen and requires to be sur-
rounded with all the comforts and ex-
travagances and palatial clubs. Only
there is no eight-hour limit for the
contemporary inhabitant of this non-
descript region, nor does he enroll him-
self into unions to extort termas from
hard-hearted proprietors and managers.
Although-his dinners and his suppers
are much more costly than they used
to be in the old days, he Hoes not work
less hard, nor is his labor less worthy
of ungrudging praise.

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THE BEST FLOOR TO LIVE ON.

Greater Longevity Attained by Peeple
‘Who Occupy the Second Story.

M. Korosi, the Hungarian hygenist,
has lately investigated the effects of
living in cellars, ground floors and up-
per floors upon the duration of life. He
found that the dwellers in cellars lived
to about thirty-nine years and eleven
months ; those on the ground floor to
forty-three years and three months;
those on the first and second floors
lived to forty-four years and two
months, while those on the third and
fourth floors Hved only to forty-two
years. 4

All things being otherwise equal, the
observations of M. Korosi may be ac«

upon longevity by the different selected
planes of residence. The air of cellars
or basements is never healthy, nor can
such localities be ventilated except at
considerable expense; this also implies
ground air and ground moisture con-
taminations arising from the inability
to remove the additional contamination
arisng from the animal exhalations of
the persons living there, along with the
heavier ground air from the street and

such spaces. Those living on the first
and second floors seems to enjoy the
longest lease of life; this is as might be
expected from the greater freedom that
the air of those floors enjoys from foul
gases, microbes and germs, animal em-
anations, and from street dust. Much
here depends, however, upon the char-
acter of the stairs; a steep, hard stairs
tends to shorten the duration of life,
while an easy, low step stairs, broken
by easy landings at every eight or ten
steps, will enghten its duration. The
spiral stairs, winding screw-like up in
a narrow cylindrical space, are life-

| shorteners. These stairs save space and

destroy life, and are quite comrhon in
many parts of Europe, and where one
has to climb them to the third floor
the exertion is slowly but surely tell-
ing. The effects of stair-climbing are
visible in the two years of less life en-
joyed by the inhabitants of the upper
floors.

These observations {ally with those
of Strassmann of Berlin, with the ex-
ception that in Berlin the basements
give less mortality than the immediate
street floor, which speaks well for the
humanity of the Berlin. microbe, In
Berlin the basements are occupied by

sackcloth nor locusts and wild honey |

FURNISH NEWSPAPER CLIPPINGS.

Particularly in Oakland are the trol-
ley lines suffering. The streets there are
nearly all level and well paved, and
the percentage of bicyclists among the
population is tremendous. It is a fact
vouched for by one of the trolley mag-
nates, who, by the way, rides a wheel
himself and saves car fare, as his road
is run purely on no-pass principles,
that but one road in the city. is doing
better than just paying expenses. The
gross receipts of every trolley road in
the place has been reduced fully one -
third by the craze for wheeling, and as
the operating expenses remain the
same despite this reduction of custom,
the roads find themselves in-g bad way.

Conditions almost as unf@vorable to
the trolley prevails in San Francisco.
[Here on account of the hills and the bad
pavement in many streets, the disad-
vantages and discouragements to the
cyclists are-greater. Nevertheless one
of the principal lines of the city alone
is losing $1,000 a month. An official of
one of the roads says :

“Hundreds of people who used to
spend thirty cents a day regularly on
the street car lines in this city now
own their own bicycles and save that
amount daily. A railroad received that
amount from. each regular traveler,
and nearly every regular traveler now
has a wheel, and as a result the rail-
roads get only the transient travel
These estimates are made from the re-
ceipts of the road. We find that our
out-of-town line has not been hurt
much, but our intown line has lost
one-third of its income.”

Here the bicyclists have added insult
to injury, for their favorite = wheel
paths are the nicely paved roadbeds of
the very trolley lines from which they
are taking the means of support. And
worse yet, in the cases where the
roadbeds are not such as to find favor
in the eyes of the knights of the wheel
they are seeking to obtain legislation
forcing the companies to bitumenize
the roadbeds. It is intimated that every
bicycle sold in San Francisco means a
losss of 25 ces\ts a day to some one of
the trolley lines. At this rate what will
become of the Brooklyn trolleys when
the bicycle craze reaches its height.—
N. Y. Sun.
