The consignment was delivered to
him at his home in Toronto at a
total cost to him of 23 cents per
pound. The cost in Lancashire was
19 cents per pound; the freight two
cents and the duty two cents. On

package, a member of the gentle-
man’s household paid 30 cents a
pound for bacon cured in this city of
inferior, or at least of mno better
quality. Thus the Torontonian saved
seyen cents a pound by buying in
Lancashire. It was not a case of
eliminating the retailer’s profit. The
bacon and hams were purchased
from a retail merchant at the current
prices of the day.

stances and establishing the respecn-
gibility for the outrages if they were
found to have occurred.

mame. Mail was sent to ‘Bosanquet
Corners.””  The first Postmaster was Mr.
Milborn, father of Levi and E. L. Hil-
®orn, and the post-office was in a log
Building about where it- is now located,
Between 55 and 60 years ago, a meeting
wwas called in the old red school house to
give the village a new name. After some
adiscussion, it was decided to ‘adjourn for
@ week for consideration. When they
anet again, a Mr. Brower suggested the
mame Arkona. It metwith the approval
of the meeting and there and then Ark-
mona became Arkona. The school con-
«dacted in this old red school house was a
rate school.  In those days when money
was not very plentiful, it was almost
anore than many of the people could do
to send their children to school and pay
for the privilege. So it was a decided
«whange for the better and a long step for-
wward, when, after a great deal of opposi-
tion, it was made a free school. Fifty-
#ive vears agoa Mr. Johnston started a
select school and none lower than third
book pupils were taken in. It was at-
tended by young and old from tar and
mear and was a success, but after con-
«ducting it for nearly two years, he was
whbliged to give it up on account of failing
health. The first church organized was
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the Baptist. They had a log building up
on the hill, just west of the cemetery.
It was here, too, that the select school
was housed. - The first part of the cem-
etery was given by Mr, Nial Eastman to
be a burying ground for the public of all
denominations, and the first person bur-
ied there was a Mrs. Channer, The first
store was in a log building about in the
centre of the village. It was a general
store where everything including whisky
was sold. For over sixty years our
town bell has been doing duty morning,
noon and night, The first mill was
down somewhere back of Mr. Dennis’
property, and not so very many years
ago, flour was ground at the Hungry
Hollow mill. The old mill at Rock Glen
has stood for over sixty years. The
march of time bringing in roller mills,
doing so much finer and swifter work
has taken the businecs all away from the
old stone mills. Sixty years ago the
houses were lit with candles, and when
kerosene lamps came in use they were
considered a great improvement, al-
though very dangerous. Thirty-nine
years ago last November, the Oddfellows
organized, and there are now only two
of the original members left. Mr. Tho-
man and Mr. Jaynes. Quietly and
gradually the little place grew and thirty
years ago it was almost as big as it is now,
in fact there was a town hall that we
would be glad to have now. And alas!
Fire wiped out more than half of the
business part of the place. It bravely
rose from its ashes and built up again.
Another town hall was built which has
since been put to other nses, No great
disasters or anything to make Arkona
famous have happened. It has depended
on the unexcelled surrounding country
for its life. We are told and know for
ourselves, that the great drawback which
is retarding the growth and has taken
many of our young and older people to
other places is lack of more rapid trans-
portation, but we are hoping to have
that remedied some day.

A Story of the War Be-
tween the States
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By F. A. MITCHEL

When the war between the states
opened we were a contented family
living on our plantation not far from
Nashville, on the south side of the
Cumberland river. I was then a girl of
twenty and had been at a boarding
school In Ohlo. Our circle consisted of
father, mother, my two brothers, Clar-
ence and Arthur, myself and Clarice.
When I say that Clarice was a slave
it may appear remarkable that I should
speak of her as one of our family circle.
In the first place, she had so little
negro blood in her veins that no one
would have known from her appear-
ance that she had any at all. Her skin
was fair; her hair was light, with a
tinge of red in it; her eyes were dark.
The occupation of Nashville by the
Federal troops in the spring of 1802
was different from that of any other
of our citiés. It was at the beginning
of the struggle, and most of the south-
ern people believed that when the Yan-
kees came down upon us they would
come with fire and sword. The conse-
quence was that when it was known
they were advancing upon us from
Bowling Green, Ky., and coming up
the Cumberland river our people began
to make preparations for flight. The
night before the evacuation of the city
every luxury In the way of eatables
and drinkables was consumed. In ev-
ery house where there were such lux-
uries were parties feasting and drink-
ing. On that night there was a sin-
gular mixture In Nashville of terror,
sacrifice and conviviality.

The next morning the mcyor crossed
the Cumberland and surrendered the
city to the Federal commander ad-
vancing from Bowling Green. We had
packed all our valuables—we had no
transport for the heavier articles—and
went to a plantation of my mother’s
brother some twenty miles to the
southward. Having been at school in
the north, I knew something of' the
northern people and did not believe
that we should all be put to tke sword.
I wished to remain in the house, be-
leving that my presence there would
be a protection. But mother would
not hear of such a thing. She said
the house might be burned to the
ground rather than that I should ex-
pose myself to a lot of vandals.

‘We had got well started on our jour-
ney when some one asked, “Where is
Clarice?” I supposed she was in an-
other conveyance than mine, but she
was not. She had done what I had
wished to do—remained -in the house.
‘We had gone too far on our journey to
turn back, so it was decided by
mother, who was director general of
our hegira—my father and brothers
being away in the army under General
‘Albert Sidney Johnston—that if Clarice
