He thanked God that
he lived in -a free country where even a
dog could not be condemned without & fair
and impartial trial. On the issue of this
cnse depends not the liberty even but the
life of the prisoner. When they retired to
their room the solemn’ hour would arrive.
Then would they feel the full weight of
the terrble respousibility which rested
upon them.. Then would they have no
counsel of judge to direct them but their
own consciences and the Supreme Being,
whom he knew all would invoke in the
trying hour. They owed a duty to the
public, they also _owed a duty to a higher
power before which they must all one day
appear. They would be asked to send a
man before his maker snd on human evi-
dence, evidence which wes 80 apt to err.
Theirs was indeed a solemn duty and he
would indeed be recreant to the trust re-
posed in him if he failed to fully explain to
them the position they occupied. 1t rest-
ed with the crown to show a motive for
the crime charged against the prisoner, but
they bad absolutely failed to doso. It was
said that the prisoncr had committed the
murder to save a few doliars and cents,
because he feared to have an additional
infant entrusted under his charge. Where
was there evidence of this? Did not Addie
Scott say the Thebaults wished Charlotte
Hill to stay with them ? Was it likely that
wo fearful & "crime would be committed to
get her out of the way when they might
merely bave given her permission to go?
He exhorted them to give the prisoner the
benefit of every doubt. Purely circum-
stantial evidence always admitted of doubt,
where there was & link mirsing. Was
there no link missing here ? There was no
living testimony beyond one point, unless
they took the fearful reeponsibility of
supplying the missing link from their
own imagination. He next proceeded to
review at leugth the ecvidence, saying, at
the ontset, that in criminal cases the jury
must remember that they were not 10 col-
sider which side had the balance of evi-
dence, but whether there was any possi-
bility of the prisouer being innocent.

MR. MOTT@N'S8 ADDRESS.

Mr. Motton closed the case for the de-
fence in a long address to the jury. In
preseuting the case he would advance no
theory, but devote himself exclusively to
the evidence presented by the crown, and
drawing his inference and submitting his
Lumble opinions to their superior judge-
ment. He spoke of the great respousi-
bility resting om him as counsel for the
prisoner, but he would aet only in such a
manner as was becoming a professional
man.  To see that he received a fair trial
was his duty, and he was glad to say that
su far as the Attorncy General was cou-

The
evidence of Dr. Bingay sbowed that the
elevation of the srm was caused by a con-
traction of the muscles by  heat, The
bruises on the head spoken of were shewn
Ly thie evidetice of Addie Bcott 1o be old
oues, so the theory that they had caused
death or insensibility was not cstablished.
He ‘kuew - the counsel who opened for the
prusecutivn was well known to all of them,
auvd when he was carried away by his ar-
dor he  feared the personal iufluence he
must Lhave with the jury against the:pris-
oner. He felt that if Mr. Roggles had
kunuwn that his assertions were not 1o be
borne out by the evidence, and they had
wot been, he would have addresred the
jury ina different manuer. Something
bad bucn . said about the comnments of the
press.  He bad no desire to criticize that
wstitution. ‘It had made wonderful pro-
gress in this country, ond the very action
taken by it in this drial was an evidence of
its enterprise. But the public: desired
something sensativual, hence it was that
before the trial such narratives had been
published, ‘and ‘since then there bad ap-
peared comments on the appearafice of the
prisoner, leadiug to ‘s presumption of
guilt; for it - was known that he was sub~
jected to thé gaze of keen-eyed reporters,
skilled in ‘observing the human counte-
pagce. Bnt now all these influences must
be thrown off. The jury must not be in-
fluénced by newspaper narcatives or maud-
lin-'pablie ' sehtiment, - and he did
not fear that they would. What he feared
was the feeling whick exhibited itself in

that the aunimal had its hainess on. He
did not ask the jury to consider the evi-
dence of these witnesses as wilfully faise,
but with such an evidence right before
them of the liability of men and women to
be mistaken in the other matters brought
out in evidence? Were they not justified
in saying * I canpot send this man to the
gallows on evidence of this kiud in the ab-
sence of all positive evidence?” He here
cited several cases ' of mistaken identity
with which he said the books were brist-
ling. John 'Thowas, the overseer of the
poor, had been calied evidently to supply a
motive for the crime to color the case-—to
wring trom the jury a verdict—but, in
view of the absolute failure to supply such
a motive, he thought his learncd friend
onght to withdraw the charge of a motive
made in his opening address. The motive
endeavored to be set up by the evidence of
the overseer ia that he fearedto be saddled
with the expense of anotler infant; but
this was positively refuted. Then, again,
there was a discrepancy between the evi-
dence of this witncss and that of the
brother-in-law of Charlotte Hill. The for-
mer said she had been a pauper, charge.

THE THEBAULT MURDER
TRIAL.

Judge Weatherbe's Charge to the Jury.
Axxnapors, Dec' 9.
The court resumed at 10 o’clock.
Judge Weatherbe eharged the jury.
His responsibility was great and one
which any Judge would gvoid if his
duty would permit. He had to direct
them as to the law and ite application
to the evidence. Fortunately, the law
was clear on the case. They were to
try this case free from all prejudice
raised by what they have heard or read
with regard to what bad been said.
As to the press, he could. say that it
was liable to either civil or criminal
proceediugs for comments unfavorable
to the prisoner, aside from a fair re-
port, published to prejudice the jury.
He spoke of this because the wcounsel
tor the defence had complained of it.
Something had been said about a
motive not having been shown. It was
his duty to say to them that when the
actual killing was proved malice must
be presumed. As to circumstantial
evidence there seemed to be a mis
understanding among the counsel.
The evidence given here was almost
entirely positive. The only fact that
was not positively proved was the
actual killing by the hand of the pri:
soner. If there was not positive evi.
dence of the prisoner being near the
plage of murder then they had no right
10..%& that he had done the killing.
‘The Crown had to prove tirst that Char-
lotte-Hill was killed, and next, that the
prisoner was seen last in company with
the deceased and seen coming from the
place where her dead body was found.
He showed them that positive evidence
that the prisoner bad been seen killing
the woman without any other evidence
would not be nearly as satistactory,
as the evidence showing the accused
had béen seen by a large number of
{)ersons flying from a crime, and the
hody found there, she baviug last been
seen alone in his company. He cited
cases to show that murderers wete
seldom convicted on positive evidence
of the actual killing, as mutderers
seldom committed the crime in such a
manner as Lo permit of positive. evi-
«ence of the killing. The prisoner, it
innocent, should disprove the evidence
by showing where he was at the time.
This whs the law of the country, and
he was tiound o give them that for
their gaidance.

The tirst question for them to oon-
sider wus, wus Charlotte Hill dead,—
was the body found her remains? In
frriving at a conclusion on the point,
they ust consider the evidence
brought to identify the remains. He
then prooeeded to call their attention
o this portion of the testimony. They
would ask themselves, was there a
doubt of the ideutitication ? Then they
tnust take into cousideration the fact
that the deceased was a pauper in
charge of the prisoner on the last day
of August and was missing. No evi-

_alence had been given to show where
#he was, if alive. There was positive
evidencs that the photograph found in
the basket was the preperty of the
deceased. As to the finding of the
basket, he left:it to them to consider
the eredibility of the witnesses. On
thispoint it was his duty to tell them
thit's verdict of conviction could be
supported on  that evideuce, if they
believed it. If they came to the con-
‘slusion that the prisoner was the party
seén o the Meadow Road and the
waggon teen there wus his properly,
then they must 'consider that there
was a basket in that waggon. The
deceased took a basket with her.
Now, a basket containing at least one
p ece of property of the deceased was
found near the road. This was a piece
of strong circumstantial evidence, but
there was strong doubton this point.
¥irst, Munroe saw the basket in the
waggon on the Meadow Road, within a

uarter of a mile of the Liverpool Road.
'hen & basket was found near the
entrance of the Meadow road, but
Sypher says further on to the west-
ward he saw the prisoner in A waggon
returning with a basket in his waggon.
The'defence tried to'show that Sypher
was unreliable from his anxiety to
convict the prisoner. 1f so this was a
strong argument for the Crown and it
was for the jury to consider whether
this evidence was reliable or mot. If
the Urown has proved the death of
Charlotte Hill, then the question was
-who killed ber, or who was seen with
her on the road towards thé Meadow
Road and was it the prisoner who re-
turned alone ? If they were satisfied in
the atlirmative, this cerzainly was evi-
dence of the guilt. He iliustrated the
case. A man was seen running from a
room with a bloody sword in his hand
and-on entering that room & man was
dound murdered there. This the law
held as the best kind of evidence.
W.ere not the circumstances somewhat
sitoilar in this case? He proceeded to
show the direction the prisoner took
and called attention to the number of
witnesses who had seen him onm the
yoad in the direction given, going with
the deceased and returning without
her. They all agree in their desorip-
tion of him. Then they must eonsider
the coneealment of the horse and wag-
gon, aad whether the prisoner could
pot bave produced evidence of his
whereabouts at the time of the murder,
for it might have been somehody else
jn his team. They must take into
oonsideration the absence of all expla-
pation. 1f they were satistied that the

’nriuoner was the man seen on the road,
Wwith the other eircumstaaces, was there
not a reasonable presumption of guilt?
One by one he reviewd the evidence of
the witnesses, who saw him on the
rosd, tracking him from near his own
house to the Meadow Road and back.

jury entered the room. ‘I'he prisoner

and that there was from this fact a
presumption that they had been read-
1ng the evidence.

The Judge's charge was concluded
about 2.30, and the jury retired to
their room and remained out about
one hour. The dense crowd, which
filled every part of the place, seemed
determined to hear the end of the
trial, and none left the room. The
prisoner presérved an outward ap-
pearance of calmness during that hour
of fearful suspense to him. His eyes
alone betokened the awful agony with-
in. At 3.10a knock at the locked
door of the jury room announced that
the twelve men within had arrived at a
conclusion. 'The ofticers of the court
hastily assumed theiwr places and the

sat immovable, his teeth firmly clinch-
ed and his countenance rigid. His
eyes were fixed upon the men who
were to tell his fate, with a fearful
intensity of gaze, painful to witness.
+ Have you agreed upon your verdict,’
*We hbave—Guilty.,'! The prisoner
scarcely changed, and the veins in his
forehead stood out like whip cords,
then the muscles gradually relaxed and
the prisoner looked. like » man coming
out of & tit. He moistened his parched
lips, and was again the same living
statute he has been ever since the
trial opened. The verdict was signed
and the usual form gone through with.
+This is your verdiet, 80 say you one,
so say you all,’ and each juror bent his
head in acquiescence. A dead silence
followed, amidst which Mr. Motton
arose. All eyes were at once turned
towards him, and in a few calm, steady
words he gaye notice of a motion for
arrest of judgment. *What could this
mean ?” was asked on every side. The
defence was supposed to have ftired its
last shot whea the closing words of the
counsel’s eloquent appeusl on behalf of
the prisoner died away, but the quiet
contidence with which he now spoke
showed that something was still held
in reserve. The Atty. General gave
notice that he would move for judg

ment in the morning, and the court
adjourned till 10 a. m. to-morrow, when
Mr. Motton's motion will also be heard.
The grounds on which arrest of judg-
ment is usked, the counsel informs we,
are : First—the illegality of the jury, us
set out in Mr. Johnswon’s objection in
the early purt of the trial; second—
that the indictment had never been
read to the jury, and the prisoner had
never been pluced in their hands.

It seewms that the law requires that at
the outset of a trial of & prisoner charg-
ed with a capital ottence the indiet
ment must be read to “the jury, who
are then told that the prisoner, on
being arraigned on this charge, pleads
spot guilty’ and is placed in their
bands to tind a verdict. This not hav-
ing been done it is claimed that the
verdict is worthless, and as a prisoner
cannot be tried for his life twice,
Thebault must be discharged, it the
motion is entertained by the court.
The prisoner, when spoken to by his
eounsel at the end of the trial, said:
*They have found guilty an innocent
man.’

Axxaronis, Dec. 8 —The Attorney- Gens
eral woved for judgmeut this morning, in
the caxe of the Queen ve, Tebo, and the
prisoner was brought juto court. Joseph
Nick Tebo said the Prothonotary, have
you anything to say why the judgegnout ol
the Court should not be passed agaiost
you ? Tebo shook his head.

Mr. Motton said he would at this stage

renew his objection to the jury, which had
been illegally taken from the panel of last
June. The objection was, however, ot
allowed after & contention of nearly two
hours ; at the end of which. the Judge,
Attorney General and Mr. Motton, retired
together to the Judge's room, and after
half and hour's absence retnrned. The
Judge then commenced the most solemn
part of his duty, that of seutencing the
prisoner, by asking the latter if he had
anything to say why sentence should not
Le passed apon him. To which the pri-
souer replied : ¢ I am perfectly innocent
of the crime, sir” In 1mpressive tones
the Judge then passed the following  sen-
tence :—
Joseph Nick Tebo, you have been, after
a long, and impartial trial, found gnuilty of
murder— a murder attended with circom-
stances of brutality and cruelty—the mur-
der of Charlotte Hill, & pauper, whom™ youn
were bound to support, and & woman in a
few mont!:s to become the mother of an
illegitimate child. God only knows what
were your motives. You have had, I eay,
a fair and impartial trial. The Crown has
not unduly or improperly, in my opinion,
pressed the case against you, although
using every proper means to elicit the
truth. You have been defended at the
bar by experienced and able counsel, and
nothing has been spared which could, #o
far as could be observed, have heen urged
in your favor, or which would have placed
you in & more favorable position before
the jury. Twelve of your countrymen
have unanimously after a most patient
enquiry found you guilty. It becomes my
duty now to pronounce against yon the
sentence of the law and that sentence is,
That you Joseph Nick Tebo be taken from
this place to whence you came, and that
on Tuesday, on the eighth day of Febru-
ary 1881, within the precints and walls of
the prison you be then and there hanged
by the necvk untib.you are dead, and may
God have mercy on your soul,

The silence of the grave reigned in
Court, while the Judge pronounced the
dread sentence of the law. The prisoner,
who looked as calm as ever, showing no
rign of emotion except & swelling of the
blood vessels in his forehead, bowed
slightly and retired. The crowd silently
dispersed, looking satisffud with the result,
and all was over.

An application will probably be made
on the prisoner’s behalf to the full bench,
—~the Judge having given time in passing
sentence for such an application to be
argued.

The following ix a statement which
Tebo made in the hearing of a number

as she only walked faster he left the horse
and went after her. She ran and got some
distance away before he caught up to. her.
She then said that she was only going to
look out a good place to wake the fire for
their kettle. But suspecting her from
previous th.eats he kept with her, and
they went off the road to a place in the
swamp where there was a sort of cavity in
a large rock. Here she guathered sticks
together, and she seemed really only going
to do as she said—make a fire--he went back
down the road to give the horse some hay.
While he was doing this he heard the
woman screamiuyg, and at once ran to
ascertain  what was the matter.  'The
place where the fire was was about & quar-
ter of & mile from where be was with the
horse, and by the time he got there he saw
the unfortunate woman lying upon the
ground, writhing in the last agony of
death ; her clothing, which was alléof
cotton was nearly bLurned off. He pulled
the remains of the burning clothing off,
and rolled the quivering remaius of the
dying woman on the ground, to endeavor
to extinguish the flames, but she died
almost at once, her bcdy. being roasted.
Then the horrible nature of the situation
flashed upon him; thas if any one came
that way, for he could sce a hay field in
the distauce, they might think be murders
ed the girl. In the deadly panic of the
moment he put the charred remains into
the only place available, the hollow in the
rock where the fire was, and, covering it
over with bushes and rocks, fled from the
spot. When some distance on his home-
ward journey, aud after he had met several
persons, the mistake he had made dawned
upon him, but he thought 1t was too late
now to turn back, and he 1must account
for the girl’s absence as best he could.
We do not offer any opinion as to the
truth or falsehood of this story, but it was
told by » man who had given up all bope
of mercy ou earth, who had no object then
in lying, sand with a straightforward
earnestuess which seemed like truth.

"Peabo, who displayed the most wonder-
ful nerve throughout his trial, broke down
and cried bitterly during the night and
that portion of the morning precediug bis
senteuce.
