Rev. Dr> S. D. Chown recently 
visited this province, as lie tells in The 
Christian Guardian, in order “to turn 
the white light of impartial investiga­
tion upon the working oi the Prohibi­
tory Liquor Lew in the Province.” 
He interviewed the Stipendiary Magis­
trate, the City Marshal, the City Clerk, 
Prosecutor Jenkins, and others, search­
ed the records for statistics of drunken­
ness in the different periods, of free 
rum, regulation, Scott Act, and prohib­
ition during the past fifteen years. 
With these figures our readers are more 
or leas familiar. But Dr. Chown has 
gone further, and has procured from 
the Steam Navigation Company returns 
of the quantities of ale and spirituous 
liquors brought to the Island by their 
boats in the different years since 1900. 
This table which is new, is as follows :

We regard this table as of the first 

importance as an answer to those who 
sometime» recklessly assert that the
prohibitory Law has not reduced the 
consumption of liquors in this province. 
Every one knows that the Steam Navi­
gation Company is the principal carrier 
of the liquors brought to this Province. 
That there has been a reduction of 330

tons in the yearly amount of ale and 
spirituous liquors carried by this Com­
pany since the Prohibitory Law came 
into force throughout the entire 
Island, as compared with 1901, and 
375 tons—more than a "ton a day— 
since 1902, is a fact which requires no 
comment to make it forcible and effect­
ive.

Well may the Stipendiary Magistrate 
say, as quoted by Dr. Chown, “There 
is nothing at all in the cry that there 
is as much sold now as ever.’* Re­
grettably, ale and whiskey 'are still 
sold^Rnd some men still find the means 
of getting drunk, and some liquor sell­
ers, druggists, and doctors violate and 
evade the law. But there are no open 
bars ; we have an orderly town and 
Province. What would be the effect 
if 375 tons more of alcoholic beverages 
were sold yearly in our small commu­
nity?

Dr. Chowon finds that the result of 
this searching investigation has been 
“gratifying”. Merchants report a 
better payment of accounts, and “in a 
large number of instauces montages 
have been paid off, which would other­
wise have remained” There are fkt 
many things to he improved, but our 
temperance friends have, in the facts 
set forth, abundant, reason to thank 
God and take courage. A solid 
foundation has been' laid, and with 
renewed zeal and vigilance, better 
results may be achieved in the future.

CANADA STILL TO THE VRONT.

The not entirely unjustified scepti­
cism with which the group of news­
paper men who were at the Marconi 
towers on Thursday the 17th, saw the 
visible workings of the system, can 
scarcely stand in opposition to the 
official recognition oi Mr. Marconi's 
success, conveyed in the telegrams 
which we publish in this issue.

It was only Minerve who sprang to 
tifej fully developed and armed. In 
vantions are tike human kind—they 
developed. Three years age, from 
Cape Breton, a message or two flick­
ered, inaccurately across the Atlantic, 
'and it was only last week that Signor 
Marconi’s system may be said to have 
justified itoelt, but it is well to remem­
ber that fifty years ago the first tran«- 
miited message between Queen Victoria 
and President Buchanan, and then ley 
silent, and for ten years the poessbility 
ol trans-Atlantic telegraph was more 
then doubtful.

Geographical position has helped 
Canada to be a pioneer in many things, 
bat our people have not been backward 
in" taking advantage of that position. 
The first steamship crossed the Atlantic 
to a Canadian port. The Cunard tine 
perpetuates the name ol e Halifax 
merchant who established the first 
regular tine of steamships, the enter­
prise of the Allans put into the Ameri­
can trade the first steel steamship, and 
a generation later the first trane-Atlan­
tic eteamere equipped with turbine 
engines formed pert of their fleet, and 
now, well satisfied with the demon­

stration of the practical working of his 
system, Mr. Marconi is in Cape Breton, 
the pioneer of wireless transmission of 
messages over the wide spaces of the 
North Atlantic.

The Italian flag floated over one of 
the four tall towers at Glace Bay in 
company with the British and Cana 
dian ensigns, and those who, like our­
selves, believe in the possibilities of 
great good from Italy in the future, as 
it has throughout the ages, it ie signifi­
cant that the countryman of Volta and 
Galvioa should have won this triumph.

We congratulate Mr. Marconi and 
those associated with him.

1 lespect to psrtridge as io regard 
to other game I think there is a feeling 
thnt the game society might accomplish 
more. If thie society is to receive fees 
and undertake to regulate game mat­
ters it must bring forth imita worthy ol 
the trust reposed in it. It ie evident 
thnt unless something more it done 
partridge shooting in Nova Scotia will 
soon be a thing of the past. This mat­
ter ie therelore, worthy ol elleolioo. 
For whet lover of sport ie williog to do 
withont at least ooe partridge hoot io 
the year.

Now what I want to anggeet ie that 
t' e game society investigate the possi­
bilities ol elockiog the woods with these 
birds.

Growing Squash.

A. McMkans, O. A. C., Guelph, Out.

The best varieties of Sqnash lor 
market purposes are Summer Crook- 
neck, Delicious, Marblehead, and 
Hubbard. Many growers make the 
mistake of leaving the Crookneck until 
the shell gets hard ; whereas, if they 
would cut them just as the shell is 
beginning to harden, or when they can 
lie indented easily by pressing on them 
with the thumb, the squaah would be 
far more acceptable to the consumer. 
At that stage they can be taken and 
washed, and cut shell aud all for cook­
ing. A trial will convince auy person 
that this practice is superior.

Marblehead is not grown enough. 
It has a grayish-white skin with, a 
nearly smooth surface aud is somewhat 
smaller in size than tue Hubbard; the 
flesh is as dry, as thick, as good, and 
the season of ripening is about the 
same.

Delicious, is a variety that should be 
grown when quality is required rather 
than yield. It is a fall and winter 
variety, small to median in size, with 
thick, dry, flesh of excellent quality.

If the amateur wants a variety oi 
squash to cover as much of the season 
as possible, he should try Perfect Gem 
Another variety of excellent flavor is 
Fordbook, but it is too small to grow 
for market.—Canadian Horticulturist
