belonging to it or produced by or received from some one or more of its members.

13. (2) When notice of intention to appeal from any decision of the Board 

has been duly given, the Board, or any judge of the court, of appeal to which the 
appeal ha been made, may direct a stay of the execution of the decision of the 
Board pending the judgment of the court of appeal, subject to such conditions 
as to the giving of security or otherwise as the Board or such judge may seem 
just.

Add:
18. (2) No rescission of any order under this section shall operate in favour 

of any persons by whom an appeal from such order has been taken to the court 
of appeal of any province as hereinbefore provided.

Substitute:
42. No grain that has been subject to scouring or washing shall be graded 

higher than No. 3, and no grain which has been treated with lime or sulphur shall 
be graded higher than No. 4.

Substitute:
53. Every railway company, and every other common carrier subject to 

the jurisdiction of Parliament, shall furnish free transportation on all its lines 
within Canada for the commissioners, the secretary of the Board and the 
principal officers in charge of the inspection service and of the weighing service 
under the Board, and free' transportation within the Western Division for the 
assistant grain commissioners and within the Eastern Division for the principal 
inspection officer under the Board in that division.

111. (2) Nothing in this section shall empower the Board to authorize the 

use of any form of cash purchase ticket or elevator receipt which does not specify 
the date of its issue, the name of the person from whom the grain is received, the 
gross and net weight of the grain, the dockage therefrom and grade thereof, if 
agreed upon, or the mode of ascertaining the same, the charges to be made in 
respect of the grain and the terms upon which it is to be delivered or paid for.

Add:
116a. The holder of any elevator receipt Who surrenders the same before 

the consignee’s receipt is ready for delivery to him shall, upon his request, be 
entitled to receive from the person to whom such elevator receipt is surrendered 
a receipt therefor, specifying the date of its surrender, the name of the holder, 
the character and number of the elevator receipt and the name of the consignee 
to whom the grain therein described has been directed by the holder to be con­
signed.

119a. The rates charged for the cleaning and storage of grain shall be the 

same at every licensed country elevator having the same manager.

(4) For the purpose of any calculation of excesses and deficiencies under 
this section, regard shall be had to any alteration of grade made on any appeal 
from an inspection officer disposed of without the identity of the grain having 
been preserved pending the appeal.

(5) The Board shall have power to determine the mode of calculation to 
be adopted under this section with respect to grain which, on its receipt into 
any elevator, has been graded into any commercial grade but may nevertheless, 
by reason of its subsequent treatment or otherwise, be properly binned with 
grain of a statutory grade.

136. (1) Upon the production to the Board by any person of written con­

tracts, made subject to the approval of the Board, for the leasing of special bin 
accommodation in all such terminal and eastern elevators as may be necessary 
to insure the preservation of the identity of western grain shipped by such person

sixteen thousand bushels, the Board may approve of such contracts, which shall 
thereupon take effect according to their terms, notwithstanding anything here­
inbefore contained but subject as hereinafter provided.

such proceeding who has failed to preserve any records required to be kept under 
any provision of the Act or under any regulation made pursuant thereto.

165. Nothing in this Act shall require any co-operative association of grain 

growers or any company controlled by such an association to take out any 
licence under this Act otherwise than as manager of an elevator belonging to
such association or company.
