The International Council of Women is a federation of National Fomatlon In

Councils or Unions of Women formed in various countries for the pro-

motion of unity and mutual understanding between all associations of

women working for the common welfare of the comnuuiity. The

formation of the Council was due to a company of earnest American

women, who, after consultation with friemls in England and France,

deci<led to convene a representative assemhly of delegates from

as many countries as possil)le at Washington, in 1888, to con.sider the

possibility of organising International and National Councils of Women.

It elected Mrs. Fawcett as its first President ; Miss Clara Barton, of the

Keil '- 'ross Society, as its Vice-President ; and Mrs. Foster Avery as its

Corn sponding Secretary. According to the Constitution, the election

of officers is made 1>y ballot.

In 1893 the International Council accepted the invitation ofHrrtQuln-

the Women's Branch of the World s Congresses, held ni connection with Mating,

the Chicago World's Fair, to hold its first Quincpieimial Meeting in CMcago, 1893.
