‘Now that -a healthy ‘pubiic !ntéreet
in the rich expanses of Northern On-:
tario has been arcused thruout the
older section of the province, it ought
not to be permitted to lose its first
vigor. Nor should it be permitted to
take thé form of distinguishing be-
tween the Old and the New Ontarlo
and dividing them into separate cities
with differing aims, objects and poli-
cies. What must be cultivated ig a’
genuine  sentiment of, solidarity and’
recognition; to the fullest extent, that
Ontario is one and indivisible, that the
interegts of each section are the com-
mc'\T\ care of all and that their pre-ser-:

vation and ‘advancement redounds 1o

the advantage of the  whole province. |

These desirable resuits can be achieved
if the government pursues a broad and
liperal poiicy -and exercises prudent
foresight In anticipating and providing
for the greatest poss!ble expansion of
settlement and ‘development of the
splendid natural resources they are
called on to administer.

With the recent addition, now known
-as Patricia; the province contains 407,-
262 sguare miles; an area fully three
.and one-third times that of the United
Kingdony and‘aimbst egiial to ¥rance
and Germany combined. = This latter
fact, perhaps, conveys more vividly
than any other an idea of the vastness
of the territory subject to.the jurisdic-
tion of the provincial government and
legislature.
