strength, this will mean 12.000 Toronto
iroops of the 45000 under Brigadier.
General Logie at this big camp. A
iArge proportion of the Toronto sol-
ciers will be here before the end of
this week.

The Toronto officers on visiting the
two-mile stretch of rifle ranges found
the preparations for marksmanship
training here a big contrast to the
short ranges used by their battalions
at the Exhibition Park.

Splendid Firing Range.

The camp ranges here will allow
four companies to fire a volley of
eight hundred cartridges at one
moment at the sound of a bugle.
The crash of the volley firing will
glve some idea of the rapid-fire work
being done by the Canadian troops
now at the front, when charged by
the enemy.

BRITAIN IS PROTESTING

The foreign office protested Ilast
September, thru the patrons of the
commission, against decrees issued by

Von Bissing on Aug. 14 and 16, re-

garding labor in Belgium, and at the

same time the Marquis of Crewe wrote

“to the patrons that if the German au-

thorities used the- machinery of the

commission and that of the committee
.. nutional for the. purpose of coercing
" the civilian population of Belgium into
the service of the Germans they must
themselves provide the relief which’
those bodies dispense und all arranges,
ments between the British Govern-
ment and the commission would have

Brook No Interference.

In a subsequent letter Sir Edward
Grey stipulated that there must be no
interference of any kind whatever by
the German authorities either with the
sale or free distrjbution of foodstuffs
to those whom the' commission and the
committee . ' considered deserving of
such relief. >

At this time it was agreed that
Goyernor-General von Bissing would
never use the committes as a means

- of forcing the Belgian population to
serve the Germpan army, contrary to
the stipulations of The Hagueé conven-

tion.
The statement continues to say that
since Sir Edward Grey wrote the let-
. ter quoted above, reports have been
received of further attempts by the
' Germans to requisition labor for
"'military needs. The decree of May 15
provides heavier penalties of impris-
-onment for recalcitrant workers, while
"~ all persons, communes, associations
and other groups giving relief to those
" refusing work are liable to a fine of
not more than 10,000 marks and im-
prisonment for not more than two

years,, ‘ :

g Tyrannical Methods.
< The decrec includes a provision
whereby workers can be foreibly led
to places of employment. Evidence of
the use of this authority is quoted
from the nineteenth report of the BBecl-
glan commission of inquiry, which
'states that many workers were forci-
bly taken from their houscs at the
.point of the bayonet, whila in the ab-
sence of the workers, membhers of their
family were, taken as hostages. Some
recalcitrant workers were dzported to
Germany, where, it s alleged, they
were compelled to cl:ar fortsts and
dig trenchés under conditions inimical
to. health and under the penulty of
cryel punishment,

“As it {8 presumably useless,” says
the communication, “to urgs upon the
German authorities the inhumanity of
their actions, his majesty’'s guvernment

An invention which its originator

The sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead a quar-
ter-section of available Dominion land in
Manitcba, Saskatchewan or Alberta, Ap-
plicant must appenl in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Entry by proxy may  be
made at any Dominion Lﬂdl Agonc.v
&but not Sub-Agency) on certain condi-

ons.

Duties.—8ix months’ residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each of
three years. A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his homest on a
farmgof at least 80 acres, on certain con-
ditions. A habitable house is regsired,
except where residence is perivrmed in
the vicinity.

Live stock may be substituted for cul-
tivation under certain conditions,

In certain districts a homesteader In
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price,
