I did not favor the man, 
I have no interest in him whatever and 
would go just as far to punish him as any­
body, but after getting through the Cincin­
nati riot and knowing this sheriff as I do, I 
knew he would be killed before he would let 
the jail be taken. I thought I would save 
lives by removing the colored men.

“I would not shoot a single man to protect 
my place and I shot into the crowd when in 
personal danger myself."

struggling to get free until she had torn 
the flesh terribly.

“The pain was almost unbearable, ande 
it began to swell at once, but I stumbled 
along the stream. It got darker and 
darker, and finally the pain was so ey 
cinitiating and the darkness so intense 
that Ï dared not go any further. I had a 
few sandwiches left and some trout is 
my creel, but it was so dark I could not 
see to make a fire. The night passed 
and every sound I heard I imagined to b*- 
4 bear or a wolf.

“The next day dragged almost unbear­
able. My ankle was frightfully swollen, 
and I suffered excrutiating pain. It be­
gan to rain and in the evening the worst 
thunder shower I ever knew drenched 
me to the skin. I succeeded in making m 
little fire and roasted the trout, eating 
them without even salt.

“When another night had come and ! 
was still lost I began to be afraid I should 
die there alone. I managed to crawl neago 
some bushes where I could reach raspber*; 
ries yid these kept me from starving. ÏJ 
heard gun shots and they seemed nearest 
and nearer. I shouted again and again 
and finally, on the third day, my shoutt 
brought answering signals, and nine men? 
who had been scouring the woods cam* 
upon me. My eyes were nearly closed; 
from black fly bites and my ankle wa* 
frightfully swollen.”

The rescuers made a litter of spruce 
saplings and carried him to camp, nearly 
seven miles distant and called in a physi­
cian from Canaan, Vt., who pronounced 
his injury a very bad sprain.

Beecher Falls, Vt., Aog. 14.—John M. 
Strong, of New York, who has been 
camping over the border in the Canadian 
woods, not far from Averill Pond, at 
AveriU, Vt., and w)w was lost in the 
woods on August 7, was found thirteen 
miles from the caep with a sprained 
ankle and nearly exhausted from his ex­
posure during three days in the woods.

Mr. Strong came up here from Maine, 
where he is passing the summer, to join 
Ernest Lowthei and Paul Turner in their 
camp for a few days’ fishing. The camp 
is situated in » very wild country be­
tween Averill Pond, in Vermont, and the 
Connecticut Lake, in New Hampshire, 
just over Ose border in Canada.

Having fished in the pond and not 
finding ary of the big landlocked salmon, 
it was suggested that they separate, each 
taking # different stream and returning 
at the end of the day to see who had 
filled Me creel with brook trout, caught 
in thu cold streams of the deep woods.

Mr, Strong took the road leading due 
north, his companions selecting others 
half 1 mile apart.

“1 had tramped for -several miles up­
stream,” said Mr. Strong, “when, hearing 
a sound of crashing through the bushes, 
I turned and saw an enormous black bear 
sitting on its haunches and looking at 

I dashed across the stream, boots 
and all and the bear started after me. I 
saw a convenient tree and etimbed it. I 
must have remained there at least two 
hours. The bear made no effort to climb 
the tree, ' but sauntered about, and had 
it not been so uncomfortable a position 
I should have been rather amused to 
see it scoop raspberries off the bushes 
with its paws and gobble them down. Fi­
nally he walked away along the stream 
to the south. Knowing that due north 
was the Canadian village of Paquettevilie 
I decided to climb down.

“I tramped and tramped and the coun­
try got more wild, the woods more and 
more thick. Finally I heard another noise 
and found a doe with one of her hind 
feet caught fast in a big bear trap and

winding sheet which covered his head. 
Some carried pots and kettles and others 
bore bundles containing feathers.

Springfield, Ills., Aug. 16.—Two white men 
were killed, an unknown negro was lynched, 
more than half a hundred persons were In­
jured and two score of houses, mostly occu­
pied by negroes, were burned last night as 
the result of an attempt by a mob to lynch 
a negro who had assaulted a white woman. 
After a night of riot, arson, „ and slaughter, 
the state troops called out by the government 
succeeded early to-day In restoring a sub­
stance of order and stopping the- fire. A 
number of militiamen, including three com­
panies from this city and two from Bloom­
ington, Decatur, Peoria, Pekin and Pontiac, 
are patrolling the streets and It is believed 
that further disorder will be prevented.

The rioting was precipitated by an assault 
committed early yesterday morning upon 
Mrs. Mabel Hallam, wife of a street railway 
conductor, while the woman slept alone In 
her home on a populous residence street 
awaiting the return of her husband, the man 
broke into the house, dragged her into the 
rear yard and assaulted her..

Before noon George Richardson, a young 
negro, was arrested by the sheriff’s force, 
charged with the crime. The victim par­
tially Identified the prisoner. Crowds quick­
ly gathered about the Jail, but Sheriff Wer­
ner’s force and the police were able to pre­
serve order until nightfall without difficulty.

Shortly after 6 o’clock a successful ruse 
made by the authorities and Richardson 

was spirited away to safety. With the as­
sembled crowds held at bay by the officers, 
a false alarm by the fire department drew 
the crowds awav.

The negro was hurried down an ad­
joining alley, and at the first corner was 
pushed into an automobile owned by 
Harry T. Looher, a restaurant keeper, 
who had been sworn in as a deputy sher­
iff.

Before the crowd realized what had 
happened, Richardson was being rushed 
to a point north of the city, where u 
Chicago and Alton train was stopped, 
and he was put aboard with a heavy 
guard and conveyed to Bloomington and 
later was taken to Peoria, i

Along with Richardson was Joe James, 
another negro prisoner in the county 
jail, who is accused of killing Clergy Bal­
lard, a state mine inspector, after at­
tempting an assault upon Ballard's 
daughter.

Ballard went to his daughter's rescue 
and was stabbed to death.

After the darkness bad gathered, 
crowds assembled in the vicinity of the 
county jail. The mood of the masses was 
ugly, and appeals by Sheriff 
were without effect'.. The sheriff offered 
to let a committee from the crowd search 
the jail, assuring them that both negroes

and decorations from their places and 
piled them upon the blaze. Even the 
sideboards and ’kitchen were stripped and 
all the tableware and dishes piled upon 
the blaze.

The firev 
called out | 
to disperse, the crowds, again made a 
dash to the restaurant, but was power­
less. Every line of hose that was 
stretched was cut before a stream of 
water could be forced into it. The res­
taurant was stripped clean by the mob, 
which destroyed without hindrance until 
its work was nearly completed.

The local companies of militia, consist­
ing of a company of infantry and a 
troop of cavalry and a gathn 
tion, which had been ordered 
governor early in the afternoon, was 
busy near the Jail, and the local auth­
orities had no men to spare for thie Loo­
her place. Finally, in a desperate effort 
to restore order, the cavalry troop was 
despatched to the restaurant.

Then the rioting broke loose in serious 
form.* Shots were fired, and the air was 
filled with missiles. Many fell in the 
melee.

Shortly before midnight the mob broke Into 
Fishman’s pawnshop and secured a quantity 
of rifles, shotguns, revolvers and ammuni­
tion. With these they armed themselves and 
started to march the streets in control of the 
situation.

“Stand back, gentlemen, or I’ll shoot every 
one of you who touches this man,” were the 
words of Eugene W. Chafln, prohibition 
didate for president, who faced a mob that 
had attacked a negro while Mr. Chafln was 
delivering a public address in east side of

After burning many houses in the negro 
quarter the mob, which became mdre desper­
ate as the night passed, finally gratified its 
thirst for blood this morning at 3 o’clock, 
when an unknown negro was lynched at the 
corner of 12th and Madison streets, right in 
the heart of the so-called “Bad lands.”

Troops ,arrived at the scene too late to 
prevent the lynching. Some of the members 
of the mob declared that the negro lynched 
had shot two white men. They said that in 
a fight with the whites the negro was forced 
Into a corner at the saloon and grocery, on 
the corner of 12th and Madison streets. When 
retreat was cut off the negro is said to have 
opened fire, injuring two. Then came the 
cry, “get the rope.”

All the members of the mob eagerly took 
up the cry. The negro was caught and drag­
ged to the street. Here he was beaten and 
shot five times, and then a rope was swung 
around his neck and the other end of the 
rope was thrown over the limb of a tree 
in front of the store. With a cry of satis­
faction, the negro was swung high off the 
ground. He was dead In a few minutes.

After riddling the body with bullets, the 
mob commenced to dance around the tree. 
At this point a company of troops from De­
catur arrived and commenced firing, causing 
the rioters to disperse in a hurry. By

AN AFFINITY CURENEWS BUDGET 
EROM ENGLAND

/ABritish Court Upholds Cunard 
Line for Blacklisting one of 
Their Stewards,

Brand on Chin of Married Women

London, August 14.—A case interesting 
to traveling Americans because it concern­
ed the question Of tips, was heard last 
week before the Liverpool Court of Pas­
sage. Mr. Parke, an American, who cross­
ed frôm New York to Liverpool on the 
Cunard steamship Carmania in August, 
1906, distributed tips to the amount of 
Î35 among the stewards, but took all the 
money back again owing to the annoyance 
he experienced over an incident connected 
with the distribution of his largesse.

Mr. Parke also complained to the man­
agement of the line, and one of the stew­
ards was dismissed. This was a man nam­
ed Walter Roche, who later brought suit 
against the Aoiripany on the ground that 
he bad been libelled, the shore superinten­
dent of the Cunard Company having sent 
communications to the other steamship 
companies saying that" Roche had been 
dismissed for soliciting tips from passen­
gers.

One communication was as . follows: 
“Private and confidential: We beg to in­
form you that the name mentioned below 
has been placed bn the black list of this 
line for soliciting fees.” The White Star 
line was one of the companies which re­
ceived this document, and in consequence 
.they refused Roche’s application for em­
ployment. • ,

The second alleged libel was a circular 
to the chief steward of the Lueanik rela­
tive to Roche’s case. This circular went 
on to say “if any steward is found so­
liciting fees his career is absolutely ruin­
ed, for he will be reported to all shipping 
companies and will not be employed in 
the company afterward.” This was pub­
lished not only in the cabins, but in the 
New York mess-room, so that the plaintiff 
was ear-marked thousand. of miles away.

Roche's counsel urged that the practice 
of tipping was certainly winked at by the 
shipping authorities. Counsel for the de­
fence admitted the publication of the do­
cuments complained of, ahd submitted 
that it was sufficient for him to show the 
truth of the statement that the plaintiff 
was dismissed for soliciting fees. There 
was no need to enquire when or whether 
or not thè offence was actually committed.

Counsel also contended that the com­
munications were privileged, arguing that 
to exchange black lists was in the com­
mon interest of the passengers and the 
shipping companies. Soliciting tips was a 
most serious offence.

j Business Depression and Unreduced Expenses Furnish the. 
Cause Says President Charles M. Mays. LONDON/*7 ’ WTssr* :

"And to what do you attribute the re­
duction in earnings?” was asked.

“To the same causes wnich have led so 
many American railways to either pas» 
or reduce their dividends, that is, a heavy 
depression-in business and the inability of 
the railways to reduce their expenses 
correspondingly. We are all doing less 
business than last year, but the rates of 
pay to our employes are higher than last 
year, while the cost of fuel and supplies 
of all sorts has not gone down with out 
earnings. All through the United States 
and Canada the earnings of the railroads 
for the year so far have fallen from six­
teen to eighteen per cent, in gross, and 
very few, if any, have been able to make 
corresponding reductions in their ex­
penses.”

Asked as to bow this position was to 
be met, Mr. Hays said: “All the rail­
ways hesitate to make any attempts to 
reduce the pay of their employes, because 
it is a question whether they are not' 
entitled to all they are getting. Neither 
the Grand Trunk nor any one else wants 
to reduce their pay. But the railways 
must either do that or increase their rates, 
and you know how popular that would 
be by the recent agitation in the United 
States.

“But there is no other solution. When 
receipts fall off you can only secure the 
same net profits by reducing expenses or 
increasing receipts, and to do that you 
must have higher rates.”

With regard to the general situation 
Mr. Hays said: “I do not regard the half 
year ending this June as indicative of the 
full year’s earnings, as it is always the 
light half of the year, and we shall not 
get into the business caused by the handl­
ing of the crops 'for nearly a month yet. 
With the big crops that are promised and 
the prospects of an increase in general 
business consequent thereon, I look for 
a much better six months from all points 
of view than that ending June 30, which 
has compelled the Grand Trunk to drop 
its dividends on all except its guaranteed 
stock.”

The home life of the Hindu is very dif­
ferent from our own. In the first place 
their houses are crude and extremely 
simple, and the families are often very 
large, containing members from the third 
and the fourth generations of the blood. 
In nine .hundred and ninety-nine families 
out of one thousand there are children. 
Indeed a childless couple is not only dis­
graced in this life on account of not hav­
ing children—I should say sons, for girls 
do not count for anything—but are pun­
ished accordingly in the next life—a pun­
ishment lasting over a million years. 
Such is the Hindu belief.

When a son is bom the friends of the 
father eagerly congratulate him, and the 
father of several sons is to be greatly 
envied. Not only is he honored in this 
life, but in the life to come he will find 
it easy sailing. The Hindu mother is 
never considered, therefore I merely 
mention the father. But if a daughter is

7bom there are no congratulations pour­
ing in on the father, for his friends—men 
of his own caste—remain , silent on the 
subject or tender him thqir sympathy.

The Hindu father is a doting one, hu­
moring and spoiling his sons. And [occa­
sionally a daughter—that unwelcome one 
—finds her way into his heart; but never 
for long ,for while she is still a child she 
is married off and leaves the father’s 
home forever, becoming a mere slave in 
her husband’s house instead of in her 
father’s. Usually the Hindu girl is mar­
ried at the age of 11 or 12, and it is very 
rare to find one single at 14. It is a dis­
grace on her parents if they do not pro­
vide her with a husband while she is

NATURAL DEDUCTION.GROWTH OF TEMPERANCE
An exchange prints the following 

thoughtful review of conditions with re­
gard to the drink habit:

"That the temperance movement in the 
United States has its roots in a deep soci­
ological transformation, taking place in 
the thoughts and habite of large numbers 
of people, is now abundantly apparent. 
The Internal Revenue returns, published 
at Washington, show a decrease ef nearly 
sixteen million dollars in the revenue 
from whiskey, and an increase to a less 
amount in the revenue from beer. Pro­
hibition laws in several states no doubt 
had their effect in lessening the consump­
tion of whiskey, but the returns show a 
marked decline in the states where there 
are no prohibitive enactments. A similar 
change appears to be taking place in 
Great Britain. At a meeting of a great 
hotel company, of which the Earl ef Beee- 
borough is president, held in the Hotel 
Métropole, London, recently, it 
ed that there was an actual decrease ef 
fifty per cent, in the wine bills ef hotel 
guests. These wine trills include'all kinds 
of stimulants supplied to visitors. About 
the same time that the proceedings ef the 
hotel company's meeting were published, 
a report from India appeared stating that 
the military messes were reducing their 
orders fer wines and liquors by one-half. 
Thus it appears that the temperance 
movement is growing simultaneously in 
both the European and American branch­
es of the English-speaking race.”

New York, N. Y., Aug. H.-Ira D. 
Sankey, known aa an evangelist through­
out the Christian world, died last night 
at hie home in Brooklyn, but the news 
of his passing away did not become 
generally known until today. Mr. Sankey 
was sixty-eight years old, and for the last 
five years he had been blind and suffer­
ed from a complication of diseases, 
brought on from overwork. Almost to 
the very last he worked at hymn writing, 
the gift which had brought him fame 
from every comer of the earth. His tours 
throughout this country and Europe with 
Dwight L. Moody, the evangelist, brought 
him into wide prominence. Sankey, it 
might be said, wrote the gospel hymns of 
the world.

Among his moat familiar compositions 
are: “The Ninety and Nine,” and “When 
the Mists Have Rolled Away.”

TTis songs are said to have a circula­
tion of more than 60,000,000 copies. Mr. 
Sankey was a rapid composer, some of 
hie songs being written in the afternoon 
and sung at the evening service.

ings, and a fair share of give and take.

There is no object in my going over the 
different phases of the fight between 
the C. A. A. Ü. and the A. A. F. of C. 
but I want to express the opinion that 
neither body as at present constituted can 
properly govern the many different 
'branches of sport and the conditions at­
tached to each. In the first place, either 
body is too unwieldly for practical pur­
poses , inasmuch ad each affiliated club or 
association is entitled to a representative 
on the governing board and this means 
too many cooks to boil the broth. In the 
second place, one weakness of the C.A.A. 
U., during the past ten years, has, been 
the consideration by some of the gover­
nors of the interests only of the clubs 
they represented and the opportunities of­
fered allowing of wire ' pulling by those 
having an axe to grind. Thirdly, in the 
different branches'of sport there are cop- 
ditions and circumstances which arise in 
each from time to time as well as local 
interests which will always cause more or 
less trouble and require unprejudiced 
treatment and this cannot be obtained by 
a governing body consisting of represen-

tatives, whose self-interests will, to a large 
extent, guide their actions.

My suggestion to bring order out of

The Italian who finished first in the 
Marathon is thus quoted by The London 
Daily News:

“1 should like to make it clear that my
____ is not Dorando. It is the Italian
custom to put the surname first and the 
baptismal name afterwards; thus, accord­
ing to the English fashion, my name is 
Dorando Pietri.

"But I do not mihd the mistake which 
everyone has made, for it is pleasant to 
have everyone call you by your Christian 
name; it makes me feel that you are all 
my friends; it makes me feel that T love 
you all with the warmth of my heart.

“I was born not in Capri, as so many 
writers have said, but in Carpi, which is 
near Modena. I am 23 years old next 
October.

“At home I am a confectioner, and, as 
I have to earn my living, I am very de­
voted to my trade. When I was quite a 
boy 1 always had a feeling that I could 
run faster than most boys, and later 1 
ran in a lot of club wees aad won many 
prizes.

I used to train in my spare time when 
I had done my work of the day, but 1 
have never dieted myself. My meals in 
the ordinary were the meals of any other 
Italian—minstra, macaroni in 
forms, and plenty of fruit-

’There are just two things from which 
I abstain—smoking and spirits, I am not 
a teetotaller, however, and always with 
lunch or dinner I drink a good vino di 
B&rolo.
” A good meal and a glass of wine be­
fore a long run have never harmed me.

“When I came to London it was to 
realize the dream of my life—I wanted to 
win the Marathon race. In Italy I reach­
ed the summit of my desires when I’ won 
the Italian championship for the long-dis­
tance running. Y had run a race almost 
the same distance as the Marathon. That 
was in 1906, when I did Rome to Monte 
Rotondo in 2 hours and 42 minutes.

“So that when my friends cried, ‘Ad- 
dio, Dorando! Don’t come back without 
the trophy,’ I swore that I would not. 
(Ah, but I have something far greater 
than the trophy; it will open their eyes 
when they see the gold cup, and when 1 
tell of the gracious and beautiful Queen 
of England!)

“Well, I came to England, feeling fit 
and strong, because I had just finished my 
eighteen months’ service in the army, 
and that makes a man as hard as the 
hills.

“ ‘I will win the Marathon race or die,’ 
I said to my friends here the night before. 
In the morning I was up early and hid 
a fine breakfast of four tried eggs and 
coffee. For lunch I had a ateak. slightly 
underdone. I never felt stronger in my 
life than I did at the start on that glori­
ous day. The sun worried me little; 1 
am used to the hot skies in my own coun­
try.

“I felt there was only one thing I had 
to do, and that was to beat Longboat. 
Everyone was talking about Longboat be­
ing certain to win, and sp I made it my 
business to keep near him.

“I kept up the same pace through the 
whole run—about 9 1-2 miles an hour, and 
I neither stopped nor rested.

“Of what dpee one think'on jsueh.a 
run? Of nothing except the far-away-goal.

Lines were fastened' to her mainmast 
head from Other sehhonfere to ballast her 
down; but they seemed to make little 
impression on ’her. So we fastened our 
ropes , to the top and half-way up her 
ipasts respectively. This brought her 
right down oh her bilge; but it was not 
until the fdflrth attempt, after again 
breaking our big hawser, that we were 
able to claipi her as a free vessel. More-, 
over, this time we took greater risks, 
going full sped ahead, and the bang, 
though it made lia tun very near an­
other schooner, gave us just the added 
force we needed.

Here again the picturesque fisherman's 
camps, made out of oars and sails, lined 
the beach, and everywhere wreckage of 
every kind and variety lay scattered 
about.

A good deal of damage #vas done

(Montreal Witness.)
Dr. Wilfred Grenfell writes to the 

''Witness” from the S. S. Strathcona, off 
the Labrador coast, under date of July 
$0th, as fojjpws:

. The storm of July 26-27 has eclipsed all, 
>ther interests in Labrador, and has been 
the most terrible experience that any of 
as have ever seen. 1 have on board at 
the present moment a skipper who has 
lost his vessel and everything in it. We 
saw her floating bottom up, a mass of 
wreckage. This is the sixtieth summer he 
has fished on the Labrador coast, and -;n 
ill those years he has never seen anything 
to compare with it in any one harbor; 
but as we do not know the total damage 
ilong the coast yet, it may be that greater 
total loss has been made before. There 
were twenty vessels in the harbor we 
picked him up in. Sixteen are total 
wrecks. One slipped and ran twenty miles 
to the south. Only three held on, one 
with her mainmast and bowsprit gone.

Perhaps the most interesting way to 
iereribe the gale is to give our own ex­
perience. We left Cartwright on Satur­
day at 6 p. m., the barometer falling 
slightly and the wind northwest. By -8 
o’clock it was blowing hard, with heavy 
squalls and a great deal of rain, together 
with thunder and lightning away in the 
northeast. Before we got 'to Cape Por­
cupine we saw two schooners running nn- 

, der short sail, apparently for Pack’s Har­
bor. It got so bad that I actually turned 
the Strathcona around to run also, but 
changed my mind and immediately turn­
ed again and punched into it. It was get­
ting very dark, and there were a great 
many shoals and reefs nearby, bo we de­
cided to anchor in the open under the 
shelter of Fish Cove Head.

For to hour or so it fell flat calm, with 
the barometer still falling. I might say 
here that the total fall of the barometer 
during the gale was six-tenths of an inch 
of mercury, from 30.5 to 29.6. The exact 

fall had taken place the week before 
and had been accompanied by moderate 
northwest winds only, so that there was 
nothing whatever to indicate the threat­
ening severity of the breeze.

At 2 o’clock we got under way with 
the first streak of dawn, and headed for 
Indian Harbor, which we reached at 6 
o’clock. It *was then blowing very heav­
ily. By 8 o’clock is was blowing a whole 
gale, and even in a harbor only about 
four hundred yards wide, and with no sea 
whatever, almost all the small boats were 
driven ashore or smashed at their moor­
ings. There were four schooners in the 
harbor, and one of them drove before she 
finally brought up. Our own new motor 
boat drove ashore about 10 o’clock, hut we

At a recent school cloning, in Dulwich, 

England, A, Bonar Lfl.W, M.P., a native 
.of. New Bninswick, in .distributing the 
prizes said the great lesson for school­
boys to learn was the sense of their own 
limitations. One of his happiest remem­
brances of school life wee the intensity 
of friendship which existed among boys— 
a kind of hero-worship, which, he hoped, 
wad never altogether -Tost with some, 
however old they might be. Although- 
there might’ be some truth in the old 
saying, “Familiarity breeds contempt,” 
and “No man is a .hero to his valet;”

Berlin has many extensive museums 
and all the rare collections are displayed 
in large spacious buildings. One of the 
handsomest is the Koeniglichen museum, 
which is rich in its ethnological exhibits, 
representing the works of savages and 
barbarism of every land. There are wea­
pons from earliest times, cooking utensils, 
jcwçlry and pottery made by primitive 
people. The most valuable collection is 
the one gathered by Dr. Schliemann at 
Troy in 1871. In this collection are many 
varieties of pottery and vessels made of 
bronze, also gold bracelets, buttons, ear­
rings, long chains and vessels of gold and 
silver.

Another museum of much interest is 
the Arsenal ; the collection consists of 
guns, cannons, and flags that were used 
by the German people in their battles, 
besides those captured from the French.

The halls of the generals are adorned 
with twelve mural paintings of battles.

The palace of the present emperor is 
large and beautiful. Its most attractive 
rooms are the white rooms used on state 
occasions decorated with silver plate once 
the property of Frederick the Great.
Though the palace of the old Kaiser is 
somewhat simpler, it has priceless art 
collections. The room, even to the win- 
downsille, is done in malachite. All the 
rooms are filled with splendid curios, but 
Emperor William is a great collector.

Near to the palace are the old and new 
gallery. The old gallery contains a num­
ber of works of the great masters, in­
cluding Van Dyke, Rubens, Rafael and 
Andreo del Sarto, while the national gal­
lery haa some of the best modem works.
The most interesting painting in this gal­
lery is the original portrait of the well- 
known Countess Potowki. The museum 
has many interesting things, especially 
it» mummies and the coffins. The Perga- 
mon Museum is even more beautiful; it 
is made of marble and holds the remains 
of the Greek aut&r that stood at Perga- 
mus, in Asia Minor, and also has a mag­
nificent marble statue of Athenia done in 
ivory and gold.

Berlin is as well kept as it is attrac-

This handsome gate was 
erected at the end of the eighteenth cen­
tury in imitation'of the Propylea at Ath­
ens. ' It has ' five driveways, and each is 
separated by large doric colujnns. The 
main entrance is' always guarded and is 
only used by the , Emperor. The rate is 
surrounded by “ k quadriga of Victory, 
which was taken to Paris by the French 
in 1807, but was restored some years later. 
The famous Unter den Linden ia nearly 
200 feet wide ' and two miles long, and is 
richly ornamented with handsome build­
ings. At one end are the imperial jpalaces, 
the arsenal and The academy,- while the 
Brandenburg gâté and the great eques­
trian statqe of Frederick the Great at the 
other extremity enclose a fine vista. This 
mass of fine buildings and the ornamental 
open spaces around and between show a 
brilliant and unique scene on a pleasant 
afternoon in midwinter, which is hardly 
rivaled in Europe."- St. James, the parlia­
ment buildings,' and Wéstminster Abbey 
may "be finer on a summer morning; the 
Champs Klyèèès is finer at night, hùt 
Unter dèn Linden presents a regal scene

HOUGH Berlin is a, beautiful city 
and ia splendidly kept, this has 
been accomplished by no small 
expenditure of tiiqe and money, 

for the capitol of the Prussian Empire 
Was conceived and developed along old 
lines and had to be reshaped apd rebuilt. 
Hardly more than, a century ago this city 
was poor and exceedingly modest; it was 
lot until it became the capitol of the 
Prussian Empire that it assumed this new 
appearance of splendor. The last three rul­
ers more especially have given a- great deal 
of time and a large part of their own 
private fortunes making Berlin one of 
the handsomest cities in Europe. Many 
of the finest boulevards were lengthened 
and enlarged; new gàrdens ‘ were created 
and many of the older and poor tene­
ment districts were destroyed, and> u 
their stead were made newly paved streets 
with modern, well-constructed .dwellings.

« •’ Though the handsomest of the palaces 
and churches have been built for centu- 
kes, many ' Of the old government build- 

tbga and public offices were torn down and 
new ones put in their places. The same 
is true- of the old-fashioned shops and 
office buildings; their places have been 
($ken by handsome, spacious structures. 
The people of Berlin are wonderfully 
proud of the improvements that have come 
to the capitol, as well as the care they 
bestow on their boulevards and parks. 
The most popular thoroughfare, Unter 
den Linden, is a long boulevard lined 
with a double row of lime trees and chest­
nuts. It ia delightful on a pleasant .day

The Orangery is a handsome palace in 
Florentine style, and was built by the 
brother of the old Kaiser. The palace 
was so called on account of the conser­
vatory where the orange trees and other 
tropical plants are kept. On the terrace 
is a splendid copy of the great Farnese 
Bull. From the Orangery rises the , new 
Sans Souci, built by Frederick the Great, 
now used in summer as a royal residence, 
The rooms are many and elaborate. Most 
interesting is the shell room, inlaid with 
shells, minerals and precious stones. To 
the west of the palace are wonderful 
parks, adorned with fountains, marble 
statues and gardens. All about are dense 
forests of pines, elms and a placid lake 
into which the Havel River flows. Here 
is a charming view of the river and of 
Peacock Island, where stands the sum­
mer house of Queen Louise, 
lovely bit of Italian architecture 
with two high towers, with a front part* 
ly broken to give it the effect of being 
a ruin. The place is simply furnished ana 
show that the queen sought comfort 
here rather than luxury. It is at .sun­
set that the place becomes radiant, when 
the last rays give a golden glow to the 
lonely palace, the brilliantly colored tree* 
and the placid stream murmuring a lul­
laby about the great German capital and 
the splendid Prussian Empire.

Far more beautiful than Uter den 
Linden is the Thiergarten, so called be­
cause it was once a zoological garden. 
There is no park like it combining the 
character of a natural forest, rich 
elms and chestnuts, and the more arti­
ficial beauty Of a public park. The pleas­
antest part is the See Park, where the 
skating is done in the winter time. The 
finest statue in the Thiergarten is the 
marble monument of Frederick William 
III. Though the place is rich in natural 
beauty, it has many handsome statues, 
for the broad Sieges Allee is adorned 
with statues of Prussian rulers. Rival­
ing the splendor is the wonderful nature 
of the park, rich in wild forest, streams, 
ponds, bridges and miles of shaded ave­
nues. It covers an area of 600 acres and 
forms one of the largest and most useful 
parks in Europe.

The west end of Berlin if quite as at­
tractive, for here are some of the finer 
aristocratic residences, with beautiful 
homes and large well-kept grounds. In

restaurants are crowded, giving a rich 
note to this happy, cosmopolitan, life. 
Here is the Bourgeois and his sweetheart 
out for a lark, making a meal of boiled 
lobster and beer. There are wealthy mer­
chants, lawyers, doctors and their families 
forgetting the more serious things of life. 
Everywhere are well groomed officers eat­
ing without a thought of expense and 
their debts. Besides the many Germans, 
there are foreigners of many nationalities. 
Luncheon over, the great crowds surge 
up the boulevards, tarrying before the 
shops, where are displayed a great array 
of finery. None is able to pass the old 
museum without taking time to gaze at it 
in admiration because of its design and 
splendid proportions. Towering above 
the museum is the old castle, large and 
impressive, made more stately because of 
its splendid dome. Beautiful as this 
building is when viewed from near, its 
real beauty is seen from the Kurfuraten 
Brucke, southeast of the old palace. This 
bridge is one of the handsomest in Ger­
many. It is made of stone with massive 
pillars, while thé buttresses are carved 
with exquisite care. From here the water

front of the old castle comee into full 
view, with the fortified part unaltered 
since the early occupation of the Hohen- 
zollerne. The strong, sturdy columns and 
turrets cut the sky in sharp outline. In 
the centre of this bridge is the equestrian 
statue of the great elector, known for its 
colossal size and fine workmanship.

The Wilhelm • Btrasse running from a 
point near the Pariser Platz, south from 
Unter den Linden, has many palaces and 
public buildings. Most interesting is the 
palace where Prince Bismarck once lived. 
Though the gardens are beautiful and the 
houses spacious, it is furnished with 
marked simplicity. Interesting though 
these two boulevards are, the most attrac­
tive part is outside the Brandenburg portal 
about the Konig Platz. In the centre of 
this court is the monument of Victory 
inaugurated - in 1873. Its pedestal is rich­
ly adorned with reliefs in bronze, and 
the base of the column is surrounded by 
an open colonnade embellished with Ven­
etian mosaics illustrating the war of 1870 
and the restoration of. the Empire. Close 
to the statue-of Victory is the hall of 
the Imperial Diet. It is enormously large,

in
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strips, two of which are 18 and one 24 
inches wide. When the five strips are 
“piled” the various joints are separated 
throughout the width and length and 
after the whole has undergone a pressure 
of a couple of tons there is a solidity 
about the belt that gives it every charac­
teristic of having been made from one 
hide of abnormal length and thickness.

The belts running from 60 to, 84 inches 
are three-ply and in making them the 
principle is the same as in the two-ply 
and the strips necessary are “piled” so 
as to make all joints at different points.

To make a three-ply belt 72 inches 
wide and 100 feet long it requires the 
hides of 225 steers, but it will transmit 
2.000 horsepower and will run enough 
machinery to turn out $1,000,000 worth oi 
finished product in a year; at least that is 
what one of these belts is now doing.

It has been learned that one of these 
great belts will withstand an immense 
amount of wear anl tear and many long 
years of service. It is estimated that one 
of these belts will, with proper care, last 
half a century, which is. of course, a 
longer life than that of steel machinery, 
generally speaking, longer than most fac­
tory buildings are used continually by 
one concern; longer, unfortunately, than 
the life of most business firms. It seems 
then but proper to say that such a big 
belt will last a lifetime.

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to make the joint so fine that it cannot 
be detected, more than that, each strip 
must be joined to the other at a per­
fectly true angle, so that the entire belt 
shall not vary a hair’s breadth from 
straight.

When the strips have been feathered 
and adjusted cement is applied and the 
jointed part is plaped under a hydraulic 
press an subjected to a pressure of a 
couple of tons" according to the width of 
the belt* the smaller ones needing less 
pressure. From the press the stripe, 
which are now dignified with the name of 
belts, are sent to a machine which has 
two knives adjusted to the exact width 
that the finished belt is to be and the 
outer edges of the leather are shaved off 
and the belt comes out the other end 
ready to go to the spool on which it is 
wound and given a final polish, after 
which it is wound on another spool and 
is ready to be shipped out and take its 
place in the industrial world. There is 
just one more intermediary process that 
may or may not be applied, and that is 
another “stuffing with an oil compound 
that will make the leather steam and 
water proof. Practically every beltmaker 
has his own compouond for this process, 
but the process has been brought to a 
marvelous degree of perfection and there 
are now on the markets belts that shed 
water like a duck’s back.

Naturally in a belt factory the greatest 
interest is in the larger belts. These 
transmitters of power are two and three 
ply; that is, made up of two and three 
thicknesses or layers. In the making 
of a belt of fifty inches or more in width 
more skill is requirel and more cars must 
be exercised, for while the ends of the 
strips are feathered as though the belt 
were to be single, the surfaces of the 
strips must be perfectly flat. Some man­
ufacturers in making a two or three ply 
belt use a square butt joint which is 
considered as good as the feathered joint, 
though it is, perhaps, a greater test of 
the strength of the cement.

In making a two-ply belt 54 inches 
wide the lower ply is made up of two 
strips, one 30 and the other 27 inches 
wide. The upper ply ie made up of three

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HERE is nothing prettier or more 
inspiring to an engineer than a 
great, almost silent engme-rootn in 
perfect order, grinding out the 

vast horsepower necessary to operate 
huge industrial plants. To the layman 
the most interesting feature of such an 
epgine-room is the main belt, a huge 
piece of leather probably five or six feet 
wide, a hundred or more feet long and 
half an inch thick that travels from one 
giant wheel to another at a speed of a 
mile or more a minute.

In addition to the main “drive”, there 
are many other belts ranging in width 
from an inch to a foot, all of which do 
their share of the work.

The question most asked in an engine- 
room is “Where do the belts come 
from?” and then, if one feels sufficiently 
interested, a visit to a belt’ factory is 
most interesting. To begin with the 
hide just as it .is after it has been strip­
ped from the steer and follow it through 
the various processes until you «see it 
upon the driving wheel of an engine 
would take considerable time, probably 
five months or so.
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forty days for the final layer. In this 
way the best oak tanned leather is sub­
mitted to a process requiring at least 120 
days. Before the present century this 
process often required from one to two 
years, owing to being unable to remedy 
unevenness of the temperature of the 
water and other impediments removed by 
modern practice.

From the tanning vat the hide is taken 
again washed so as . to remove every 
particle of bark- apd then given a dress­
ing of oil on the grain side and hung- 
in a darkened loft to dry. The tempera­
ture of the loft is kept even- and when 
the Jiide is dry it is a rich russet color.

Again the hide is trimmed and • the 
heart, or best portion of it, is shaved 
on the flesh side, and then scoured so 
as to open up the pores for the fish and 
animal oils that will preserve the leather.- 
The application of these oils is called 
“stuffing,” and upon .the thoroughness of 
this process depends the life of the belt.

The stuffing completed the leather is 
ready for the beltmaker.

When the tanned hides, ready for man­
ufacture, arrive at the belt factory they 
are taken to the cutting rooms, where 
they are marked for widths and are then 
turned over to men at tables, who have 
rapidly revolving knives not unlike a cir­
cular saw in principle. This knife slices 
through the toughest leather as though it 
were paper and one man will, in the 
course of a day, cut up as many as 200 
hides.

The next process is the cutting down 
and feathering of the ends of each strip. 
This is' done partially by a machine that 
takes off the greater portion of the leath­
er, but the final touch must be made by 
haVid, a<5 no machine will feather the 
edge to the fineness that is requisite for 
an even lap joint.

A TIP ABOUT HAMMOCKS.
Men, wether single or married, know 

a good deal about hammocks, yet a rip 
regarding the most comfortable way in 
which to swing them may not come amiss. 
To obtain the curve which gives the 
greatest ease of position the head of the 
hammock should be six and a quarter feet 
from the ground and the foot end three 
and three-quarters. The rope that fastens 
the head end should be less than 12 
inches long;, while the foot rope should 
be four and a half feet long. This gives 
the best possible results in swinging, and 
makes the position ideal.
