Without the aid of a rigid 
time-table it would be impossible for 
the great amount of Tyork with which 
the king fsTtiWya UtiBfrohted to be car­
ried through in - anything like a meth­
odical manner. Everything has to be ar­
ranged beforehand down to the smallest 
details, and to this time-table the king is 
bound as rigidly as any business man 
to his business routine.

The production of logs this year is 
said to be far ahead of that of 1916, 
while new camps are being operated, 

manufacturing plants being estab­
lished, and idle mills are steadily be­
coming fewer. Although manufacturing 
costs are getting higher, so on the other 
hand prices are increasing.

A couple of years ago there was only 
one vessel in the province available for 
carrying lumber on export account. This 
has been corrected by the building lo­
cally of a number of auxiliary schoon­
ers, with the result that several cargoes 
have recently gone overseas.

Thex lumber cut by 234 mills in the 
province in 1916 was 876,937 thousand 
feet board measure, compared with 669,- 
816 thousand feet by 238 mills In 1915. 
The value of the cut was nearly $13,- 
000,000, an increase over the previous 
year of nearly thirty-one per cent. 
Among the provinces of the dominion 
British Columbia last year ranked third, 
being exceeded by Ontario and Quebec, 
in the order named. Over sixty-five per 
cent of the annual lumber cut in British 
Columbia is of the Douglas fir species. 
Yellow pine comes next, with a percent­
age of a little over 107a per cent of the 
total cut. As Douglas fir timber and 
lumber are constantly growing in im­
portance in Canada. their production 
promises to increase very materially dur­
ing the next few years. A peculiarity 
about the Douglas fir is that, on account 
of its strength, it makes an ideal timber 
for structural purposes, while on ac­
count of Its attractive grain it also pro­
vides an excellent lumber for decorative

It is plain then, that 
we ought to make known, in language 
that can be easily understood by all, 
the ways and means by which disease
germs gain access to our bodies and the the summer months, 
principles of antisepsis, a knowledge of 
which furnishes efficient means by which 
we can control the spread of communic­
able disease. The question now natural­
ly arises, how best can we get this in­
formation to the people? We must re­
member, to do this properly, every 
woman and child must be reached and 
educated. This practically means deal­
ing with all degrees of intellect to the 
emigrants who cannot read. Obviously 
then there is use for our public health 
bulletins, our press notices, for our leaf­
lets and for our different addresses; but 
for the thousands who cannot read, and 
still greater number who do not read, 
or do not think when they do read, and 
consequently require this education most, 

only be efficiently educated by per- 
scnal contact through heart-to-heart 
talks in the home—which can best be 
accomplished by the public health nurses 
who are visiting the homes.

The visits by these nurses to the 
homes have brought them in personal 
contact with the inmates and established 
confidence, which is a prerequisite to all 
instructions. However, this education 
should begin in the schools. It should 
constitute a part of the curriculum of 
every public and parochial school. There 
should be health catechisms for the kin­
dergarten, and proper text books for the 
higher classes—and I would have these 
reinforced by serious talks on the vari- 

phases of public health administra­
tion, by the representatives of the de­
partment of public health ; and I would 
suggest that the present course of hy­
giene which constitutes part of the cur-, 
riculum in medicine, should be extended 
to theology, law, arts and the sciences.
But while this is being done in the, 
schools and universities, we must edu­
cate .the present generation in their 
homes. An outstanding example of_how 
this can be done efficiently is in con-, 
bection with the control of tuberculo­
sis. The nurses attend the T. B. clinics 
and follow the patients to their homes, 
instruct the people in the home as to 
the danger of contracting this disease, 
the danger of the spreading of it, how 
this danger can be eliminated and how 
the one affected can be given the best 
chances for recovery. And incidentally, 
while visiting the home; they ascertain 
the social conditions as to whether or not 
the revenue of the home is sufficient to 
supply proper and sufficient food, not 
only for the patients but for the other 
members of the family, in order that 
their resisting powers may be properly 
maintained.

Consequently, our pre-natal 
care must embrace not. only efficient 
piloting of the mother through her preg­
nancy and confinement, but we must also 
see that as far as lies in our power, we 
make it possible for her to nurse her 
baby.

The individual, therefore, is rendered 
an easy prey to infection which he may 
be daily exposed to in consequence of 
close contact with possibly a tubercular 
person or one convalescing from some 
communicable disease or a chronic car­
rier.

neglect in any nation is an economic er­
ror of questionable magnitude. This 
country is spending more than $1,000,000 
annually to educate children who died 
from preventable diseases before they 
reach the age at which they could make 
any return to the government for the 
money that has been expended on their 
education. This is not good government 
or is it nation building.

At the conclusion of the address a vote 
of thanks was moved by Dr. Bridges 
for the splendid paper. 'The motion was 
seconded by M. D. Brown.

W. J. S. Myles, principal of the High 
School, then moved a vote of th#|ts to 
all the teachers who had read papers at 
the sessions of the institute. The insti­
tute was brought to a conclusion for 
this year by the singing of the National 
Anthem.

At the morning session addresses yrere 
delivered by Dr. Carter, Dr. Bridges, J.
A. Edmonds and Joseph Harrington.

Chief Superintendent Carter 
nounced several changes in the list of 
text books, in addition to calling atten­
tion to the need for better authorities 
and more interesting works for use in 
the schools.

Dr. Carter stated that the Board of 
Education at a meeting on Thursday, 
had sanctioned 'for New Brunswick the ^ 
algebra now in use in Nova Scotia and 
Ontario. He declared that a difficult 
problem presented itself in the matter 
of securing a supply of geometries suf-. 
ficient for the provincial needs. It was 
possible that there might be a marked 
increase in price of the books. In re 
gard to the choice of the algebra, Dr. 
Carter explained that leading teachers 
of mathematics had been consulted ' and 
as many had been asked to express an 
opinion as was possible to communicate 
within the short time available before 
meeting.

This only represents the monetary in­
vestment of the parents alone. To this 
must be added the national value, which 
must also be considered, 
recognize that these babies born in 
Canada are, for the most part, of the 
man timber that our men are made of 
who are distinguishing themselves for 
deeds of bravery and for endurances in 
France and Flanders and, in fact, all 
along the line, any one of which is prob­
ably a more valuable national asset than 
two or three of the immigrants who will 
be coming within our feates.

What is being done to safeguard this 
great investment? If the same invest­
ment were made hi, Hokteiii calves, 
there would be no question about the 
government’s activity. However, it is 
gratifying to know that, since the estab­
lishment of the division of infant and 
child hygiene in connection with the de­
partment of publi chealth in Toronto, 
two and one-half years ago, our infant 
mortality has been reduced qver thirty 
per cent. In other words, practically 
one-third of the dangers of the child dy­
ing within his first year have been re­
moved.

If we go back to 1910, we find that 
our infant mortality was 139 per 1,000 
babies bom. In 1916, it was 31.5 per 
1,000 births. In other words, 676 fewer 
babies died last year than would have 
died if the infant death rate of 1910

The descents and ascents are like 
steel and forbidding to any but the most 
robust and gallant of men.

Every summit scaled was crt>wned by 
well made trenches with strong points 
crammed with machine guns and com­
munication trenches. Ridge after ridge 
was held strongly, and nothing but 
derful determination and will to vic­
tory enabled the attackers to take them.

There have been repeated attempts by 
the enemy to uptake the top of Nobi 
Samwll, that crest on which Samuel 
was buried, and whose tomb and mos­
que near by have been wrecked, will­
fully by Turkish gunfire. The Turks 
attacked the London Territorials here 
four times with their new storm com­
panies, but all were completely repulsed 
with heavy losses.

On the last occasion the enemy shelled 
Nobi Samwil very heavily, and so cer­
tain were the Turks that they went to 
occupy It with their rifles slung over 
their shoulders. The Cockneys waited 
till the enemy got quite near, when they 
dealt out the punishment with bayonet 
and rifle and threw the Turks into con­
fusion. *

For the final attack on the Jerusalem 
defenses the line was organized south of 
the Jerusalem road. The Londoners 
took the line and splendid dismounted 
yeomen made their attack north of tile 
road pivoting on Nebi Samwll.

On Nov. 10 officers 
came up from Hebron bringing the 
archives. On the 12th Enver Bey visited 
Jerusalem and went to Hebron, and on 
his return it was reported that Jerusalem 
was to be evacuated by the Turks. 
Some people were sent away and others 
warned to be in readiness. On the 16th 
a new decision was taken to defend 
Jerusalem at all costs. More German 
officers came to the Turkish Army and 
many technical troops also.

The war has removed the Holy City 
from the Turks’ blighting influence, but 
though there was the sound of a bitter 
clash of arms around it, no British bul­
let or shell was directed against its 
walls. The epoch-making victory, which 
will stir the emotions of countless mil­
lions of Christians 
throughout the world, has been achieved 
without so much as a stone being 
scratched or an inch of soil destroyed, 
and it is to the glory of the British 
arms that the most venerated place on 
earth should have come through the or­
deal of battle unharmed by even the 
disturbance of a particle of its ancient 
dust.

The Turks were forced to withdraw 
by General Allenby’s strategy and the 
valor of his army. Turkish artillery 
fired from a position quite close to the 
Holy City, and enemy guns thundered 
from the Mount of Olives, but on our 
fire the inhabitants could make out 
nothing more than the distant rumble 
of guns and bursts of musketry, carried 
on the wings of the wind. General Al­
lenby put the sanctity of the holy sites 
before every other consideration, and 
only approached the city when the pres­
sure of his troops in the mountains 
west and northwest forced the enemy to 
yield to superior strategy.
