Press)—When the German delegates
enter the dinihg toom of the Hotel Tri-
anon on Wednesday afternoon to recerve
the text of the treaty of peace they will
find the représentatives of the powers
arrayed against Gemany awaiting them
at one of the tables. Premiers
Clemenceau and- md George and Pres-
ident Wilson will stand :at the head of

the table.

The Germans will not join the Allied
delegates at this time, but will be con-
ducted fo a smaller table. There they
will listen to M. Clemenceau’s opening
address and receive the judgment of the
Allied and associated nations.

On M. Clemenceau’s
Premier Lloyd George and the  British
representatives; on his right President
Wilson and the other American dele-
gates. Flanking the ' Afmericans will
come the French delegation, with Mar-
shal Foch in the centre. Next to these
will be the repnsentahvm\of Italy, Bel-
gium, Brazil,” Greece, Portugal and
Serbia.

1S BAD IN MEXICO

'Villa Captures Parrall and Wins
Over Whole Garrison—Forreon
Believed Next Objective

‘Washington, May 5—The situation in
Northern Mexico is again reflected as
serious, in advices from Mexico City and
the border. The state department has
been advised that 8,000 employes of an
American mining company at Santa Eul-
clia have been removed to Chihauhau
City because of threats by Villa.

In the capture of Parrall the entire
Carranza garrison went over to the Villa
forces, which now thrc,aten Chihauhau
City. Americans in the state capital are
reported to be endeavoring to obtain pas-
sage to El Paso, as they believe the gar-
rison will join the Villiaists in the event
an attack is made on the city. Torreon is
said to be Villa’s next objective and it is
the belief here the capture of the city
would clear his road to the south.

Advices reaching Washington late to-
dav said that a portion of the Villa army
had taken Bustillos, 2 town on the north-
western railroad about fifty miles west
of Chihuahua. These advices, it was said,
would indicate that the forces of Villa
had divided, as recent despatches have
said that a large Villa army still was in
the vicinity of Parrall.

Belfast.

There is considerable mystery about
the whole affair, and it is unknown
whether or not Premier Lloyd George
has been in communication with the vis-
itors at all. There is one report that
he promised to receive them, but has
cancelled his engagement for the inter-
view. A question was addressed to the
government in the House of Commons on_
Monday with a view to . establishing
.whether the envoys are accredited to the
United States government, and also to'
establish their exact status. It was also
asked if the premier had intended to re-
ceive them. The question was met evas-
ively by the home secretary, who prom-
ised to make enquiries and said that this
would occupy a week.

While, according to some despatches
from Ireland, the Sinn Feiners are great-
ly encouraged and believe the creation of
an Irish republic is within sight; the
Unionist press here is calling for an ex-
planation from Premier Lloyd George
and criticizing President Wilson’s alleged
interference in British domestic affairs.

“If it is true that Mr. Wilson is be-
hind this intrigue against the Union of
the United Kingdom—and after the
president’s behavior toward Italy any-
thing is credible—the American ambas-
sador, says the Post, “ought to be told
that the United Kingdom does not toler-
ate interference in its domestic affairs.
They are our business and the business
of nobody else.”

: THE JUVENILE COURT.

Delegations will appear before the
finance committee of the municipal coun-
¢il tomorrow to present the case for a
juvenile ‘court and probation officer. The
legislatyre in passing the consolidated
“Children’s Protection Act with amend-
ments has made it possible for any muni-

i
cipality or group of municipalities in the
province, as well as the muniecipality of
the city and county of St. John, to es-
tablish a juvenile court, with judge and
a probation officer or officers. The judge
‘is to be appointed by the lieutenant-
.governor-in-council, but the judge names
the probation officers. The act says:

“It shall be the duty of the judge to
study the maunicipality, acquaint him-
self with the causes of juvenile delin-
quendy, and bring to the attention of the
people methods by which, in his judg-
‘ment, such causes may be -remedied or
removed.” e - .

Of course he has other duties, such as
presiding over the juvenile court, of

- the probation officer the act says:

1t shall be the duty of the probation

‘officer to make such investigation as

" ‘may be ordered by the commlésioner;
“to be present in court in order to repre-
“sent .the interests of the C‘;lild when the
case is heard; to furnish ‘to the court
such information and assistance as may
be required; and to take such charge
of any child before or after the hearing
25 may be directed by the ju_dge."

It is especially the duty of a proba-
_tion officer to study home conditions
where there is a delinquent, and to re-
move if possible the cause of delin-
‘quency. Under the new law no boy or
girl would be arrested except in an ex-
treme case, but they and their parents
“or guardians would be summoned to ap-
"pear before the eourt. If then it ap-
peared to be a case for detention the
court would so act.
~ So far as St. John is concerned, there
are two rooms at the Children’s Home
in Garden street which can be used for
temporary detention purposes, and the
. Béhard poomy would serve admirably for
the purposes of & juv/enile court. The
" expense of establishing such a court in

. ‘ this city would pgactically be limited to
" the salaries of the judge and probation
officer. The great increase last year in
juvenile delinquency shows the need of
‘better provision for the care of the boys
* and girls. The new court would pro-
- vide two well qualified persons to de-
vote their attention not only to dealing
with delinquents but getting at the
- causes and, telling the people plainly
what should be done to improve condi-
tions. The municipal counci! would do
© well to giée the matter its prompt and
sympathetic consideration.

VOCATIONAL TRAINING.

The experiment of giving boys of high
school age practical training in shops
part of the time and their usual course

. of studies in school the rest of the time
is to be tried out in Wilmington, Dela-
ware. It has already been suecessfully
established in some New England cities.
A’ letter from Wilmington says:

“In a few weeks’ time the high school
pupil who wishes to do so will be able
to leave the schoolroom for a certain
number of hours every week to work at
some trade in the shops. The boy in

. the shops is paid for the time he spends
in the schoolroom, and the boy from the

* high school will receive apprentice wages
for the work he does in the shops., The
beginning of the system at the high
school will be made with two groups of

* eight boys each, who will alternate be-

! tween the high school and the shops.

f ! Pwo weeks will be spent in school and
. the next in- the shops. The course is of
four years’ duration and the boy will be
required to spend not less than 120 full
. weeks in the shop before graduation
! from the school and trade. Following
- application for this course, a written
. contract is entered into with the com-
. pany similar to the apprenticeship plan,
! the company specifying the time a boy
must serve, and making the usual agree-
ment for advancement in wages as he
improves. Under this plan, the pupil is
enabled to be self-supporting, while ob-
" taining his education and training,. and
may even have saved some money by

the time he has completed his course.”
It has been shown over and over again
= shat of two groups of boys of the same
o age, one leaving school at an early age
without practical training, and the other
remaining to take a vocational course,
the latter at the age of twenty-one are
earning much more money than the
others. It pays to keep the boys at
school ,and to give them practical train-
ing. Ip St. John we fall down lament-
ably in this respect. We have not even
appointed the vocational training board
g which would take steps to provide for
at least some degree of vocational train-
i ing. The board of trade, the trades and
labor council, the representatives of mer-
chants and manufacturers’ associations
should get together and make this a live
issue, Before winter comes again pro-
vision shotld be made for evening
classes, and the whole question of get-
ting pre-vocational training into the
schools brought to the point of actual

accomplishment.

Citizens of Lawrence, Mass., Testing Out
Theory That Industrial Sirife Can Be
Elitninated by Friendly Co-operation

Lawrence, Mass, May 6—The citizens
of this city have undertaken the experi-
ment of solving their industrial and so-
cial problems, with neighborliness, Un-
der the direction of a citizens’ commit-
tee drawn from various nationalities and
walks of life, they are testing out the
theory that industrial strife can be elim-
itr_mted by friendlly neighborly coopera-
ion.

This experiment which has become
known as the Lawrence plan or the Law-
rence idea, has been going on nearly” two
months, and the'leaders in the movement
are engaged in plans for its continuance.

Lawrence is said to contain represen-
tatives of more. nationalities than areto
be found in any other city in the world
outside of Rome. The latest survey of
the population here showed there are
more than 40 nationalities, speaking over
50 different. tongues, in a total popula-
tion of about 100,000. All these folks
live within 'seyen square wiles of terri-
tory. ' R, :

The’ citizens) ‘eommittee started out
with the p jsition that “The first thing
for us to do is to invite frank, free, fear-
less- discussionof all our problems in a
friendly constructive, helpful, neighborly
manner,” NéWwspaper advertisements
and circulars printed in different langu-
ages announced the purpose of the move-
ment to all theipeople of Lawrence.

day night open forums, and secondly in a.

sort of written forum in the local daily

Several months ago through the col-
umns of The Times-Star I predicted the.
wonderful revival K the baseball game |
would enjoy within a very short period |
after the war was ‘declared off. gl
At that time my calculation was based |
on what had occurred in a much small-’
er measure during the .Clvil War of
1861-65. Within_three monthg after the
start of the war between the North and
the South there was no civilian baseball
played at all, On the other hand both
the soldiers of the Federal apd Ceonfed-
erate forces were playing the game with,,

ﬁgurﬁ at these’ games approached the
50,000 mark. The longer the war con-
tinued the hotter and more enthusiastic
became the baseball fan for the game.
Within a year after the eessation of
hostjlities ' between the Blue and the
Gray, the first meeting to form an as-
sociation of professional baseball clubs
regulted in so many cities and towns

{ wighing to be enrolled that the baseball

game was adopted as the national game
of America.

The only difference’ between the late
corlict and that of the Civil War so
far as the baseball game is concerned
is that the great war was such a bigger
thing than the war of ’61. The very
thing with three exceptions happened to
the professional civilian game in the
conflict just over, civilian baseball being
for the time counted down and ouf.

On the other hand as during the Civil
War, what did we all witness? Soldiers
and sailors by the thousands, yes hun-
dreds and hundreds of thousands play-
