Huerta does not under-estimate the task

Statement he made at the fall of the gov­
ernment of Madero that there were in 
the country not less than 50,000 rebels 
under arms, without counting the numer­
ous groups of bandits, whose number, he 
said he could not estimate. Many of these 
bandits and rebels, the president said, 
were yet operating in Morelos, Mexico, 
Durango^ Pueblo, T1|axacala, and Chi­
huahua,

“I repeat," said President Huerta, “that 
to bring about pacification of the country, 
which at this time is a supreme necessity, 
1 shall use all the measures provided by 
law. It will be absolutely necessary to 
use that power granted under the suspen­
sion of the guarantees in certain places.’’

Like all timely topics in the French 
capital the hollow penny comes in for a 
full share of the efforts of the Parisian 
wits. Some say that the ..ole in the coin 
typifies the fact that a buyer seldom or 
never obtains his full money's worth. Oth­
ers have many another equally wise ex­
planation of the symbolism of the perfora­
tion.

Seeing that the idea is borrowed from 
the perforated v ..mese cash, the humorist# 
make every sort of imaginable quip on 
the idea that the French republic is tak­
ing its sister republic of China for a 
model.

But most fruitful of all is the opportun­
ity for the pencils of the artists of the 
press. It happens that the budget com­
mittee of the Chamber of Deputies agreed 
to the perforations but rejected the pro­
posed form of perforation and called for 
other designs.

This gave the artists their opportunity. 
The following comments show what Leon 
Lebeque in La Quinzaine did with the in­
spiration of the day:

The heart-shaped perforation he calls 
“the heart of Marianne,” Marianne being 
their equivalent to our Uncle Sam. The 
street telescope design serves to show that

tronomy is cheaper by the look, in Paris 
than in the streets of New York. The 
head witli a perforated mouth the artist 
calls “the national savings bank,” possibly 
a reflection on the French enjoyment of 
a square meal. The ballad singer, tlfr 
football player and the aching head are 
designs that explain themselves.- -Paris 
Correspondence in New \ ork Evening 
Sun.

The matter of placing a fire alarm in 
Indiantown is still undecided. Many citi­
zens would like to see a public alarm es­
tablished centrally in Indiantown, while 
members of the Salvage Corps would like 
to have private alarms placed in their 
homes instead of placing a .large bell or 
alarm in position as suggested. At the an­
nual banquet of the corpe held in their 
roome in Main street on Thursday even­
ing the matter wae diecussed, and several 
members approved of the idea, saying that 
it waa only right that they should have 
private alarms in their houses, particul­
arly as their services were given gratuit­
ously. Mayor Frink, it is said, spoke in 
favor of the scheme and promised to speak 
about it to the other commissioners.

This is a question which has been dis­
cussed at much length for some time in 
Indiantown, and it was a matter of satis­
faction to note in the estimates submitted 
by Commissioner McLellan early in the 
year that provision was made for an alarm 
of some kind in Indiantown. Now the 
matter has taken a new form, for it is pro­
posed by the members of the Salvage 
Corps to expend the amount necessary 
for such an improvement in providing pri­
vate alarms in their homes, as the major 
number of them at present have to depend 
upon outside alarms for awakening them 
at night in case of fire.

As the situation now stands there is 
neither an alarm for most of the Salvage 
corps men in their homes, nor a general 
one for the citizens of North End below’ 
Adelaide street. A fire may be only a few 
doors above the house of one resident, and 
he is unaware of the danger until he awak­
ens in the morning, unless, perchance lie 
has been aroused from his slumber by the 
necessary noise at a fire. However, if it 
were in his place of business or employ­
ment removed some distance from his 
home, or even if it were more than a 
block or so away, the chances are that 
he would not learn of it until next day. 
Some felt that if provision is made for 
private alarms in the homes of members 
of the Salvage Corps, the question of 
sounding a general alarm for the citizens 
also must be dealt with, in accordance 
writh the scheme suggested some time ago.

Paris, Feb. 16—-A man is living who was 
held in the arms of Napoleon as a email 
child, having survived two French emper­
ors, and three kings, lived through the 
term of .ten presidents and witnessed two 
revolutions, one coup d’etat, and one civil 
war.

Pierre Schamel, aged 105, lives in NeuiV 
ly, Paris, happy and in good health, on 
thirty-one cents a day allowed him by the 
poor law authorities. He has lived on 
milk since he was sixty.

French juries during recent years have 
shown a growing leniency towards so-called 
“crimes passionnels,” and the number oi 
these crimes is increasing at an alarming 
rate. From 1896 Sb 1900 there Were 183 
of these murders, and from 1905 to 1910, 
305. Last month alone thirteen murders 
of this description were committed. Some 
deputies being convinced that juries acquit 
prisoners on account of the heavy mini­
mum sentence provided by the law for 
murder, have submitted a bill to the 
Chamber of Deputies to enable judges to 
pass a minimum sentence of five years’ 
imprisonment upon a murderer of this 
class.

The trial of Mme. Clerc at Versailles foi 
the murder of her husband has ended not 
in acquittal, as did that of Mme. Lambev- 
jack on a x similar charge, but in the in­
fliction of salutary sentences on both the 
women and Nollet and Parratt, the men 
whom she hired to commit the crime.

M. Clerc was shot at Sevres on June 2S 
at the door of* his own house as he and hie 
wife were returning from the theatre. The 
woman’s confession showed that she de­
sired to get rid of her husband’, and* found 
Parratt and Nollett willing instruments 
She arranged the visit to the theatre, and 
lodged Parratt in the house for two days 
before the crime was committed. The jurj 
found a verdict of guilty, with extenuating 
circumstances, and a sentence of ten years’ 
imprisonment was passed on the woman, 
and the men yzere sentenced to similar 
terms at hard labor.

Recently the government got into a rare 
mess over the woman’s question.

has had so elegant and fashionable a crowd 
as the Versailles court, where the atmos- 
phere, loaded with perfume, was scarcely 
breatheable.

He does not 
begin to receive a pay envelope until after 
the championship race begins.

The idea that famous women novelists 

are veritable “blue-stockings,” whose liter­
ary recreation consists of reading the most 
profound and classical works, is somewhat 
of a fallacy. Mies Marjorie Brown, for in­
stance, the authoress of those popular ro­
mances of history, “The Viper of Milan,” 
“The Glen o’ Weeping,” “The Sword De­
cides,” etc., candidly confesses that among 
other things she likes to read the adver­
tisements in the magazines, especially lad­
ies’ magazines, and the answers to corre­
spondents in the heart-tp-heart and beauty 
columns. “I love catalogues,” she con­
tinues, “of old bookshops and museums, 
and Nonconformists religious papers, 
which are so full of vim and go.”

Old history books, foreign literature, 
and the mystical English poets, Donne, 
Craehaw, and Vaughan, are included 
among her favorite reading, while she al­
so confess^, to a weakness fpr rqgding 
crimes, trials, and mysteries; “but only — 
the gorgeous, hearty ones—not anything 5 
sordid or morbid.”

Miss M. P. Willcocks, too, appears to 
have a wide and varied taste in reading. 
“The one unbearable thing to me,” she 
says, in an interesting symposium article 
on the subject published in the ‘Book 
Monthly,’ “is to have nothing tti read, for 
I can enjoy a seedsman’s catalogue or a 
cookery book.” Fielding is her favorite 
novelist, and George Eliot she knows by 
heart. “But Dickens and muffins can:still 
yield a thrill, though, for that, nothing I 
have ever read can approach Wilkie Col­
lins’s ‘Moonstone.’ ”

“I, personally,” writes Miss Elinor 
Glyn, “hardly ever read a novel from one 
year’s end to another, and do not know 
what other novelists like. Anything. I 
should think, as a change from their own.
At lease, that would be my view if I had 
time to read any.”

Mrs. W. K. Clifford also confesses that 
she reads very few novels—“only those 
written by my friends, or that I am told 
are specially good. I have lately been un­
expectedly delighted with quite a short 
one, called ‘The Temple on the Hill,’ by 
Elsa de Szaez—a really wonderful achieve­
ment, and in English, for a young Hun­
garian lady.”

Biography is the favorite reading of Miss 
Beatrice Harraden, and the stories told 
by Thomas Hardy and Jane Austen her 
favorite novels. “And, of course, George 
Meredith’s poems and Shelley, and, of 
course, that amazing book, the Bible. But 
I don’t read nearly so much as I used to 
do. For the moment active life interests 
me more than books, and I learn more 
by taking part in it than by contemplat­
ing it.”

Another great admirer of Thomas 
Hardy’s works is Mrs. C. N. Williamson, 
who, referring to her husband and herself 
says that they are both united even in 
their love for certain authors. “We botli 
care more for George Meredith's novels 
than any others. A most Olympic person !
We are agreed, too, on the subject of 
Hardy’s earlier novels, and could .. 
read ‘Far From the Madding Crowd’ 
often. I am a great reader of novels, 
though, and my husband isn't. I like to 

up with what is going on in the 
of novels, and whenever I qpe a 

splendid notice of a new book I buy it. 
Sometimes, alas! the result is rather dis­
appointing; but I have had great success­
es, too.”
A Variety for The Mind

“A judiciously varied diet/’ writes Mme. 
Sarah Grand, “is recommended as best for 
the body, and I find in my own case that 
the same recommendation holds good for 
t„e mind. The subject does not matter, 
that it should be readable—that is to say, 
made interesting—is all that I ask. The 
critics unite in condemning a long book, 
and I miderstand why, from their point of 
view—a long book gives them so much 
more trouble. Personally, I like a long 
book—one that I can deal with day after 
day, and far into the night.”

Mme. Alhanesi confesses that she is a 
great reader, while in novels her taste is 
catholic. “But I have moods and 
fancies, and certain books which de­
light me at one time will leave me cold 
at another. I love Pett Ridge, and I am 
never without Jacobs, Anthony Hope, W.
J. Locke, and Eden Phillpotte satisfy 
in varying moods, and long ago I knelt at 
the feet of Oliver Schreiner; but every 
now and then I slip away altogether from 
the moderns and go back to my Dickens 
and to Thackeray, to Walter Scott and

Up to date one has read 
every now and then such announcements 
as “The Qreat Tit was seen yesterday in 
London,” which must be deucedly annoy­
ing, don’t you know, to the Great Tit if 
he happened to tell his wife that he was 
sitting with a sick friend in Liverpool 
that day.

To return to the cuckoo, however. It 
begins to look as if the Duchess of Bed­
ford had made a good guess, anyhow, for
