Co., Ltd., and an act to tax liquor travel-
ers $200.

The new road act differe in many re-
spects from the old measure passed by
the Liberals.. According to the . latter,
road work was under the direction of in-
spectors—thirty-nine in all. The new act
abolishes these officials and creates road
masters—470. in all—whose territory is a
school district and who, in addition to
looking after the roads will collect the
taxes and vital statistics, receiving alto-
ether about $20 each, for their gervices.
he statute labor system abolished by the
Liberals has been revived to the extent
of allowing a man to commute his taxes
by working on the roads. The tax of
twenty-five cents on each horse has been
increased to forty cents, but the allowance
given for the mee of each horse has been
increased from fifty cents to seventy-five
cents.

- IS MORMON ELDER

Remarkable Case Provides
_ Another Sensational

Turn Today

Woman Says Murderer of Avis Linnel
Has Been Attending Mormon Con-
‘ferences While Preaching as Baptist
Minister — His Lawyer  Says Story

Boston, May 8—Clarence V. T. Richeson

She has since ‘séen him many times in
and about Boston and has givén Him the
Mormon signs, which, she says, ‘were al-
ways gnswered.

She says she attended.a Mormon con-|
ference @n\Providence, R. 1., a little more
than a year ago, that)Richeson was pres-
ent, and that she received commands from
himt gs a Mormon elder at a Boston gaths
ering of the leaders of the church.

“While it/ is not common, it is not un-
usual . to ‘find the more educated of the
Mormon elders preaching in' the pulpits
of evangelical churches, which ‘baptize by
immersion,” said Mrs. Brittain last night
in an intetview. /

She said that to the best of her belief,
Richeson was converted 'to  Mormonism
while still a student at William Jewell col-
lege, in Liberty, Mo., from which he was
expelled in 1889. ¢

At that time Richeson became attached
to a young woman, who now makes her
home in Salt Lake City.' Mrs. Brittain

ism,

Things are beginning to brighten up a
bit for the prisoner, and his friends ave
pow more hopeful that the governor will
refer the petition to the governor's coun-
cil. In fact it looks more encouraging
for Richeson than it did a week ago.

Meanwhile the ominous sound of the
workmen has been heard in the death-
bouse at the state prison, where Riche-
son will be transferred some time in the
night of Thursday unless the governor
stays the sentence of death until -such
time as the governor’s council can pass on
the case.

Richeson is reported from the Charles
street jail as being in fairly good physical
condition and hopeful that his sentence
will be commuted.

The Liberal party in this province is
preparing with confidence for the trial
of strength in the provincial elections,
This spirit of confidence has been grow-
ing nteadlly, because ¢f the failure' of the
Flemming government to adopt a progres-
sive pohcy, and because of the revelations
of incompetence and the squandering of
money on political favorites.

Thée people along the St. John valley
have, with good reason, lost faith in this
government. The route of the Valley Rail-

~way between Centreville and Grand Falls

has not been determined, although it is
announced that sub-contracts for other
portions of the road will soon be award-
ed. Why is the whole route not decided?
What are the government’s designs? What]
is the relation of the C, P. R. to the whole
project? Then there is the fact that poli-
ticians close to the government tried to
hold up Mr. Gould and drag from him a
fat contribution to the campaign fund.
The people do not approve of such meth-
odssof governing the province.

There is trogble, .téo, in the govern-
ment ranks. There is revolt in Northum-
berland county. Matters are not at all

. ‘satisfactory in the party in Kings" and
St. John. Kent is weary of the present

' 1egime, and the premier has been sent for
to use his influence. There is dissension
in Moncton. In Gloucester the govern-
ment candidates include two who lost their
deposits in the last election. On all sides
the outlook for the oppesition improves.

The zeal with which members of the leg-
Jslatufe supporting ‘the government have
promoted legislation to grant franchises
in which they are interested is another
cause for public dissatisfaction.

On the other hand, the Liberals, under

" and confident, and making vigorous pre-
parations for a winning campaign. The
Flemming government has not made good.
It is governing the province for the bene-
fit of its partisans and mnot of the peo-
ple, and the people having made the dis-
covery are more and more disposed to
vote for a change.

TORY HUMBUG

The Times yesterday suggested that the
‘Borden government could give evidence
" of a real imperialistic sentiment by in-
creasing the preference granted to British
goods imported through Canadian ports.

The Standard endeavors in an article
of great length to show why this should
not be done, and darkly hints at interna-
tional complications. There were similar
hints when the Liberal government first
granted the preference, but the obvious
reply was that the British Empire had
a perfect right to conduct its own inter-
nal affairs.

But even if there wers such a possibil-
ity as that which the Standard mentions,
there is nothing to prevent Canada from
increasing the whole preference to 50 per
cent. There could be no international
complications in connection with that fur-
thet stimulus to inter-imperial trade. Our|
imports from the United States continue|
Jto increase more rapldly than those from
‘the mother country. Why should not an
imperialistic, flag-waving party insist up-
‘on giving the British manunfecturer a
greater advantage?

The matter is easily explained. The
iBorden government is imperial for politi-

" cal effect, and high protectionist for pur-
poses of revenue. The manufacturers do
;not want any increase in the British pref-
'erence, and the pretended imperiflism of
ithe allies of Mr. Bourassa is a delusion
‘and & sham,

A HINT FOR NEW BRUNSWICK

The Million For Manitoba League was
organized in Winnipeg in January. De-
spite the fact that there is so great a
stream of immigration pouring into the
‘wéstern country, the province of Mani-
toba is not receiving what it regards as
a fair share of farm settlers. The pur-
pose of the new league is to get more
people upon the land in that province,
and to encourage the development of mix-
ed farming. The province is compelled
every year to import hundreds of carloads
of dairy products and other necessities
which it could produce itself if the farm-
ing population were increased and mixed
farming became more general.

The fact that Manitoba has organized
such a league ought surely to make more
emphatic the demand in New Brunswick
for a progressive immigration policy. Af-
ter the league had been organized in
Winnipeg, the province was divided into
dietricts and each district organized with
its own officers and committees. The
Manitoba government and the Depart-
ment of the Interior at Ottawa were ap-
proached and are taking an active inter-
est in the movement, as are also the three
big railway companieseg@perating in the
province. The provincial government gave
a grant of $5,000, but funds are also rais-
ed by a membership fee of $1, and in
Winnipeg in one day more than 3,500 citi-
zens paid $1 each to become members of
the league. The funds will be spent in

The English read-
er, however, in noting the large space,
illustrated, which is devoted to the prov-
ince of Nova Scotia, would naturally con-
clude that New Brumswick occupied an
inconspicuous position in comparison with
the sister province. In a letter to the
Times, the director of the Shefficld Inde-
pendent says that he has made two in:
teresting tours through the Dominion, and
that it is entirely due to his impressions
that so much space in the columns of the
Sheffield Daily Independent has been de-
voted to Canada. Look'ing through the
pages of the Independent itself one finds
an article on “The Province of Ontario
as Cdnada’s Garden,” and one on “Ready
Made Farms” in the west. It is quite
clear that if the province of New Bruns-
wick is to secure equally profitable pub-
licity, a more aggressive policy must be
adopted than has hitherto prevailed.

Declare Requests to Govern-
ment Have Been Treated
Lightly |

NEETING HELD HERE

| Will Oppose. Flemining Men Un-

} The $t. John County Branch of the New
Brunswick Temperance Federation met
last night in Christadelphia hall, Union
street, when matters of importance were
dealt with. It <vas reported that com-
munications had been received from Prem-
ier Flemming and the local representatives
in the provincial government relative to
“the proposed appointments of Rev. W. R.
Robinson as liquor license commissioner to
fill the place of J. B. Eagles, whose terms
soon expites, and George F. Menzies, for
liquor license inspector, in place of John
B. Jones, the present. official. The feder-
ation bad recommended both of these ap-
pointments to the local government.

The meeting was strongly of the opinion
that these appointments will not be made
unless the temperance people, as a member
of the ‘federation put it, “force the gov-
ernment’s hand,” and a strong resolution
was moved by Rev. H. R. Boyer and sec-
onded by Rev. William Lawson, calling on
the govérnment to make these appoint-
ments, or failing to do,so, the temperance
people will become actively opposed to
the re-election of the present local govern-
ment representatives here. :

A etrong- delegation was also appointed
to meet with the local representatives in
the government at an early date and find
out just where they stand in connection
with the recommendations of the temper-
ance federation. The feeling of the meet-
ing was most strongly in favor of a move
along the lines of a more rigid enforce-
ment of the liquor laws of-this city, it
having been indicated by communications
veceived from Rev. W. R. Robinson that/
the officials having in hand, the enforce-
ment of the law have been “grossly
neglectful.”

It was said by an official of the federa-
tion after the meeting that the feeling
was -general among the members that the
replies of the premier and the local . re-
presentatives were most unsatisfactory,
being “evasive and meaningless’ It was
said that the premier, in his reply, ad-
vised that the appointment of a suceessor
to J. B. Eagles was largely in the hands
of the local representatives, they making
the recommendation by which he must' be
guided.

The local government representatives, it
was also said, merely “acknowledged the
receipt of the communications, which they
promised would receive attention, Hon.
My, :Maxwell adding that it had been
“ﬁled-" 3 P N
- The' federation, ‘it was eaid last night,
determined that now, on the eve of an
election, was the time to enforce their de-
mands, and unless they were given satis-
faction, and at once, they would vigorous-
ly. oppose the government candidates.

| “Unless we get what we want,” one man

It was ‘}urther asserted that the govern-
ment had violated its promise made to
the federation officials which was that
should Liquor License Inspector John B.
Jones enter the civic contest for a com-
missionership, his resignation would be
asked for. Instead of doing this, it was
pointed out, they made it possibl¢ for Mr,
Jones to run by passing an act which
permitted inspectors to run for councilor-
ghips, etc.

China ‘

Boston, May 8—Rev. Dr. Robert A.

lic opinion. However, they succeeded in
inserting a very thin edge of the wedge by
getting through a bill incorporating the
Imperial Motor Company, Ltd., whereby
the firm of Bruce Stewart & Co., of
Charlottetown will be allowed to manufac-
ture motors in this province and to run
the machines they manufacture and as-
semble through the city to some private
park in the suburbs to demonstrate there-
in their capabilities. The speed at which
they run through the streets is limited to
gix miles an hour. They can only run be-
tween eeven and nine in the evening and
seven and nine in the moring on Mon-
day, Wednesday, Thursday and Saturday.

Another act 1s for the revision and the
consolidation of the statutes. This' has
not been done since the legislature came
into. existence 139 years ago. A former
government spent $10,000 on coneolidation,
but it was never made law. The present
work will take two or three years, and
will probably cost from $10,000 to $15,000.
