DECLINES PREMIERSHIP.
Demitri Shipoff Refuses Post Offered
to Him by the Czar,

St. Petersburg, July 13.—The Asso-
| ciated Press learns from a reliable
source that Emperor Nicholas has of-
fered the premiership to Demitri Shi-
poff but that the latter has refused the
post on the ground that he is not a
member of the majority party in parlia-
ment and that the only possible cab-
inet in the present crisis is one com-
posed of constitutional -democrats.
Prominent constitutional democrats
think the premiership will now be of-
fered to Count Heyden, who though he
has the sympathy of parliament will be
unable to form a cabinet although
scheduled for a place in the coming
constitutional democratic ministry.

BY SISTER IN SEATTLE

Murderess Admits She and Widow of “‘Holy
Roller” Planned to Kill Youth Who
Slew Creffield.

(Associated Press.)

Seattle, ‘Wn., July 13.—Esther
EMiLchell, who shot and Kkilled her bro-
i ther, George Mitchell in the Union sta-

mund Creffield, a “Holly Roller”
prophet, on the plea of insanity. He
claimed that Creffield had wronged his
sister Esther, who was a ‘“Holly
Roller.” HEsther planned her brother’s
death.

In her statement she said:

attle and shot him in .the street, he
pleaded in justification that Creffield

| had deluded and wranged his sister.

George Mitchell was acquitted on the
charge of murder on Tuesday and
nearly all of the following day he spent
in searching for Esther in Seattle
lodging houses. She had refused to be
comforted after the death of Creffield,
and would not have anything to do
with her brother.

She was finally found, however, and
came to the railroad station to see
her three brothers, George, Perry and
Fred, off to their home in Oregon. The
brothers and sisters were sitting on a
bench in the station waiting-room talk-
ing” and apparently on the best of
terms.

PASSING OF FAMOQUS
AFRICAN FINANCIER

Never Fully Recovércd His Health After
Agoplactic Stroke Three Years

London, July 16.—Alfred Beit, the
well-known South African financier,
died to-day. He had been in bad
health for some time.

Mr. Beit, who was born in 1853 at
Hamburg, was a life governor of the
De Beers Consolidated Mines, a part-
ner in the firm of Wercher, Beit & Co.,
and a director of the Rands mines,
Rhodesia railways, Bechunanaland
Railway Trust Consolidated Co., Blom-
fontein mine and British Chartered
South Africa Co.

He was reported to have been impli-
cated in the Jameson raid, testified be-
fore the Jameson commission and re-
signed from the board of directors of
the British Chartered South Africa Co.,
but his resignation was not accepted
at the time. Later a suit was brought
against Mr. Beit on the ground eof com-
plicity in the raid, and his prosecution
was demanded by Dr. Leyd, the rep-
resentative of the Transvaal in Europe,
and in 1896 his resignation from the
board of directors of the British Chart-

| ered South Africa Co. was accepted.

When Cecil Rhodes died in 1902 it
was found that Mr. Beit was appointed
one of his executors, and the latter
thereupon returnmed to the board of
the British Chartered
South African Company.

LEECH RIVER GOLD. )

|Reported Discovery Unconfirmed by Fil-

] ings in Mining Recorder’'s Office—
Early Workings.

T'he reported gold strike on Leech river
is unconfirmed by any filing of location
notices at the mining recorder’s office. In
fact, it may be stated that at the present
time there is no mineral claim the loca-
tion of which was given as on the river
mentioned. Several c¢laims were taken
up a humber of years ago, including the
Five Aces; Golden Queen, Hornet, Hobeoe
and others, but all have been abandoned.

So far the best results were obtained
on the west and south forks of Leech
river, the
being of little value. The country rock
at the mouth of the latter is slate, that

is ascended. Gold has been' found on
other rivers taking their rise in the same
group of mountains as the Leech, notably
the Jordan and San Juan. According to
the provincial assayer, thc placer gold
found has heen coarse, and any ledges
discovered will probably be free milling.
Leech river contributed quite a large

in the late sixties, but nothing of import-
ance has been done since 1873. C. H.
Dickie attempted to dam the mouth of
the river a few years ago, and remove
the gold believed to exist in the ‘pot
hole’” there, but the pump obtained was
of too low a capacity, and the project was
abandoned. Since that time mining of
all kinds has been at a standstill.

It is understood that the company

The question of getting barrels in
which to place all the oil that is taken
from the whales treated at Sechart has
been one of the most troublesome with
which' the ‘'management have had to
deal. For some time a supply of hard
wood barrels has been obtained from
a factory in Woodstock, Ont. For a
while the numbeér obtained was very
limited, but,the outlook is now more
favorable. A representative of a fac-
tory was recently on the coast, and
promised to supply a thousand barrels
a week if the requirements of the in-
dustry demanded so great a quantity.
These barrels cost, when delivered,
$2.50 a piece or for actual transporta-
tion something like a dollar each. The
price comes high to the company, but
it ‘must pay it or go without. There
is no local factory to meet so large a
demand. Some experiments have late-
ly been tried with Douglas fir in mak-
ing barrels in Victoria, but with what
success has not been learned.

How long the Woodstock concern
will hdve to be depended on is a mat-
ter for conjecture. It is stated that an
effort is being made through Bodwell
& Company, agents of the Blue Funnel
line of round-the-world steamships, fo
induce the owners of those vessels to
have large oil tanks built in their ships
for the carrying of the oil. If.this is
done much of what is now counted as
waste will be saved the company. Be-
sides, cheaper shipping rates will at
once be afforded. So far the proposal
has only been made, and it cannot now
be stated in whatvr manner it will -be
entertained by the company. Up to the
present the company has spent $27,000
in buying barrels, and while the sup-
ply offered by the Woodstock factory
representative may seem large at first
consideration a little reflection will
show that one thousand barrels a week
will be little enough for present needs.
For one sperm whale alone 120 barrels
are required, for an average humpback
90 barrels, and for a finback 75 or 80
barrels.

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SAM, THE CARIBOO MURDERER.

In early days,
when Iowa Hill was one of the centres
of population of Placer county, Cal.,
and hydraulicing was one of the lead- |
ing industries of the Golden state, Sam |
applied to Mr. Hobson for a position
as cook and obtained it.

SURPASSES ALL OTHERS

Climate, Surronndings and Cultnre Empha-
size Its Premier Position--Statistics
Show Great Business Prosperity.

(From Saturday's Daily.)

‘When Alderman Yates at last Mon-
day’s council meeting stated people
were not dying quickly enough in Vic-
toria, he was stating the absolute
truth from a revenue point of view.
They come here to live; when they
want to die it is only a short distance
to—some other place. The reason is
obvious. Three things go to make life
pleasant—climate, surroundings and
culture.

As for climate Victoria is noted the
world over as a synoym for salubrity.
‘While other places have short spells
of lovely weather, this city counts
them by the month. In June, 1906, for
instance, the highest temperature re-
corded here was 78, the minmum 42.
Vancouver makes a much more varia-
ble showing, the ultimate being 81 and
the lowest 40. Blow hot, blow cold,
the Terminal City beat the Capital,
but, as ever, Victoria holds the record
for equability. Swift Current swelter-
ed with the thermometer at 89; Chilli-
wack suffered at 86; Winnipeg wore
summer clothes during the month with
a, temperature of 84; but the balmy
breezes of the Pacific kept Victoria’s
temperature to 78 when at the highest
point.

Year in, year out, Victoria enjoys an
ideal climate. The mean annual tem-
perature of Victoria is 48.6; that of the
province, 45.3. The average rain and
snowfall is 29.39 iniches, from statistics
covering 32 years, while the province
in general is 60 per cent more, or 48.32
inches.

Contrasting the hours of bright sun-
shine with London, the hub of the
Empire, Dr. Bryce in ‘“The Climate
and Health Resorts of Canada,” makes
the following flattering statement:

“From May to Szptember is usually
a period of small rainfall and bright
skies at Victoria, while in London the
summer and winter rainfall is not very
different, and the percentage of bright
sunshine from May to August at Vie-
toria is largely in excess of that of
London.”

It would be uncharitable to quote
the same authority regarding the tropic
blaze of the sun at Winnipeg or the
almost sub-aqueous atmosphere that
hangs like a pall of Scotch mist on
rother coast cities at certain periods of
the year.

And who would ever get tired of
growing enthusiastic ever the natural
beauties of Victoria? From sea to sea
her charms are being chanted by visi-
tors. In the current number of the
Methodist Magazine, the editor has this
to say in an article on “Canada by the
Pacific”:

“The -sail across the noble Gulf of
Georgia to Vancouver Island was very
| exhiliarting. So solitary was the voy-
age that it almost seemed as if

‘We were the first that ever burst
Into that silent sea.’

“The only vessel we saw was a large
timber laden Norwegian bark. To
one unaccustomed to seafaring it is a
great surprise to see a full-rigged ship
| apparently swallowed up by the sea
+ and then heaved high in a huge wave.
The view of the bold shore and ser-
rated rocky peaks of the mainland is
very impressive. As we thread a maze
of islands the cheerful signs of habi-
tation are seen, and as we enter at
night the beautiful harbor of Victoria,
the far-gleaming electric lights, quiv-
| ering on the water, give evidence of
the latest triumphs of civilization in
this western Uutima Thule.

“The eastern tourist is first struck
| with the exceedingly bland atmosphere
of Vancouver Island. Though the
month was October, the air was balmy,
the sun was warm, the foliage green
and the roses, pinks and dahlias were
in full bloom in the gardens.

“The chief glory of Victoria is the
delightful drives in its vicinity. There
does not appear to be the same fever-
ish rush of business as in the East, if
one might judge from the large turn-
out of carriages at an open-air concert
on Beacon Hill.

In the
southeast rises Mount Baker in a beau-
tiful isolated cone to the height of
thirteen thousand feet.”

This is only the same old story told
in a brilliant manner. Everyone who
visits Victoria is a missionary who
heralds forth the city’s beauties.

Of its opportunitics for recreation for
those of a cultured mind, Victeria neecds
no sponsor. The chosen home of such
men as Col. Haggard and Captain Wolley
is able to stand clear-eyed before thz
world. Its educational advantages and
musical societies show the generally high
mark of cultivation apparent throughoué
the city. Victoria boasts the oldest choral
association” in the West, the Arion Club,
that has seen many years of a successful
existence. KEven the high stanaard of
efficiency maintained in the public schools
evidences the desire of all classes for a
proper groundwork to education.

But Victoria’s commercial star is also
in *the ascendant. From week to week
new facts are recorded, and not a single
one of them brings aught but cause for
congratulation. This morning a surpris-
ing fact was elicited. For the first hal:
of 1906 the revenue of the Dominion Ex-
press Company in this city was greater
by between 656 and 66 per vent. than dur-
ing the same period of last year.

Customs statistics for the past fiscal
year became available to-day, and shoulu
prove good reading. The imports by th
port for the year ending 30th June, 1uCt,
were as follows: Free, $604,925; dutiable,
$2,749,349; total, $3,354,274.

For the previous year they were: Free,
$501,348; dutiable, $2,380,673; total, $2,882,021.
This shows an increase of nearly half a
million dollars, or about 15 per cent.

Exports show an even more phenomenal
advance. This is particularly true of
‘“‘made in Canada’ goods. For fhe past
year the total was $1,253,303; during 1904-5
the sum attained was $856,424. What a
fact to write large in the commercial
progress of Victoria! No city in Canada
can show an increase of 50 per cent. in
domestic exports within the slight period
of a year.

While statistics
cash in hand satisfies the man from
Missouri—he who has to be shown. The
actual receipts in hard cash for duty at
the Victoria custop house during the last
fiscal year were $809,339.98;. while for
1904-5 they reached a total of $724,685.12.
This shows an increase .of 12 per cent.
per annum. If brokers had speculated
on the customs receipts of Victoria for
the past like they used to do in
former days, they would have netted .one
per cent. a month on their investment.

The real estate market continues ac-
tive. Prices, however, are still much be-=
low actual revenue value. are
principally from east of the Rockies, and
very few purchases are made that do not
assure another family for Victoria. Heis-
terman & Co., within the past few days;
have soid about $15,000 worth of realty.
Among their transactions may be noted
the house and seven-eighths acre on
Michigan street, which was sold ‘o
James E. Roberts, recently from Mani-
toba. Other sales made by this agency

They accepted
the broad Westerd view that the time
has come in the history of the world
for men to put aside all the petty,
narrow, we might dlmost say con-
temptible, supersitions which have
been the cause of so much ignoble
strife, which have divided men asun-
der, which have excited passions more
worthy of savages than of enlightened
human beings, and which have pro-
voked indefensible wars and a deplor-
able amount of bloodshed. Will the
regverend brethren «lso be pleased to
note that the English Education Bil’
now before the British Parliament is
cast practically upon the lines of the
measure which has been given the peo-
ple of Alberta anhd Saskatchewan, and
that their brother ecclesiastics of ex-
treme views are attacking the bill with
all their might and bringing every re-
source at their command up in oppo-
sition to it.

After singing ‘‘God Save the King”
the members dispersed, gathering to-
gether a few minutes later about the
platform erected amidst the shade of
the trees.

The platform was gaily decorated
with bunting, and on it were seated the
Grand Lodge officers, past masters and
others. The remainder of the Orange
brethern and visitors made themselves
as comfortable as possible on the
grass.

The gathering was presided over by
the R. W. G. M. John Wallace, of Wil-
liam’s Head. With him on the plat-
form were His Worship the Mayor, the
honorary grand chaplain, Dr. Reid, of
Victoria; W. G. chaplain, Rev. Merton
Smith, of Vancouver; Past Grand
Master Hull, of Ontario, East; P. G.
Masters Thos. Duke, Donaldson, Rev.
A. E. Roberts, McDonald and Clarke;
Vice Grand Master Thos. Cunningham,
Past County Master J. McSpadden,
County Master Hunt, Dr. Potts, Rev.

In opening the meeting R. W. G. M.
Wallace extended a hearty welcome to
all. He was sorry that New Waest-
minsier Orangemen had not been able
to come to this gathering on account
of transportation facilities not being
available. He had received a message
from Abbotsford saying that 1,000
Orangemen were in attendance. At
Cranbrook a message informed him a
similar demonstration was in progress.
He expected later in the day to hear
from Salmon Arm, where many lodges
were celebrating the day.

His Worship Mayor Morley read an
address of welcome to the order. This
appeared in yesterday’s Tirhes.

Rev. Dr. Reid, the honorary grand
chaplain, was called upon to address

the audience, but confined himself to a |

In closing he com-
plimented Mayor Morley on what he
was doing in the city. He hoped he
would continue his good works “giving
the city better water,” (laughter) and
“better everything else.”

Rev. 8. J. Thompson referred to the
attendance as the largest Orange
gathering he had ever seen during
eighteen years in British Columbia. He
was glad to be present to help to cele-
hrate the victory of King William 216
years ago.

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TRIAL TRIP OF
THE TUG PETREL

SHE MADE HER DEBUT
YESTERDAY AFTERNOON

Extra Trips to Be Made on the *Frisco
and Alaskan Routes--Shipping
Notes.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

The Petrei, the new tug built by the
Victoria Machinery Depot for the
Dominfon government; made her trial
trip yesterday afternoon. She amply
reached the expectations of her build-
ers and the stiff requirements exacted
by the inspectors, Messrs. Kermode
and Foster, and it is no exaggeration
to describe her as one of the neatest
little steamers of her kind on the

coast. She is also an excellent adver-
tisement for the firm which turned her
out, her every point showing evidence
of the most careful attention and skil-
ful treatment.

There were circumstances in connec-
tion with the trial spin which demand
more eloquence than the humble writer
of this account can roll off without a
severe and whelly unnecessary strain.
Were it not for the unsentimental soul
who holds a blue pencil aloft like the
sword of Damocles this report might
abound with such elegant and opulent
expressions as the ‘‘sun-kissed, sizzling
waters of the straits with the castell-
ated ramparts beyond,” and so forth.
But the reader will be spared any ad-
ditional burden while the heat wave is
on, so a plain statement of fact must
prevail. Undoubtedly, however, the
trip was one of exceptional pleasure,
although pleasure was not its primary
object, and those who made it were as-
sured that it was entirely successful.

The Petrel left the old custom house
wharf at 230 or thereabouts with
veteran Capt. Barry In command. A.
J. Bechtel, manager of the Victoria
Machinery Depot, who was taking his
leave of her, acted as host, and among
his guests were G. A. Keefer, engineer
for the public works department of the
Dominion government; C. A. Topp,
G. M. Tripp, of the B.
C. Electric railway; Mrs. Foster, wife
of the engineer of the tug, and her son
and others. Wm. Houston, superin-
tendent; Oliver Richards, foreman,
builder, and Mr. Barker, draughtsman
of the building firm, were likewise in
attendance, while Mr. Kermode, who
has been acting as one of the inspec-
tors, was also ‘“on deck,” figuratively
and literally.

The weather was perfect for an
ordinary test, but it would have been
more satisfactory had there been some-
thing like a sea to test the riding abil-
ity of the new boat. It she acquits
herself in the rough as well as in the
calm, however, the most captious critic
on the opposition organ will be unable
to find fault. She made a splendid
run to the quarantine station, moving
freely and easily without vibration.
She showed herself able to cover the
distance between the outer dock and
the little domain presided over by Dr.
Watt in three-quarters of an hour,
which woould figure out at ten or elevn
miles an hour.

The Petrel is eighty-five feet long be-
tween perpendiculars and ninety-five
feet over all. She is fourteen feet beam
and draws ten feet six aft and eight
feet six forward. She was built of
steel, her deck being of Australian
beechwood and her rails are of fir. She
is most staunchly constructed, and will
stand all the wear and tear the ele-
ments may subject her to. Builders
will, perhaps better appreciate her
points by a brief inspection of her. She
has a forward collision bulk head, and
every essential to an up-to-date steam
tug is in evidence.

She has accommodation forward for
eight men, and aft for six men. Her
cabin is commodious relatively speak-
ing, and neatly furnished and well
lighted. She is fitted up with, splendid
machinery, her engine equipment de-
veloping 260 horse power (actual). The
Petrel, needless to say, will be equip-

Pilotage—The last recommendation
regarding the harbor involves a nation-
al policy and it was thought advisable
to acquaint the commission with- the
board’s position on the matter.

Shipbuilding—Thé case for the board,
on behali of the ¢ity, 'was presented to
the commigsion in- the foll g man-
ner: ““The Inconsistency of the position
in which our shipbuilders are ‘placed’
lies in the fact that a ship 'can be im-
ported free of duty, BRull,” ‘machinery

made for another at Pachena Point and
improvements have been made in the

| current year are available it is to be
hoped that the construction of a suit-
able trail or wagon road between
Bonilla Point and Bamfield Creek will
he commenced by either the Dominion
government or provincial government.”

Steamship and Railway Services—
This section emphasizes the fact of
Victoria, by reason of the présent ferry
system, being able to compete favor-
able with other coast cities.

Tariff Commisgion—In this matter
the board placed its views on record.
A delegation appeared before the com-
misgsion in Vancouver and supported
the application of the boards of trade
of othel coagt cities for placing on lum-
ber entering Canada from the United
States a duty equivalent to that levied
on Canadian lumber when exported to
the United States.

Later the proposed duty on tin plate
was taken up and a resolution passed
strongly objecting.

The report then details various mat-
ters affecting railways, both here and
in other parts of the province, which
have heretofore been fully dealt with
in these columns.

Salmon—8almon canning is a new in- |
dustry in Victoria. In 1904 two traps
were operated in the south coast of
Vancouver Island with such satisfac-
tory results that last year the number
of traps was increased 'to fifteen, and
there are at present in operation 26
traps, one of which i8 practically
within the city limits. The 1905 pack
of the cannery erected in Esquimalt
harbor last year was 35,000 cases, be-
ing the catch of only four traps; the
salmon caught in the other eleven traps
having been canned on the Fraser
river. This year another cannery has
| been established at the outer wharf,
Victoria. The traps are operated by
white labor, and about 150 men are
employed at good wages.

It is too early to forecast probable
results of this year, but the catch of
spring salmon has been very good and
has kept two packing establishments
busy. Several car loads of spring sal-
{ mon have been shipped, and this new
| industry has also stimulated local coop-
erage, and the demand for ice has
largely increased. ’

These results fully justify the
strenuous efforts and success of this
board in getting permission to operate
fish traps in the southern shores of
Vancouver Island. The enterprise Is
vet in its initial stage, but destined to
becomes an important factor in the
progress of Victoria, for it will not be
long before all the fish caught in the
| local traps will be canned on the spot,
or as near thereto as possible, being
tributary to this city in any case.

Agriculture—In connection with the
agricultural phase a report from Hon.
R. G. Tatlow was received. This re~
port showed that the total estimated
value of agricultural products for the
province, from statistics compiled by
the department of agriculture, aggre-
i gated $6,482,366, a gain of $487,718 over
| 1904, to which the islands contributed
:Sl 214,240; the principal items being:

Fruit, $37,440; butter, $230,450; eggs and
$87,500; cattle, $67,600; sheep,

The delegates from the Victoria
Board of Trade were Hon. J. H. Turn-
er, Robert Ward and A. P. Luxton,
who were to submit the following- re-
solution: “That in view of the great
importance of accurate and intelligent
reports upon current,commercial con-
ditions in all parts of the wyorld, the
Imperial government be urged'to make
it a condition that those appointed to
consulayp positions should have practi-
cal knagwledge of commercial require-
ments.’””

The delegates were also instructed to
extend an invitation to the congress to
‘hold its seventh congress in Victoria.
An the letter sent by the president, T.
‘W. Paterson, and Secretary Elworthy,
on behalf of the local board, reference
is made to the fact that the avenues of
trade with the Orient and Australia is
fast shifting to the north. The letter
further says: ‘“This diversion of trade
which
are irfluencing the policy of ali the
great transcontinental United States
railway systems interested in traffic to
or from the Orient, two of which have
already termini in British Columbia.
In the very near future Canada will
have two or more additional tranconti-
nental railways with termini on ' this
coast. Account musu also be taken of
the great activity in northwestern por-
tion to which a tide of immigration has
set in hitherto unprecedented. Besides
the immense area in the Northwest
suitable for agriculture in this prov-
ince of British Qolumbia, we have also
much land suitable for agriculture and
fruit growing. with practically unlimit-
ed natural resources in minerals, tim-
ber and fisheries. With such powerful
factors as these the increased trade
which will assuredly follow and find
an ountlet in the Pacific Coast will as-
sume proportions the magnitude of
which cannot be estimated. It will be
well, therefore, for builders of the em-
pire to keep in close touch with the
progress of Canada generally, but par-
ticularly with this westren portion.

“For these reasons the Victoria, Bri-
tish Columbia, board of trade desire to
extend to you a very cordial invitation

Trade Commerce and Outlook—The
| report on the subject of trade com-
| merce states that trade commerce and
!buqmecs generally in Vicetoria were
i never in a Héalthier condition than
at the present time, and the feeling
of optimism in looking ahead appears
| to be fully justified. Following are the
1resu1ts for the past twelve months:

Trade and Commerce—Imports, $3.-
364,274; exports, $1,401,817.

Shipipng——Coast trade vessels enter-
ed, 2,325; cleared, 2,364; foreign trade
Ivesqels entered, 1,018; cleared, 1,059.

Collections — Custom house, $815,-
680.94; inland revenue, $175,477.37; post
[ office (approximate), $57,000.

The shipyards, lumber mills, paint
works, chemical works, cement works
and other manufacturing entreprises
are working to their full capacity, and
the demand for labor is greater than
the supply. This want of labor, not-
withstanding the increased wages now
paid, is especially felt in agriculture
and fruit growing, and is assuming a
serious aspect; nor is a solution of the
problem yet in sight.

The lack of domestic help is specially
referred to and the hope expressed that
a bettér understanding of these mat-
ters will result in an influx of labor
from . centres of population where con-
ditions are less favorable.

“It has been demonstrated,” says the
report, ‘“that the per capita contribu-
tions of the people of British Columbia
to the revenue of the Dominion are
fully three times as large as the aver-
age contributions of the people of the
Dominion, and there is no doubt that
this will continue to be the case for
many years to come. Whether or notJ
the expenditures of the Dominion in |
this province bear a. just relation to
these contributions need not be here
discussed, but the facts above mention-
ed fully justify the contention that a
Jjudicious outlay of public money along
lines calculated to promote the develop-
ment of the resources of the province
and the consequent influx of popula-
tion, will certainly prove an excellent
investment for the country from a
revenue standpoint. If, for example,
by the expenditure of any considerable
sum of money such an impetus could
be given to the settlement of Vancou-
ver Island, and the exploitation of its
unsurpassed wealth that the popula-
tion would be doubled, this would mean
an additional annual contribution to
the federal treasury from this Island
of probably $1,000,000, without adding
materially to the annual charges which
the Island gets from the Dominion.
Hence to give the argument specific ap-
| plication, if the establishment of all-
rail connection between the Island and
the mainland would lead to the doub-
ling of the population of the former,
the Dominion government would be
fully warranted in incurring a very
large expenditure for that purpose
from the Island point of revenue
alone, not taking into account the ad-
vantage to the whole country that
would be derived from the utilization
of the great resources of this valuable
Island of transcontin'ental and trans-
oceanic routes of transportation.”

The hope is expressed that the pro-
vincial government :may soon see fit
to inaugurate & policy of progress
which will include a well defined plan
of surveys of lands suitable for settle-
ment. Connected with the satisfactory
{ influx of settlers from Manitoba and
the Northwest, the services of E.
Baynes Reed and the staff of the
meteorological station are given
thanks for the information relative to
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this being the growing time in w;@stern
Canada, and Victorfa should ‘be alive
to have its full share in. tl’ﬂl. :

Just before the secretary completed
his outline of the report, Hon. R. G.
Tatlow, ~minister of finance, and Hon.
R. Green, chief commissioner of lands
and works, entered the room and were
tendered a cordial gregting.

Shortly afterwards Hon. Mr. Tatlow
was called upon for an address. Re-
sponding, he sald that it was the third
occasion he had been accorded the
honor of an invitation. Formerly he
had had to apologize for the absence |
of his colleagues. On this occasion,
however, he had succeeded in rein-
forcing himself with the chief commis-
sioner of lands and works. But he
wished to apologize on behalf of the
premier. Busiess of pressing import-
ance had compelled him to leave for
Atlin on the previous evening.

Referring to the report he could not
but remark that most of the matters
were of a federal character, .These he
would pass over.

But the connection of the Mainland
%ith the Island by a bridge at Sey-
mour Nassows was a question which
called for some comment, He en-
dorsed the action that was being taken,
and hoped it would be pusbed to an
issue. He was pleased to see, and he
was sure it would be gratifying to ail
members, that Hon. Wm. Templeman
had promised to have surveys provided
for at the next sitting of the Dominion
legislature,

He was pleased also to motice that
the question of better terms was re-
ferred to by the board. It was not
touched upon under that name, it was
true but that was what was meant as
was plainly apparent. He was looking
forward to the proposed conference be-
tween the premiers of the provinces.
He was glad to see that a non-factional
institution, such as the board, had
taken a stand upon a matter of so

Hon. Mr. Tatlow spoke at some
length upon immigration. He said that
the province was now in a position to
send out more information regarding
the advantages for settlers in the West
than in the past. Survey parties were
in the field on Vancouver Island, and
the report of Provincial Mineralogist
Robertson upon his recent trip to the
interior would enable the government
to publish some interesting facts re-
specting the interior. He spoke of the
Peace river district trouble and ex-
pressed the opinion that the 2,500,000
acres to which the Dominion govern-
ment was entitled under the Island
Railway Act of 1884 wofild soon be
staked out. Then he hoped it would
be open to settlement, and the present
difficulties confronting those wishing to
take up agricultural lands in that sec-
tion overcome,

He noticed that a statement provided
by him on agriculture had been incor-
porated in the report. This was an In-
dustry which, in his opinion, had not
been given sufficient attention in past
yvears. There were four anrticles on
which some $2,000,000 was spent in im-
porting, which could be produced with-
in the confines of the province. These |
were butter, condénsed milk, eggs and
cheese. So that it was apparent ‘that
there was plenty of room for develop-
ment. But the progress_being made
was steady, and annually, a reduction
was noticeable in the expenditure upon
importations. This showed. that the
agriculturists of British Columbia were
becoming more independent than here-
tofore.

The revenue from timber licenses,
taxes, and other sources in connection
with that industry was $508,000 in com-
parison with, $410,000 for 1905.

There was equal progress along the
lines of mineral development.

After going into the details of the
gradual advance made during the past
few months he spoke of the smelting
of ores mined in British Columbia. He
said that almost the whole output was
treated within the boundary of the
province, a condition of affairs which
should please all interested in the com-
mercial welfare of the Pacific north-
west.

Concluding, Hon. Mr. Tatlow stated
that the whole country was entering
upon an era of prosperity. The value
of the products of the province
of $53,000,0000 When it was remember-
ed that this income came from a
population of 200,000 or thereabouts the
prosperity of the country could easily
be guaged. And it was steadily in-
creasing all through the province. He
expressed the hope that all would unite
in taking advantage of the opportun-
ity of pushing forward the interests
of the province from a commercial
and industrial standpoint. (Applause).

Hon. R. Green, commissioner of
lands and works, after referring in
congratulatory terms to the board’s re-
port, endorsed the previous speaker’s
opinion in regard to the prosperity of
the ~ountry.

He then took up the question of sur-
veys. The only reason this had not
been taken up on a larger scale here-
tofore was because the means were not
available. Last year he had succeeded
in having a larger sum granted for
that specific purpose than could be
procured before. Parties were in the
field now, and the surveys were being
corrected and improved as rapidly as
possible. Therefore, settlers upon in-
quiry would be ahle to obtain accurate
information in the future. He looked
forward to a large influx during the en-
suing few years, making the question
of surveys one of vital importance.

Of harbor improvements, a matter of
local interest, he vanted to make a
few remarks. He noticed that the
board wished to secure Laurel Point.
He had been approac“hed by the Dom-
inion government to have that property
turned over to them. It had notf yet
been garnted, but he felt sake in saying
that if the Dominion government
showed that their proposed use of the
point would be in the interest of the
community most concerned it would be
turned over free of charge.

Hon. Mr. Green concluded with a
reference to the timber industry and
its unprecedented expansion in recent
vears. (Applause).

C. H. Lugrin moved that Hon. Mr.
Tatlow and Hon. Mr. Green be tender~
ed a hearty vote of thanks. He re-
marked that the announcemernts made
by both ministers were of a more opti-
mistic charaecter than he had ever be-
fore had the pleasure of listening to.
That of the finance minister to the ef-
fect that the provincial products had
amounted to $63,000,000 during the past
vear was most important.

SEARCHING FOR BROTHER.
Pere H. Got Fails to Find Any Trace
of Missing Missionary.

Pere H. Got, the French’cleric, who
hails ffom the department of Tarn-et-
Garonne, is in Vancouver searching for
some knowledge of the whereabouts of
his brother, the Cuyre Noel Got, who
was last heard of in May, 1905, Pere
Got carries with him a letter from his
brother dated Vancouver, April 9th,
1905, and he thinks that after going
north he may possibly have returned
to the Terminal City, but so far he
has been able to find no trace of him.

The missing man was a Roman
Catholic missionary, who after having
carried on the work of his mission for
seven years in China became broken
down in health and decided to return
to his home in France.

He crossed Japan, took passage on a
steamer for San Francisco, where he
arrived on April 10th, 1905, and shortly
after proceeded to Vancouver. From
there he wrote to the head of his or-
der, stating that he was too ill to con-
tinue his work, and that a long rest
was imperative. It is believed that in
those far-away countries he changed
his ecclesiastic dress for that of a lay-
man.

In writing to his friends at home he |

mentioned the fact that he ‘ntended
going to a cold region, possessing a
pure atmosphere, as he was sure it
would be beneficial to his pulmonary
+He also expressed a
desire to see gold miners, Indians, Es-
quimaux and the land of the midnight
sun.

Nothing has been heard of him since
May, 1906. From his letters it is in-
ferred that he travelled in the Cana-
dian Northwest, so as to be able to
descend the Porcupine river and the
Yukon as far as St. Michael’s bay.

Researches in the Yukon having
proved unsuccessful, it is now suggest-
ed that he may have taken an easterly
route.

FIVE SEALERS RELEASED
FROM SIBERIAN PRISON

Victoria Hunters Hive Reached Kobe
After Long Imprizonment by
Russian Aathorities.

The five sealers who were arrested

of Saghalien by the
Russian patrol Gromoboi on July 3rd,
1904, and imprisoned in Khaborovstok,
have been liberated. They made their
way to Kobe immediately afier their
release and gave a painful account of
thelr sufferings.” The men are Edward
McNeill, hunter, whose mother resides
at 2 Parry street, Victorla; George
McCannish, whose parents reside at
Benicia, Cal.; Capt. T: .R. Thompson,
and Jose YVillea, of San Francisco, and
Joe Knapp. .McNeill, McCannish and
Knapp are well known here, having
hunted on the Triumph, that has not
been heard of azince 1904, Carlotta G.
Cox and Sea Lion.

Capt. T. R. Thompson, when inter-
viewed in Kobe, described the seizure
and sinking of his schooner by th»
Russians. The boat was built in Vie-
toria and named the Diana. After |
coming the property of Japanese it
was rechristened the Kyoichi Maru.

His account of his sufferings is i
part as follows:

“On arrival at Nicolaiefsk we
all taken ashore and sent first
military barracks. We were searcho:d
there under military escort, and all th~
Russians turned out of thelr houses
as we went along to see the result
the great victory of the warship. th
had sunk a 60-ton sealing schooner a !
captured her crew. From the barrack :
we were sent to what we were told was
another barracks—but this proved to
be a jail.

“I was at once put in a cell, and
stripped, and every article of clothing
was thoroughly searched. The lining
of my cap, my coat, the soles of ' my
shoes, were all examined and a quanti-
ty of Japanese paper I had in my
pocket—paper answers the purpose of
handkerchiefs in Japan—all were ex-
amined with capital care, every sheet
being held up to the light to see Iif
there was any writing or drawing to
it. Soon after T was again dressed T
saw a couple of blacksmiths coming in
my direction, with some soldiers who
carried an anvil.

“The blacksmith stopped in front of
me and the soldiers put down the an-
vil. They told me I was to be put in
irons. They then loaded me with
chains. My resistance was, of course,
useless. I struggled when I found T
was to be so heavily ironed, fighting
with desperation, but I was soon over-
powered, and had irons fixed on both
arms and legs.

“The cell I was in was built of wood
and swarmed with vermin. For the five
nights I was there I was unable to
sleep. Then we were put on board a
barge and taken to Khaborovsk, on the
Amur river, at its junction with the
Sungari, where the Russians have a
large depot. The journey up the river
occupied five days, and , during this
journey I was kept below in a dark
and damp cabin, while the others were
allowed to walk about the deck.”

After a court-martial, in which evi-
dence was produced in an endeavor to

wera>
to the

' prove him a spy, he was condemned to

trial by a military high court. On
January 26th, 1905, he was taken in
irons to the commander’s office only to
find the trials had concluded, and all
were sentenced to Sixteen months’' im-
prisonmert. His account ceontinues:
“From the time the sentence was pas-
sed we had plenty of freedom and no
hard labor. The greatest hardship was
the awful food, and if a man has no
money or the means to earn some it is
impossible to live on the rations. I got
some maney by making worsted slip-
pers, and three of us another time
earned fifteen roubles each, doing some
laboring work in the town.

“Last winter I was for a time assis-
tant cook, and then assistant baker,
the prisoners are
robbed of their food. The daily ration
of black bread is 2% pounds, but 2
pounds is a good alloquce for a pris-
oner to receive, while what is sup-
posed to be a 1 pound meat ration
measures little more than a square
inch. Cabbages and potatoes were
cheap, being raised in the prison
grounds. For two months we had fish
to eat and some sour flour bread, and
were practically starving. Then we
got a ration of pork instead of fish,
which was very small, but better than
bad fish.

“So things went until our
expired, whefl we were taken
police station and liberated, turned
adrift in Siberia. After some argu-
ment we were finally given free pass to
go to Vladivostock on the Trans-Si-
berian railway from Khaboirovsk, but
we were destitute. An Englishman and
a German traveler who heard our story
kindly came to our asistance when we
were traveling to Vladivostock and
they gave us food. At Vladivostock
the Japanese consul procured a pass<
age for us, as distressed seamen, on
the Japanese steamer Oyo Maru, which
landed us at Kobe.”

GEORGE E. FOSTER
SCORED. BY D. ROSS

S;;eecn oy Member For Yale-Cariboo
ot the Cing-Mars Incident in
Commons.

Following is a report of the speech
delivered by Duncan R oss, member for
Yale-Cariboo, when E. E. Cing-Mars
appeared at the bar of the Dominion
House of Commons on June 14th:

Mr. Ross—Before the House takes
any further action, I desire to discuss
the question itself, and to discuss it not
only as a member of parliament, but
also as a member of the profession to
which the young gentleman who has
been before the ‘bar, belenzs. And I
wish to take the position at the out-
set, recognizing my full responsibility
as a member of parliament, that, as a

newspaper man, I protest against the |

House of Commons placing itself in the
position of censor of the newspapers of
this country. I say at the outset that
the hon. member for North Toronto
(Mr. Foster) must go back nearly a
hundred years in the history of the
motherland before he can find a pre-
cedent for the action he has taken in
connection with this case. I go fur-
ther. I say that if any member of the
Imperial House of Commons were to
stand up in his place and take the posi-
tion which the hon. member for North
Toronto (Mr. Foster) has taken, he
would, to use the expression of th2)
Minister of Justice, be laughed out of |
court. Here we are going back to the |
days of George the Second and Wilkes
when the press was prose~uted. It is
no new thing to have a conflict between
the press and parliament. It is as old
as newspapers themselves; but during
the last eighty-seven years in the
motherland, there has not been a single
instance in which a - newspaper man
has been called before the imperial
parliament unless accused of making
direct charges of corruption against
members of parliament,

Mr. Speaker—There is no motion be-
fore the House'on which a general dis-
cussion is relevant.

Mr, Duncan Ross—I think I am in
order. I think I have a perfect right
to discuss the matter now before the |
House before any further action is)
taken. ;

Mr. Speaker—The hon. member (Mr.
D. Ross) said that he would conclude
with a motion.

Mr. Sproule—We have now before us |
a matter not disposed of. The House |
is dealing with a question of privilege.
Surely nothing can be introducee while
that is before us.

Rt. Hon. Sir Wilfrid Laurier (Prime
Minister)-——If the hon. gentleman (Mr.
D. Ross) is to conclude with a motion
—we do not know what it is—I think
he is quite within his rights.

Mr. Dunean Ross—To expedite mat-
ters, T will assure you, Mr. Speaker,
that T will conclude with a motion of
some kind: Now, I intend to discuss
this matter from the standpoint of the
relation between the press and parlia-
ment of the motherland; and I intend
to discuss, as far as I am able, .the
position the imperial parliament takes
at the present time in reference to its
undoubted right to call newspaper men
before it and discipline them. If you
turn to May’s Constitutional History,
volume II, page 103, you will find this
statement:

“After the Reformation
the crown had the right which the
church had previously exercised, of
prohibiting the printing of all works
‘but such as should be first seen and
allowed.” ”

So far as-1 am able to find out, this
is the first position which the crown
has taken with reference to censuring
the press. We are told by the same
authority that the first newspaper was
founded in the reign of James I. At
that time—

“Political discussion was silenced by
the iicenser, the star chamber, the
dungeon, the pillory, mutilation and
branding.”

A little later on they were not quite
so severe on the press. Still the news-
papermen had rather hard row to
hoe. We learn that the reign of
Queen Anne—

“Dyer, having been reprimanded by
the Speaker was cudgelled by Lord
Mohun in a coffee-house.”

Also—

“Trutchin, who had braved the Com-
mons and the attorney-general - was
waylaid in the streets- and actually
beaten to death.”

As we proceed further we find that
the last serious fight between parlia-
ment and the press was during the
time when the Duke of Wellington was
prime minister. But, even, at this
date, 1830, the only case we have on
record when a newspaperman was call-
ed before the bar of the Commons
arose out of an article imputing per-
sonal corruption to the Lord Chan-
cellor. It was not a case of unfair poli-
tical criticism, not a case of a news- |
paperman wbo had said some things
about the political record of a man
with whom he did not agree, but a case
where a direct charge of personal cor-
ruption was made. As 1 said at the
outset, vou cannot find a single prece-
dent in the history of the imperial par-
liament since 1819 which can be cited
in justification of the action taken by
the hon. member for North Toronto.

And that brings me to the consider-
ation of a case referred to by the hon.
gentleman (Mr. Foster) the other day
when he lectured this House regarding
this affair. We are told that the dig-
nity of this House had been assailed. I
do not deny it. But the person who
has assailed it is the hon. member for
North Toronto (Mr. Foster). Does he
suppose for a moment that the mem-
bers of this House are going to keep
serious faces when he tries to intro-
duce, at this day, a proceeding that has
been obsolete in the House of Com-
mons of Great Britain for nearly a
hundred years? Does he suppose that
the dignity of the House will stand any

in England,

a
in

case? He is the guilty party. He is
the man ‘who, by trying to invoke an- |
.cient methods against what I consider
justifiable criticism, has imperilled the
dignity of this House. Let us consider
the case to which he referred us the
other day. The hon. member delibér-
ately made his plea in this House, and
quoted this case. But if the case had
been quoted fairly, it would have been
seen that the hon. gentleman was com-
pletely out of court. This case arose
in 1901. - Mr. John Redmond the leader
of the Irish party in the Imperial
House of Commons asked that the
proprietor and manager of the London
Globe be summoned to-appear before
parliament. On what charge? Not a
charge of unfair criticism, not on a
charge of libelling a member of the
House, but on a charge of having al-
leged corruption against every member
of the Irish party. And what grounds
did Mr. Redmond take for summoning
the newspapermen in this case? He
made this statement: *“I am quite
ready to meet, and my colleagues are
quite ready to meet, any accusation,
not only of political treason, such as
we constantly hear made against us,
but any accusations that may be made
of personal cerruption or anything
else.”

He went further. He said: “I am
simply pointing to a grave.scandal af-
fecting this House; and it is for you
who are proud of the traditions of this
House and who love its honor and good
name, it is for you to take such action
as you may think fit.”

Now, I want to make myself clear in
reference tc the distinetion. Mr. ed-
mond went 8o far as to say that if a
charge of personal corruption had been
made as against himself, he would have
taken no notice of it. But this was a
direct charge that the members of the
Irish party were guilty of accepting
money for putting through private
legislation. And it was because of the
wholesale and direct charge against the
members of the party that he believed
action should be taken to preserve, not
his honor, but the honor of the House.
How was he backed up by the leaders
of the other party? Let us see what
Mr. Balfour, who was then leader of
the House, had to say. I am reading
now from the imperial Hansard, vol-
ume 99. August 15th, 1901:

“The meaning which the hon. gentle-
man and most other readers attribute
to that article is that it accuses the
Irish members of having been person-
ally responsible for corrupt practices
in connection with private bills. I can-
not imagine an accusation more
wounding, or a more clear breach of
our privileges, and I cannot imagine an
accusation for which, so far as my
knowledge and information extend,
there is less substantial foundation. I
have been in the sharpest conflict for
most years of my political life with
hon. gentlemen opposite. They have
said a great many things of me which
I think were wholly unjustifiable.”

And so on. Then he proceeds to say:
“l have always held, and I have given
expression to this view so recently, I
think, as within the last week or fort-
night, that this House can commit no
greater folly than to enter into one of
these controversies with the press of
this country. The dignity and honor
of the House has never been served by
any of these confiicts.”

Surely the Hon. Mr. Balfour, the
leader of the great Conservative party
in the motherland, should be a suffi-
cient authority for even so great a
Conservative as the hon. member for
North Toronto, and he says: ‘The
dignity and honor of the House have
never been served by any of these con-
flicts. Nothing has ever come of them
of which we have had reason to be
proud, and the pages in our history, a
glorious history, which relate to the
dealings of this House with the press
are not those on which we can look
back with the greatest feelings of
satisfaction. Let me say further in
that connection, that the hon. gentle-
man appears to think that the oper-

| ation of having an editor up to the bar

and committing him to prison for the
remainder of the session would in
some way clear our fair fame
in the eyes of our countrymen
and foreign nations, and that
something would be done thereby to
remove or diminish the venom of the
personal aspersion which has been
made on the honor of hon. gentlemen
opposite; but it must be obvious to the
House that no such happy result can
ensue from any exercise of our prero-
gative in this matter” And further on:

“It is an exercise of powers which we
possess by our immemorial constitu-
tion, but it is not a way of sifting a
charge, and anything which does not
sift a charge cannot really remove it.”

Now Mr. Balfour in another connec-
tion states:

“For my part I am still- of the opin-
ion that the House gains nothing by
these conflicts with the press, not one
of which, so far as I know, has occur-
red for more than a generation. I
have to admit that this case does bring
to a head a difficulty which has been
felt by myself often before, and by
other men who have stood at this box,
as to what form modern machinery for
preserving our privileges should take
in face of modern publicity and mod-
ern conditions of life. The only arms
at our disposal are as antiqugted, real-
ly, as the crossbow or the blunder-
buss.”

I would like to point out in this con-

nection that we have the same wea- |

pons in this parliament as they had in
the mother parliament, and they are

| as antiquated really as the crossbow

and blnderbuss; and why in the name
of common sense should the parliament
of this country invoke such an anti-
quated law for the purpose of protect-
ing the honor of the hon. member for

North Toronto, which in this case, I do [

not think, has been assailed Mr. Bal-
four continues:

‘““The only weapons which we use are
weapons that were forged in a8 wholly
different state of society, at
when no proceedings in this House
were allowed to be made public, and
when no criticism of an action of a
member of parliament, as a member of
parliament, was permitted, however
true the criticism might be, or however
light the charge might be that was
brought against him. Everything we
now do is done in the light of day;
every word that we say is reported;
the freest criticisms are permitted and
encouraged upon the action of parties,

S0 as to be able to punish offences of
this kind in an adequate fashion.”

Further on he says: “I say that be-
cause there is no precedent‘tn all par-
liamentary history in which a charge
of personal corruption of this kind has
been made, and the House
short at a resolution that \
breach of - privilege.

Now listen: “The precedents which
I have looked up where no further
action was taken refer to cases where
there was. only an indirect charge of
corruption against an individual or a
small group of individuals.”
