Hon. Mr. Chamber-"
lain and Hon. Dr. Montague were
coupled.

The colonial secretary was given an !
enthusiastic reception as he rose to res
ply. He said that he felt honored to
be associated with Dr. Montague, and
that it was a great pleasure to meet the !
many representatives of -the Great Am-
¢rica, which stands first’among the kin-"
dred nations forming the British “em-
pire. = He had visited Canada and had |
met many of its leading statesmen, not-
ably the great Sir John Macdonald, that
most imperially minded ~ man, whose
guiding ideal was to maintain intact the”
local independence of Canada in close
alliance with the mother country. At
times he did not have su easy time.
There were many prominent men on
both sides of the Atlamntic who had once
assumed that it was the manifest des-
tiny of Canada to be absorbed into the |
great republic on its southern frontier. i
(Cries of “No, never!”’) ! ‘

Mr. Chamberlain continued: “That
was the opinion. It is an ancient con- ;
troversy and I will not refer to it now, !
except to mark the contrast betwéen !
the doubt and hesitation then and the
determination mow of every son of Cam-
ada to maintain the local constitution
in his special identity and at the same
time to draw' closer the bonds which !
unite him with the great parent state.
The recent isolation that seemed .to
threaten us evoked from all the colonr
ies,. especially from Canada, an outbumst
of loyalty and affection that reverberat-
ed throughout the .world, which testified *
a sentiment deeper that words can ex-
press and which dispelled the idea thet
such expressions of loyalty and affection
were superficial and would not bear the
test of serious conflict, so that if war
broke out the mother country would not
be left *to her fate and the colonies
would take care of themselves.

The shadow of war did-darkén the '
horizon and to none was the shadow
more ominous than to our fellow-citi-
zens of Canada. Yet though, if it had
happened, it would be borne in the first
instance by Canada, with no hesitation,
the people and parliament of . Canada
said that although the matter did not
affect their interests, it - affected - the
honor of the British empire, and . they;
would niake common cause with us-and¥
was prepared shoulder to shoulder - to|
bear with, us all that might arise. This i
decision was emphasized by the debates
in the Dominion parliament, and the’
moral was summed up in the, eloguent
speech of Mr. McNeill, who is quoted !
as having said: ‘“T’he British. people,
one peonle—the integrity of the common
empire.”” This orator struck the right!
chord when he said that the empire of !
(Great Britain is the common heritage |
of all its sons and is not the appanage |
of the United Kingdom. Many speech-
es were made to the same effect in the
Dominion parliament, and a resolution
was passed by acclamation, repeated al;
lusion being made to the opportunity,
which every community in the empire |
was bound to seize, and the hope was
expressed that something would be done
to bring us nearer. We echo that hopej
continued Mr. Chamberlain, and ask |
you in this demonstration not to allow,
this almost universal expression of loy;
alty in the colonies to pass away with;
out a serious effort by Colonial.and Im.- !
perial statesmen to transform these high
sentiments into practical results.”

Mr. Chamberlain then reviewed the
growth of the feeling for Imperial fed~ |
eration and said: “Although experience
has shown that the final realization of
our hopes of federation is a matter of |
such vast magnitude and great compli-
cation that it cannot be undertaken at
the present time; .. does not follow on |
that account that we should give up our _
aspirations. It is only proof that we
must approach the goal differeatly and |
not try to do, everything at once, but
must seek the line of least resistance.
The boldest might shrink appalled be-
fore an attempt to create a new gov-
ernment for the British empire with
large powers of taxation and legislation
over countries separated by tuousands |
of miles of sea. We may, however,
anproach this desirable consummation
bgr_ a process of gradual development.
We may endeavor to establish some
common interests and common obliga-
tions, to deal with which it is natural
that some sort of representative author-
ity should grow up. The greatest ?b‘
ligation is  imperial defence. 'L'he
greatest interest is imperial trade. The
former must be reached through the
latter. as was the creation of the Ger-
man empire. At first the reichstag was
convened to deal with the commorcml
interests of the Gernlan states. Glzud-

Mr. ¢. N. Armstrong Writes to the
Vancouver World Regard-
ing the Project..

He Gives Some Good Advicp to Main-
land Opponents of the Pro-
posed Rallway.

Mr. C. N. ‘Armstrong bas the following
letter in the Vancouver World in regard
to the British Pacific railway project:

Editor World: In pursuance of my verbal
promise to you I take this opportunity be-
fore leaving the province to lay before
your readers some facts in oonnecpion with
the proposed British Pacific railway. As
my position in connection with this enter-
prise has been somewhat misrepresented
it may be well to say that I came to Vie-
toria as the representative of a syndicate
which had previously entered .into an
agreement with the Canada Western Rail-
way Company for the construction of Its
line upon certain terms and conditions, one
of the principal conditions being that the
company should obtain from the govern-
ment of British Columbia a guarantee of
4 per cent. per annum for 25 years upon
$6,000,000. It was stated to us-before we
entered into this agreement that a formal
application for such a guarantee had been
made to the. government; sometime -before
that the question of aid to this rallway had
been largely discussed in the general el-
ection of 1894, and that a large majority
of the members were elected as supporters
of a government pledged to see this rail-
way | constructed. We met in London one
of the members who represents the city of
Victoria, and he fully confirmed & these
statements. Mr. Rithet, the senior member
for Victoria, and the chief promoter of the
raillway, fully confirmed these statements,
and all inquiries made in Vietoria also
fully confirmed them. The syndicate was
therefore quite justified in accepting these
statements as correct. Before, however,
entering into the agreement I, on behalf of
the syndicate, interviewed the Hon. Mr.
Turner, prémier, and minister of finance
of the province, then in London, and told
him of the syndicate’s intentions. I ask-
ed him whether there was any doubt of
the aid being granted by the legislature.
He stated that while he could not. say
waht amount of aid would be granted, and
although he could not of himself pledge
the government, he could say that the gov-
ernment fully realized the importance of
the construction of this line and ‘would
grant every assistance that was within
the means of the province, and if it could
be arrarged that to payment would be
made by the province for some years they
would certainly be prepared to assume the
responsibility of a liberal annual,-payment
subsequently. Different members of the
syndicate met Mr. Turner, and were so
well satisfied with his statements that they
signed the agreement. Mr. Turner also
met some of the bankers interested in the
proposal and they, like us, were perfectly
not asked to in any way bind the govern-
not asked to in any way bnid the govern-
ment by any definite statement as to their
intentions, but short of that he said all
that we considered to be necessary. Short-
ly after Mr. Turner’s return to Victoria,
in October, one of the syndicate came from
London to Victoria, and interviewed Mr.
Turaer and other ministers, and returned
perfectly .satisfied that the government
would grant the proposed aid. I was to
have come to Victoria at the same time,
but I was engaged in having estimates of
the cost of the Iine, plans, etc.,” prepared,
so that before binding the syndicate fin-
ally to the construction of the line, with-
in a specified time, we could have reliable
information as to the cost of the work
we were undertaking. The obtaining of
the necessary information took several
months longer than had been anticipated,
and I did not reach Victoria until early In
February. I wish it to be clearly under-
stood that the terms of the proposal made
to the government were those offered to
us by the Canada Western Railway Com-
pany, and that we have never asked one
dollar more than was offered to us.

As this was probably the most inportant
proposition inat had ever been submitted
to the government it was thought best to
put it in the form of the agreement be-
tween the government of Canada and the
Canadian Pacific Railway syndicate, and as
far as possible it was copied from that
which had been prepared by some of the
ablest men ‘in the Dominion. The proposal
as put in was simply a basis upon which
to negotiate the details of the agreement
and the syndicate was willing to meet the
views of the government to any reasonable
extent by amending any of its clauses or
by substituting others.

Mr. Rithet, at the Victoria meeting, so
fully explained what took place during the
negotiations with the government that I
can save your readers a repitition of these
details, but in justice to the members of
the government it is fair to say that they
claim to have rejected the proposition in
toto because they understood me to say
that we would not aceept any less amount
than 240,000 per annum. I made no such
statement and it is unfortunate that any
statement which I may have made should
have been so misinterpreted. Mr. Turner,
at the Victoria meeting, quoted from a
rospectus supposed to have been circulated
n London some 15 months ago by the pro-
moters of the company, and left it to be
inferred that the present syndicate had
issued it. The fact is that no one of us
ever saw this prospectus, that it was issu-
ed six months before we had any connec-
tion with the enterprise and that the rail-
way company repudiate any connection
with it. The people of British Columbia
are able to judge as to whether this com-
pany had resson to expect additional aid
from the government or not, and they have
an undoubted right to freely express their
oEInion as to the amount of such aid, and
the mode of granting it, but it is not wise
or corducive to a proper understanding of
the position to make the criticism of the
proposal an excuse for personal attacks
upon those connected with the enterprise,
or who may be thought favorable to it, as
some have already done. I bope, therefore,
that those who favor the public with their
views on this question will bear this in
mind, and if they have a good case show it
instead of making out their case to be
a weak one by being reduced to *“abus-
ing the plaintifi’s attorney.”

Those who have attacked this enterprise
have expressed strangely different views.
One correspondent proves to his satisfac-
tion thaf the promoters ean build the line
for about '$13,000,000, and they will receive
in some way or another from the public
some $32,000,000, thus making a clear prof-
it of $19,000,000, which he (and I also) con-
sider an unreasonable profit. Another cor-
respondent says the line will cost $70,000,-
000 to construet, and even if it is com-
menced it would never be finished while
a distinguished retired officer says that
from the surveys made last year, the con-
struction of the line was proved to be an
engineering impossibility. (I quote from
memory). In reply to the last gentleman
I may say that when he made that state-
_mentino report of last year’s survey had
been -made, and that he must have been
imposed upon. The report is now out, and
it proves that the proposed line Is in all
respeets the best possible line through
Bl‘l&sh Columbia to the coast.

then.

Sir Hibbert Tupper—He was all right
up to that date. ' §

Mr. McCarthy—Now, if you will al-
low me, I will read what Mr. Wallace
said openly and above board up to that
date, which the hon. gentleman (Sir
Hibbert Tupper) ought to have known
if he had kept himself informed upon
public affairs. Mr. McCarthy quoted
the 12th of July utterances of the grand
sovereign, in which he . expresed him-
self as being in faver of public schools,
free from sectarianism, and said that he
would wait events rather than- antici-
paté what - might ° occur. Continuing,
Mr. MeCarthy said:  “I think that Mr.
Wallace did not in the slightest degree
conceal that he was opposed, and deter-
minedly opposed to the remedial policy
of the government. Yet that hon. gen-

ber of that government, and Sir Hib-
bert Tupper, who thought proper in un-
measured terms to assail him this after-
noon, was the minister who at that
time rose to his feet to defend and
justify his position. It does not lie in
the mouth of those who sanctioned and
approved of his remaining in the gov-
ernment to tirn around and reproach
him here in the language which has
been employed against him on this oc-
casiomn.

Sir Hibbert Tupper—Will the hon.
gentleman tell me how I assailed Mr.
Wallace for his conduct prior to No-
vember, 18957

Mr. McCarthy—I am Dbeginning to
fear the hon. gentleman is hopeless.
(Llaughter.) He occupied the position of
minister of justice, and he is the auth-
or of this absolutely hopeless and inde-
fensible order-in-council. The more I

see of him the more I am convinced !

that he is absolutely incapable of under-
standing the difference between right
and wrong. He did not assail Mr. Wal-
lace until November, 1855. He had not
a word to say of him until he was an-
nouncing a policy opposed to that of the
government, until he was speaking upon
the public platforms against it, and do-
ing all he could to destroy it, and yet
because he consistently retires from
office, which certainly is a virtue which
the hon. gentleman has not displayed,
except when he brought about the in-
troduction of his ancient and venerable
parent into political life, he assails him.
I have been unable to understand the
hon. gentleman’s position. If Mr. Wal-
lace was sincere, the only fault he made
was in resigning too late. If Mr. Wal-
lace held, as no doubt he did honestly
hold, these views, he was sacrificing to
his partw—and I dare say he feels it
and knows it now—what he ought not
to have sacrificed. But surely after Mr.
Wallace has given his reason for hic
course his position is a reflection upon
the great body of men in this house,
who, if they vote according to their
convictions, will be found voting against
the proposition which we have in the
hill before us. Dr. Weldon is here and
can speak for himself, but he also un-
derwent the castigations, if they can be
called such, by a gentleman formerly
oecupying " the position of minister of
justice, which give him more standing
in the house. He would not reply to
the speech of the afternoon. Denuncia-
tion there was, abuse there was in that
tirade, but I submit to the house
whether there was a single argument
in' it, although there were in it state-
ments which the hon. gentleman appar-
ently mistook for argument. (Laughter.)
He had called upon the leader of the
opposition to deal with the question be-
cause it was a Catholic question. Then
before he sat down he declared that it

was neither a Pretestant nor a Catho*-

lic question.  He attacked Mr. Laurier
because he, a Catholic, was not support-
ing the bill, without seeming to appreci-
ate the force of the position which the
leader of the opposition had taken that
he, a Catholic, had taken a stand which
was opposed to the sympathy of the
great body of Catholies.

That was the great question in the par-
liament of 1868, which met mainly for
the purpose of defining the powers of
ike new provinecial legislatures, for it
was after the Canadian parliament in
the year previously had adopted th:

down in the Quebec resolutions. There

.. Quebec. In that session Sir John Mac-
. donald, in a speech, said that ‘‘the min-

HOW MANY COMPACTS?

Then, what did the minister of finance
mean by referring to the two compacts?
Let us examine the constitution as we
find it; but let us not be led away by
the statement that there was not only
one.compact- but two-compacts.

Mr. Foster—So there were two.

Mr. McCarthy—No; what record is
there of two?

Mr. Foster—I do not like to interrupt
the hon. gentlman, and 1 cannot reply
to the trend of the argument he is now
taking without making a speech myselt.
1 am quite willing to allow what I ac-
tually said to be placed befor the house
and the country side by side with what
the hon. gentleman has said, and he
will be the first to acknowledge ihat he
has pushed the argument for the pur-
pose of refuting what I said far beyond
what 1 did myself.

Were they -To
assume that the province acted in good
faith Sor wantonly, or were they to: as-
sume that the provineial-legislature had
sought to do its duty by seeing to the
educational interests of the children of
the province? If the State took from
the parent the education of his child, it
was because it was necessary in a de-
mocracy to see to the good education of
the citizens. He would like to know
what evidence was before the house to
show that the provincial legislature had
not discharged that duty? Was this
house going to say that because in 1871

a small township, the legislature passed
a certain school law the legislature shall
not in 1890 review the situation and
pass another law, if it considers the
edudational interests require it? - Mr.
Mc@arthy ridiculed the statement of Sir
Hibbert Tupper that the government
had the law behind them in the course
they were taking. All there was in' the
decision of the privy. council was that it
found that the minority had a cause
which gave the governor-in-council jur-
isdiction. What should the government
do under those circumstances? War
was not raging in the province at the
time; Manitoba was a province of the
Dominion and entitled to be treated as a
friendly power, instead of being treated
as she ‘was—summoned to the bar here
and called upon to defend her rights.
What had been the government’s
course? “You summoned them, you
paused, you sent the reference
to the supreme court and you
prayed God that the court
would find that Yyou had pot
the power to interfere. If the privy
council had come to the same decision
you would then have posed as the de-
fenders of the Roman Catholic minority
without being called upon to do any-
thing more. But the judicial commit-
tee found that you had jurisdiction, and
vou bave wriggled and twisted from
that day to this. (.-earT, hear.)

Thomas Thompson wrote contending
that W. P. Winsby was illegally elected
eollector, he having the least number of
votes on the sixth ballot, and should
therefore have been dropped.

The Mayor explained that Mr. Wilson
received no votes on the 6th ballot, and
he was therefore dropped.

The letter was received and filed, tite
writer to .be informed as explained by
the Mayor.

Major F, B, Gregory asked the coun-
il to make an appropriation for free
concerts by the Fifth Regiment band.

The letter was received and laid on
the table to be taken up with.the esti-
mates.

J. J. Nickerson thanked the council
for the resolutions endorsing the Frascr
river bridge and ferry to Sidney pro-
ject. He explained that if the Victoria
& ‘Sidney Railway was extended to the
outer wharf, freight cars could be
brought over and Tun alongside the
ocean steamers. Received and filed.

Rev. C. M. Tate complained of an
old man who makes a living by supply-
ing liquor to Indians. Referred to the
Chief of Police.

D. Spencer asked what rebate would
be allowed him if he replaced the side-
walk in front of the Arcade building
with a concrete sidewalk. Referred to
the street committee.

Greenwood & Randolph asked for a
share of the city printing. Referred to
the printing committee.

The city clerk reported that since the
last meeting letters had been received
from Mrs. Blake. calling attention to
her letter of the 29 ult. complaining »f
Fernwood Road. and requesting that
the water be diverted off her property
at once: from W. R. Wilson requesting
on . behalf of his client, the Hon Chief
Justice Davie, that a concrete gutter
outside the curb of the Adelphi block
on Government street be  constructed;

A BIG MERCHANTm

Arrival of the Howth With t—he
Largest Cargo Ever Brought
to Victoria.

Anotl!er Puget Sound Lumber Ves-
sel Supposed to Have Been
i Wreckead.

The big British ship Howth, Captain
W. A, Martin, which crossed Liverpool
har alongside the Glenalvon, sailed fmto
the Royal Roads last night, and was to-
day towed te the outer wharf by the
tugs dadie and Consiance, ‘tne powth
mage the voyage 1 exaciuldy 1oU days,
and although tms’is 5L odd days longer
sdn Tue Tnne taken vy toe Guenalvou,
Captain Mar:in does not 1teel . tae
least aisconcerted, ror ne made an av-
e¢rage voyage and besides lLas the houor
of being master of the largest sailing
vessel i1nat ever came alongside the
outer wharf. ‘I'ne Howth, whicn from
her appearance and size was dubbed in
Australia the *‘irish man-of-war,” is a
four-mester of 2166 tons register. She
has stored away in her hold 3650 tons of
merchandise, the largest cargo ever
brought to Victoria by a sailing vessel.
About one-half of this is tin for the
canneries, and the balance is madé up
of general merchandise. 'The Hewth
had an uneventful voyage. She would
bkaye  been here much sooner bad she
not been bécalmed” for several days off
the Madeira Islands. The Cape was
rounded”in 70 days, but she was driven
back by a furious west wind so that
the vessel was 86 days out before 5V
south latitude was passed. The HEquator
was passed on the 28th of Kebruary in
lengitude 115 west. Several days we™e
spent off Cape Flattery, when a favor-
able wind sprang up and the Howth
sailed up the straits. The Howth
comes consigned to Robert Ward & Co.,
Victoria, and Evans, Coleman & Evans,
Vancouver. Messrs. Cates & McDer-
mott, who have secured the contraet for
discharging her, will put on a large
force of men and push the work as rap-
idly .as. possible. - ©Of her carge’ 1860
tons is eonsigned to Vietoria merehants,
1200 tons to Vancouver and the bal-
ance, o0 tons, to the Sound.

Another . Puget Sound lumber yessel
is believed to have been lost at sea. The
schooner Haleyon from San Pedro has
arrived and reports sighting a barken-
tine flying signals of distress and a flag
at aalf-mast. Though every effort was
made to reach the vessel and render as-
sistance, yet it was impossible, owing to
a heavy gale and a cross sea, 'Those
aboard the barkentine endeavored to
communicate with the rialeyon by chalk
writing on a blackboard, but the dis-
tance was too great for the messages to
be read. A  short time afterwards
darkness came on and the next morning,
the distressed vessel was not in sigat.
The description of tae vesset given by
Captain Rice of the Halcyon tallies
with the description of the barkentine
Katie Flickinger.. Captain McRae from
Port Blakeley for Shanghai. How-
ever, the description, too, tallies with
that of the barkentine Discovery, now
out nearly seventy days from Port

opinion among shipping men is that the
vessel is the Katie TFlickinger.

The wrecked British ship Glexmorag,
was the last of the celebrated *Glen”
line of clipper ships, which in their re-
spective days have been known from
one end of the globe to the other. The big
fleet melted down to two vessels—the
Glenmorag and the Strathblane. The
latter went ashore near the Tillamook
lizht about three years ago, and en that
occasion Captain Cuthell lost his life,
going down with his ship, still -clutch-
ing her wheel. "And now that the Glen-
maorag is gome the Allan line can boast
no more of fast sailing ships. The
fleet now comprises three steamers, the
Garry, the Ormiston and the O ¢ i
now freighting on the Mecditerriineéan
and the Atlantic. The Glenmorag was
built in Glasgow in 1876:-and was own-
ed by R. 8. and C. A. Allan, of 163
West St. Gearge street, Glasgow.

Many Men Being Taken to Cariboo -to
Work the Horsefly Mine.
Fifteen miners, all of Tacoma, left
here to-day for the Cariboo mines in
British Columbia, says the Tacoma
News. They took passage as far.as
Vancouver, B. C., on the steamer Uto-
pia. They will go to Ashecroft via the
Canadian Pacific " railway, where they
will turn north and travel 300 miles to-
ward the interior, There is a good
wagon road the entire distance. The
Cariboo district is expected-to be free
from snow and frost so mihing can be
prosecuted in earnest by April 15. 7.
B. Hobson, general manager of the
Horsefly and Cariboo mines, arrived on
the sound Saturday en route to the Cari-
boo district with 29 experienced hydrau-
lic’ miners from Placer, California. The
Cariboo mine is stated to yield 60 cefits
to a cubic yard of earth and the Horse-
fly 20 cents a yard. The average am-
ount of goldecontained in California hy-
draulic diggings is 31 cents a yard. The
owners of the two mines have construe-
ted a canal twenty miles long and an-
other canal twelve miles leng to convey
water to the mines. From April 1 to
October 20 last year, the company took
out $60,000 and $50,000 from the Cari-
boo and Horsefly mines respectively.
This season it is expected to clean up
$300,000 and $100,000 fromn the respec-

tive claims.
