^ awaiting the event Headlines, 
ItaliaÀemphatiecapitals and parenthesised 
“cheers” and “loud applause” were all In
ptae^fcnd the morning after the annonnoe^
ment saw the Tory newspapers covered 
with pictures ef the Premier in various 
speaUog postures, Dreadnoughts, flags, 
banners, all the pomp and circum­
stance of war and polities. Even 
word pictures of the event and of 
the speakers and speeches were all 
set up and in place some hours previous 
to the occurrence. The Empire was evl- 
dentW to be sa fed by that morning's issue 
of th# Tory prêts of Canada, tot one of the 
papers more obsequious and flattering 
than the rest, called Mr. Borden the “Hero 
of tie British Empire.” This was the 
acme bf the grotesque. The introduction 
of thé Bill was over-staged and produced 
more Smiles thanjlooka of awe and wonder. 
Witifcut all this pre-arranged and re 
hearsed foolishness, Sir Wilfrid replied to 
Mr. Borden's typewritten essay in 
powerful speech announcing an opposing 
policy. Then the long and arduous debate 
began. It was soon seen, however, that 
all tbs mrsmwta of the government, 
their whole case in fact, h*d b®en 
exhausted by Mr. Borden’s 
•ay,” and Mr. Foster’s long and 
labored oration. Mr. Borden and his fol­
lowers subsided into silence for the rest of 
the time and called it "masterly inactiv­
ity.” The Opposition took up every phase 
of the question and discussed it thor­
oughly, while the Administration pur­
sued the “Dumb Dog” policy. Various 
efforts were made from time to time to in­
troduce a closure system on the instal­
ment plan, This game was easily seen 
through and forestalled by the Liberals, 
but at length by the unscrupulous use o! 
the brute majority a Closure Resolution 
was Imposed and the Contribution Bill 
pushed through the House and sent to the 
Senate. There after a brief discussion the 
majority decided that they were 
justified in giving assent to this Bill 
(ore the people had been consulted upon 
It. An appeal to the people being 
the last thing under the 
which the Government desired, they have 
praetically decided ’to drop the Bill indefi­
nitely, and to wait until, by the efflux of 
time, they have a majority In ihe Senate 
and will be able to get their money voté 
through end-pay for the ships, which it 
now aanouneed the British Government 
Intend building, without delay. Gbal 
longed both In the Commons and the Sen 
ate to put their case before the people, 
they dared not accept the challenge, and 
are now hoping that some new and large 
Issue may arise which will sidetrack the 
Naval question Altogether, and thus re 
Meve them pf a ' great responsibility and 
satisfy the Nationalists at the same time. 
It is a council of cowardice and of treason 
to their loudly-vaunted pretensions of the 
past few years. ,

Besides the Naval Bill, a number 
other matters of more or less importance 
were taken up. They passed the Public 
Highway «BÜ1 through the Commons again, 
and again refused to accept the amend­
ment of the Senate, an amendment simply 
calculated to insure A fair distribution 
the road money among the provinces and 
prevent the same frota facing used simply 
as a huge corruption fund by the Govern* 
ment. |The Banking Aet came in tor some 
consideration and n skeleton Parcel Post 
Bill has been pat though, the details of 
which will come later—if at all.

The Session has been a barren one 
cept in the matter of voting money, 
was a record-breaker in that regard. In: 
eluding railway gifts and subsidies, more 
than $885,000,000 have been voted without 
turning a hair. Election debts to different 
‘interests” are being paid off at the rate of 
fifteen millions to the instalment, and the 
taxpayer is not permitted "to mention 
It.”

The Session has shown a number of 
things* one of these being the Immense 
ascendancy of Sir Wilfrid Laurier over 
all supporters and competitors. He still 
remain unapproachably the greatest 
figure both In Parliament and in the 
country, by far the foremost Canadian 
of our time. In debate he la as keen, In 
oratory as eloquent, weighty and effective 
as at any period in his career. No greater 
speeches have been delivered in this coon 
try fi

Amen sod amen to oil this. The very 
men who are now asking tor thirty five 
millions to give to Britain, hate for years 
been urging that Britain should erect 
tariff against the rest of the world so that 
Canadians and Australians could send 
their goods there freely and make the 
British taxpayer pay whatever they 
ehooee to demand. That is, they would 
like to eqoeese John Bull tor 
extra hundred millions yearly while they 
are proclaiming their fervent desire to 
present him with one final gift of dost 
one-third that sum. Three hundred per 
cent, annually is rather usurious Interest 
to charge our venerable purent. Such are 
-oer Canadian jingoes. The connection 
between Protection end this three bon 
dred-per-cent-profits “Imperialism" Is thus 
discussed by Dr. MacPhall.

“The British authorities said sixty 
years ago, that indeed it would be a source 
of the greatest pain to Her Majesty's Gov­
ernment if they could share In the impres­
sion that the connection between this 
country and Canada derived its vitality 
from nr other source than from the ex­
change of commercial preferences.”

Yet that is the “identical imptession” 
which Canadian Toryism has been trying 
to Impress upon British public opinion for 

decade. Dr. MacPhall well says :
“Until Imperialism is divorced 

Protection It will be a tainted thing. 
England rules because she rules justly. 
When England adopts Protection she 
will become corrupt. Then she will cease 
to rule. That is why so many Canadians 
who love the Old Land and are willing to 
die in defence of their old home, will have 
nothing to do with an Imperialism 
allied with a Protection which in time

There is something more Important than 
thinking Imperially, and that is thinking 
sensibly about Imperialism.”

If the existence of the Empire depends 
upon any particular fiscal system, then 
that existence is threatened by every 
breath of fiscal reform or change that 
blown.

— Saturday, Guy Nelson, of Canaan, 
'Me., captured alive a big black female 
fox with its three young ones, worth pro­
bably from $8,000 to $8,000. Last Fall Mr. 
Nelson captured a grey fox and a black 
fox which he sold for $2,700.

— The history of electricity from the 
beginning of ite adaptation to the use of 
man down to date will be exhibited at the 
Paoama-Callfornia exposition at San Fran- 
clsoo«<*aL, in 1916.

The output of other 
pin manufacturers in England is only 
about half of Birmingham. In France the 
dally production is 80,000,000, while Ger­
many and Holland produce 10,000,000 
day.

— The old Westminster Abbey In Lon­
don has been lighted by electricity.

On Saturday, 
May 84, the half million mark was paesed, 
and to-day New York City has over 50,000 
telephones linked together in a system 
that requires one mill ton and a half miles 
of wire and sixty-seven telephone ex­
changee to make it the most complete and 
up-to-date system in the world.

Editor Recorder:
Will you, through your val uable columns, 

allow me to enter a- protest against the 
Board of Control In its action on the in­
cinerator at Its meeting on Thursday, June 
5th, at noon.

As the Mayor correctly said, his warn­
ing against the incinerator being erected, 
was beginning to prove he was right, and 
indeedit seems to be mHy too true, and it 
would also seem, that he was the only gen­
tleman who had any sympathy for the 
petitioners. The idea of raising salaries 
And Imposing an expenditure of $2000 a 
year on the taxpayers on a nuisance that 
cannot be remedied,,^ in my opi 
shameful waste of nubile money, 
petition condemning this action she 
commenced without delay.

The petitioners asked for the inciner­
ator to be closed down for all time to come, 
as the location was most undesirable ; that 
the smell and filthy conditions were a 
menace to the health pf too nighborhood ; 
that it was a public nuisance, and lastly, a 
failure, which is by no means an exagger-

In spite of all this Controller Hobei 
comes out with a series of suggestions 
that are practically of no consideration to 
the people or inclnérator. He proposes 
going to Montreal to see an incinerator 
there, and wants the plant reorganized at 
a cost of $2,006, and so on, in fact he pro­
poses anything but what.the people wank

Th6 petitioners do Sot want this gentle­
man's suggestions; they want the place 
closed up ; that is exactly what thOT desire. 
Is he going to give them this? Visits to 
other cities means time and money 
.wasted. If carried out they mean more 
expense to the taxpayers. There has been 
too much money eppnt now, and if they 
keep on spending at the present rate they 
will soon have the prit» of another incin­
erator swallowed up.

One of the arguments is that this place 
has cost too much money to close ft up, 
and the very next thing that happens is 
an extra $2,600 a year saddled on the tax­
payers, saying nothing about another 
$10,000 they want to w ork off to install 
more machinery for free lighting for the 
business sections of the .pity. It certainly 
looks as if this item the cause of so 
many useless suggèstions, and no satisfac­
tion to the petitioners. One of the latest 
arguments uttered by a certain interested 
gentleman is: Why^tftd not the people 
complain before the incinerator was built? 
Well, the answer to that is short and 
sweet. Because the people were told by 
the Civic Fathers thti. there would be ab­
solutely no smell of smoke, and that a 
guarantee would be given to that effeck Is 
there anything more absurd than to tiilnk 
this could be peealblrt ^

The present Controllers in office were, 
before they were elected, well aware of 
the incinerator and the grievance with the 
people, and they promised to take 
action and remedy the grievance, and 
what have they done after all ? Practical­
ly nothing but add extra expense towards 
the working staff, whose practical ex­
perience In incinerator work or profession 
is causing no amount of surprise ; in fact, 
it would seem that “practical experience 
was out of it altogether. This to the way 
things are working now, which to* miser­
able start for making a remedy.

OTTAWA’S WOMEN “COPS."
Mise Campbell Invented Her Present 

Position Three Years Ago.
The "idea of the Travelers’ Aid or­

ganization Is not new; London, Eng­
land, has had one for years çnd other 
cities now have like institutions, but 
Miss Campbell, of Ottawa, had never 
heard of them; simply through the 
need for such work did her idea come, 
about three years ago, and she is the 
founder of the society, one might say, 
in the Capital. Only a .day or so 
ago, she received a letter from a po­
lice official abroad asking for infor­
mation as to her lines And methods 
of work, news of the splendid results 
of which had drifted beyond the 
Canadian boundary, 

i Miss Campbell is in the Central 
Station practically all day. She is 
a slight, delicate girl, the very oppo­
site of oirn’s preconceived idea of a 
female .police. She carries no blud­
geon ; her only weapon being a white 
badge on the left arm. She meets all 
trains and tries to protect girls who 
come in unbelievable numbers to the 
city without having the least idea of 
where they are going or what they are 
going to do. Easy prey for the un­
scrupulous 1 One little girl got off 
the train recently and told Miss 
Campbell that she had no friends 
here, had no situation in view and 
did not even know where she was 
going to live until she got one. She 
hinted v^uely that she would like to 
take care of children, trot that was 
all! Another one gave her check to 
a cabby* and told him to send J^er 
trunk to “Aunt Kate’s." Stfll ren- 
other, a woman past thirty, waa*en- 
tirely at sea, because her sister had 
failed to meet her and she had never 
taken the trouble to find out where 
her sister lived. After spending 
hours at the telephone, Mis Camp­
bell located her and placed the wo­
man in her care. “The hardest 

. said she, “are the ones where 
•1 does not want to be helped, 

ore the new station was built, I 
had so many of these that I felt at 
times as though I could not bear the 
horror of them! The sly acuteness^pt- 
girls of this stamp was the worst 
thing I had to ooqibai. No men 
have ever given me trouble directly. 
And one of the reasons why this is 
so, is that every man around this 
station is my good friend—cabmen, 
porters, and all l Only the other day, 
a man was here to meet a girl, and 
hie condition was such that I would 
not allow her to go in a cab alone 
with him.

Must Bs Killed Instantly Before H« 
Can Quiver a Flipper.

In » recent article Vtlhjelmar Bt* 
tension, the Canadian explorer, de­

"The seals were lying on top of 
the tee, basking in the sun. You see 
them here and there like small black 
dote sprinkled over the vast white- 
ness of the oeeen. Each is lying be­
side e hole through which he haa 
all winter been getting his supply of 
fresh air. which he has kept open 
all winter by continual gnawing, and 
which he haa now enlarged from the 
two inches that were necessary to 
give air space to hie nostrils In winter 
to perhaps a foot and a hall in dia­
meter, ao that he can haul himself 
on top of the fee. He is lying on s 
slippery incline beside this hole, and 
the leest twitch of his body will slide 
him into the Water: He must there­
fore be approached and killed before 
he haa auapdefon of danger, and he 
must be billed instantly, for the quiver of iSSper would be almost as 
effective as the most energetic move­
ment in siiritng his body into the

"Some Arctic explorers of experi­
ence have said that a white man 
may leant-toekffl. caribou ma well aa 
an Eskimo, stmt no white man can 
ever learn rto hunt the seals that 
bask on the level see ice. In my ex­
perience this is so far from being 
true that I find hunting seals, while 
it may be a disagreeable job, to be 
an exceedingly simple one.

"The whole secret is that you must 
play seal. It is hopeless to attempt 
approaching unseen, so your care 
roust be that whenever he sees you 
he shall think you, too, are a seal. 
Your manner of locomotion must 
therefore be that at a seal, which 
differs but eBghtiy from that of a

yards seal fashion over the rammer 
ice, covered as it is with puddles of 
water anywhere from two to ten or 
fifteen inches deep.

“The nature of the animal is that 
he sleeps for thirty, forty, 6^7°* 
seventy-five seconds at a time with 
his head lying flat on the ice. Then 
he wakes up and stays awake from 
five to fifteen seconds, raises his head 
•about twelve or fifteen inches above 
the level of the ice and surveys a 
complete circle of the horizon, then 
drops his head on the ice and goes 
to sleep again. The eyesight of the 
seals seems even less keen than that 
of caribou, so you can walk uncon­
cernedly to within two hunred and 
fifty or three hundred yards, accord­
ing to the light.

“Then you have to commence play­
ing seal. When he sleeps you wrig­
gle ahead, when he wakes you lie 
still. He must never see you in any 
other than a prone position, so it is 
entirely unsafe to go on all fours 
éven a few yards across a puddle, for 
if he catches you at it labor up to 
that point will be lost. He would 
instantly dive into his hole/*

Canon Abbott Honored.
The roster of King’s University, 

Nova Scotia, contains the names of 
men who have won distinction in the 
church, at the bar, in literature, in 
the army and navy, and in commer­
cial pursuits, but there is none of 
whom the friends of the did univer­
sity are more proud than that of Rev. 
Henry Prior Almon Abbott, canon, 
rector of Christ Church Cathedral, 
Hamilton, Ontario. As a recognition 
of his talents and as a mark of signal 
approval, his alma mater has confer­
red upon him the degree of Doctor 
of Divinity. Although only a young 
man (born July, 1881), Dr. Abbott has 
had a very brilliant career. He is an 
able preacher and an indefatigable 
worker.

The present vicar of 
All Saints’ Cathedral, Halifax, and 
the rector of old St. Paul’s, in the 
garni city, are Ontario men. And this 
reciprocity in brains seems to have 
its advantages.

Jasper Park te Oenada's Newest Na­

tional Playground.
It is Canada**! gain that conserva­

tion — that QUgjtaally profitable co-. 
operation of aatare and man ~ had 
begun to come ipto its own while yet 
the country possessed thousands ol 
square mites of secluded animal 
havens and untouched forest. Can­
ada haa seen in other countries the 
teardrop of experience in time to 
protect the quiet breath of nature’a 
calm repose.

It was thirty , years ago that this 
country stepped in with a determina­
tion to retain some of her native sim­
plicity. The first transcontinental, 
the Canadian Pacific Railway, waa 
aiming for the Rooky Mountains on 
jts way to the Pacific coast.

Octogenarian Cuts Molars.
To live to the age of 88 years and 

then cut her wisdom teeth is the un­
usual experience of Mrs. Holmes 
Crawford, a well-known resident of 
the east end of Toronto, who within 
the past few weeks has cut no less 
than eight molars. Despite her ad­
vanced age, Mrs. Crawford feels little 
the worse for her experience, though 
she states that her eyesight has been 
a Utile affected.

Mrs.- Crawford is the daughter of 
the late Jacob Pike of the Township 
of Hope, who had the distinction of 
harboring William Lyon Mackenzie 
when a price waa being offered for his 
head during the rebellion of 1837. 
Mackenzie, fleeing from the Govern­
ment troops, reached the Pike home, 
and was there sheltered for the night.
