A Stolen Daughter.

For a few hours yesterday the stern
officials at Police Headquarters relaxed a
little in their dignity under the humaniz-
ing and ever interesting influences of a
love romance. It was a first class romance,
too, with all the elemants required by the
most lurid writers. It is true that at the
end the would-be bride was not dragged
away shricking by an emotionless father
to pass her daysiu a conditien of peren-
nial dampness caused by her tears. That
could not be, for the father was not in the
city. Neither was she solemnly cursed,
forcursing by telegraph is expensive, be-
sides being against the rales of the tele-
graph company. The end of the remance
was pleasant if not strictly classical.

Of course it was an elopement. The
father who plays the part of dynamite in
a romance is usually a gardener or a black-
smith, rarely a horse doctor. This time
it was a gardener of the variety known as
florists. His name is J. M. Hodgson.

Inspector Steers had not known before

Coming Back for Punishment.

James Robinson, it will be remembered
by our readers, left St. John, N. B.,, May
6, a defaulter, whose arrest the detectives
were seeking.
