A Question of Law and Right.

Will any member of.Chatham Town
Council. or His Worship the Mayor,
inform the putlic as to the authority
under which they undertake the
erection of the proposed public build-
ing? As we read thelaw, they are
not empowered  to enter into contracts
for any work not authorised by either
the Towns Incorporation Act, or the
Chatham Tacorpuration Act. They:
are empowered .by the Chatham Act to
issue bonds to the amount of $20,000
for certain purposes which are specitied
therein. They have taken the respon-
sibility of absolutely ignoring certain of
the services which the Act saysa
portion of the $20,000 shall be used
for. Not only so, bnt they donot
besitate to pass a iesclution under
which they propose to enter into a con-
tract to spend several thousand dollars
more than they have  for one of the
special purposes for which the bond
issue was authorised. They would.have
no authority whatever to erect a public
building if it were not for the pro-
visions in relation shereto, which are a
part of Act of the Iegislature which
specially provides how the money to pay
for ' such building is to be raisgd. 1t
they had the right to enter into am
undertaking to spend three thousand
dollars in excess of the bond money
available for the building, they might
make the excess ten thousand or
twenty thousand, or any other amount,
But they have no such right, and their
action in making the proposed contract
is in excess of their powers, and an

In'order to 'make a pretence of pro-
viling for the excess of expenditure
over and above the money legully
available, they promise to pay from
out of the current revenues of the
Town,, five hundred dollars a year.
But the services for -which those
revenues are raised- are distinctly speci-
fied in the 73rd section of the Towns
Incorporation Act, and it will be a
misappropriation of pnblic tunds for
the Mayor and Councillors to divert
the moneys from the purposes for
which alone they are authorised to
have them assessed, and expend them
apon other services which can only be
undertaken by authority of special
legislation. The people of Chatham
will not, we believe, allow their inter-
ests and the law to be disregarded in
‘this matter. They know very well
that the contract price of the propossd
building is but a ‘part of what it will
cost before it is finished and furnished
for occupancy. No provisions are
made in the contract for heating,
lighting, plumbing or the dozen of
other things requsite before the build-
ing will be fit tv occupy, and those who
have had experience i such matters
know that the cost of it’ will be quite
$20,000 rather than $12.790. When
the ratepayers of the Town voted for
the $20,000 bond issue, they did 8o in
the expectation that the greater part
of it would be spent in improving the
streets and sidewalks, and that is what
they want now, instead of 1 graud
building which will look down wupon
streats of which ws are all ashamed,
It this illegal building folly is not
abandoned, and fire engine houses of
modest cost erected or rented and the
expected portion of the bond money
honestly expended on the streets, re-
course will, perbaps, be had to the
courts to bring the Town Council to
its senses in the matter.

The preparations
for the event had been made in a very short
tiroe under the direction of Mr. James Des-
mond, who is one of the most experienced
and successful master shipbuilders of the
proviuce, only about twenty-four hours
having. elapsed from the time the work of
Iaying the launchways was begun until the
vessel was in the river. Everything worked
smoothly and well, and the new ¢‘St.
George,” gsily decorated with fiags, ghded
into the river beautifully at the appointed
time, without a hitch of any kind, and pre-
sented a very fine appearaace afloat. Her
large dimensions, easy lines and handsome
sheer were subjects of favorable comments
by the onlookers, as she was tsken hold of
by the St. Nicholas, one of Mr. Snowball’s
other steamers, and towed down to his
lower railway wharf to receive her boilers
which were on the cars there awaiting' her.

The new steamer is a side-wheeler and
intended to be employed as a sea-tug in
the work of towing Mr. Saowball’s deal-
carrying barges between his mill at Tracadie
and the loading berths at this port. She is
119 ft. long; 25 ft. beam aod 12 ft. 3in.
deep. She measuses 237 tons auder deck,
sod wili probably gross 60 tons more when
her houses are built, so that she will pro-
bably register about 185 tons.
