NEARLY RUNS DOWN 
ST. JOHN DERELICT

POLICE ARREST BOSTON, Jan. 26.—Tho steamer 
Ollvegrove reported a narrow escape 
from running down a derelict schooner 
when she arrived here today from Mar­
seilles.

coast. The new road will have, I be­
lieve, a never-failing mineral traffic 
that will, as development proceeds, 
prove a constant source of revenue. 
This great mineral belt extends up to 
the shore of Hudson’s Bay, and under 
the great bay Itself, emerging on the 
opposite shore beyond Fort Churchill 
and stretching through a region of riv­
er and lakes that the vast solitudes— 
hardly explored.
