LONDON, June 201—The Токіо cor­
respondent of the Daily Telegraph de­
scribing a Cossack attack on a Jap­
anese field hospital which occurred 
during an attack on a Japanese con­
voy at Ttyipoushln May £0 as the most 
disgraceful Incident of the war, says:

“Despite the prominent display of 
Red Cross badges, the Cossacks fired 
volleys at close quarters and then 
charged with drawn swords, with the 
result that many non-combatants 
were killed or wounded. Some of the 
Russians dismounted and used their 
bayonets. The steel was thrust down 
the mouths of the Japanese, 
heads were nearly cut off, and their 
bodies disembowelled. Finally the Cos­
sacks burned and otherwise destroyed 
all medicines arid medical appliances."

ST. PETERSBURG, June 19.—Gen. 
Linevitch under date of June 17, tele­
graphed to the emperor as follows :

"From 2 a- m. until 8 a. m. June 16, 
our force engaged in the neighborhood 
of Liaoyangwopeng a Japanese force 
consisting of infantry and two bat­
teries of artillery, which approached

from the south to about five miles of 
Liaoyangwopeng. 
southward checked the offensive 
movement and the Japanese retired.

“At about 8 a. m. a turning move­
ment on the left flank executed by a 
'battalion of Japanese infantry and 
three squadrons of cavalry was also 
reported. Our right flank was turned 
by a regiment of infantry, several 
squadrons of cavalry and some artil­
lery. The commander of our detach­
ment consequently was forced to 
evacuate Liaoyangwopeng, and a Jap­
anese force entered Liaoyangwopeng 
with a division of artillery. Three 
Japanese squadrons occupied Simi- 
sochen, but one detachment forced 
them to evacuate the place.

“At da*n today a company of Jap­
anese infantry resumed the offensive 
eastward of the railway, but were dis­
lodged by a detachment of volunteer 
sharpshooters.

“According to reports from Korea 
the enemy is advancing In the direc­
tion of Kongchen and Munsan."

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Indebtedness between the provinces, 
when the provinces were confederated 
into the dominion, we had canals ex­
isting in the country. We had a debt. 
The debt was apportioned between the 
provinces and it was assumed by the 
dominion as a whole. There was an 
allowance made for the expenditure 
we had made upon the canals up to 
that time, and any expenditure upon 
the canals since that time has been 
fully compensated by like expenditure 
or by larger expenditures in the mari­
time provinces, from which the domin­
ion government does not receive a 
cent in return. I hope that will end 
the argument that the hon. minister 
of canals has made in reference to the 
maritime provinces being entitled to 
the free carriage of goods, because it 
amounts virtually to the free carriage 
of goods in the maritime provinces, in 
compensation for the use of the canals. 
What benefit has this section of the 
country or. what benefit is the prov­
ince of Quebec receiving from the 
building of the canals? The canals 
have been built for the phrpoee of di­
verting the trade of the Northwest, 
both on the Canadian and American 
sides of the boundary, through our do­
minion, and for the purpose of giving 
us the advantages which might accrue 
to us from the transportation of that 
trade through the dominion. No espe­
cial benefit accrued to the people of 
Ontario or to the people of Quebec as 
a result of the construction of those 
canals. It was no advantage to them. 
What advantage was the building: of 
the Sault Ste. Marie canal?—no more 
advantage to the people of Ontario 
and Quebec than to the people of New 
Brunswick, Prince Edward Island and 
Nova Scotia. It was a grand under­
taking for the purpose of developing 
the Northwest and diverting that im­
mense trade—which I suppose could be 
further diverted by the deepening of 
our canals to an extent which I have 
advocated hitherto—through the do- 
dominion of Canada for the benefit of 
the whole dominion. Not one dollar 
has been expended for the purpose of 
building these canals, but an equiva­
lent expenditure has been given in 
compensation to the maritime prov­
inces. Enough about that. We have 
no objection to that.

On Sunday we attended Methodist 
and Baptist churches, in the former 
Rev. Mr. Bell, in the latter Rev. Mr. 
Spencer from Ontario. Both of them 
are ready and pleasing speakers. The 
latter lectured at the Narrows—sub­
ject, “London”—very interestingly. Like 
a • band of music a new preacher will 
draw a big crowd, generally money at 
the end. By the kindness of a friend 
we were conveyed towards the Nar­
rows, where we pleasantly spent a few 
days visiting friends. Here the people 
are progressive. Robinson Brothers 
manufacture lumber on a large scale. 
A wharf on each side of the river, a 
good ferry, stores kept by W. H. 
White and Thos. Todd, and a summer 
hotel erected to accommodate visitors 
and tourists who go there for pleasure 
and business, prosperous farmers, me­
chanics, doctors and preachers, reside 
in and near the village. No more pleas­
ant place and clever p'eople to be found 
than here at the Narrows.

From here we went to Cody’s on the 
steamer “Crystal Stream.” Here also 
we g<5t a hearty reception, as do all 
who call at the place, whether on busi­
ness or pleasure bound. On the waj 
up we looked for improvement and pro­
gress on both sides of the river, but 
saw none. It appeared to us the gray 
birch bushes had staked their claim 
and taken possession, and in some 
places were driving the farmers to the 
water edge. In one letter, some years 
ago, we very Innocently referred to 
the fact that when every other 
failed gray birch bushes were always 
in evidence on the upland farms around 
the lake shores. Well for this innocent 
allusion to la fact we received an 
merited castigation from a respected 
farmer on our recent visit, and had we 
been possessed of a sensitive nature 
the result would have been that we 
ehould have shaken the düst from our 
feet and looked for shelter with a more 
congenial friend, rather than enjoy his 
seeming hospitality during the night. 
If this letter should meet his eye we 
would be pleased to hear from him 
why the farmers apply ashes and lime 
by the boat loads if the soil of Queens 
ls more productive than it is in Carle- 
ton county.

From Cody’s to Cole’s Island is a 
prosperous looking settlement, fine 
farms, with island land lying in front, 
good roads and splendid bridges, the 
longest of which is one over which 
oars of the Central railway pass, which 
to the people of the surrounding coun­
try is convenient for travel as well as 
to convey lumber, coal and farm pro­
duce to market. If other charges 
as reasonable as passenger rates no 
fault can be found, as we only paid 15 
cents to convey i/s from Cody’s Station 
to Young’s Cove road station. Over this 
road the mail is conveyed to Youngs 
Cove, and from there to Wiggins and 
White’s Cove conveyed by Mr. Farris 
with speed and safety to distributing 
points the same day. With this 
veyance we took passage to a friend’s 
house, who is the only man of 
quaintance with whom we 
verse In reference to early events of 
life and schoolboy days, who has 
passed the time alloted to man. Here, as 
at other places, we were kindly receiv­
ed, and partook of his hospitality, after 
which he kindly placed his conveyance 
at our service and left us where we re­
mained for the night.

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VERY WHERE In Ijidia funeral pyres Incinerating 
victims of the plague—th.ey do not bury them—are 
burning day and night. Through the streets of 
cities and villages alike bearers may be seen carry­

ing the bodies to grim figures, who, clad in breech cloth 
and turban alone, await to thrust them upon the flaming 
heaps.

Unfortunates caught by the plague away from home 
die on the sidewalks. In passing along the highways one 
notices houses marked at the doorways by rings and 
crosses, each ring or cross representing a single victim 
who succumbed within. Sometimes no fewer than ten or 
twenty such marks are seen upon one house.

A stoic is the native of India. A relative or friend 
may die beside him, but he does not vacate the dwelling. 
He does not even burn the bed, such as it may be, or 
scrub the floor. Fumigation he does not understand. He 
simply remains right there, and if the disease grips him, 
like nis loved one, he, too, probably succumbs.

In the densely packed and ignorant population of Bom­
bay or Calcutta it is difficult to combat such a disease 
as the plague. So far very .few really successful treat­
ments for the disease have been found. One is a serum 
with which the patients are inoculated. The serum, how­
ever, is apparently more of a palliative than a cure.

The proportion of persons inoculated with it who die 
when stricken is two and a half times smaller than the 
proportion who die among the victims not Inoculated.

The best political methods are those 
which restrict rather than enlarge the 
area of possible sectarian and racial 
jealousies. Had the educational sys­
tem of the new provinces been left to 
the people concerned it would have 
been settled as fairly as if will be on 
the plan adopted. The minority would 
have lost no privileges that are now 
enjoyed, though the system would have 
been adjustable to meet changing con­
ditions.

Enough has been heard from the west 
within the last few weeks to show that 
the people there will not submit cheer­
fully to the coercion that is proposed. 
There will be trouble where no trouble 
need have been.

But it is the greatest calamity that 
every disturbance in the west over sep­
arate schools after the autonomy bill 
becomes law will be a disturbance all 
over Canada. Sir Wilfrid Laurier and 
his advisers have cheerfully implicated 
the whole dominion in every western 
school dispute. All the provinces will 
be called upon to fight out every school 
question which may arise in either of 
the new provinces. It will be possible 
for a western politician at any time 
hereafter to raise a dispute into which 
the whole dominion will be dragged. 
Thus the politicians and ecclesiasts 
responsible for the coercion bill have 
sown the seeds of race and religious 
disputing* for generations to come. 
They are the real promoters of all the 
bitterness and all the divisions that 
may aflse out of this mischievous 
legislation. The apple of discord has 
been thrown by them into the arena, 
and there it may remain a perennial 
and eternal source of strife.

orously continued. Oyama and Mne- 
vitoh received no notice to quit,'and 
So the Japanese commander has been 
carrying on his campaign behind 
Mukden very much as he did before 
it and In every previous campaign. 
Reaching out beyond each flank of the 
enemy he gradually and successfully 
performed a turning operation. This 
must have inevitably brought about a 
general engagement or a general 
treat of the Russians. The left wing 
of the Russian army had been com­
pelled to retire before the superior 
force which Oyama threw against it. 
This movement could not go on much 
longer without a complete abandon­
ment of the main position, and a re­
treat upon Harbin.

It is not supposed that the whole 
Japanese army is numerically superior 
to the Russian, but it probably con­
tains many more effective troops. 
Oyama is not encumbered with sick 
men. There is no record of an army 
in active operation with so small a 
sick list, and those who require treat­
ment are generally returned to the 
hospital in Japan as rapidly as pos­
sible. ’ On .the other hand, the Rus­
sian field hospitals are crowded with 
Invalid soldiers. The hospitals at the 
base are likewise filled, while between 
these and home stretch thousands of 
miles of railway employed to the un-

HON. A. G. BLAIR.

The public hears with interest but 
does not take too seriously the report 
that Mr.' Blair proposes to return to 
active political life. It Is easy to un­
derstand that the field of activity in 
which he achieved eminence would 
still have great attractions for Mr. 
Blair, and that this would come out 
in conversation with his friends. Of 
course Mr. Blair is an able lawyer, but 
his tastes and aptitudes are those of a 
politician. For more than half hie 
adult life he has held office, and for 
nearly the whole of H he has been en­
gaged in party strife and performing 
the functions of a party leader. Dur­
ing that period Mr. Blair may often 
have thought and said that he would 
prefer some other and more private 
vocation.
expressed themselves, who have found 
afterward that they could not resist 
the attraction to remain In or return 
to the scene of their struggles, tri­
umphs and disappointments. Mr. Blair 
met fewer reverses In public life than 
fall to most leaders. He held office 
for more than twenty years without a 
break. For thirteen he was at the 
head of the New Brunswick govern­
ment, and at Ottawa he had one of 
the three most important portfolios in 
the federal cabinet. A man no older 
than Mr. Blair, whose mind is still 
active and his ambitions unsatisfied, 
and who has had so much control In 
the government of the country, may 
well be reluctant to admit that his 
career as a publie man to over. One 
does not thus leave the warm precincts 
of a cheerful day and not cost one long­
ing and lingering look behind. In the 
ordinary course of things It would not 
be safe to say that Mr. Blair was done 
with political life.

Yet It would have been bauch easier 
for Mr. Blair to have remained an im­
portant element In Canadian politics 
than it is now for him to make good 
his. claims to a leading place in the 
puMic life of the country. When Mr. 
Blair resigned hie position is minister 
of railways the attention of the .whole 
country was directed toward him. He 
was at least as great a power In his 
own province the day after his resig­
nation as he had been at any previous 
time in his history. If he had thrown 
himself into the fight against the mea­
sure which drove him from the min­
istry, no power in this country could 
have effaced him as he effaced himself 
by his withdrawal from the discussion 
and subsequent acceptance of office. 
And yet this voluntary obliteration of 
himself need not have been permanent. 
When Mr. Blair resigned his chairman­
ship on the eve of an election an­
nouncing that he would take no part 
in the campaign except to reaffirm his 
opposition to the Grand Trunk Pacific 
project, there was as yet a great pub­
lic service which he could have per­
formed. The contract to which he still 
declared himself opposed, and which 
he thus indirectly undertook to pub­
licly condemn, was the issue in the 
election then pending.

Evidence te Effect That Municipal 

Ownership and Independent Lines 

Are Out of the Question.

FREDERICTON, June 1&—The su­
preme court delivered a number of 
judgments today. Most of the cases 
upon which their honors gave deci­
sion were argued last term.

The court was evenly divided on the 
appeal taken by Mr. Bustln against 
the verdict rendered at the St. John 
circuit in favor of W. H. Thorne & Co. 
The question was one of guaranteeing 
payment for goods sold. Mr. Bustln 
sought a new trial on several grounds. 
Judges Barker, Gregory and McLeod 
all thought that a new trial should be 
g-anted on the ground chiefly that the

oper questions were not left to the 
Jury by the chief Justice, before whom 
the case was tried. The chief read a 
lengthy Judgment In support of the 
finding of the court below, and 
nounced that In this decision Judges 
Hanlngton and Landry concurred. The 
court being evenly divided, the appeal 
was accordingly dismissed and ' W. H. 
Thome & Co.’s verdict Is sustained.

In McLean v. Miller, the court, with 
the exception of Judge Gregory, 
of the opinion that the verdict found in 
favor of Mr. McLean by the court be­
fore which the case was tried should 
stand, and dismissed the application 
for a new trial. Judge Gregory express­
ed a strong contrary opinion and main­
tained that the Judgment should be 
reversed.

More Constitutions. OTTAWA, June 16.—One of the prin­
cipal witnesses before the telephone 
committee was H. L. Webb of London, 
England, who appeared at the instance 
of the Bell Telephone, Co. and gave 
evidence to show that municipal own­
ership and independent lines were out 
of the question and that private cor­
porations could alone give the public 
satisfactory service at the lowest pay­
ing rates. Mr. Webb made a strong 
Impression, but Its effect is greatly dis­
counted by the following letter written 
to Sir William Mulock by A. B. Ben­
nett, member of the British Institute 
of Electrical Engineers, and now the' 
electrical expert of the English muni­
cipalities that own their own telephone 
systems. Mr. Bennett writes :

“In consequence of paragraphs ap­
pearing in the London papers that H. 
L. Webb had given evidence before 
your committee in a sense damaging 
to the telephone undertakings of the 
post office and the municipalities In 
the United Kingdom, and that this 
evidence had produced a considerable 
Impression on your committee, I took 
the liberty of cabling you on May 29th 
to the effect that Mr. Webb is a sal­
aried officer of the National Telephone 
Company and that he is also connected 
with American telephone interests. 
Mr. Webb is retained specially by the 
National Telephone Company to 
bat the municipalities and has been In 
the habit of giving evidence against 
them at the various local government 
board inquiries with a view of pre­
venting any further loans. for tele­
phone purposes being sanctioned. The 
tenor of Mr. Webb’s evidence on these 
occasions is that the municipalities 
employ obselete plant, that their sys­
tems are badly engineered, that their 
tariffs are on unremunerative scales, 
and generally that the municipal tele­
phone systems are badly conceived and 
worse executed. Notwithstanding Mr. 
Webb’s evidence in this sense, the 
local government board has never yet 
refused a loan to municipalities for 
telephone purposes, and It Is notorious 
that the evidence runs counter to the 
experience of the subscribers to the 
municipal systems who, generally 
speaking, express the opinion that the 
service given by the municipalities is 
greatly superior to any with which 
they were acquainted under the Na­
tional Telephone Company’s monopoly. 
Furthermore, every municipality work­
ing has secured handsome balances of 
profit after paying interest and stok­
ing fund on the capital outlay. As^i 
rule the loan is only granted for twen­
ty-five years, Glasgow, which has 
thirty years, being an exception, so 
that the amount which has to be set 
aside for sinking fund every year Is 
very considerable.

“Under these circumstances it ap­
pears to me that the value of Mr. 
Webb’s evidence is very greatly dis­
counted and should be received by 
your committee with the greatest cau­
tion. The National Telephone Com­
pany’s monopoly has been hard hit in 
this country by the action of the mun­
icipalities, and It a large number of 
the municipalities had had the courage 
to undertake telephones the company 
would have been altogether destroyed, 
as experience shows that It is quite 
unable to hold Its own in competition. 
The company therefore evince the 
greatest anxiety to discredit munici­
pal enterprises, and as there Is a 
strong link between the British and 
American telephone Interests, it can be 
understood that every effort will be 
used and no expenses spared to pre­
vent municipal telephony taking root 
In Canada or the United States.

“A great many honors are attendant 
upon old age,”.he went on to say, “and 
I think the feeling of homage is às'well 
exemplified tiy the Chinese as bj( any 
other people. In that country, if a 
man lives to be more than 100, the uni­
versal opinion 4s that he must have 
been a good man to have been blessed 
with so many years of existence, and 
he has statues and memorial arches 
and monuments erected to his memory. 
It Is to be noted, however, that these 
mementos are few, and far between, 
for few men are so good in their lives 
as to get to be 100 years old.”

Searching Into statistics concerning 
advanced age, it is found that Galen, 
the great physician, who died some­
where in the early period of the Chris­
tian ere. had worried along through 140 
years of earthly existence. As late as 
the year 1790 there W£U8 a woman slave 
in Jamaica who was reputed to.be 1*6 
years old. Her" name was Coobà. She 
is of frequent mention in books on 
longevity. Her memory was perfect 
up to the time of her death, and she 
could see to thread a needle until a 
year of her being called to the other 
world. She saw four generations of 
her master’s family. In 1813, Esmlna 
Diamond died at Kingston, Jamaica, 
aged 130. At Port Royal, on that is­
land, also in the year 1812, died Ann 
Wignall, over whose head the summers 
of-120 years had shed their sunshine. 
Ann was a slave who was captured 
in Africa and carried to the West In­
dies.

But these old folk were not all color­
ed people. In one of the census re­
ports of Great Britain occurs the fol­
le wing; “Lord Bacon, in his ‘History 
of Life and Death,’ quotes as a fact 
unquestioned that a few* years before 
he wrote, a morris dance was perform­
ed in Herefordshire, at the May games, 
by eight men whose ages In the aggre­
gate amounted to 800 years.” “The 
Library of Health,” an English publi­
cation, many years ago published this 
paragraph: “We were personally ac­
quainted with the late Donald McDon­
ald, of quarrelsome memory, who was 
sent to the house of correction for .a 
street brawl when he was 105 years 
old. When 106 he enjoyed excellent 
health. His father lived to be 137, and 
no one knows when he would have 
died had he not been accidentally 
killed.”

Probably the oldest man since our 
well-remembered Methuselah, at least 
the oldest man during the Christian 
era up to date, was Henry Jenkins, a 
laborer, who was borp at EUerton-op- 
Slade. He was 12 years old when the 
battle of Flodden Field was fought. 
On his tomb in Bolton churchyard is

A Morogravelnof has written to his 
brother, a resident of San Francisco, 
that in yie early pant of the year ths 
natives in one of the small settlements 
down the coast observed a yacht, or 
schooner, drop anchor in the harbor, 
and its coming was hailed with cries 
of rejoicing, 
number of small boats, 
could see the crew piling what they 
thought were supplies into the smalleZ 
craft. The men pulled for tke shore. 
During that and the next day there 
was heard the firing of arms, and 
later, smoke and fire were observed. 
This led to an investigation, and a hor­
rible tale of pillage and massacre was 
brought to light.

WASHINGTON, June 15,—Our ex­
ports to Canada grew from $51,903,579 
n ten months ending April, 1897, to 
$104,155,893 in ten months ending April,
1904, and $114,943,079 In ten months of
1905. Between 1855 and 1866 we had a 
reciprocity treaty with Canada; from 
1867 to 1897 there were no special trade 
arrangements; from April, 1897, to 
August, 1898, British products were 
admitted Into Canada at dlties 121-2 
per cent, below those of the United 
States. On August 1, 1898, this reduc­
tion was increased to 25 per cent., and 
on July 1, 1900, to 331-3 per cent.

We have continued however, to In­
crease our exports to Canada. In 1855, 
the first year of reciprocity, they were 
$27,741,808; In. 1866, the closing -year of 
reciprocity, $24,828,880. In 1897, the be­
ginning of discrimination In favor of 
Great Britain, our total was $64,928,821; 
It has since steadily Increased, and for 
this fiscal year will exceed $140,000,000.

Jesus 
Christ is bur great ideal and represent­
ative man, and on tûrning to Him we 
find He taught that God, who is spirit, 
is above all. He, too, shows us in His 
teaching, miracles and delegation of 
power the superiority of the spiritual 
over the material, and His faithful 
followers are working too for the vic­
tory of the spiritual—the development 
of the best character.

When inspecting some of our great 
industries people are frequently struck 
with the plant and fall to realize why 
it has been established, namely to pro­
duce a certain article, 
this world and all within it for the de­
velopment of the saint.

The aim of the teacher In your 
schools has not been so much the 
pouring into you of information or the 
ways to apply your acquired knowledge 
as the laying of the foundations of 
good character.

Tou are about to take a hand in the 
affairs of the world at an opportune 
time. New nations are springing up. 
Our empire is enlarging. Canada Is 
going ahead in a wonderful way. 
Therefore remember it is God who 
moves the world, and that all thing* 
are working according to His will only 
when they tend to the advancement of 
the spiritual.

In choosing your work in life, then, 
bear this in mind. And should the 
voice of God be calling you to that 
profession which takes you nearest 
the spirit, namely, the ministry, be 
sure to heed it. But whatever your 
work in life, see that It be ever in ac­
cord with God's ways. Never own a 
dirty dollar. Try to live so that you 
will not be ashamed of your life. Ac­
knowledge God’s ownership and your 
stewardship. * And we do this by giv­
ing a proportion of our money, gifts 
and time to His service.

“God is a spirit, and they that wor­
ship Him must worship Him in spirit 
and in truth.”
