Ottawa, Jan. 16-—Almost all _day
the Commons had under discussion
Mr. Verville's bill respecting an eight
hour day on public works. When the
bill was given its second reading it
included almost every concelvable
form of public works, but it has been
so amended that only work on public
buildings is now affected by it.

Several members on both sides of
the House were in favor of the bill as
it originally stood, but Hon. Macken-
zie King, who has become sponsor
for the bill declared he would oppose
it in its original form. 'The opposi-
tion leader vigorously condemned the
introduction of such unparliamentary
tactics, and .Claude MacDonell sug-
gested that it was simply a move to
make political capital, us.th» whole
thing could have been done by order
in council,

Mr. Middlebro pointed out that the
bill had been cut down from general
governmental work to work on pub-
lic buildings only. The men gvho
worked only eight hours per day
would have their pay cut down. The
bill only applied to day labor and so
contractors could employ men for
two days and place themselves out-
side the jurisdiction of the act.

Mr. Lancaster declared the Min
ter of Labor and Mr. Verville were
playing a game upon the House. Af-
ter the House had unanimously com-
mitted itself to the bill, the minister
now said he was not in favor of the
bill for which he had voted on the
second reading and supported the
amended bill which cut the whole
thing down to public buildings and
not public works. :

Mr. Verville then offered to with-
draw his amendment$ and press the
bill as originally drafted, but the pre-
mier checkmated this and afterwards
Mr. Verville said he was not allowed
to withdraw.

Not Fair To Labor Unions.

Mr. Goodeve remarked that the or-
iginal bill had been approved by the
labor Unions, and they had ho right
to amend it without sending it back
to the Unions. Take as an example
the insurance bill. In this case the
companies had been asked for their
opinion. He declared himself in fav-
or of the original bill, as did Nr.
Rhodes of Cumberland.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier said no doubt
the labor Unions would prefer the
original bill, but the free Canadian
people were not composed of labor
Unions only.

Hon. H. R. Emmerson favored the
original bill, and was opposed to the
amendments because they discrimin-
ated.

An amendment by Mr. McDonell,
to pay overwork time and a half and
on Sundays and holidays double time,
was voted down. Later, however, the
payment of time and a half for over-
time was substituted for time and a
quarter as in the bill,

Mr. Middlebro moved in apaendment
that the bill apply to all works under
takén by the government.

Then Mr. Pugsley moved another
amendment making the bill apply to
all public buildings undertaken by the
government by day labor. This was
accepted and the bill now ‘stands for
third reading.

Mr, Lancaster’s bill to amend the
raflway act to make the holding of
inquests compulsory in the case of
fatal accidents on railways was given
a second reading and referred to the
rallway committee.

Hon. Mr. Graham said it was an in-
vasion of provincial rights, but was
agreeable that the question should
be discussed in committee.

As the absentees were near-
1y all from the house, it is anticipat-
ed that the majority of the senate’s
votes will be cast for Mr. Lodge to-
morrow, but that the house will be
deadlocked.Whether this deadlock will
continue to the joint convention on
Wednesday was a matter of interest-
ing conjecture tonight, while it was
generally admitted that should Mr.
Lodge be returned he would hav
to seek some Demoeratic support.

Sherman L. Whipple, of Brookline,
a prominent member of the Suffolk
bar who has never held office, but
who has appeared frequently on the
Democratic stump, was selected by the
Democrats at their caucus as Mr.
Lodge's opponent.

The two caucuses were held simul-
taneously and while the Republicans
quickly nominated Mr. Lodge by ac-
clamation, the Democrats took five
ballots before finally deciding on Mr.

N FISHERIES

Return Asked For By Mr.
Jameson, Of Digby, Gives
Details Of Growth In Fishing
Industry.

Ottawa, Ont.,, Jan. 16.~The enor-
mous growth of the fisherles indus-
try of the Maritime Provinces during
the last forty years is shown by a
return which was tabled in the Com-
mons today and moved for by Clar-
ence Jameson of Digby.

The value of the catch by Canadian
fishermen in 1909-10 was $11,887 899,
In 1870 the total catch was $4,2
702.. There has been less increase in
the -cateh of -cod than in any other
class of fish. There is not very much
more cod taken today than there was
forty years ago. In 1870 the catch
was in detail: Cod $2,2563,903; had-
dock, hake and pollock $97,077; hali-
but $3,528; mackerel $92,213; herr-
ing $252,431; lobsters $591,000; total
$3,395,702.

In the twelve months of 1909-10,
the catch was: Cod $3,896,738; had-
dock $829,553; hake $338244; pollock
$325,633; halibut $1 61; mackerel
$948,071; herring $1,737,453; lobsters
canned $2,271,478; lobsters in shell
$935,668; total $11,887,899.

Lobsters were a poor catch last
year. Oysters are not included in the
return,

Peysonal Representative Of
Laurier And Templeman
Had Part In Anti-Asiatic
Riots Of 1907. -

Vancouver, Jan. 16.—~Much inside

history of the inquiry into Chinese
immigration matters in this city was
divulged when Gordon Grant continu-
ed his evidence today. He said that

After a lengthy meeting df the
Board of Trade last evening the re-
port of the executive council on tha
Commission form of Civic Government
was adopted with the amendment
that' the audifor be appointed by the
commissioners. .

It was decided to hold a meeting of
citizens favorable to the scheme on
Wednesday eyening at 8 o'clock in
Keith’'s Asembly rooms for the pur-
pose of organizing a citizens socla-
tion,

When President Estabrooks took
the chair at 8.15 o'clock twenty-three
members of the Board were present,
but this iususpicious number was in-
creased to about forty-five before 9
o'clock.

In calling the ‘meeting to order the
president reviewed the work of the
sub committee appointed to look into
the guestion of Government by Com-«
mission. He sald the council of the
Board in view of the action of the City
Council in-passing a resolution to hold
a plebiscite on the question, had felt
it to be its duty to call public meet-
ings and try to educate the citizens.

Secretary Anderson then read the
report of the advertising committeee,
which has been published in the press.

Apropos Montreai.

H. B. Schofield said the report im-
plie¢ that Montreal had had a Board
of Control for some years. He said
that the board in Montreal had been
thought to be a success at first,
but after that there had Dbeen
considerable dissatisfaction.

The chairman agreed that the Mon-
treal Board of Control was not yel
a year old.

Mr. Schofield remarked that the
recall would mean another election.

The president sald that anybody
who.could get 20 or 25 percent of th2
voters to subscribe to =a petition,
could compell the commissioners to
resign at any time,

W. C. Allison said that so
their information went the right of
recall had never been exercised by
any cities which had made it a fea-
ture of their government.

The president said the plan was not
complete. The outline as presenged
was open to criticism. It was quite
possible that even the features that
might be adopted by the whole board
would not be acceptable to a major-
ity of citizens.

Jobn E. Wilson said he did not ap-
prove of the idea of electing an audi-
tor. A man in such a position should
be as independent as possible.

A. O. Skinner said the matter was
to be referred to the citizens in April,
The Board of Trade should crystalize
the report and put before the people
just what should be adopted. Before
calling a public meeting the Board of
Trade should map out a definite plan.

Charter Needed.

Mr. Skinner thought that if the|
meeting was to be for organizing pur- |
poses they should have a charter or|
some plan to work on. The Board of
Trade should adopt some constitu-
tinal arrangement and submit it to
the public meeting, to be considered
section by 8Section.

DIRECTORS IN
BANK FAILURE

Prominent Men On Provisional
Directorate Of Farmers’
Bank Summoned To Court
—May Recover $80,000.

Toronto, Jan. 16.—Acting on infors
mation given the crown today by W.
R. Travers, former general manager
of the Farmers’ Bank, after he had
been sgentenced to six years in the
penitentiary, summonses were issued
this afternoon charging conspiracy
against four prominent men who were
on the provisional directorate of the
bank, but who had dropped out before
it obtained its charter and began
business. 2

The four are: Dr. John D. Fergu-
son, physician, 264 College street;
Alexander Fraser, provincial archi-
vist, 67 Woodlawn avenue; Alexander
S. Lown, barrister, 175 Wallace ave-
nue, and John Watson, ex-mayor of
Listowel, Ont,

The formal charge against them is
that being provisional directors of the
Farmers' Bank, they did conspire,
confederate and agree to unlawfully
obtain from the bank the sum of
$10,000, and the four defendants must
appear In police court on . riday
morning next,

While $10,000 is the amount men-
tioned in the summonses, it is believ-
ed that the sums which the crown
hope to trace make up a much larger
aggregate. The amount mentioned is
$80,000.

The police will leave no stone un-
turned to apprehend Dr. Beattic
Nesbitt, charged with signing false
returns fo the government. His pre-
sent wheréabouts are unknown. Ad-
vices from Winnipeg, received by thoa
police tonight, state that all
ariving there had been watched, but
without result. He is believed to have
crossed into the United States from
the Canadian Soo, but what direction
he then took is so far a matier of con-
jecture. The police here claim to be
acting upon reliable information as
to one probable place of refuge where
he may be found.

Shareholders Well Pleased
With Anuual Statement—
Discussion on Matter of Un-
sold Stnck.

The annual meting of the sharehold-
ers of the Bank of New Brunswick was
held today, James Manchester, the
President, in the chair, and W. B,
Foster acting as secretary. Among
the other shareholders present at the
meting were Hon. J. D. Hazen,
Thomas McAvity, C. P. Baker, W. W.
White, M. D.; G. West Jones, F. P.
Starr, A, P, Barnhill, G. 8. Mayes, J.
Roy Campbell, G. A. B. Addy, M. D.;
R. B. Emerson, J. R. Stone, James A,
Belyea, Wm. Bruckhoff, also R. B.
Kessen, general manager.

The annual report presented by the
directors was read by Mr. Manchester.
The report shows that the bank earn-
ed net profits of $142,180.44 during
the last year, which with the $26,266.-
23 left over from 1909, made a total
credit of $168,446.67 at profit and loss
account. The sum of $100,357.54 wae
paid in dividends, (13 per cent, the
highest in Canada); $25,000 was plac-
ed in the rest account; $5,000 con-
tributed to the pension fund; $10,000
written. off bank premises, and $28,-
089.13 carried forward. Mr. Man-
chester sald he had nothing further
to say.
itself, and showed that the bank had
made satisfactory progress,

$24,000 New Stock.

Replying to Mr, Hazen, Mr. Kessen
said about $24,000 in new stock had
been taken up last year.

Mr. Hazen inquired what is the
policy of the bank in regard to this
new stock. Results showed that it is
impossible to sell it to shareholders
at the price of 275. Is it intended to
keep the price at that figure, or to
give the shareholders an opportunity
to buy at lower figures?

Dr. White said the matter has been
and is occupying the attention of the
board, but a definite policy had mot
becn settled on, and a free expression
of opinion was invited. A conclusion,
be said, would soon be reached.

Mr. Emerson asked if it would not
be well to transfer to capital account
a part of the $1,405,025 in the rest ac-
count. The bank will need more mon-
ey for circulation if it extends to
Montreal or other centres. He would
like to receive information regarding
the Montreal matter.

Mr. Mayes followed up Mr. Hazen's
point as to the matter of selling stock,
and said if the bank is going to spread
out, " is going ~ to Montreal, money
would be required. Is the bank real-
ly going to Montreal, he asked,

On the suggestion of Mr. sStarr, Mr.
Kessen addressed the meeting. He
said it was gratifying to offer such a
statement as had been laid before the
meeting. The deposits had increased
$1,300,000, the largest amount ever
in the history of the bank, which was
evidence of the public confidence and
support. The increase was well dis-
tributed, and gives promise of being
permanent. The expense of manage-
ment grows, but so long as business
grows the bank can meet it without
affecting the earnings prejudicially. As
to the capital stock matter, it was
not a question easy to solve.

Would Weaken Position,

The suggestion made by Mr, Em-
erson is a step that has never been

adopted by any Canadign bank. It
would be a great pity (o take that
step. It would weaken the bank's
position. A large reserve fund is con-

sidered a great safeguard by deposi-
tors, and it would be a mistake to take
a step that no other bank had seen
fit to take. The Federal Government
intimated years ago to the Bankers’
Association that while it would not
be illegal to take action of this kind,
they would not view it with favor, and
would take means to stop it. The cir-
culation, Mr. Kessen said, is always

up to the limit. Referring to the
branches, Mr. Kessen said all give
promise of being remunerative. He

was glad to know there was no reason
to regret the opening of any of the
branches. As to opening in Montreal,
the board had not forgottey the dis-
cussion which took place last year. A
suitable location is difficult, the finan-
clal district is so small and Montreal
is growing so rapidly. The bank is on
the lookout and ready to act when it
is advisable, Extension to Montreal
is omly the first step to extension to
the West. The members of the board
are using their best judgment. The
first year's business in a new branch
is always done at a loss, and Montreal
especially would be an expense at the
beginning, but the board can see their
way for extension as circumstances
allow. Tt is a mistake to compare the
Bank of New Brunswick with banks
which have had branches from the be-
ginning.
Growth Compares Favorably,

Its growth compares favorably with
other banks. It keeps steadily in
view a wider-sphere of usefulness and
good opportunities in the future will
be seized upon as in the past. Re-
garding the Increase in expenditure

on the bank's premises, Mr. Kessen
sald the direct and indirect benefits
justified the expenditure.
