At 5 o'clock this afternoon Vice Pre­
sident Franklin of the White Star 
Line said that so far as he knew, the 
Olympic was still standing by the Car- 
path la lo relay wireless messages, he 
added that he had received 
from the Olympic since 9 o'c 
morning and it ad been unable to get 
either the l'arpathla or the Olympic 
by wireless.

Mr. Franklin said also that the 
steamship companies crossing the At 
lantlc had entered into an agreement 
to abandon the short northern route 
in favor of the southern route so long 
as icebergs were reported in the path 
way of the former course. The Titanic 
was insured for $5,000,000, Mr. Frank 
liu said.

Whether Charles M. Hays, president 
of the Grand Trunk Railway was sav 
ed was not known tonight. His name 
was not among those reported rescued 
by the Carpathia. A Canadian de 
spateh early in the day gave the hi 
formation that Ml. Hays was saved. 
His wife and daughter were rescued.

The Treasury Department, through 
the customs office, has given order» 
to expedite in every way the landing 
of the survivors of the Titanic, and to 
aid them in meeting their friends 
upon the arrival of the Carpathia. 
Customs regulations have been sus­
pended and the customs officers will 
aid the survivors in finding their rel 
at Ives and friends. Every person 
meeting a surveyor will be assigned 
to a space under his initial letter at 
the dock, and the survivors will be 
sent there to meet him.

This will be done to avoid confusion
Vice-President Franklin said late 

this afternoon that his list of sur­
vivors showed that 21)2 out of 325 first, 
cabin passengers, and 114 out of 285 
second cabin passengers of the wreck­
ed filler had been accounted for. 
Charles P. Sumner, general agent of 
the Canard line in the country, said 
tonight that he helloed that the Car 
puthia was within 60 or 70 miles of 
the Titanic when the big ship struck 
the iceberg. The Carpathia, he said, 
did not reach the scene of the acci 

until fully two hours afterwards.

The crowds gathered around the 
White Star offices increased in density 
at every moment throughout the morn 
lug. Line of automobiles and carri­
ages containing inquirers are so ex­
tended that ilie late comers have been 
unable to get within several blocks 
of the offices. On all the steamship 
offices and on many public buildings 
flags are flying at half mast 

The underwriters at Lloyd's were 
staggered at the news, but it is de 
dared that the Insurance on the lost 
vessel is so evenly distributed that 
none of the underwriters are likely 
to lie hard hit. The reassuring cable 
despatches received yesterday had 
sent reinsurance rate down to 25 
guineas per cent, and the underwrit­
ers closed up at night hopeful H^ut 
all was well. When they opened this 
morning a little business was done 
at 90 guineas, but the rale was quick­
ly raised to 95. which is known as a 
"total loss" rate.

President Taft late this afternoon 
directed the Secretary of the Navy 
to order the scout cruisers Salem and 
Chester to the scene at once from 
Hampton Roads to meet the Carpa­
tliia and send in. by wireless to the 
government a complete list ot; the Ti­
tanic’s survivors. The Chester waa 
caught by wireless about 40 miles off 
the Chesapeake Capes and by 4 
o’clock was steaming northward at 
20 knots an hour, aiming to get as 
quickly as possible into touch with 
steamers having news bearing on the 
disaster. Two revenue cutters were 
also notified to stand in readiness to 
proceed to the Carpathia If*necessary. 
In the event that the Salem had not 
sufficient coal. Instructions were giv­
en. to despatch the cruiser North Caro­
lina instead.

A posible chance of obtaining news 
bearing upon the disaster developed 
early tills evening when the Ley land 
finer Californian came into the zone 
of wireless communication with Sable 
Island. The Californian was reported 
at the scene of the disaster shortly 
after the Titanic went down and it 
•was thought probable that she would 
have valuable information to commit 
nieaie. Captain Rostron. of the Car 
pat hia has instructions to send full 
details of the sinking of the Titanic.

too late and went down to defeat the victim of his own 
ambition and of the misdeeds of those who had forced 
him into leadership. With Mr. Copp the case is differ­
ent. He accepted the leadership under totally altered 
circumstances and with his eyes wide open. He had 
been the recipient of many doubtful favors under the 
old Administration and was an apologist of theirs on the 
tioors of the House. Once he had displayed some evi. 
deuce of independence but the attractions of the loaves 
and nshea proved too seductive to one who apparently 
required consideration and was pursued by a host of 
relatives possessed of an inordinate thirst for office.

The selection of Mr. Copp. and Mr. Copp’s record, 
came as a surprise to those within the Liberal party 
who have long recognized that before that party can 
secure the confidence of the people it must be purged of 
the corrupt methods which have controlled its every act 
in recent years. The Liberal Government In New Bruns­
wick was defeated because It had become corrupt and 
rotten to the core. Its record as exposed at the present 
session has brought to light a condition of affairs that 
was a disgrace to the Province, and Mr. Copp has been 
compelled to accept responsibility for all these acts for 
the valid reason that he was a supporter through the 
worst of the record and has three members of the old 
Administration among his following.

Without entering into details it may be stated as a 
general result of the debate that the Opposition have fail­
ed In everything they have attempted 4o do. The Gov­
ernment have come out of the battle unscathed. Vicious 
attacks were made on the management of the Public 
Works Department under Mr. Morrissy. For more rea­
sons than one Mr. Morrissy has been singled out for 
attack by members of the Opposition. First, he is the 
head of the greatest spending department of the Govern­
ment, wfhich disposes of over a quarter of a million an­
nually in every section uf the Province, also he is a Lib­
eral in Federal politics. Every effort has been made bv 
Mr. Copp and his followers to discover some weak spot in 
the armor of the Chief Commissioner, but none has been 
found. Mr. Morrissy ie a tighter and his response to the 
attacks made upon him personally have brought about 
disclosures which exhibit ex-Chief Commissioner LaBlllois 
in a most unfavorable light—a man utterly indifferent t. 
how the money placed at his disposal was spent. In­
difference is a very mild word to apply in Mr. LaBUlois' 
case. Thousands of dollars were simply handed out by 
the ex-Chief Commissioner with vouchers and often on the 
mere informal request of a supporter In the House.

In attacking the Valley Railway policy of tue Govern­
ment the Opposition found themselves in a very peculiar 
position. They endorsed the railway but desired to im­
pose conditions that would prevent the completion of the 
road. It was sought to hold up the construction of any 
section of the railway until every section was commenced 
and then to compel the completion of the road within 
twenty mouths. It was a ridiculous proposition but quite 
in line with the general policy of the Opposition through­
out the session. So much has already been said regard­
ing Crown Land management by the present and the old 
Government that no derailed reference is necessary. 
Honest administration of the Crown Lands was prom­
ised in 1908 by Mr. llazeu. and the results fully justify the 
position taken by the present Government when in Oppo­
sition that the old Government managed the Crown 
Lands not in the interests of the Province but In the In­
terests of their political friends. As a result there was a 
serious depletion of the forests.

The result of the debate will be to more fully en­
trench the Government in the hearts of the people. They

“Since the first of February upwards 
of 150 new settlers have been locat­
ed in New Brunswick, and during the 
next 20 days about 250 more immi­
grants will arrive in St. John and 
be distributed about the province," 
said A. Bowder, provincial représenta' 
live In (Treat Britain, who was in the 
city yesterday.

"The number of immigrants com­
ing to I lie province this year will be 
large,” he added. "We will have email 
parties coming out till next October. 
Among the new settlers coming out 
this spring are quite number of Old 
Country farmers with sufficient, money 
to take up lands as soon as they get 
a little experience, and have an op­
portunity to look over the situation 
here. Some of them have $10,000 or 
more.

"Interest In New Brunswick is 
growing, but the competition for desir­
able settlers is keen, and the light 
is rather an uphill one. At the present 
time the Australian colonies are mak­
ing a vigorous campaign for new set­
tlers, even chartering ships and giving 
immigrants free passages 4o the Anti­
podes. That has Increased our dif­
ficulties.

"But considering what we are up 
against, I think we are doing well, 
if you take the Immigration offices of 
the federal government, the other pro­
vinces, and the big railways, there are 
about 200 men engaged in trying to 
get immigrants for Canada. Most of 
these are only Interested in getting 
Immigrants for the west. All the book­
ing agents, too, are interested in the 
west, because the farther they 
send a man the bigger is their com­
mission from the transportation^ com-

"Nevertheless. I think we are get­
ting a fair proportion of immigrants. 
Supposing this year 1 only manage to 
induce 500 to come here. Considering 
the advertisement of the west, and 
tlie activities of the other Immigration 
officials and booking agents, that is, 
I think, good work for one man.

"One thing needed to stimulate Im­
migration to this province is more co­
operation on the part of the people 
here. Farmers who want help should 
send in their applications by the first 
of February to Mr. Wllmot or myself. 
About that time 1 start on a lecturing 
tour, and if I could always guarantee 
a man a job and tell him just where 
he would have to go. I could easily 
get more people to come out.

"Another difficulty I have to con 
tend with Is that of getting intending 
immigrants to book their pasag 
time to secure accommodation, 
people on the other side think that 
they can get a passage at any time. 
But
