China’s Protest

Japan is One of the Ques-
tions Yet to be Settled.

New York, May 5-—The Associated
Press tonight issues the following:

The peace treaty, formulated by the
allied and associated powers, is to be
handed to the German delegates at
Versailles Wednesday afiernoon.

Definite announcement of the time
when the Germans are to be made
cognizant of the price that once im-
perialist Germany must pay for having
instigated the world war at last has
been made.

With peace measurably near by rea-
son of this fact, there now, also, seems
to be good basis for the belief that the
differences between Great Britain,
France and the United States and
Italy over Italy’s claims regarding
Fiume and the Dalmatian coast may
yet be settled with full aceord.

Signor Orlando, the italian premier,
and his foreign minister, Barop. Son-
nino, are returning to" “Paris’ Trom
Rome, whers they have been since
théy quit the peace conference more
than & week ago owing to inability
obtain what Italy considered conces-
sions which would satisfy Italian am-
bitions.

With the Italian question settled,
almost complete unanimity of senti-
ment would prevail in the peace con-
ference. The obstacle represented by
the protest of the Belgians has been
surmountad by the Belglan crown coun
cil having decidedly, unanimously, to
sign the treaty, it having been pointed
out by the head of the Belgian delega-
tion that the document gave honor-
able and satisfactory terms to Bel-
glum.

China’s protest against the award
of Kiao-Chau to Japan, and a number
of smaller items are yet under discus
sion. The council of three sat Mon-
day afternoon in an endeavor to settle
the minor ones.

A plenary session of the peace con-
ference is to be held Tuesday after-
noon, at which the peace treaty is to
be presented to the smaller powers.

( Italians On Way To Peace Conference; ]
' Belgium Agrees To Sign Peace Treaty

Paris, May 5.—The announcement that Premier Orlando and For-
eign Minister Sonnino, the leading Italian delegates to the Peace Con-
ference, had left Rome for Paris, and the further news that the Bel-
gian Crown Council had given its assent to the signing of the peace
treaty by the Belgian delegates, regardless of the unsatisfactoryness to
Belgium of the financial arrangeme nts, have resulted in relieving the
embarrassments of the Peace Conferees.

These developments had the eftect of producing a call for a plen-
ary session of the conference, to be held tomorrow for the purpose of
laying the peace treaty beforeall the participating nations. The treaty
may be presented to the Germans on Wednesday or Thursday of this

The time for handing over the p eace treaty to the Germans was set
L today for 3.16 o'clock Wednesday afterncon.

Adverse Winds

Rival Aviators

Each Endeavoring to Find a
New Aerodrome Site Which
Will Allow Them to Hop
Off With Wind in Any

Quarter.

St. Johm's, Nfid, May 5.-—Balked
by continued adverse winds and
weather, Harry Hawker and Captain
Frederick P. Raynham, the British
aviators, seeking first honors for a
trans-Atlantic flight, today joined for-
ces in a hunt for a new airdrome
site which will allow them to “hop
off” with the wind in any quarter. At
present, only an easterly or westerly
wind can be of service because of
the narrow “two wind” fields they are
using.

For two houms the rival pilots
searched for a site with enough room
for a ‘“four win field, but. their
search was fruftie: They plan aerial
| reconnaissance for a new site, unless
conditions suddenly become favorable
for the trans-Atlantic “hop off.”

MAKE APPLICATION
FOR LAND GRANTS

A Total of 6,598 Applied Un-
der the. Land Settlement
Provisions—189 Applicants
from New Brunswick.

Ottawa, May 5—Up to third day of
May 6,698 applications for the bene-
fits of the soldier land settlement
provisions had been approved by the
qualification committees in the whole
of the Dominior. The greatest num-
ber is in Alberta, where 1,134 appli-
cations have been approved by the
Edmonton office and 767 by the Cal-
gary office. Saskatchewan shows
1,264, Manitoba 1,635, British Colum-
bia 946. In the east the numbers ap-
proved in thg various provinces are:

Quebec 115; Ontario 466; New
Brunswick 189; Nova Scotia 114;
Prince Edward Island 104,

The total number o:. applications
received in all the provinces is 9,849.
Reports also show that 508 applicants
have been recommended for agricul-

Paris, May 5, (French Wireless Ser-
vice.) The imaginary invasion of
German territery by the French was
the pretext for the declaration of war
on France, says Gottleib von Jagow,
former German foreign minister, in &
book which he has just published en-
titled “The Universal War, Its Causes
and Beginning."

The alleged French incursions were
reported to the German stafl by sub-
ordinate officers, von Jagow says, and
the staff communicated the informa-
tion to the government without at-
tempting to ascertain the facts,

The former foreign minister asserts
that before the war he was convinced
of the necessity of an accord with
Great Britain, and expresses regret
that Germany unfavorably received of-
fers of an alliance made in 189Y.

When the Austro-Hyngarian ambas-
sador in Berlin communicated to him
the text of an ultimatum to Serbia,
von Jagow says he thought its terms
were too rigorous. . He declared he
expressed some
Berlin had not been informed earlfer
of the steps taken at Vienna.

Theodore Wolff, in the Tageblatt,
commeénting on von Jagow's versions

of the interview he had with the Aus-!

trian ambassador concerning the ul-
timatum to Serbia, says that, after
reading it, he is more at a loss than
ever to understand why the proposal
made by Sir Edward Grey to call a
conference of ambassadors to examine
the conditions to be enforced on Ser-
bia was rejected so categorically by
Germany.

Columbus, 0., May 5—Fire in a
down town business and apartment
building at midnight tonight unques-
tionably has trapped many persons,
police say. Men, women and child
ren jumped from upper floors into life
nets. One baby was thrown from the
thirq floor and caught in the arms
o( a youth aiding the firemen. All
fire apparatug has been summoned.

Scores of women who jumped from
upper apartments of the seven story
building have been rushed to hospit-
als as seriously injured. Thirty min-
utes after the fire started police re-
ported one known dead ang estimated
the trapped to 20 or 30, A dozen
small children and babes in arms were
tossed out of windows. The entire
upper half of the building {s a mass
of flames anq there'is no way of
knowing how many had their escape
cut off.

CANADIAN CREDITS
PROVING BOOM

Help Reconstruction in Allied
Countries and Provide Out-
let for Home Products.

London, May b.—(Reuters)—It is
learned that the credits established
by the Canadian government have
been arranged with the two fold ob-
jects of assisting Allied countries in
their work of reconstruction, by enab-
ling them to obtain from Canada com-
modities they require, and, at the
same time, providing new outlets for
Canadian products. It was never in-
tended that this method of increasing
exports by government aid should, in
any way, render legs necessary the
duty of developing trade through the
usual channels of private enterprise.

“The
high contracting parties,” said the
the statement, “reeognizing that the
well-being, physical, moral and intel-
lectual of industridgl wage earners is
of supreme International importance
have framed a permanent machinary
asiking the League of Nations to fur-
ther this great end. They recognize
that differences of climate, habits
and customs, of eeonomic opportuni-
ties and industrial tradition make
strict uniformity in the conditions of
labor difficult of attainment. But,
holding as they do, that labor must
not be regarded as an article of com-
merce, they thinkjthat there are
methods and pringsles for the rati-
fication of labor conditions, which all
industrial communities = should en-
deavor to apply, so far-as their spec-

i jal circumstances will permit.

“Among these methods and prin-
ciples the following seem to the hiigh
contracting parties to be of special
importance:

“ ‘First.—The guiding principle
above enunciated, that labor should
not be regarded merely as a commod-
ity or article of commerce.

« ‘Gacond—The right of asgoci-
ation, for all lawful purposes, by the
employe as well as by the employers.

“ “Thind—The payment to the em-
ployed of a wage adequate to main-
tain a reasonable state of life as this
is understood in their time anq coun-

standard to be aimed at where it has
npt already been obtained.

« pifth—The adoption of a weekly
rest day of at least 24 hours, which
should include Sunday whenever pos-
sible.

« rSixth—The abolitlon of child
labor, and the imposition of such lim-
itations on the labor of young persons
as ghall permit the continuation of
their education and assure their prop-
er physical development.

« «gayenth—The principle that men
anq women should receive equal re-
muneration for work of equal value.

“ ‘Eighth—The standard set by law
in each country with respect to the
condition of labor should have due
regard to- the equitable economic
treatment of ‘all workers lawfully
residents therein.

“ ‘Ninth—FKach state should make
provision for a system of inspection
in which women should take part in
order to insure *he enforcement of
the laws and regulations for the pro-
tection of the employed.'

“Without claiming that these meth-
ods and principles are either com-
plete or final, the high contracting
parties are of the opinion that they
are wel] fitted to guide the policy of
the League of Nations, and that, if
adopted by the industrial communi-
ties who are members of.League and
safe-guarded in practic€® by an ade.

Mackenzie King
Soon Departs
For Europe

His Name Has Been Promi-
nently Mentioned as Next
Liberal Leader and His De-
parture is Regarded as Po-
litically Significant.

Special to The Standard.

Ottawa, May ©.—Announcement
that MacKenzie King, whose
name has been promdinemtly mention-
ed as the next Liberal leader, is
shortly to leave for England to study
kabor conditions is regarded here as
politically significant.

It is pointed out that the next three
months are bound to witness the final
big booms for the rival candidates
for the Liberal leadership, and that
it is ‘a most singular thing that Mr.
King should choose such a time. for
a departure from the political seene,
thereby unguestionably weéakening his
chances of achieving the much covet-
ed prize of Sir Wilfrid’s successor-
ship. However seriouwsly this kind of
speculation may be taken, there is no
question but that, since the beginning
of the parliamentary session, Mr.
King's popularity with the official op-
poeition has steadily declined. Where-
as, at the opening of the session, he
was hailed by four Liberals out of
every five as their next leader, his
name does now stand higher than
fourth on list of popular aspir-
ants for the post.

The plain fact is that Mr. D. D. Mc-
Kenzle’s Jeadership of the opposition
has somewhat obscured the chances ot
all other candidates. Mr. McKenzie's
leadership has not been brilliant nor
powerful, but he has shown himself
to be a cautious, temacious, steady
fighter and has steadily won favor
with his followers. In an open con-
vention of independent Liberals,
where the bulk of delegates would be
from outside the ranks of the present
opposition, he would not be especial-
Iy strong, but in any convention, prac-
tically confined to the parliamentary
delegation, he would be infinitely
stronger than any rivat in sight.

To Buy Wheat
Fr_orB (Canada|

President of U. S. Grain Cor-
poration Says it Will be
Necessary to Import a Mod-
erate Amount of Canadian
Grain.

Minneapolis, Minn.,, May o.—Presi-
dent Julis N. Barnes, of the United
States Grain Corporation, announced
today that reports that the corpora-
tion had purrhuse;i 25,000,000 bushels
of wheat from Canada were untrue;
but he reiterated the declaration,
which he made earlier today, that ar-
rangments hag been made for the
purchase of a “moderate amount” of
wheat from the . Dominion. He de-
clared, at this time, to issue a detail-
ed statement regarding the prospees
tive purchases.

The amount of wheat to be import-
ed from Canada is to be determined
by surveys which the United States
Grain Corporation has begun, Mr.
Barnes said. He added that informa-
tio thus far obtained showes that the
American elevators in the northwest
seem to be well stocked with grain,
but that equitable distribution is the
most important problem which con-
fronts the corporation.

Mr. Barnes cautioned against the
impression that Canadian wheat would
be brought into this country under
any other conditions. He issued this
statement:

“The greatest problem we are fac-
ing is equitable distribution of wheat
held in the elevators, and on the
farms of the northwest. The sur-
veys show a sufficient amount of grain
for the needs of the people, if it can
be distributed properly. In that
event, it may not be necessary to im-
port Canadian wheat. At any rate,
the amount of wheat to be purchased
from Canada will be moderate,

Ypres, perhaps, of all Belgian towns
holds the most interest for the Cana-
dian, But it is a town no longer, de-
clared the speaker, for there is not a
wall standing there, all around is
nothing but ruins. All that is left
standing of the famous Cloth Hall is
but ong pillar, which has been care-
fully secured in an upright position.

It had been proposed in the United
States, declared the doctor, that the
richest citles in America should each
adopt one of these desolate towns.

“This might be a good plan,” he
said, “and the American with their
enterprise might make a splendid,
up-to-date town over there, with
asphalt streets, concrete sidewalks,
ice eream parlors and other evidences
of American resourcefulness, but what
is the usg of building up a town or
several towns when the entire coun-
try is desolate. The very land is
destroyed, it cannot be dug, ploughed
or seeded.”

The land may be reforested, he ®said
as the sand deserts of France have
been reclaimed, but it will take a
hundred years to reap the full benefit
of the toil.

Plans of other and outside people
may sound all right, but they are not
much welcomed by the Belglans or
the French, for it is their land which
is desolate, their country which has
been destroyed and they propose that
the Germans, who created the gestrue-
tion, shall pay in full for their work.
(Cheers)

Taking the train at Arrag is ke em-
barking on a trip by boat. Commenc-
ing the journey many houses, thatched
cottages and little homes are seen,
but after the miles reel away the
scene becomes less bright; torn and
shell-shattered houses are seen, then
the bare standing walls, then the
roughly shell churned earth and the
twisted iron and scrap and waste that
markg the peaceful countryside now
over there.

Passing by several towns the party
come to Vimy Ridge, where, for the
first time in the war, the German line
was broken, and broken by Canadian
troops. Then the party comes to
Douay, where the first English trans-
lation of the French Catholic Bible
was printed, then on to Rouen and
Valenciennes,

From Valenciennes to Mons, said
the doctor, was the only stretch of
rail that the Canadian engineers had
operated on, in that section, and their
work in repairing and putting it in
operation was simply marvellous
when the conditions were realized.
When the Huns were retreating,
bombs were dropped from the rear
cars of their trains, which, explod-
ing, spread and twisted the rails into
all kinds of shapes, and later they
improved the idea by pulling up the
rails behind them as they retreated.

A touching scene was witnessed
at Verdun where refugee trains were
bringing back the women, aged men
and children who had been thrust into
exile by the brutal hadd of the
Boche; people who have lived for
months in the terrors of exile and are
now returning to the horrors of what
were once comfortable homes,

Mons, where, on August 21st, 1914,
the British troops first held the Ger
man horde, i8 on a rising ground
which overlooks the canal. Here on
that memorable day last November
when the Canadian forces entered the
town as conquerors, eight Canadian
lads paid the price for the glorious
victory. Two had been killed the day
before. And, as a mark of their ap-
preciation and common sorrow, the
people of Mons had the ten bodies
placed in the cathedral, the walls drap-
ed in black, and here they brought
chrysanthemums from their gardens,
and candles, according to their faith.
By order of the mayor, the funera!
was public and the streets were lined
with reverent folk as the concourse
wended its way to the little church-
yard. Here, in the light of the setting
sun, another altar was erected to the
shring of liberty and the brotherhood
of man.

Mons was the scene of a sensation-
al exploit on the part of a British
aviator, who, swooping low, dropped
a bomb into the ranks of a German
battalion and destroyed the entire

e

The war has taught, said the speak-
er, that as Britain has always held
control of the sea, so she now is also
mistress of the air.

He took his party to LaBassee, Bap-
tume, Tourney, where still stands a
castle wall erected in the days ot
King Henry VIIL

At Tourney he became acquainted
with the story of the head of the Bel-
gian intelligence bureau, who, captur-
ed by the Huns through the treachery
of a woman, refused to accept his
freedom at the hand of the Kaiser
who had devastated his country.

He also told of the publication, un-
der difficulties, of thet encouraging
little newspaper, “La Liege Belgique,”
which was published under the very
noses of the Germans and did much
to keep up the spirits of the men in
the field.

Speaking of the “other” kind of Bel-
glane Dr. MacKinnon said as we should
not let a blot effect the radiance of
the sun, so we should not let the few
selfish, money-makers of Belgium pre-
judice us against the valor and fideli-
ty of the true Belgian.

and the Ardenhes Forest. It was at
this place where the Germans had
their “corpse factory,” where the
bodies of their own men and those
of the Allied armies were used for
commercial purposes, That the stories
about the place are true is vouched
for by many who have lived in that
district, and as the boys in the
trenches say, “I would not put it past
the Hun."

Then the party came to Namur,
where the Somme river joins the

latter place, Dr. MacKinnon knows ot
a child who saw his father, his moth
er and his three sisters brutally butch-
ered by the Huns, and when he tried

Liege was the next stop and here
he saw the locomotives coming up
from the German frontier, New Years
Day, which'had been demanded on
the signing of the armistice.

Digres-
sing from his theme for a moment,
he spoke on the importance of manu-
facturing “good” goods which will be
a credit to the country in other lands
as the soldier boys have been over
there.

(By Hanmis Taylor, Author of Interna-
tional Public Law.”) -

The only thing that gives the breath
of life to tho chimera called a League
of Nations, invented by St. Pierre in
1713 and abandoned as utterly im-
practicable by all sound thinkers ever
since, is the purely arbitrary assump-
tion that such a creation if once in
operation, would prevent war. Such
an assumption, without anything in
fact or reason to support it, has been
80 zealously championed that the op-
position has been called on to prove
a negative, which they are now able
to do.

In a calm and judicial temper let us
view the pathetic. tableau at Paris
which, with the precision of a mathe-
matical demonstration, is proving to
an overcredulous world that the pro-
posed League of Nations would only
stimulate and perpetuate war. Fire
and water are notmore hostile proper-
ties than the elements that compose
it.  President Wilson, who assumes

state within the cirele of its influence.
Europe today in being made safe for
democracy has been more sure for
war in a way in which it was never
before. In a very short time every
sane American will see that our med-
dlesome intrusions will only aggrevate
difficulties and make enemies for us
in every quarter. When at a’wedding
feast the minister says, ‘Whom God
hath joined together, let mo man put
asunder,” all answer, amen. The con-
verse of the proposition is equally
true. Whom God hath put asunder,
let no man attempt to join together.”

The mighty ocean was placed be-
tween the two hemispheres with a
definite and practical purpose; the di-
vision of mankind into races was not
without a specific purpose. Even the
Great Britain Peace Council at Paris
must pay some attention to the laws
of God and nature.

Berlin, Saturday, May 3.—(By The
Associated Press)—Newspapey men
with the German peace delegation at
Versailles are sending generally con-
gervative accounts of their exper-
iences, but Schurmann, the corres-
pondent of the German Gazette, who
wielded a trenchant bitter pen during
the war, does not disguise his disgust
at the treatment given the Germans
by the French, He devoteg the most
of his report today to “the freedom
of movement” accorded the German
delegation, which he says is restrict
ed to limits.

He tells’ of a stenographer who
sought to purchase tooth powder at
a drug store and “nearly caustd a
diplomatic breach,” the incident end-
ing with her expulsion from the store,

Schurmann complains of the high
prices, especlally since the German
mark must be transformed in francs,
and says the charge for making the
exchange is exorbitant. He con-
cludes by saying: “Frenchmen are
neither too pretty’ nor proud to do
cheap business with enemy delegates:”

ITALY’S AIRSHIPS
IN THE BIG WAR
Brought Down Over Six Hun-

dred Enemy Airships in
Chasing Duels.

Rome, May 5.—~The Chief command
of aeronautics in Rome has published
a long report on “Aeronautics in the
Recent War.”

The document explajns the ability,
the ardor, and courage and self-sacri-
fice ot our air pilots who knew how on
every occasion to prove their superior-
Ity over their adversaries, rivalling
the greatest champions of aviation in
the aliied armies on any front,

During the period of our war, and
more especially in its last year, when
chasing aviation fook on a new and
greater development, 643 enemy air-
planes were brougnt down by our
flyers in eplc aerdal duels, with the
valid help of special anti-aircraft bat-
teries. The figures Inciude the dra-
gonballoons of the enemy.

Almost in the same period our val-
{ant allies on our own front brought
down about 400 enemy airplanes, The
dauntdess British fiyers are entitled
to the greater part of the credit for
these other victories. Therefore all
told the total of enemy losses on our
front reaches the large number of 1,
000 planes. These figures are pro-
bably ‘well below the truth, because
to all these victories, positively re-
corded, others are to be added of
which no record was kept, or could
be obtained, since they fell within the
enemy lines.

The enemy brought down a far
smaller number of Italan planes,
From careful dnvestigation it is found
that not more than 128 Itallan ain
planes were brought down with a to-
tal of 327 aviators killed, wounded or
missing.

To these glorious losees are to be
added others due to incidemts of fly-
ing within our lines or on aviation
fields. These losses as meritorious
as those in actual battle were 528
among pilots, observers and machine
gunmers; so that there is a total of
855 aviators killed, wounded or miss.
ing in the zone of war, during the
whole campaign.

It is noteworthy that the losses due
to accidents in flying diminished in
the last period of the war, due chief-
ly to the improved technical qual-
ties and workmanship of the most re-
cent types of apparatus.

Thus in the last year of the war
no dirigible of the royal army was
destroyed by the enemy, or lost in
other ways, notwithstanding the wide
activity and numerous bombardments
carried out even in mountain regions,
extremely hazardous for flyers. The
figures do not include the navy.

Gave Most Instyuctive Address in Board

Last Evening—Says England is Through With Free

Trade and Will Adopt a

Protective Tariff Against

Foreign' Nations With a Preference for Products of the

Overseas Dominions.

That England is through with free
trade and will adopt a protection
tariff against foreign nations with a
preference for the products of the
cverseas Dominions, that Great Brit-
ain, Roumania, Greece and Serbia
ofier big opportunities to Canadian
trade, but that the trade opportunities
offered by France are likely to be of
a temporary characcer, were among
the statements made by Louis Simms,
of T. 8. Simms & Co., in the course
©¢f a very interesting and instructive
lecture delivered before a meeting of
the Board of Trade lasti evening.

Mr. Simms, who accompanied (he
party of Canadian manufacturers to
the Lyons Fair, and whose firm had
an exhibit there, gave a graphic de-
scription of his experiences, and sum-
med up the opinions of his fellow-
manufacturers as to the possibilities
of Canadian trade in France and else-
where. He introduced a personal
note, which greatly added to the intor-
est of his address, and at the'close
showed the slides of a large number
of photographs taken by himself, de-
picting the havoc of German shells
in Arras and Lens, scenes in Nice,
and on the trans-Atlantic trip. He
did not approve of the arrangements
or the affair whichn had outgrown
the management, the number of ex-
hibitors rising from about 500 before
the war to 2,700 this year. All the
Canadian exhibits were grouped in
cne section, an unusual procedure for
the fair, but the Canadian exhibits
attracted great attention, particular-
ly those of the Canadian Government
and the C. P. R.

Mr. Simms said that one Canadian
Chocolate manufacturcr had sold his
output for a year, and a Quebec shoe
manufacturers had placed a large or-
der. But most of the exhiMitors found
that it was not of much advantage
to place orders when the - French
Government prohibited entrance of
their products into France.
George Foster, who had been of im-
mense help to the party, managed to
smooth over some of the difficulties,
and the recent Canadian loan of
$25,000,000 to France had been given
on the condition that the embargo on
a large number of imports should be
removed.

Mr. Simms said that the Frensh
Government was now considering a
revision of the customs duties, based
on the determination to make such
duty covering anything France could
manufacture with advantage to her-
sell practically prohibitive. That did
not sound like much business for
Canada. And yet we could not blame
France very much. Consider that her
exchange is a tremendous problem,
that her industrial section is so ut-
terly ruined that it would entail less
effort if one attempted to start in the
virgin forest than to rebuild on these
devastated sites. Is it any wonder
that fear, amounting to bitterness,
sometimes possesses the breast of the
thinking Frenchman when he reflects
that while France is struggling to re-
gain her feet again foreigners may
capture her markets.

“There will doubtless be many
things that France will need impera-

tively for some time to come, many |

o? which Canada can supply, but our
conclusion is that such business must
be regarded as on a war basis, for in

Port Matters
Were Discussed

At Board of Trade Meeting
Last Evening it Was Decid-
ed to Ask Local Members at
Ottawa for, Further Infor-
mation.

At the meeting of the Board of
Trade last evening, H. C. Schotield
called attention t0 a report from Ot-
tawa that it was expected the Port of
St. John would be nationalized. He
said it was not intimated just what
nationalization meant, but if it meant
a free port the board should go on
record as favoring it, rather than a
port commission which would collect
tolls to pay interest on imvestment.

M. E. Agar said they should wire
the members at Ottawa and ask for
further information, as to the mean-
ing of nationalization.

Mayor Hayes referred to the visit of
himself and Com. Bullock to Ottawa
and sald that in view of the attitude
of the Minister of Marine they had
felt they were going far enough for
the time being in pressing upon the
government the necessity of taking
over the port of St. John. They had
found Mr. Carvel} strongly in favor
of relieving the city of St. John of the
burden of ‘maintainig a port for the
bemefit of the trade of Canada.

It was decided to wire Messrs. Wig-
more and Elkin requesting further in-
formation, and to refer the question
of further action to the council of the
board.

“But Britain is coming to learn
which side her bread is buttered, and
is no longer going to leave her trade
doors open to the ramifications such
as Germany put through her free
trade doors for so many years.

“Englishmen expressed to me the
greatest astonishment that anybody
in. Canada should be tampering with
free trade after the way England had
her fingers burnt. England has not
free trade today. She hasn’'t even a
high tariff. She has absolute pro-
hibition, and we are the one country
in the world ' within reach that can
ship goods to her umtrammelled. And
|she will always in the future give us
ithe preference.

“I believe Eastern
{munia, Serbia and Greece,
German markets and largely non-
manufacturers, will give us great
openings in the not distant future, and
the colonies already - are valuable
assets,

I “If our statesmen keep their heads
and we pursue a sane, helpful policy,
we should have little difficulty with
our trade balance in the future. And

The export trade through St. John
last year was'$150,000,000, according
to the figures supplied by, the Depart-
ment of Trade and Commerce, Otta-
Wa, to the Board of Trade. This was
announced by Secretary Armstrong at
the, meeting of the Board of Trade
last evening.

This is $100,000,000 more than Hali-
fax's export trade which was only
$50,000,000. Before the war St. John's
export trade was about $25,000,000.

The Council of the Board has asked
the Department of Marine to estab-
