Keating
made this assertion in testifying for
the Chicago Tribune in the $600,000
Ilibel suit ‘brought against the news-
paper by Willlam Hale Thompson,
Mayor of the Iilincls City, in connec-
tion ‘with charges of pro-Germanism
made against him. :

Keating, who was employed as an
assistant to Dr, William Bayard Hale
in the German Information Bureaun
in this city, said those in charge of
the bureau considered the sinking “im-
politic” adding:

“l kupew the Lusitania would be
sunk on the Tuesday preceding the
Friday when the sinking actually oc-
curred. I learned of it in the course
of conversation with Viereck at lun-
cheon in the Holland House on that
day. He said that the people who had
sailed on the Lusitanii were very fool.
ish, as she would certainly be sunk
on Thursday or Friday.”

Hale’s Activities

Aotivities, attributed to Dr. Hale,
were. described by Keating, who sald
Viereck told him his Chief had been
hired by the bureau, “because he had
the kitchen entrance to the White
House” and could be used to reach
President Wilson's ‘private ear.”

elief in the unemployment situsition.
The men employed were pald thirty !
cents an hour. The Allled Trades
and Labor Council: discussed their
wage and it was also brought up at
meetings of the civic advisory com-
mittes on relief, After the change
of Goverpment the men applied for
higher wages. The intercession of
the Minister of Labor, Hon. James
Murdock, on the point of fair wages
on Goveriment enterprises, was se-
oured, and on his recommendation the
men were increased to $3.40 a day
of elght hours.

Austen Chamberiain, the Govern-
ment Jleatler, made these annoumce-
ments in the House of Commons to-
night. He' said that, on receipt of a
‘telephone message from Colone] Spen-
cer, Searetary of the Ulster Cabinet,
on behalf of 8ir James Craig, the Pre-
mier, detailing the kidnappings, the
members of the Government here met
and decided to send telegrams to the
general officer commanding the troops
in Ireland, and to Michael Collins as
head of the provisional government,

Gov't. Wil Act,
“We have called on the Provisiona]

| Government,” added Mr. Chamberlain,

“to release the prisoners taken across
the border. The troops in Northern
Ireland will act in support of the eivil
authority and in defense of the exist-
ing frontiers until a new one is es-
tablished, whenever the government
of Northern Ireland requests thefir
assistance.”

The telegram to Michael Colling re
beated the information from Colone]
Spencer and added:

“It anything approximating this has
happened, his Majesty’s Government
takes the gravest view of the situa.
tion. Such acts are a breach of the
truce and gravely imperil the treaty.
They will be glad to hear from you
at once if you are taking 'immediate
steps to insure the release of the
prisoners, and provide against any r®
currence of these grave outrages.'”

Mr. Chamberlain’s statement was
made in reply to a hot protest from
Captain Charles C. Craig, member for
Antrim South, and a brother of the
Ulster Premier, who challenged the
Government to make clear its policy
on the boundary question. He warned
the Government that bloodshed was
inevitable, ag the Northerners would
not allow marauders from the Free
State to invade their territory and
kidnap and blow up bridges.

Mr. Chamberlain, after reading his
telegram to Michael Colling and the
commander in Northern Ireland, added
that one reason the Government was
anxious to get statutory authority for
the Provisional Government was that
the Provisional Government might
have authority to prevent law break.
ing and, if necessary, to punish the
law breakers. *

The message from Colonel Spender,
read by Mr, Chamberlain, repeated
the details of the excesses known to
have been committed, and added that
the Northern police had captured
eleven men who, it was proved, be-
longed to the Irish Republican army
from Longford and Leitrim, and who
were in possession of bombs, revoly-
ers and transport,

Replying to charges by Cap
taln Cralg that the Government
had made a deliberate attempt to
placate Southern Ireland at the ex
pense of Northern Ireland, Mr. Cham.
berlain denied that Ulster's rights
would be prejudiced by the appoint
ment of a boundary commission. He
also repudiated the suggestion that
the Government had broken the faith.
He did not despair of a settloment
being reached between Sir James
Craig, the Ulster Premier, and Mioch-
ael Oollins, but even s0, he declared.
the treaty would provide a settlement
in the boundary commission with an
impartial chairman to . which both
sides could urge their claima.

In the House of Commons tonight,
Winston Spendér Churchill, Secretary
for the Colonfes, said the Government
had received from Michael Colling a
telegram to the effect that the out-
break on the Ulster frontier was not
due to any guestion of a boundary dis-
pute, as had been suggested, but to
anxiety and apprehension as to the
fate of the prisomerg in Londonderry
under sentence of death. These gen
tences had been commuted by the Lord
Ifeutenant, the mizister ndded, but the
association had led to violence on the
frontier. Mr. Collins said he had made
special efforts to prevent these acts
of violence, although he had not been
aware of any act of clemency.

SWEDISH STEAMER
THYRA TOSSED BY
RESTLESS SEAS

We already have a federal income
tax which ylelds a very large revenue,
The bulk of it comes, not from the
capitalist who llves on the income of
investment, but from the hardest
worked men in the community who
earn every dollar they get, and the
fixed charges on whose incomes are at
once so heavy and so little capable of
reduction that they are actually ‘poor
s0 far as possessing free money to
spend is concerned.

Invested eapital can dodge a provin-
cia] income tax eyven if necessary, by
dodging the province in which it is
imposed. The farmer, quite properly,
is to be expressly exempted for the
purpose of encouraging his production,
But the wage-earner man, the indi-
vidual business man and the salaried
man, because they are an easy prey
and possessed of little resisting power,
are the fish to be caught in the net.

Such a tax on the part of a province
is obviously unfair and inequitadle. It
is slmply an {impounding of money or
credit that seems to be in sight in the
hands of part of the people of the pro-
vince, without reference to any eco-
nomie principle of revenue production

The Dellcacy of Doctors.

| (Ottawa Journal.)

| There is no more sincere believer in
the efficacy of publicity ana none who
employs it more consistently than the
famous commissioner of New York,
Dr. Royal 8. Copeland. He holds that
almost all eivic, social, and human ail-
ments can be remedied by the free and
judiclous use of mediums for the dis-
semination of information.

Addressing the Advertising Club of
New York, Dr. Copeland regretted the
othical secrecy of the medical profes:
sfon. It prevented it from belng as
useful to mankind as it could be. Pub.
licity, he declared, if properly applied,
would wipe disease off the earth, - To
illustrate his argument, he saild that
when recently the distinguished Viens
nese surgeon, Dr. Lorenz arrived in
New York and the newspapers an-
nounced that he could cure paralys®,
thirty-five thousand persons sought his
help. But all the while there were at
least twenty  surgeons .in New York
who possessed just as great ability as
Dr. Lorenz. They had not advertised
the fact and the sufferers rrom par
alysis did not know it. Said Dr. Cope-
land:—

“There is something wrong with
the system that makes it impos-
sible for the' sick or the crippled
person not to know that he canne
healed. And the fault s with the
medical profession, whif has
been unwilling to advertise what
it can .do. |

‘“Here we come to the problem
of advertising. The medical pro-
fession, through the ages, has
chosen to make itself a secret
thing. The doctor has been looked
upon as a sort of a miracle man,
He has hidden his wisdom behind
a veil of gilence. An air of mys-
tery has surrounded the profes-
sion and we have developed a code
of ethics. This, I believe, i the
most antiquated, moss-covered and
germ-aden institution in the
world !*

the medical profession as to its work

Boston, Feb, 7.—More than four hun-
dred unemployed World War veterans
applied for work cards at the State
headquarters .of the American Legion
in the State House this morning in
connection with the unemployment re-
ilef work which begins under the aus-
pices of the special commission creat-
ed for the purpose of clearing the
dehris caused by the ice storm last
November, in the Metropolitan Parks
district.

Governor Cox signed the bill yester-
day which areates the commission and
appropriates $50,000 for the work.
Major Jas. T. Duane of the American
Legion said that during the first hour
one hundred men applied for jobs. The
special commission met yesterday and
decided to begin work with two hun-
dred men, one-half of whom were to
come from the legion, and the other
half from the State employment of-
fices.

“Only myarried men with families de-
pendent upon them for support and<n
needy circumstances were given work-
cards,” said Major Dnane. “Because
of the system installed in the Legion
headquarters, several months ago, we
were able from our card records to
check up ¢the men who applied. The
names of those who arrived at the ot-
fices after the one hundred jobs were
filled were placed on file, and as the
work progresses and the officials in
charge of the gangsat Middlesex Felis

One writgr afftirms that it is reason-
able_fo euppose that the Canadian
Government which has acquired rail-
ways from the Atlantic to the Pacific

foundland {nto the Contéderation, take
over thie Reid rallway of Newfound
land and convert it into broad guage
line. Thus, by one stroke, the writer
suggests, Newfoundland would be re-
lieved of the payment of the subsidy or
$1,600,000 recently granted the Reld
rallway, and secure a rvallway ser-
vi¢a compared with which the present
service is mot worth mentioning.
Another writer recognises that Oan<
ade is destined to become an important
nation, but only by Newfoundland be-
coming part thereof, begause “the
Island’s geographical position is the
key 'to Canada’s future.” Canadian
Statesmien are astute enough to realize
this, he thinks, and will “therefore be
prépared to offer terms of union which
it would be wise for Newfoundland to
ascertain informally.” ¢
. One argument advanced for union
with "Canada 'ts that the Canadian Gov-
ernment would not be interested in
helping Newtoundland solve her prob-
lemd of shipping fish to the Mediter
ranean and other markets. In the
early winter Newfoundland loads the
bulk of her summer catch of fish on
small safling vessels, and rgshes them
to southern Eurbpe. Every merchant
wants to have his consignments across
the Atlantic before the arrival of mid-
winter and its violent storms. The con-
sequence Is that the markets are tem-
porarily overstocked, and prices drop.
If the Canadian Government provided
St. Johns with ' direct conneetion, by
regular’ stedmship service, with tne
Mediterranean, the movement of dried
fish could be regulated to the mariet
requirements and prices thereby stab-
ilized, it s argued. Shipment of the
Island’s staple product by small sai]:
ing vessels, many of which are lost
avery winter, is not apparently satis-
tactory. Though the Ancient Colony
bad a large number of idle vessels, ex-
porters last year pmid the Norweglans
and Danes over $1,000,000 to carry
their fish to Hurope.
Another argument for union is ‘that
It would emable Newfoundland to se-
cure better connections with the
steamship services which are being
mairtained between Canada and the
West Indles and Brazil, and thus sell
more fish in these southern markets.

in peace times. , He emphasized the
necedsity of reducing transportation
charges and putting the difference in-
to the farmers’ pockets.

Resolutions submitted by locals
calling nupon the convention to go .n-
to provincial politics as an organiz-
ation are reaching central office by
the dozen, it is stated, and the de-
bate on this subject promises to bhe
full of interest. The convention last
year did not take decisive action In
the matter, and the Farmers as an or-
ganization took mo part in the pro-
vinecial election of 1921. Interest g
added tothe situation by the fact that
J. A. Maharg, who is president of the
Grain Growers, resigned from the
Saskatchewan government during the
recent federal election campaign after
Premier Martin had made a speech
which Mr. Maharg interpreted as an
attack on the Progressive movemeunt.
Incidentally several resolutions hava
come from the loeals asking endorsa-
tion of Mr. Maharg's action in this
respect.

London Seeking
Solution of Near
East Troubles

British Fear Resumption of
- Fighting Between Greeks
and Kemalists Will React
on India.

London, Feb, 7—The proposed Anglo-
French pact, which means so much for
the success of the Genoa conference,
will be virtually shelved by Great Bri-
tain for the next fortnight or o in an
effort to arrange some agreement with
France and Italy over the Near East
imbrogHo. It is apparent in British
official quarters that a renewal of ac
tual warfare between the Kemalists
and the Greeks is greatly feared Ve
caule of the moral effect it might have
on restive India, which is giving Great
Britain so much trouble.

It 4s argued here that if the Mos-
lems of the Near Hast ascertain that
the European Powers, bécause of dif-
ferences among themselves, cannot
reach a common policy for that part
of the world, the position if Moslems
of the world, who are opposed to Buro-
pean governments, would be greatly
strengthened. While Britons have
great hopes ‘for the success of the
Genoa meeting and believe that its
success is based on a good understand-
ing between France and Great Britain,
officials are more interested in other
subjects for the moment,

At present France and Hngland are
far apart on the Near Bast,as far as
is ascertainable here. The conversa-
tions between Ambassador Hardinge
and Premier Poincare in Paris have
not yet cleared the atmospheré, It
is very evident the French firmly be-
lieve the British are seeking to make
a “Greek peace,” which is vehemently
disclaimed in London.

The Greeks, themselves, are sald to
be highly displeased with some of the
suggestions Lord Hardinge put for-
ward as a basls of settlement. *“What
the Emglish want fs some settiement
that will end fighting, but they do not
intend to champion either side to get
ft."

ment can be reached soon enough to
allow, time for further full discussToaa
on a dual pact before March 8, when
the Genoa meeting is scheduled 'to
open, but it not, it may be assumeq
London will wel & briet
‘ment.

That re-
port was framed two .years ago, since
when the agitation has grown and the
Irish settlement has further inflated
the agitator’ demands. With this fact
in view the situation may advantage-
ously be briefly examined.

Egypt’s Status.

During the . abortive negotiations
with Adly Pasha, lately Egyptian Pre-
mier, Great Britain proposed to abolish
the protestorate and agreed to elevate
Zgypt to the status of an independent
state, elaims to separate dipio
matic repr 4 were ded,
with the sole proviso that political
agreement with other nations should
only be concluded after consultation
with the British 'Government. This was
necessary; because since Britain had
to guarantee Hgypt's Integrity the
Egyptian Government eould not logic-
ally' pursue a foreign policy prejudicial
to British interests. Otherwise the
vital BEgyptian objections concernea
Britain’s right tp secure her imperial
communitations, the retention of Brit-
ish forces necessary to protect the
lives hnd property of foreign subjects
(to secure the abolition of the capitu-
lations, without which independence
would be a fiaseo) and the precedence
demanded for British representatives,

Egyptians argue that all this would
merely re-establish the protectorate in
another form. But it has to be be ad-
mitted that Egypt 8. anodal point
i British imperial communications,
that no foreign power will give up the
capitulations unless Britain assumes
the protection of its eitizens and that
since Britain admittedly is to enjoy
special privileges and.gesponsibilitiés
lier representative mustmaturally taxe

Earl Curzon's Difficulty.

Upon the breakdown of these nego-
tiations Adly Pasha resigned and Shar-
wat Pasha, who is really Adly's facto-
tum, put forward very qlmjlar pro-
posals a8 conditions precedent to his
formation of a-government. Thus ar-
rived the deadlock, which 18 bringing
Lord Allenby to London, A satisfac-
tory feature of the impasse is that both
sides really desire a settlement, Some
differences are fundamental, but others |
are capable of easy adjustment, Earl
Curzon's difficulty is that'he must con-
sider, on the one hand, the British
“dle-hards,” who protest that the gov-
ernment is fast tearing the British
Empire into shreds and, on the other
hand, the ultra-Liberals, who would
satisfy every whim of every group of
extremists and ignore the conse-
quences,

What the Foreign Office feels is that
no solution will be satisfactery which
fails to win the support of public opin-
ion in both countries, and given this
there {8 no reason Lo suppose that Earl
Curzon will allow his personal gpinion
to block the discussion,

Lord Allenby’s views will be imme-
diately valuable, particularly as he is
supported by British opiniom on the
Spot and the probabilities are that it
the Egyptlans are prepared to meet
British requirements with considera-
tion similar to that shown themselves
an agreement will be satisfactorily
reached. In any case the British au-
thorities have no intention ‘of govern-
ing by grapeshot, and they are pre-
parad in any event to proceed as rapid-
ly as possible with the introduction of
those measures of selfl-government
that they have already proposed.
