This spirit is'shown by the skeptical
reception of Jim Irving’s claim to be
one of the murderers of Mr. Nathan, of

|New York. The police and the press

resist the claim, and demand the proef
of it. Irving asks to be brought from
San Francisco to New York that he may
show where the victim’s memorandum
book is concealed, and otherwise estab-
lish his claim. He will have to produee
the most indubitable proofs, however,
or his claim will not be allowed.

When an unsuspected man confesses
to any great crime the officers of justice
appear to resent it as a piece of unwar-
rantable impertinence. They foel in-
sulted at the rude upsetting of the
theories on which they are working up
the case:; They frown at the impudence
of the man who elaims to be guilty of
what they have not suspected him of
doing. It is as much as to say that
they, the detectives, have been mis-
taken! So they say to the claimant:
“We believe yon to be an imposter—
prove your claim.”

This unwillingness to believe a man
guilty of erimes he confesses contrasts
strangely with the credulity with which
police and press and public accept the
first plausible theory fastening a recent
great crime on some rascal to whom
slight circumstances may draw suspi-
cion. If he is not to be found rewards
are put on his head, his photograph is
scattered ‘whroad, and detectives search
the uttermost partsiofthe earth for hint
He is belicved to be the guilty party,
and search in other directions is sus-
pended. The suspected man is found,
nis whole history is published; all the
crimes, great and small, for which he
has been previously suspected or pun-
ished are detailed; and his relatives and
associates are introduced to the reading
world. This proeess has ofien proved
disastroustothe standing of “‘respectable
thieves,” giving them a notoriety that
forced them to descend to the bottom of
the ladder of crime in order to get a
living by their profession. In this very
Yathan ;murder case, the murder of a
poor old man in his bedroom by burg-
lars, several men have been published
as the fiends, kept in prison as such,and,
tinally, cast out into the world with the
brand of “non-proven guilty of a cruel
murder ” on their already soiled
names.

It is ro wonder, in view of all this,
that some philosophie spirits look back
upon the Counci!l of Ten and the In-
quisition, and sigh 'that they have
be ‘n st pe seded by the judicial machin-
ery of modern ecivilization. How
much pleasanter it would be to be se-
cretly tried by masked judges, quietly
condemned, and then placed in a sack
and dropped in the river with no re-
porter, no photographer, in attendance.
It might hastily condemn an innocent
man, to be sure, but then if a suspected
man was set free his reputation remain-
ed intact, his little sins had not been
published, his weaknesses had not been
been exposed, and the suspicion that
still shrouded him was not imparted to
the public.

We ave inclined to believe that some
noted desperado might accumulate a
large fortune in New York or some
other great centre of population by dis-
appearing after every murder or seri-
ous burglary, and then having himself

revolver to-one of the Mxicans to getre-
paired in Wichita and return it to him,
but the Mexican -refused to.give it.up.
The owner of: the revolver thea took a
soldier’s overcoat belonging tothe Mexi-
can, which he proposed to hold;until his
revolver should be returned. The Mexi-
‘cans passed on, but after going & short
distance two of them returned ahd over-
took the party. Riding around the herd
until they found the man with the coat,
they shot and killed him instantly, but
were so closely followed by two of the
Texans that they dared not return to their

wagons. The two Texans apd three or
four citizens from Caldwell overtook the
Mexicans near Skeleton Creek.
the latter was shot through the
body, living but a few minutes after, and
the other waded into the creek ap to his
neck, and refusing to surrender was
pierced with bullets. Three negroes
passed through Arkansas City Monday
night, having stolen three ho:ses and a
saddle from Mr. Maclaine’s stable at
Junction City. Two men started in
pursuit on the following morniag. Mr.
L. G, Palmer, formerly United States
Marshal,accompanied thepursuing party.
Palmer is an- expeiienced thief hunter.
The thieves were tracked to the Kaw
Agency, where they tried to trade off the
horses for ponies; and through the Osage
Mission to the Delaware nation in the
Indian Territory, where they were
caught. They had just unsaddled and
camped in the timber when Palmer came
upon them.” William Gordon, aged 23,
was shot dead while trying to escape.
Joe Millar, 25, had a finger shot - off his
left hand by Palmer. He'was found ly-
ing in a corn fleld belonging to a Dcla-
ware Indian, and when spoken to replied
«I'm dead!” Miller was only a Ilittle
ahead of time, for he and John Smith,
aged twenty-one, werc hanged that
night. From Tucson, Arizona, comes
a story of the lynching of four
murderers. On the night of Aug, 7
Vincente Hernandez, a merchant of Tuc-
son, and his wife, were brutally slain in
The house
and store were plundered of money,
jewelry, fire arms and merchandize.
Several arrests were made, and from the
confessions of two it appeared that three
Mexicans named ' Leonardo Cordova,
Clemente Lopez, and Jesus Saguaripa
were the perpetratorsof the horrid crime.
After the funeral of the victims the citi-
zens of Tucson proceeded in a body to
the plaza, where a rude gallows had been
erected, from which four ropes were
dangling with nooses at one end. The
jail was opened and the three murderers
of Heraandez and a ccnvicted murderer
named John Willis, whose case had been
"appealed, were hanged, after which the
crowd quietly dispersed. There has been
but one legal execution in Arzona since
the organization of the Territory.
