[sprite, quarter of the distance to the sun, so 
that her distance can be easily determin­
ed in miles by our astronomical observers, 
situated say 4000 miles apart, and who 
know just how far, thus, securing their 
base line, and ascertaining their angles by 
careful observation. The relotive distance 
of Venus both from the earth and the sun 
being known, as it Is, the absolute distance 
in miles Is only an arithmetical calculation 
Tlie elements also of a second triangle 
who», apex is on the other side of Venus, 
with the diameto» of the son for its base, 
will be used to verify th<= exact position 
of Venus and the entire distance required.
These opposite angles, ofconrse.are made, 
or arc supposed to be made, by the lines 
of vision ol distantly separated’observers 
crossing each other at the intervening 
planet. The whole difficulty of the pro­
blem is in securing the greatest possible 
degree of accuracy m the observations. !

From the Boston Journal, Doe. 8.

On the 8th of this month, next Tues­
day, will occur an astronomical event of 
great interest, for which the leading Go­
vernments have made extensive and costly 
preparations. Theyhave certaiulyhad time 
enough in which to do it, for no man nbw 
living ever saw a transit of Venus and, 
after a recurrence of the phenomenon 
eight years hence, no living man will 
ever see another. Iu fact, the transits 
occurring within a period of 400 years are 
set down as follows :

It is to ascertain the distance of the 
from the earth. If it be asked what the 
importance of lhal is, it may be answer­
ed, first, that it is of scientific moment 
to clcayip an unsettled point; secondly, 
it is ueWesary In order to determine tlie 
distances of all the other planets, accord­
ing to Kepler’s famous law, which makes 
our distance from the sun a sort of yard­
stick for measuring other celestial" dis­
tances ; and, thirdly, it is ncdcAary to 
perfect the science of navigutiAuf on 
which tlie progress of human wèlfarê" so 
largely depends. It is well known that 
this distance of our luminary has been 
very differently estimated. In the school 
days of most of us it was declared to be 
95,000,000 miles. Within a few years it 
has been fixed at 92,000,000 and 92,500,- 
000 miles. The ancient astronomers 
estimated the distance to be about 5,000,- ' 
000 miles ; Kepler, the great genius of his 
day, calculated tlie distance to be not less 
than 26,000,000 miles ; Dr. Ilailey, who 
originated the methods of observing the 
transit of Venus employed iu tlie last 
century, carried the estimate up to 66,- 
000,000 miles ; Cassini to 85,000,000, until 
Klicko established the old 95,000,000, 
with which most people living were in 
their youth familiar. It will be acknow­
ledged, therefore, that if there Is any 
more accurate and authoritative method 
of settling this question it ought to be 
availed of.

There is such presented by the ap­
proaching transit nf Venus, when that 
pianet will come between us and the sun, 
appearing to those who are so situated 
as to behold it like a small black bead 
moving across the sun’s disc. As It Dikes 
place after eight o’clock iu the evening, it 
will not, ot course, lie visible from tills 
part of the globe. Its beginning will be 
witnessed in many quarters where tlie 
ending will not be visible: but Ja­
pan, Western China and Australia will 
be among the countries where tlie whole 
course of tlie transit will be observed.

Accordingly suitable stations have 
there been selected, and before this time 
occupied by the various corps of scienti­
fic observers sent out under the auspices 
of different governments. Tlie Russian 
Government has dispatched twenty-seven 
such expeditions; France, Germany mid 
England ten or twelve each, and the 
United States Government lias appropri­
ated 8150,000 for the purpose and placed 
vessels of the navy at the disposal of 
eight separate expeditionary parties. 
There lias been a mutual understanding 
between the leading scientific men enlist­
ed iu the enterprise whereby not only

Reed, Bigelow, and others, and will be 
commanded by Capt. Johnson Spicer.

A Lucky Speculation.—Mr. S. Cross, 
of Dartmouth, who purchased the hall of 
the wrecked schooner Ocean Bride, sunk 
in Halifax harbor, for 840, has succeeded 
in raising her, and will have her afloat in 
a few weeks.

The bark J. F. Whitney, Spicer, master, 
at New York from Newcastle, E., reports 
having, on the 4th Oct., in lat 56, Ion.

COTTON WARPS. A Terrible Tragedy at Sea.
A sad event occurred on board the ti. 

S. Polynesian, Capt. Brown, during her 
last trip from Liverpool to Quebec. 
When in mid ocean, one of the steerage 
passengers showed symptoms of nervous 
excitement, so much so that one night, 
during a stiff gale, physical force had to 
be used to get him below. The follow­
ing day he was quiet, but it was 
deemed prudent to put him below 
as soon as it became dusk; for this pur­
pose the boatswain and second steward 
went to look for him, when they observ­
ed him sitting on the upper rail abaft the 
waist, and in the act of jumping over­
board.

The engines were immediately 
stopped, and every effort was made to 
rescue the mad man, but without effect, 
as he was never seen after. The deceased, 
whose name was James Lockead, was a 
native of Wisham, Scotland.

New Orleans, Dec. 7.—The following 
is a special to the Bulletin :

Vicksburg, Dec. 7—2.15 T. M. —Our 
citizens were called under arms at 5 
o’clock this morning. The negroes ad­
vanced on the city in three columns and 
commenced an attack on Cherry st. out­
skirts. They were driven buck with a 
loss of four killed and quite a number 
wounded. The negroes are now advanc­
ing on IVarrentou road, and another con 
fiict is momentarily expected.

New Orleans, Dec. 7.—A special to 
the Bulletin from Vicksburg, says : 
“Seven hundred negroes attacked this 
city this morning On three different roads 
leading to it. They were driven back 
with a loss of 25 killed and wounded, and 
40 prisoners. The whites lost one killed 
and txo wounded. The attack was made 
for the purpose of reinstating Crosby as 
Sheriff, who was requested to resign be­
cause he had not given a bond. The 
negroes in the country are reported as 
burning dwellings and gin houses.”

The cause of the outbreak according 
to the latest advices from Vicksburg, is 
said to be the appearance of a card 
signed “Crosby,” calling on the citizens 
of Warren comity, Republicans, 
and white, to come to his side and 
port him in Ids position. Crosby, pub­
licly and through the newspapers, denied 
the authorship of the card, yet this morn­
ing armed bodies of negroes appeared, 
advancing upon the city on six different 
roads. Some of the negro prisoners 
taken in the fight which occurred arc re­
po, ted as saying that they were ordered 
to assemble with as large an armed force 
as possible, but Crosby, who is under 
guard at the Court House, denies giving 
such orders.

In the fights which took place, the 
killed, wounded and prisoners on the side 
of the negroes are considerably heavier 
tlilin on that of the citizens.

At a public meeting this evening the 
.following was adopted :

Resoled, That, while we arc fully sa­
tisfied that Peter Crosby has caused arm­
ed negroes' to march oil the city, and 
should therefore he held mainly respon­
sible for all the blood that has been shed, 
we recommend all good citizens to ub 
stain from inciting any personal violence 
upon him, and that we use still further 
cflorts to have him removed from office 
in some legal manner.

Evidence just received renders it abso­
lutely certain that Gov. Ames and his 
Attorney Geueial, Geo. E. Harris, incited 
and advised an invasion of tills city by 
the negroes to-day. This evidence has 
been laid before the ablest lawyers with 
a view to bringing these parties to this 
ci'y for trial.

New Orleans, Dec. 5.—The Grand En ■ 
campmeut has decided to prcscr.be no 
radical change iu the uniform of Tem­
plars. The white dress distinguished by 
baklvick, plume and gauntlets, now worn 
by the greater number of Templars, 
confirmed ns the regulation dress, hut it 
was agreed that what was known as the 
black uniform sucli as is worn in Massa­
chusetts null Rhode Island, may still be 
w orn at the option ol those having that 
style of dress in use.

Advocate Harbor’s Experience in 
Dikes—Mud-spiles—A New Plan.

The dike at Advocate Harbor, N. S., 
which was broken in three places and 
considerably shaken in the storm of the 
23rd nit., is already repaired sufficiently 
to keep out the tide for the winter. The 
Apple River dikes were greatly injured in 
the same gale, and at Eatonvilic the 
water reached the houses on the bar, 
scattered a pile of lumber containing 100 
m. ft., and displaced timbers that had 
just been laid down for a new ship. The 
Cumberland dikes were uninjured, as 
they were probably frozen when the 
storm came. The art of dike building 
docs not seem to have made much pro­
gress of late. The mud dike that was 
washed away at Advocate Harbor by the 
Saxby tide had stood a very long time 
and had proved a perfect protection to 
the marsh., Then some modern engineer 
recommended a spile dike, and persuaded 
the people that the waves would beat 
against its perpendicular face iu vain. 
So the spiles were hauled, sawed 
or hewed smooth at the sides, 
and driven deep into ' the hard mud so 
close together that light would not shine 
through them. The dike stretched from 
the highway road to the sea wall and en­
closed an area of 421 acres, most of which 
is as good grass land as the Province 
contains. The dike cost the proprietors 
$16 an acre—$6784 111 all—and was ex­
pected to last until it rotted. But the 
builders soon found that they were not 
so much wiser than their fathers as they 
hail thought. The water got between 
those spiles, or in them, or around them, 
found its way in minute spiral columns to 
the bottom, and lifted energetically at 
them every tide on the most approved 
mechanical principles. It lifted some of 
them out of place that could not have 
been moved by an engine of a hundred 
horse power, it made a clear pas­
sage for itself under others, and 
showed by many signs that it was 
resolved to clear the obstruction 
out entirely in a short time. At one 
point the water dug Itself a passage un­
der the deeply-driven spiles, mined its 
way forty feet to the rca-, and then burst 
its bonds and flooded the surrounding 
marsh. Then tlie spiles were faced with 
mud to high water mark for the purpose 
of protecting their bases. But the waves 
rolled lip the mud and warped and sprung 
the spiles in many places so that the 
water got between them and the facing 
and rendered frequent repairs necessary. 
In the gale of the 23rd, with an ordinary 
tide, spiles and mud were carried off iu 
three places. It is now proposed to fight 
the aggressive waves by cutting off the 
spiles at about high water mark and 
building au old-fashioned mud dike com­
pletely over them, they to serve as an­
chors to save the muil wall from sliding. 
Then when a heavy gale blows from the 
bay at high water, the waves will roll 
across the harbor to the dike aud seuil 
their hard-hilling white caps harmlessly 
over into the ditches behind it. Should 
a wash-out occur only the mud above the
