Austria has suffered three decisive defeats, being routed with tre-
mendous loss of men, aquns, ammunition and provisiens in seperate engage-
ments with the Russians, Servians and Montenegrins. Official dispatches
from Russia and Servia, and an unofficial dispatch frem Montenegro, teil
of the Austrlans being on the run and hotly pursued.

Russian troops have sieged the fortifications around Lemberg, the
capital of Galicla, and on Tuesday forced the Kalser’'s allies to retreat
in disorder, leaving bgsiind parks of artillery, with many killed and
wounded. Many were taken prisoners. The bulk cf five Austrian corps
were engaged in this encounter.

Servia faced an army of 200,000 Austrians at Jedar, and forced a
retreat. The Austrians left on the field 10,000 dead, more than 2,000
wounded. Sixty quns’were captured.

A numerically inferior army of Montenearins defeated the Austrians
near Bitek, in Bosnia, and the Montenearins are pursuing the enemy.

ANTWERP HAS NO
VALUE TO ENENY

London Does Not Believe the
Germans Will Attack
This Port.

THE BRITISH ARE STOICAL

Trust to Government Assur-
ance That All Possible News
Will Be Told.

[Canadlan Press.]

London, Sept. 2.—The British people
continue to accept with stoicism the
lack of news concerning the operations
of the British army on the continent.
The Government has repeatedly assured |
the public that all news consistent with |
the nation’s interest would be given out,
and the people are accepting that as-
surance,

The French official reports throw fur-
ther light on the operations than those
of the British. The French reports say
the action on the right of the northern
wing has resulted in checking the Qer-
mans for a time. The inference plainly
is that the Germans are employing all
their forces in an enveloping movement
against the allies’ left wing. That that
part of the allied army is retiring to the
south and west indicates that the Ger-
mans have not yet outflanked them.

Not Going to Antwerp.

Apparently the Germans have aban-
doned the west of Belgium to pour all
their forces toward the road for Paris.
Reports that they are preparing to at-
tack Antwerp are not believed here,
because there seems to he no dominat-
ing strategic reason for such a move.
Military experts agree that the Germans
are unlikely to waste more than a
screening body to prevent serious sor-
ties against their line of communication,

Useless Expenditure.

The occupation of Brussels probably
was a demonstration for its moral ef-
fect, but an assault on Antwerp, it is
considered, would be a side issue with
go little effect upon the main plan of
campaign that it would be a useless
eipenditure “6f men and energy. There
may be a strong method in the allies’
policy of gradual retreat and compell-
ing the Germans to make repeated cost-
ly attacks, while the allies keep a com-
r;act front before their last line of de-
fences.

3,000,000 to Defend Paris.

Three million Frenchmen are under
arms to defend Paris. They still have
confidence in the ultimate result of the
war.

The list of killed, wounded and miss-
ing British officers from the crack regi-
ments which were engaged in the four
days' battle of last week. brings mourn-
iné to many noble and aristocratic
homes. This,- however, is the price of
war which the country appears willing
to pay.

Prepare For Eventualities.
Although the city is placid, the people
feel keenly the approach of the CGerman
army and are  rapidly preparing for
eventualities. A large number of fam.
illes left for the west today, taking with
them househoid. necessities. The re-
fugees from the capital have béen forced
to make very long tours, for the reason
that the railroads are encumbered with
military trains.

Trains Have Stopped.

The railroad lines out of Paris to the
north have virtually ceased running
trains. owing fto fears of possible raids
by German cavalry.

The audacious daily flights of German
aviators over Paris are now viewed
with curious interest. ‘The peopi» are
quickly accustoming themselves to the
sight, and they believe that the effect
of the bombs thrown from these aero-
planes has been exaggerated.

American Remains.

London, Sept. 3.—12:43 p.m.—A dis-
patch to the Kxchange Telegraph Com-
pany from aPris says that all the am-
bassadors and ministers to France with
the eception of American Ambassador
Herrick, have left Paris, accompanying
the Government to Bordeaux.
