subject of submarine mining, accord­
ing to the Scientific American, that 
both the Russians and Japanese have 
been sowing the waters in the neigh­
borhood of the Liao Tung peninsula 
with submarine mines on a most ex­
tensive scale, each of the combatants 

, aiming to render the harbors and 
roadsteads and the courses that would 
natrurally be followed by the enemy’s 
warships so perilous that they would

of these terrible weapons have either 
broken loose or been deliberately cast 
loose, to float out on the high seas 
where they must, for-many months, 
and possibly years, remain as a deadly 
menace to ships of all nations. It 
will probably never be known whose 
ships were blown up by whose mines, 
or what character of mines have been 
laid by whom, or where or how they 
were laid; but the terrible menace 
which undoubtedly exists will, we hope 
lead to some international regulations 
that will put a strict limit upon the 
uses that are to be made by belliger­
ents of this method of warfare.

Now that it is certain that an un­
known number of mines, any one of 
which would be certain destruction to 
a merchant vessel, have been floated 
out onto the high seas, to be carried 
by wind and weather Heaven knows 
where, the question arises as to the 
length of time during which they will 
retain their deadly efficiency. . The 
United States navy has some experi­
ence on this subject, purchased hap- 
pily at no cost to itself ; for when 
our ships were entering various har­
bors of Cuba during the Spanish war, 
no less than three of her vessels came 
in contact with Spanish mines which, 
most fortunately, had been clogged by 
the marine growths, which accumu­
late so rapidly in tropical waters. 
These mines were provided with pro­
jecting levers which, upon being 
struck by a ship, should have acted 
with a trigger-like effect and dis­
charged the mine. There are two of 
these mines on exhibition to-day at 
the New York navy yard. Although 
they had been but a few months in 
the water, they were so incrusted 
with barnacles that the trigers re- 
fused to work, and our ships escaped. 
Many, mines, however, are not depen- 
dent upon any projecting levers for 
detonation, the outer case being en­
tirely free from openings, and the 
firing mechanism being, contained 
within the water-tight shell; and 
there is no reason why, especially in 
the colder waters of northern seas, 
such a mine should not retain its 
efficiency for the probable duration 
of an ordinary war, say for one or 
two years. In course of time the 
high explosives, through chemical 
changes, will lose its efficiency, and 
ultimately the salt water will attack 
the shell and leakoge will take place. 
It can safely be said, however, that 
for at least twelve months to come,

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CANADIAN RAFTSMEN Tool* Used by the River-Men.
The river-man’s tools are few in 

number, but well adapted to their 
especial purpose. Most of the work 
is done with cant-hook, or peavey, a 
stout wooden pole, shod at the end 
with an iron spike. A movable arm 

"is added, which, adjusting itself to 
the shape of the logs, grasps them 

1so firmly that even the heaviest are 
managed with comparative ease. A 
long, slender pike-pole is also used 
in guiding the floating logs. With 
these two implements and an ordinary 
axe, the most obstinate jam is gen­
erally conquered. Dynamite is em­
ployed on rare occasions, but only 
as a last resort. Its use in the im­
mediate vicinity of bridges is forbid- 
den, and the logs which gather 
against the piers, no matter how 
tightly they may be wedged, must be 
dislodged with the cant-hook. The 
log-driver's task is one of much 
danger. The footing is often insecure, 
even for the skilful tread of the riv­
er-man. who is shod in boots, that 
are heavily spiked on the poles As 
the logs are twisted and rent from 
their places, the mass of lumber 
moves and settles at most unex-

The log-driving season has opened 
again, and according to all the pre­
sent indications it promises to prove 
a notable one. An unusually large 
number of logs, starting far up on 
the northern rivers, will be floated 
down stream to the towns, where the 
wood will be used for the manufac­
ture of pulp, or turned into lumber 
at the sawmills.

been of the heavily-laden sledges, and all 

the winter’s cut of logs, although 
said to be one of the largest on re­
cord, was taken out of the woods 
successfully.

The work in the logging camps 
ends each year when the entire cut 
has been hauled from the forest and 
is placed on the frozen surface of the 
rivers, or stacked in piles along the 
banks, to await the future opening 
of the waterways. When the first 
warm days of the year arrive, the 
ice in the rivers soon disappears, 
and the crews of river drivers, spring­
ing to their posts, start the logs 
down the swollen streams. From 
that time forward, often far into 
the summer months, the men lead a 
life of unceasing activity, as they 
follow and guide the drives on their 
turbulent journey to the mills.

Cause and Location of the Jams.

The logs are often arrested in their 
course, and many of them become 
firmly stranded on shallow spots or 
half-covered rocks. Others, drifting 
against the piers of one of the num­
erous bridges, effectually block a 
portion of the channel, until, as the, 
drive presses down stream, the logs 
are piled up on every side in almost 
inextricable confusion. A "jam" con­
taining thousands of logs is often 
formed hi a few hours; yet days of 
labor are required of the river driv­
ers before the channel is free again.

The difficulties greatly increase 
when the weather conditions are un­
favorable, and extended drought or 
violent storms seriously impede the 
progress of the drives, and render 
them unusually late in reaching the 
mills. Last year a heavy loss result­
ed from such an experience on one 
of the rivers. The stream had been 
kept remarkably clear by a system 
of booms, outlining the channel and 
guiding the logs down the current. 
Suddenly, in the midst of a violent 
rainstorm, a cloudburst occurred 
among the mountains. Brooks and 
creeks were turned into torrents, 
small bridges and culverts were car­
ried away, and with almost incred­
ible rapidity the river rose and 
swept over its banks.

Logs which had been stranded in 
preceding dry weather were torn 
from the rocks and shallows and 
flung by the force of the raging wa­
ters against every obstacle that bar­
red the way. The low-lying islands 
were heaped with logs, which were

The men are extra­
ordinarily quick in retreating over 
the rolling logs, but occasionally a 
serious accident happens, when, as 
some "key log" is chopped in two, 
a portion of the jam is suddenly re­
leased and carries the river-men with 
it in its fall. When the mer are 
working in dangerous positions, the 
long and pointed river-drivers’ boat 
is usually kept in waiting, and is 
ready to lend its aid in any emerg­
ency. It is also frequently used in 
transporting the log-drivers.
‘One of the favorite feats of the 
river-men is to use some floating 
log as a boat, and balancing them- 
selves with the pike-pole, they often 
travel down stream with the cur- 
rent poling themselves to the 
shore when they wish to land. 
The men show a pardonable 
pride in their ability to ride the 
plunging logs. The most expert are 
•Me, in a steady current, to slowly 
change to a sitting position, or even 
to lie at full length on the log, a 
performance which many an acrobat 
might dread with so unstable a 
medium beneath his feet.

A number of horses accompany the 
river-drivers, and by means of a pe­
culiar hook and chain they drag the 
stranded logs from the islands or 
river banks, where the use of the 
cant-hook would involve too much 
time and trouble. Portions of the 
drive drift far up the creeks, and 
these also are brought back to the 
river by horse-power, the drivers 
riding the logs all the way.

How the Men Live and Work.

The crews of. river-drivers generally 
consist of 50 or 60 men. They are 
directed by a "working boss," as he 
is called, who always accompanies 
the crew. A "walking boss," some­
what higher in authority, exercises a 
more general oversight. The life is 
one of constant exposure, but the 
men are well cared for in their 
camps, and the wages are good, 
ranging from $2 to $2.50 per day. 
Courage, endurance and physical 
strength are necessary qualities in 
their occupation. The men are often 
knee-deep in water for many hours 
throughout the day, and a careless 
step or a foiling log may often re­
sult in still deeper immersion. Yet 
no attention is paid to damp cloth-, 
ing, and many a time the tired log- 
driver throws himself down at night 
without change.

The camp is composed of a number 
of tents, and is moved along the 
banks of the river as the men ad­
vance in their work. All the cum­
brous and Varied equipment, bed- 
ding, cooking utensils and food 
supplies are easily transported in the 
"wangan wagon," and the frequent 
changes of camping ground are made 
with wonderful rapidity.

At one end of the little settlement 
the sleeping tents are erected, each 
one accommodating about 24 men. 
The kitchen tent is of prime import­
ance, for an immense amount of 
cooking is necessary to supply the 
men with their four daily meals. The 
fireplace stands before the tent, and 
kettles of coffee, soup and potatoes 
are hung over the blazing fire. Bread 
is baked in a tin kitchen, and the 
tables in the tent show a tempting 
array of nicely-browned loaves, cook­
ies and pies. The cook is an import­
ant personage in the camp, and much 
of its comfort is due to his skill and 
the authority he exercises over the 
men.

Breakfast is served at daybreak, af­
ter which the work on the river be- 
gins. At 9 o'clock, and again at 2, 
the men are furnished with sub- 
stantial meals, which are carried to 
them by wagon, if their work has 
taken them far from the camp. At 
7 o’clock a steaming supper awaits 
them on their return.

The river-men, therefore, are not 
without comforts, in spite of some­
what primitive . surroundings, and 
seem content with their lot. Un- 
daunted by the constant and exhaust­
ing toil, they apparently find a 
strong fascination in the wild, free 
life on the river, and year after 
year, at the opening of spring, they 
return to follow the drives.

Instructions I sued by the United States 
Velunteer Life-Savers

Go out in no pleasure boat of 
small or large dimensions without 
being assured that there are life- 
saving buoys or cushions aboard suf­
ficient to float all on board, in 
case of an upset or collision. With a 
party be sure you are all properly 
and satisfactorily seated before you 
leave the shore —particularly so with 
girls on board. Let no one attempt 
to change seats in mid-stream, or to 
put a foot on the edge or gunwale 
of the boat to change seats. This, 
by rollicking girls, has upturned 
many a boat and lost very many 
lives every year. Where the waters 
become rough from a sudden squall 
or passing steamers, never rise* in a 
boat but settle down as close to the 
bottom as possible, and keep cool 
until the rocking danger is past. It 
overturned a woman's skirts, if held 
out by her extended arms, while she 
uses her feet as if climbing a stairs, 
will often hold her up while a boat 
may pull out from the shore and 
save her. A non-swimmer, by draw­
ing his arms up to his side, and 
pushing down with widely-extended 
hands, while stair-climbing or tread- 
ing water with his feet, may hold him- 
self several ‘minutes, often when a 
single minute means a life, or 
throwing out the arms, dog fashion, 
forward, overhead, and pulling in, 
as if reaching for something—that 
may bring him in reach of help. One 
of our best swimmers upon the Hud­
son got his first and best lesson by 
being capsized in mid-stream and 
compelled suddenly to strike out 
thus for himself.

In rescuing drowning persons seize 
them by the collar, back of the 
neck, do not let them throw their 
arms around your neck or arms. If 
unmanageable, do not strike them, 
but let them drop under a moment, 
until quiet, then tow them in to the 
shore. If unconscious, don't wait a 
moment for a doctor or an ambul­
ance, but begin at once; first get the 
tongue out and hold it by a hand­
kerchief or stocking, to let the water 
out; get a buoy, box, or barrel un­
der the stomach, or hold him over 
your knee, head down, and jolt the 
water out of him; then turn him 
over side to side four or five times, 
then on his back, and with a pump 
movement keep his arms a-going 
from pit of stomach overhead to a 
straight out and back fourteen or 
sixteen times a minute until signs of 
returning life are shown. A bellows 
movement on the stomach at the 
same time is a great aid. Of course, 
you will at first loose the collar and 
all binding clothing. Let someone 
at once remove shoes and stockings, 
and at the same time rub the lower 
limbs with an upward movement

"Grand Canal in Venice,”’ which was 
bequeathed to the Metropolitan Mu­
seum in Now York by Cornelius Van­
derbilt, was sold to a dealer, in* 
1860, it realized £2,520; when pur­
chased by Mr. Vanderbilt from Lord 
Dudley its price was £10,000, and 
now it is valued at ©20,000. It was, 
therefore, a rare stroke of luck for 
Capt. Treharne, a visitor from Dev­
onshire, when he purchased a sea 
piece by the great artist at an old 
curiosity shop ’in Barmouth for 25s. 
The picture, which was painted on 
an oak panel, was unframed and 
slightly dilapidated, but when it 
had been cleaned and two or three 
coats of varnish had been removed 
the initials "J. M. W. T." duly ap­
peared, and this bargain in oak and 
paint was pronounced by an expert 
to be worth £700.

price, the past few years have seen 
many instances of surprising bar­
gains in canvas and paint.

A few weeks ago a case in point 
was revealed when a portrait of a 
lady by Nattier, the property of a 
retired merchant, living at Baintree, 
Essex, on failing to achieve a local 
bid of over £10, was sold at Chris­
tie’s for 8,100 guineas, or 651 times 
the sum (£5) that its late owner had 
paid over fifty years before.

This romance of the auction room 
was preceded earlier in the year by 
the extraordinary rescue from ob­
scurity of a Gainsborough whose ex­
istence had been entirely unnoticed. 
The picture in question, measuring 30 
inches by 15 inches, the property of 
a family living at Worthing, who had 
no idea what a treasure they owned, 
was offered for £5 to a Bond street 
dealer, who refused to purchase it. 
and was then taken to Messrs. Chris- 
tie’s, where it was put up at auction 
and knocked down for £9,450-a ver­
itable windfall for the vendors.

Discovering Titions.
One of the peculiarities of picture 

finds is the fact that it happens with 
comparative frequency that several 
derelict examples of the same paint­
er’s art are revealed about the same 
time in different corners of the world. 
Thus about throe years ago there 
was quite a run upon Titian's paint- 
ings; a picture of a girl seated at a 
table on which is a heap of gold was 
brought to light at Plymouth a 
short time after a Venetian painter 
named Brass discovered that under a 
painting he purchased, with throe 
others, for £4, from a Dalmatian 
peasant was a St. Sebastian by the 
great painter ef the Italian Renais- 
sance. For this picture, stolen from 
Italy by one of Napoleon’s generals, 
the discover was said to have had 
more than one offer of £8,000. In 
the autumn of 1900 yet another 
Titian, together with a Bassano, was 
discovered in a sailor's cottage at 
Venice by Signor Cantalamessa, the 
director of the Venice Museum, who 
gave the owner £4 for the pair of 
dingy paintings, which, on being 
cleaned, revealed a Holy Family by 
Titian and a St. Jerome by Bassa- 
no, worth many thousand pounds.

While Titian's works were being re­
vealed on the continent several 
paintings by Richard Wilson, R. A., 
were rescued in this country, to the 
great monetary advantage of their 
finders. Some sixteen years ago ton 
of Wilson’s paintings sold for £40 
apiece, but to-day there is a great 
vogue for this artist’s works, and 
the price has hardened considerably; 
consequently, when Mr. Alfred Dixon 
of Bristol, some years ago, purchas- 
ed a picture at an auction for 35s., 
which afterwards Was identified as a 
Wilson, his purchase was, though he 
did not recognize the fact at the 
time, a very excellent bargain.

In 1900 a Wilson realized £1,600; 
it was, therefore, a great stroke of 
good fortune for a gentleman in Es- 
sex, when he purchased the following 
year a splendid example of the art­
ist’s work from a Stratford pawn­
broker for 20s. A few weeks later he 
picked up a half length portrait in 
Oils of Mary Scott, wife of Bishop 
Burnett, painted by Sir Godfrey 
Kneller, that had for years been used 
for the purpose of a fire screen.
- A sixpenny Raphael.
Some few months ago a resident of 

Pinner, Middlesex, seeing a painted 
panel in a shop window in the Har­
row road, London, that took hie 
fancy, purchased the same for the 
not overwhelming sum of five pence 
halfpenny. Some short time after the 
purchase was made, reading in a 
newspaper that a small wood panel 
painted by Raphael and bearing that 
artist's initial, "R," stamped on the 
back, had changed hands at 700 
guineas, he carefully examined his 
own purchase, and joyfully found 
that it also bore the sign manual of 
Perugino’s greatest pupil.

This is not the only painting by 
Urbino’s most famous son which has 
recently been discovered; in 1899 a 
picture dealer purchased in Paris for 
16s. 8d. a frame containing a dirty 
picture, which, when restored, re­
vealed itself an "Adam and Eve," 
that was subsequently sold for £3,- 
200. The history of this painting 
recalls in a measure the fact that 
the same artist's ‘Three Graces" 
was picked up by one Henri Raboul, 
some time Deputy for Herault, among

"It was in that Mr. Catling, 
then, as he said in acknowledging the 
gift, a trough, raw country lad." 
commenced his engagement upon the 
paper as a "turnover" hand. "How- 
ever,’’ he added, "I did not come 
from the country with the idea of 
going back to it. There was no 
‘back to the land' cry in those days.’ 
He had come to stay; and thia week 
marks his fiftieth year on the paper 
—unbroken in service, but marked 
by the rise of the "turnover" hand 
to the post of editor, when, in 1884, 
he succeeded Blanchard Jerrold, who, 
in his turn, had followed his bril­
liant father, Douglas Jerrold, in 
1857. It was in 1652 that Jerrold 
became editor; two years later 
young Catling joined the staff, and 
from that day to this the connection 
has continued.
