way?"' Jesus saith unto him, *'I am the way,
and the truth and the life; no man cometh unto
the Father but by me.”

These words of our Saviour explain the mean-
ing cf life and the mystery of death more fully
than the wisdom of any philusopher of history;

The Instructive Retic:nce of the Bible

Edward VI, King of England, was the son of
Henry VIII and Jane Seymour, He was born at
dampton Court, October i2th, 1337, He had
but little encouragement, at least on his father's
side towards a religions life; and yet he early
developed marked religious terdencies!  He died
under the age of sixteen, and was thus too young
when king to exercise pre-eminent or even
powerful influence ou the statesmen of tendencies
of his times.

God.””  The Bible was brought; the cermony
proceeded, and from that day to the coronation
in her sweet girlhood of the noble queen, who
now sways a sceptre over the mightiest empire
the world has ever known, the Bible hus retained
its place in the coronation ceremonies of the kings
and quecns of Great Bri ain.  Itis aninterestiv g
fact that the Bille is the only symboi employ .
at the inauguration of the President of the Uni ed
States. It cecupicd its usual conspicucns place
when Fresideut McKinley, in the pressue: of
uncounted thousands, took unon himself the cath
of his high office

The tourist in Spain is certain to visit the old
city of Toledo; and while there ie will find 1o
pl.wv more mteresting, not excepting the ancivist
and giorious cathedral and the zocodover, «f
U'square market,” than the Fabrica de Armas,
the manufactory of Toledan swords.

In their case, also, perfect familiarity with
our weapon is NECessary to succsss in its use, It
is a remarkable fact that in the enumeration of
the Christian's armcr given by the Apostle Paul
in the sixth chapter of Ephesians, there is but
cne offensive weapon mentioned, while there are
five picces of defensive armor, and this one
offens.ve weapon is not the great Roman spear,
but the sword, the sword of the spirit which is
the word of God.  No man can unse this sword
aright except he be familiar with its temper and
all s characteristics.

This, also, we hold, The only question, then,
what divides us is, What is essential to valid
{ baptism? The Baptists, in passing the sweeping
i sentence of disfranchisement upon all  other

Christian Churches, have only acted upon a

Rev. John Hall, D. ., one of the greatest
Presbyterian preachers on this continent, pays
the following tribute to Bagtist consistency :—

"There is a tendency to heap censure on the
Baptists in this conntry because of the views
generally held and acted upon regarding the
Lord’s Supper.  *Close communion,' that is, the
restriction of the Lord's table to those who have
been baptizea in the way held by the denomination
is being assailed by many in the interest of Cath-
olicity. . . . . . Jt is a course of doubtful
Cathuolicity to raise a popular cry against a most
valuable body of people who honestly defend and
consistently go through with what they deem an
important princip'e,

Our love for the brethren should include, sure-
Iy, the Baptist brethren And it is doubt-
ful if, considering the lengths to which liberal
ideas have been carried in this country, there be
uot some gain to the community as a whole from
a large denomination making a stand at a partic-
utar point, and reminding their brethren that
there are church matters which we are not hound,
are not even at liberty, to settle according to the
popular demand, as we could settle the route of
a railroad.”

CONGREGATIONALIST,

The New York /ndependent, in a notice of Dr,
Stowe's book on **Christian  Brotherhood."" has
the following remarks cn the subject of commun-
ion;—

“'For our own part, we have never been disposed
to charge the Baptist Churches with any speeial
narrowness or bigotry in their rule of admission
to the Lord's table. Indeed, we have never been
able 1o see sutisfactorily how their principle
differs from ours.
