OUR DECEASED BRETHREN.

Onpe of the most solemn and interesting
sessions of the Conference is that in which
the question is asked, * What ministers
have died during the year7” and the names
are read of the veterans who, worn and
weary in the arduous toil of many years,
and ripe for glory, bave passed to their re-
ward, and of youthful men who in the prime
and vigor of life, flushed with hope and ex-
ulting in many triumphs over the enemies
of Christ and truth, have, by the mysteri-
Fous providence of God been suddenly calls
ed from the Master’s toil to the Master’s
presence. —\

The first named was the Rev. THOMAS
Carpy, who, several years ago, on account
of rapidly failing health, became a super-
nnmerary, settling in the city of St. John,
N.B. He subsequently removed to Chi-
cago, when, after much suffering, he ex-
changed mortality for life.

The President said that he was first associat-
ed with Bro. Cardy on the St. John Circuit.
He never was connected in the work with any
one with whom be found a more pleasing asso-
ciation. He was a man who maintained babit-
ual intercourte with God. His conversation
was always editying. Religion was his theme
in, or out of the pulpit. His pulpit efforts were
able, efficient, and attended with sacred unction.
As he advanced towards the close ot his career
the prospect ot his future home became ex-
ceedingly bright.

Dr. Stewart said he was associated one year
with him in St. Jobn. Like Enoch he walked
with God. Even then, shadows of bis long
continued affliction began to fall upon him. He
was always patient. At times be seemed re-
served and sad, yet peace ever beamed from
his countenance. He was with him when be
left for Chicago. There was great nervous
prostration attended by extreme suffering. He
was not able to hold intercourse with his breth-
ren, but enjoyed abiding communion with God.
He felt that he had aothing to do but to ‘live
so long as the Master willed and then die in the
arms of his Redeemer. His mind was clouded
for a time, but consciousness returned at the
close of lite, and he triumpbed gloriously,

The next mentioned was JonN SKow-
sALL who was born Sept. 27th 1794, died
Sept. 13th 1871,

Mr. McMurray said he had enjoyed his
friendship and that be bad prized it highly,
He bad ever felt that Bro. Snowball was a
good man—a man of God.

Mr. England had been acquainted with him
ever since his_coming to this country. Iu
Newfoundland they bad been co-laborers in
the vineyard of the Lord. He was especially
noticeable for his interest in the work ot God
and his zeal for the salvation of souls.

Dr. DeWolf said that Bro. Snowball's name
was associated with the memory of bygone days.

No name was so fragrant os the Horton
Circuit, where he labored with great acceptance
and success. He had ever found him a christian
gentlemen. Warmly attached to Methodism
and ever anxious to advance the various iater-
ests of the cause. He endeavored to maintain
continual intercourse with Heaven, and there
seemed to glow within his beart st all times the
sacred fire: which burned in the beart of Jobn
Wesley.

Rosert E. Craxg, who'entered the min-

istry iu 1846 and after 25 years of faithful
service in this blessed toil, was obliged to
desist from the active work, and become a
Supernumerary.

During
a revival of religion in Charlott¢town, under
the Rev. J. MeMurray, I was led to seek the
prayers of the church, and through the exercise
of taith in Christ, love, joy and peace filled my
I was convinced that it was my duty to
do something for the interests ot Christ’s king-
dom. T began to employ myself by distribu-
ting tracts, teaching in tbe Sabbath school, and
leading weekly meetings for prayer. 1 felt my
soul filled with the love of God. The impres-
sion that my whole life ought to be spent in
preaching Christ was strong. I knew my duty
but did it not. The very thought of standing
before a congregation would make me tremble.
The conviction that it was my duty to become
a preacher was kept within my beart until 1
feared that my soul would be lost it I rebelled
But it was not till my friends
stood round, what they thought, my death
bed, though God, in his mercy saw otherwise,
that I resolved, it raised up, no' longer to re-
tuse to obey. When my purpose to attend the
Sackville institutions was known, my friends
said ** e will pever make a preacher,” and in-
deed I never wished to be more than a local
preacher. I besought God to say that this
was enough, but on my way to Sackville the
Rev. L. Gaetz, under, I believe, providential
direction, took me with bim, as 8 hired local
preacher on the middle Musquodoboit. Some
little good, I trust, was done. Two years were
spent at the Sackville institutions, which were
greatly blessed. I hope pever to forget the

Saviour. The Rev. Mr. Milligan, then on the
River Jobn circuit, was holding special servi-
ces and in these means of grace God spoke
peace to my sin-burdened soul. Instantane-
ously I felt that although God had been angry
with me, yet now his anger was turned away,
and sacred peace and hallowed joy- filled my
soul. For days afterward all nature seemed
to praise God.

As to my call to the ministry I may say it is
not of recent origin. Thoughts of this tre-
quently occupied my mind even whilst in sin
and farthest from God. After my conversion
the conviction was forcibly impressed upon
my mind that I ougbt to live and labor wholly
for. Christ and his cause, but when I consider-
my utter unfitness for this great work and the
momentuous responsibility involved I endeav-
ored to suppress the conviction forced upon

me. -

° While attending the Academy at Sackville,
the Principal, Dr. Pickard, one day asked me
if I did not think my life's work should be in the
Christian ministry. I was surprised by such a
question, as hitherto I bad exrr-.sed no such
desire even to my most int 1ie friends. The
import of the question, however, I could not
deny. Shortly after this the Rev. Mr. Nicol-
son, then stationed in Sackville, placed my
name on the preacher's plan. When I learned
this & sense of my unfitness iacreased, and if
ever.I prayed in my life I prayed that I might
not have to preach, but the more I prayed that
I might not have to preach the more deeply was
1 convinced that I should do so. I felt in some
degree the force of the Apostle’s wotds, “Woe
is me if T preach not the gospel.” Alter being
on the loeal plan for two years I was received
op probation, and during the four years just
past I have reason to believe that through my
instrumentality some have been led to seek
Jesus.

And tosnight under a sense of my own un-
worthiness and inability I would look to Cbrist
the meritorious source of power, and again
plight. fealty to the Prince of Peace, and en-
deavour more fully and faithfully than ever to
live and labor for him who bas done so much
tor me. And may God help me so to do for
his name’s sake.

ORDINATION CHARGE.

My pEAR BreTnREN,—The recent examins-
tion through which you have been called to
pass; and the solemn promises you have
made in the presence of God and His peo-
ple, I have no doubt, cause you to feel that
the present is one of the most important peri-
ods of your life. In accordance with the duty
now devolving upon me, and confiding in the
Divine aid, without which neither yourselves
nor myselt can speak to profit, I shall now
make a few remarks upon the words of St.
Paul to Timothy, 4th chapter 16th]verse,—
+ Take heed unto thyselt, and unto the doc-
trine; continue in them ; for in doing this thou
shalt both save thyself and them that hear
thee.” A morc expressive exhortation could
not have been presented by the great Apostle
to his ** own son in the Gospel.” ' It has refe-
rence to his personal and ministerial character.
1t takes cognizance of the snbstance of evan-
gelical preaching, and it sets torth the unspeak-
able rewards resulting from a tfaithful adbe-
rence to such advices. Take heed unto thy-
self. Your own personal religious character
is of the first importance to you as Christian
men and as ministers ot our Lord Jesus Christ.
That you have all become Christians by the
regenerating power of the Holy Ghost is to us
a satisfactory fact: indeed, were not this the
case, you would not bave been in your present
position. While we rejoice tn your conversion
to God, let me remind you it is mo less your
privilege than it is your duty ‘ as you have
received the Lord Jesus so to walk in Him.”
Ever remember that your official position can
never, in the smallest degree, neutralize your
personal responsibility in workiog out your
own salvation. Your personal retainment and
advancement in the.Divine life is to you a mat-
ter of the greatest importance. While the
Apostle was abundant in labors to save souls,
how anxious, how careful was be to cultivate
his own spirit lest be himself should become &
castaway. You need daily, babitual commu-/
pion with God for your own comfort, for the
regulation of your words, spirit and aclions.
You have need to walk closely with God
for success in your great work ; without the
conscious favor of God how wearisome is the
Master's service! A cloud of witnesses mark
your words, note your spirit and weigh your
actions. One of the richest endowments with
which a Church can be invested is a holy
minisiry.

The passage before us refers to official as
well as religious character. You my dear
Brethren are now duly accredited Ministers of
our Lord Jesus Christ. Your call to this sac-
red work subsequently to your conversion to
God and the success with which the Holy
Ghost has crowned your labours are satisiact-

RESOLUTIONS OF CONFERENCE.
CONCERNING EDUCATIONAL' INSTITUTION AND
ENDOWMENT FUND.

Resolved 1. That we have received the re-
ports which have been submitted to us respect-
ing the successful operation in our educational
work in all departments of the Institution at
Mount Allison during the past year, with a
very high degree ot grateful satisfaction, as
affording indubitable evidence that Divine P’ro-
vidence still smiles upon the enterprise there,
for the right conduct of which we bave been
by Him made responsible, y

2. That we fully concur in the opinion of the
« Board ot Trustees and Governors,” that,
while an Endowment Fund of from seventy-five
to one hundred thousand dollars is 'now exceed-
ingly desirable, one of at least sixty thousand
is immediately indispensable for the proper
maintenance and advancement of the work.

8. That although it is our deliberate opinion
that it is to be reasomably boped that a few
comparatively wealthy individuals among our
people will, when the importande of the object
is presented before them, be induced to con-
tribute of their abundance so liberally that the
largest sum named may be secured, we do
now as an indication of our strong conviction
of the present necessity for such an Endow-
ment Fund, pledge ourselves to ¢ontribute from
our generally so scanty personal resources,
sums to amount in the aggregate to at least one
fifth part of the sum named by the Board of
Trustees as indispcnsably necessary, or one
eighth part of the amount named as exceeding-
ly desirable.

CONCERNING THE PROVINCIAL WESLEYAN AND
THE BOOK ROOM.

1. The Conference would give expression to
its sense of the high importance to all the inte-
rests of our Church, that our Connexional
Organ, Tug Provixciar WESLEYAN, be well
sustained in its career of usefulness, and eara-
estly 1esolve to employ the utmost efforts to
render this indispensable instrumentality
increasingly efficient by enlarging its sphere
as widely as possible in every Circuit, there-
by making it more extensively auxiliary in the
diffusion of Christian intelligence, and the
cultivation of the religious home-life of our

people.

2. The Confereuce, still regarding with great
interest the success of our Book Room, very
cordially recommeénds it to our Connexion as a
‘bighly necessary department of our Church's
operations in the diffasion of sound religious
literasure, and trusts that this important agency
may receive a greatly-extended patronage and
be rendered much more widely useful.

3. The Conference regards with peculiar
satisfaction the results of the weasures adopted
by the Rev. H. Pickard, 1).D., during the past
three years, for relieving the Conférence Office
of its grest burden of pecuniary liabilities,
and tenders to him” its .cordial thanks for thé&>
able and judicious manner in which he has dis-
charged the duties of his office as Editor and
Book Steward, and trusts that the labors of the
ensuing year may be still more gratifyiog to
himself and very productive of advantage to
all the important interests entrusted to his
charge.

IN RELATION TO THE DEPUTATION FROM THE
CANADA CONFERENCE, UNION, &cC.

1. That this Confereace having listened with
intense gratification ro the admirable fraternal
address received from the ** Conference of the
Wesleyan Methodist Chiurch in Canada;” and
to the very able and eloquent speeches just de-
livered by the Kev. W. Morley Punshon,
LL. D., and the Rev. Ephraim Evans, D.D.,
as representatives of the said Conlerence,
gratetally acknowledges the obligation under
which we feel ourselves placed to our elder
sister affiliated Conference for the favor and
boaor conferred upon the ** Wesleyan Metho-
dist Cburch in Eastern British America,” by
such an address and such a deputation.

2. That as we still concur in the opinion that

the formation of one Wesleyan Methodist
Church for the whole ot British North America
is exceedingly desirable, we now proceed to
appoint a committee to act with the com ittee
already appointed by the Canada Conference,
to devise a plan ot Federal Union and to drait
a constitution for the proposed united Church,
to be submitted to the Conference at ity next
annual session, and that. such Committee shall
consist of eight members of the Conterence to
be chosen by ballot.
(H. Pickard, D. D., D. D. Currie, Dr. Stew-
art, H. Pope, Jr., James Taylor, J. McMur-
ray, 8: F. Huestis, and A. W. Nicolson were
chosen to compose the Committee.)

8. That the Cooference desires to express
the bigh gratification derived from the frater-
nal visit of the honored representativcs ot the
elder sister Conference in Canada, the Rev. W.
M. Punshon, LL.D., and the Rev. E. Evans,
D.D.; and while gratefully acknowleding the
elevated pleasure and profit afforded by the
discourses and addresses of the distinguished
servants of the commdn Master, as well to the
congregations of Methodism in this city, as to
each of the ministers of tbe Conference, would
..p.'dm, record the protound sense of indebt-
edness it feels to the Rev. Dr. Punshon for the
cheerful promptitude with which be placed his
valusble services as a lecturer of world-wide
fame, st the command of the Conference in the
interests of our Lastitutions at Sackville in the

The Conference which brought its pro-
ceedings to a close at Halifax last Friday
will long be remembered with feelings of
“jnterest. On various accounts it was a
_ memorable one. )

It was signalized by the occurrence ofa
touching and admonitory event, such as we
Dbelieve never transpired during any former
gession of the Eastern British American
Conference. A laborious aund faithful min-
ister, one of its most zealous members, died
in Halifax during its deliberations. A
breach in the Conference ranks caused by
death under such circumstances could not
but be deemed more than usually affecting.

As we had anticipated ove of the most
striking circumstances conoected with the
Conference session, was the visit with which

Coufereiice was favoured from the Rev. lnmicipmed by its most ardent and sanguiné

.Drs, Piinshon and Evans, the deputation to
ours from the chief court of our sister
Church iu the Upper Provinces. The pres-
ence and services of these able and eminent
ministers of the Lord Jesus lent a charm
for some days to the Conference proceed-
ings felt by all assisting at theﬂi‘s true
that these distinguished men not
strangers to Halifax and to'the Confereuce.
The one had previously been President of
the Conference and a welcome visitor to
Halifax ; the other had been an honoured
member of Conference and an cfficient pas-

. tor of the Halifax Methodist Church. But
these facts only remdered this year’s visit
from them the more interesting and gratify-
ing. It is needless to say that Conference
Lailed their appearance on its platform with

v heartfelt delight, or to assert that their ser-
vices were of the most valuable character,
and were justly appreciated.:

Dr. Punshon stands to-day the first of
Methodist orators in both hemispheres, and
in the first rank of the great living orators
of the English speaking race. According
{o some of the critics, he may not beleng
to this or to that school of oratory, He
may not resemble this or that famous ora-
tor. But he is one of the great masters of
human speech, and he occupies one of the
highest places in a school of ératory which
by a large portion of the most intelligent
and most estimable of maukind is held in
great snd merited admiration. His estab-
lished reputation as one of the most attrac-
tive of public speakers was well sustained
on the platform and in the pulpit during
his visit to Conference.. His brilliant lec-
ture, his splendid sermon, his weighty
charge and Lis various speeches_ in Confer-
ence were quite up to the level of expecta-
tion. From a British American Methodist
point of view, it seems much to be regret-
ted that be is 8o soon to re-euter the ranks
of the British Conference. Yet one is not
sarprised that British Methodism as with
one voice. almost is calling for the restora-
tion to its .own immediate service of this
affluently gifted man. Go when he may,
go where he may, in the order of Divine
Providence, he will be fol!owed by the best
wishes of the Eastern British American
Conference, every one of whose members
regard him with admiration and love.

Dr. Evans sustained his part of the
duties of his deputation with his “well-
remembered ability. Methodism on nei-
ther side of the Atlantic has many men of
a clearer apprehension or of keener logical
powers than he. Time has dealt gently
with him during the last decade aud a half.

Despite the wear and tear, the toil and
the sorrows to which he has been subject-

ed within the space of fifteen years, he has
changed in appearance wonderfully little
since he“ceased to' be a member of our
Conference ; and in bis respective address-
es before the Conference, he - furnished
ample evidence of retention in full measure
of the lucidity and force of mind that
invested him with so much influence in the
days when he was one of us. May his
patural strength both of mind and body
long remain unabated to be consecrated to
the service: of the cause he loves so well.

By.uo event, however, was the late Con-
ference more distinguished than by the en-
{busiasm with which it dealt with the ques-
tion of the endowment of Sackville Tnstitu-
tations. The withdrawal by the New
Brunswick Legislature from those Institu-
tions of the grant long enjoyed by them
from the New Brunswick treasury imperill-
ed their existence. Unless they were to
be allowed to perish, their endowment was
felt to be an imperious necessity. ‘But
Conference was of one mind and heart as
to the importance of maintaining them in
ever-increasing vigour. So far as we koow
there was in Conference but one opinioun on
the matter among old and young. KEvery
member of Conference saw, every member
felt, every member kuew that those insti-
tutions must be sustained, unless an irre-
parable calamity was to be allowed to
overtake the Church without an effort being
made to avert it. Bat it was determined
that uo such calamity should be permitted
to come on the denomination so far as Con-
ference might be uble to prevent it. Hence
the Confercuce in the main adopted the
suggestions in favor of an endowment pre-
sented by the trustees. It did more. It
set the denomination at large what upon
the whole may be regarded as a splendid
example of liberality in behalf of an object
vital to the common good. It did this with
spontaneity and enthusiasm and, in many
cases, a spirit of self-sacrifice very admir-
able to witness, and which, unless we
greatly mistake, will be reproduced among
our people presently in relation to this sub-
ject. We need not here go into details in
reference to this movement, as doubtless
other columns of this or a succeeding issue
will furnish full information thereon, and
we may often find occasion to refer to it
again.

There are other topics of more or less
interest connected with the late Conference
proceedings, upon which we might dwell,
but we forbear. Enough has been said to
show that the Conference of 1872 may on
many acounts be regarded as a deeply in-
teresting one. May its conclusioas, sug-

You will not expect from me anything
about our Conference, our own Guardian
supplying you all the necessary information,
of what we did—and what we said aiter you
left. 1 may only gather up a few fragments.
Dr. Cooke, made a very favorable impres-
sion upon the Conference by his address,
representing as he did Euglish~New Con-
pexionalism—and expressiug a saogoine
hope that the body he represented aud the
W. M. Church of Engluud would amalga-
mate, at the same time as the Canadiaus ;
be stated that they wanted to come back
agein to the home they Liad left, and hoped
to be received with a welcome. Mr.
Wilkes’ representing the ity of the Cana-
dian New Couuexion Church, was eloquent
aud carpest, aud carried the Couference
much iuto sympathy with him.

The debate upon the Montreal Theolo-
gical school was the most animating of any
at Conference. The slumni of *old Vic-
toria,” stood up uobly for Cobourg, and
we could sympathise with their loyal
jealousy for their Alma Mater,—every
brick of whose walls they seem to feel
themselvs called upon zealously to defend,
and they feared this might prove a rival

to the advancement of every interest of

grandest highroads of travel in America.

For
beauty of design, perfection of execu-
tion, completeness of arrangements, har-
mony and utility combined, we have pev-
er seen anything to compare with it. It
reminds ope of those grand old Cathedrals
of our native land, and excepting them we
do not remember any thing that has so im-
pressed us. The marvel was how such a
structure could rise to completeness iu 80
short & time. And that it could be built
at the price itcost. It standsin the middle
of McGill Square, occupying one of the no-
blest sites in_the city. The R. C. Cathe-
dral is directly in the rear of it, andis a
fine and large building, but is quite over-
shadowed by the Metropolitan. The iute-
rior is in perfect harmony withthe exterior.
Taste, propriety and comfort have been
studied. The stained glass windows, the
maguificent organ, the deep and well pro-
portioued gallery, the abundant means of
egress, the uniformly lined pews, the ceiling
divided into gothic arches, the pillars and
mode of lighting, the chapél, school
rooms, vestries, lobbies, &c., in the rear
and forming an elegant adition to the main
building, all impress the visitor with won-
der and delight. * A thing of beauty.is &
joy forever,” and this the Metropolitan
church can never fail to be. It will also be
an abiding memento of the residence of Dr.
Punshon in Canada, as his presence, his
example, his promises and encouragement,
have undoubtedly been the spring of the
movement which has calminated in so glori-
ous a success. I wonder not since I have
seen it, that under the spell of eloquence and
the quieter spell of admiration, the people at
its dedication in April last contributed thir-
ty-three thousand dollars in addition to
what had already been given. And this
maguificent site reserved from Popery ! had
not our enterprising friends in Toronto
seized upon it at once, instead of a
Wesleyan Cathedral would now have been
Roman Catholic buildings. To God be the
praise ! The congregation mow fills the
church. The weekly collection occasi-
oually amounts to $80, and the pews rent
for $6,000 per annum.

CONFERENCE PROCEEDINGS.

41 Day, MoxpaY.—The President took
the chair at 9 o’clock, A.M , and opened
the Conference with the usual religious
exercises—Rev. Jas. Taylor leading in
prayer. The Journal of Saturday was
read and approved.

The President then proceeded to examine
the candidates for ordination, in their
Theological views : after which, on motion,
it was resolved that we pass to the order of
the day, viz., the reading of addresses and
reception of delegates. The address of the
British Conference was then read. It was
moved by Rev. H. Pope, jr., seconded by
the Rev. Mr. McMurray—

«That this Conference has listened with

at pleasure to the address of the Parent

onference, and that a Committee be appointed
to frame a suitable reply.”

Passed. Brethren Lathern and Shen-
ton were appointed.

Dr. Pickard then, in a brief address, in-
troduced Drs. Punshon and Evans. Dr.
Evans presented the address from the
Canadian Conference, which was rread.
Dr. Punshon then came forward and spoke.

He appeared here as one of our ex-Presi-
dents. He was happy again to look upon
the assembled members of the E. B. A.
Conference, and to renew his acquaintance
with many whom he had met upon his last
visit to these Lower Provinces. He bore to
this Conference the apologies and regrets
of Mr. Wiseman, whom unavoidable en-
gagements had prevented from accomplish-
ing a cherished desire of his heart. A
fatality had attended the arrangements of
the British Conference. Dr. Arthur, he
was sorry to say, was ill. Mr. Perks, who
was to have taken his place, was prevented
by domestic affliction. His daughter was
suddenly stricken down by a consuming
disease, and died three days before her
father was to have left England. The lot
then fell upon him (Mr. Punshon).

He had some correspondence with Mr.
Wiseman, and- urged him at Brooklyn to
attend the Conference of Eastern British
America as wello as the Conference of

amongst us every where. We koew the
old to be sufficient without addition
and without retrenchment. He believed
that Methodism was strengthening itself
in all classes throughout. During the past
year one new church every week had been
dedicated.

He was pleased to learn that there had
been no ministerial defalcation. Our min-
isters are sound in the faith. He believed
that, to our adhesion to the divine truth,
was owing our prosperity in the great work
in which we were engaged. He did not
know a church that was not Armenian in
a revival, offering salvation not only Sreely
but fully, and not only fully but just now;
and those who were anxious about the com-
ing kingdom, would in the heat of arevival
forget the fulure royalty in the felt presence
of the Divine Master. r

He said that the Educational Institutions
in Canada’ were in a state of prosperity of
every kind except financial. Haviog lost
their Governmental grant they were for
some time embarrassed. The endowment
they had attempted to raise came slowly
and had not yet reached $100,000. They
had not started high enough, or hastened
rapidly enough. e liked the voluntary
movement, and would urge us to raise an
endowment for our institutions as rapidly
as possible.

He spoke highly of the female college in
Hamilton, whose closing exercises he had
attended, and affirmed that we were ahead
of England in respect of female education.

As to the question of union, he thought
Dr. Pickard was very careful when at the
Canadian Conference, not to make any ad-
vahces. He (Mr. Punshon) did not see,
however, that there was any insurmounta-
ble obstacle. Canada was not a needy ad-
venturer coming down here for a wealthy
bride. Numerically and financially they
were strong in Canada. But they wished
a union of all the Methodist bddies in this
Dominion. These are the days of union.
The heart of the Christian church was nev-
er 80 much stirred upon this question. And
it was right. We were to be one,—if we
can be one,—to compel the faith of the
world.

We (the several Methodist bodies) were
too much alike to remain apart: Our ob-
ject was one—to spread the truth. ,God
honours the word here and there. There
as here every one passes through the wick-
et gate of repentance and on to the cross,
footsore and weary, where, at length he
loses his burden and exults in deliverance.
Union will not require a change here.

The Wesleys and Fletcher belong equal-
ly to us all. We have the same memories
of former days. No one can rob us of the
glorious traditions of the past. Our dis-
cipline also is the same, and oyer us all the
same Divine Providence. ' He believed that
the providence of Jehovah was no dreani,
but that God guided his people still, as
much as.it the cloud still hovered over the
tabernacle by day or the camp quivered
still beneath the fiery pillar. He bore to
us the sympathy of the Canadian Confer-
ence whether we remained separate or not.
In conclusion, he would say he believed
that the world was very young, and he did
pot look for the hasty destruction of it.
God had many and great things to do yet;
great and cultured men to raise up for the
spreading of the truth and the putting down
of the * man of sin.” The world’s cry was
the Macedonian cry, * Come over and help
us.” He believed that Methodism was
one of God’s great agencies, which could
pot be blotted out from the world.

The President then called upon Dr.
Evans.

Dr. Evans said he had listened with
pleasure to the remarks which had been
made upon the spreading work of these
Conferences. It was now no mean affair.
They had in Canada nearly 650 ministers.
He looked at this matter with mingled
feelings of gratitude and admiration and

when he became a member of the Confer-
ence—and he was not a VERY old man—it
numbered 35 or 36 ministers. What hath
God wrought! The membership of the
Chyrch had also increased to over 70,000,
and there are now 250,000 persons sitting
under our ‘ministry in Canada. He recol-
lected when all the church property held by
them in Canada was within $10,000. He
was happy to state that it is now $2,650,-
000. He lookeéd upon this material im-
provement as an_indication of spiritual life
and growth. 7

Coming to the question of umion, he
said, some persons thought he had union
on the brain. He would say this subject
lives in his heart. He believed the great-
est difficulty would be with the different
Methodist bodies in Canada West. Yet
with thiem there might be effected an houor-
able and righteous compromise. Some
preliminary arrangements had been made
with all except the Bible Christians, and
whether union with all was reached or not,
union with the Conference of Eastern
British America was a desideratam. He
said that we in our outlying territory
had stations which would require special
consideration, and they, in the West, bad a
great country lying between Canada West
and the Pacific Ocean. These must be
dealt with as mission fields. We could
unitedly manage them more economically
than we can now. That great regions of
Labrador and of Newfoundland were to be
managed in years to come, besides the mis-
sions to the Indian trides, and he wished
that such an arrangement could be made as
would advance the growing interests.of our
churchi in this Dominion. He hoped that
the Canadian Methodist church would soon
have separate missions to Pagan nations;
when Chinamen, who had visited the far
West of this country, returning homeward
converted to Christianity, should ré-enter
their native land to labour there under the
auspices of the Canadian Conference, car-
rying the life of Christ jin the soul, and be-
coming the instrument of spiritual life to
their countrymen.
All this rendered it important that we
should be one in action, in the great Mis-
sion Fund, and in effort to make our prin-
ciples tell upon the development of the
spiritual world in the future.

He thought that we were in a position to
go further than last year. And as they
were about forming a General Conference
of which we were expected to form a part,
we should be represented upon the commit-
tee whiclr was to prepare a. constitution.
He thought that a Federal union we oaght
to have, and that this would be a consum-
mation of Dr. Punshon’s work in America.
He hoped as. Dr. Punshon bad felt the free-
dom of this land, that after he had been a
year in the presidental chair in Eogland,
(applause) the following year he would
come out agsin to this country and be the
first president of the United Methodist
Church in Canada.

On motion it was resolved that this ques-
tion be then deferred, and that we hold an
afternoon session to discuss it. Passed.

Oa motion, Rev. Mr. Milligan was placed
on the deputation to the United Presbyte-
rian Church of the Lower Provinces.

The names of the candidates recommend-
ed by their respective Districts for ordina-
tion were read. These brethren were then
considered by the Couference, one by one,
and unanimously approved. After which
the session closed.

At half-past 4 p. m, the Conference
again assembled, and was opened by the
customary devotional exercise . The ques-
tion of union was then taken up, and the
President said that Dr. Pickard’s resolu-
tions were before the meeting.

Rev. D. D. Currie said that he had been
cordially received in Cauada. He wus
careful to tell them there that we were not
prepared to submit avy plan. The feder-
ation had always been hisdream. lle was
strong for umion, but would not just now
take up the time of the Conference by a
speech.

Several rematks were then made by Dr.
Evans and others upon the question of lay
delegation, to which the Church in Canada
had expressed itself favorable.

Rev. S. F. Huestis asked if the constitu-
tion of any of our funds would be affected.

Dr. Pickard replied that they would not
necessarily be affected, but that it'might be
deemed expedient to make a change in some
of them.

Rev. J. R. Narraway declared himself to
be an earnest advocate of Methodist unity.
He longed to see the day when the Metho-
dism of England should be oue, the Metho-
dism of the United States oue, and the
Methodism of Ontario one. He accepted
in_advance the coming union bétween the
Canadian Conference and his own, though
he was not 8o sanguine as to the results
likely to accrue as some of his brethren.
He desired that the matter might be mov-
ed in cautiously and deliberately to the ulti-
mate satisfaction of ail, and for the promo-
tion of the interests of the common cause.

. Rev. Mr. Davies said he hoped to live
to see a nnited Methodism in these Prov-
inces. '

Mr. Milligan said he had expected to
hear more from our delegates concerning
the plan of union. He thought we should
« make haste slowly.” : He believed in the
abstract questigh,but wanted light upon the
details. He did not know how a committe
could represent us if we did not discuss the
matter and instruct them:

Mr. Addy thought we had not wasted
time in this discussion. He had gained
much information in régard to Cavadian
Methodism. He considered union desir-
able and thought that we should appoint a
committee. He had a plan in his own
mind for the keeping the funds separate.

" Mr. Punshon said that the details of a
union had not been considered. He thought
legislation best intiated in small- commit-
tees. A Federal union might exist' and
the funds remain separate. He thought
they should be assimilated before a given
time and that the assimilation would be
to our advantage.

Dr. Evans said that the Canada Con-
ference wouild not submit a plan any more
than we. It must be a joint production.

Dr. Pickard, thonght that if we enter-
taived the hope of union at all now was the
time for us to take a positive step. We
should certainly be represented upon the
committtee which was to prepare a plan of
union, and have our say in its preparation.
We should go into it, if at all, with our
eyes, our ears,and our understanding open.
At the next meeting of Conference the whole
plan, as framed by the proposed joint com-
mittee, willibe discussed and ratified or
rejected.

Mr. Duncan thought we should 1nove
with great caution. He wished to know
whether, if the plan proposed by the com-
mittee does not satisfy us, we are commit-
ted, by these resolutious, to its adoption.

Dr. Pickard. * No, certainly not.”

The resolution was then put to the Con-
ference and passed unanimously by a rising
vote.

5tH Day.—TheyConference opened with
the usual devotional exercises. The journal
of yesterday’s proceedings was read and
approved. A communication from the
Synod of the United Presbyterian Church
of the Lower Provinces was read, informing
the Conference that the Synod had appoint-
ed a deputation to convey their fraternal
congratulations to this body, and requesting
to know at what time it would be conve-
nient for the Conference to receive them.
On motion: of Dr. Stewart it was resolved
that the said deputation be received this
afternoon. at four o’clock.

A letter was read from Rev. Mr. Barrett
presenting to the Conference volumes
of bcoks, to be disposed of as the Confer-
ence might deem best. The gift was ac-
cepted aud ordered to be placed in the lib-
rary at Sackville. On motion by Rev.
Geo. O. Huestis, resolved, that the thanks
of the Conference be presented to Bro. Bar-
rett for his valuable gift.

HOW TO MAKE HENS PROFITABLE.

A correspondent of the Massachusetts
Ploughman gives an account of the produce of
his fowls in 1870. The number of eggs laid,
bowever, was very large. From an average of
about 100 hens during the year, he bad 1,284
1-2 dozen, or 15,415 eggs. He gives the plan
of tregtment as follows.

I kept an exact account of all receipts and
expenditures. I have upon an average through
the year about one hundred hens, three-fourths
Leghorns, the remainder Dorkings. I prefer
the Leghorn to all other kinds for layers, as
each hen will lay abouttwo bundred eggs in
a year and seldom want to sit. The Dorkings
1 keep for batching and rearing chickens,
though they are gocd layers and weigh dress-
ed or alive nearly twice as much as the Leg-
horns.

My plan is to dispose of two thirds of my
stock of old horns each year and rear others to
take their places, as young ones are better lay-
ers than those two years old, and I consider
poultry a year and a half old worth as much,
pound for pound, as young ones.

1 feed them on oats in the morning ; at noon
I give them a mash made of corn and wheat
screenings and boiled potatoes gbout equal
parts ; three or four times a week I add a little
fresh meat. I feed but twice a day and care-
fully save all the manure, which I think many
people do not understand the value of, each
hen will make from seventy-five cents to a dol-
lar’s worth in a year. :
