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DEAN STANLEY.

The character of Dean Stauley as a
man and as a writer has been admirab-
ly sketched by Mr. J. G, Rogers, & lead-
ing Nonconformist thinker and worker
in England, in his recent work, “Ang-
lican Church Portraits” :—* It is hardly
possible to eommend too highly the
sharacter of the man. It is not only
taat he is amiable, for many men are
tha ; but in him there is a rare combi-
natio: of strength and beauty. A man
whose tipughts are always thoughts of
peace ; Wio regards the region of con-
troversy as a low-lying valley, ever
wrapped in Joud and mist, which an
earnest Christan will desire to avoid;
who is afraid tu say a strong thing,
even on behalf of the truth, least some
shampion of error might perchance be
offended, does not find it very hard
work to be gentle. The misfortune 1s
that he is utterly witLout force, and
while the world may say kind things
atout his amiability, it is never moved
by his words or deeds. But the
, Dean is the furthest possible remove
‘m a character of this kind. He has
the boldness of a lion in the vindication
of his opinions, even though he is gentle
a3 alamb in his conduct to the cham-
pions of error. It is not easy, it seems
almost impossible, to ruffle his temper,
or to narrow the flow of that expansive
charity which marks all his judgments
of men ani their opinions; indeed, the
tenderness he shows to great evils or
errors at t:mes becomes almost provok-
ing. Yet he mever hesitates in the
utterance of his own strong convictions,
nor shrinks from the most compromising
proceedings if he esteems them right,
and feels that they may fairly be re-
quired of him. Archdeacon Denison
eannot be more outspoken and decided
when circumstances are demanded in ex-
ercise of these qualities; and yet, even in
displaying them, there is a sweetness
" whieh even a bishop intent on making
evervthing pleasant all round could not
surpass. . . v s : , ]

« The Dean is a prolific author, but
his hand Yooses nothing of its cunning
by constant exercise. His style is al-
ways charming, and he seldom touches
s subject without presenting it in some

"pew light and adorning it with fresh
beauty. In his noble Catholic spirit he
is specially fond of doing honour to de-

worthies, whose creed and ec:
clesiastical associations were different
from his own. Thus at Bedford he
pronounced a magaificent eulogy on
John Bunyan; at Kidderminister ome
not less striking on Richard Baxter;
and still more recently he came out of
the solitude into which his heavy sorrow
has plunged him to speak of the great
work of John and Charles Wesley. He
has a wonderful skill in biographical
analysis and sketch, as is attested in the
yarious funeral sermons he has preached
in the Abbey for the great men who,
dnring his administrition, bave be'en
intérred within its walls. His enemies
say that ho desires to turn the Abbey
into a Welhalla, that be may have the
apportunity of pronouncing the funeral
orations of the heroes ; but even envy
eannot deny the exquisite beauty and
real suggestiveness of these remarkable
productions. A collection of them
would be a very inumsﬁngoomrﬂmﬁo.-
to the literary, scientific, and ecclesi-
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astic history of the times. If there is
somewhat too eager an anxiety, even in
these utterances, to suggest some plea
for his loved Establishment, it is not
well to be too severe on this excess of
earnestness. It may be questioned,
however, whether at Nonconformist
gatherings, in which the Dean has more
than ence joined, the introduction of
such suggestions is in good taste or is
calculated to advance the end he has in
view. Still, those who have a faith
themselves will net judge harshly one
whose only fault is that he is so possess-
ed by his own that he is intent, in sea-
son and out of season, in its promotion.
They may be all the more disposed to
be lerient if they remember that the
Establishment he defends exists only in
his imagination, or, at most, withia his
Abbey, and that his commendations of
it invelve the severest censures on the
actnal institution with which they bave
to deal. The consideration of the
Dean’s theology is not within the
province of a sketch like this. It is
pleasant to part from him thinking of
him as & true-hearted Christian gentle-
man, a fascinating writer, and a worker
in the cause of freedom and progress.

UNSEASONABLE LAUGHTER.

When the Princess Elizabeth. daugh-
ter of James 1., accompanied to the
alter, in the chapel at Whitehall, that
starred bride-groom, the Elector Pala-
tine, afterwards the “struggling King
of Bohemia,” she could not help laugh-
ing loud at something which tickled her
fancy. Dr. Chalmers “burst out” at a
ludierous incident at his own wedding—
“a business that is often accompanied
with tears being thus converted into a
perfect frolic.” The Marchal de Bouf-
fiers whom Saint Simon designates as
the gravest and most serious man in all
France, and the greatest slave to de-
corum, broke out into laughter ence
while in attendance on the Grand
Menarque at mass—the cause effective
of this defect bemg a whispered sally
of satirical song; and when His Most
Christian Majesty turned round in sur-
prise to see whence those unseasonable
sounds, that surprise was greatly aug-
mented by his finding who the culprit
was, and beholding such a personage
shakiag himself all to fits,and the tears
running down his cheeks. Thomas
Hood cites his own experience of
“ ]anghter mingled with lamentation in
the chamber of death itself.” Henry
Nelson Coleridge frankly vowed his
“ungovernable tendency to laughter
upon the most solemn occasions.” Even
Sir Walter Scott says he has felt that
when a paroxysm of laughter has seiz-
ed him at a misbecoming time and place,
the efferts which he makes to suppress
it—nay, the very sense of the improper-
jety of giving way to it—tend only to
augment and prolong the irresistible
impulse. “The inclination to laugh
becemes uncontrollable, when the so-
lemnity and gravity of time, place and
cireumstanees render it peculiarly im-
preper.’’ Omne man characteristic of
the Prussien Tebacco-Parliament im-
mortalizeé@ by Mr. Carlyle, was roaring
laughter, huge, rude and vacant, as
that of the Norse gods over their alert
Yule sime, “ as if the face of the Sphynx
were to twinkle itself to laughter; or
the fabulous Houyhnms themselves
weas there to moek in their peculiar
faghion,” a$ such horse-play as never
elsowhere was seen. Mr. Foster de-
soribes Goldsmith’s as a laugh ‘ambi-
tious to compete with Johnson’s, which
Tem Davies, with an enviable knowl-
edge of natural history, compared to the
lsugh of a rhinoceros; and which ap-
pested to Boswell, in their midnight
walkings, to resound from Temple Bar
to Fleet Ditch. Dr. Parr may. have

- wished . to eompete with the elder and

every way greater Doctor in that as in
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other respects—judging by what De
Quincey relates of his “obstreperous
laugh—s0 monstrously beyond the key
of good society.” Ridentem catuli ore
Gallicani—the picture is a pretty one
in neither sex, and the din is distract-
ing. Charles Lamb, in one of his let-
ters, tells a correspondent of a visit he
has lately had at his office, from an
eccentric acquaintance, who laughed
at his own joke with “a laugh which

did not think the lungs of mortal man
were competent to, It was like a thou-
sand people laughing, or the Goblin
Page.” He imagined, afterwards, it
seems, that the whole office had been
laughing at him, so strange did bhis own
sounds strike upon his ¥nonsensorium!”

(The above we find in an exchange.
It may be added that John and Charles
Wesley are said to have been overcome
to an extraordinary degree on one oc-
casion while crossing a field together.
Some ludicrous incident had provoked
their merriment, which, after producing
repeated bursts of laughter, prevented
them from erossing the stile to the
highway for some time, as at each ven-
ture, a word or look from one was sure
to set both again in a helpless condition.
We know a clerical gentleman who isin
danger of his life from sheer helpless
when driving a horse which happens to
kick or run away. The driver sees
something in each movement of the
animal, which provokes his sense of the
ludicrous, and soen becomes a child in
the moment of greater danger.—Eb.

A very curious event has occurred at |
Sart-Darne-Aveline, a small commune in
the Canton of Genappe,in Belgium. A
young curate bad been sent there to as-
sist the old and blind parish priest. The
young curate, discharging his duties very
zealously and withoat meddling with poli-
tics and the private affaurs of parishioners,
became obnoxious to his bishop, and was
recalled by him. The_ parishioners pro-
tested against this, and refused to allow
the various curates who were successively
sent to them to officiate. The parishion-
ers, having addressed themselves twice to
the Evangelical Society, obtained at last
the service of a pastor, and the commune
formerly entirely Roman Catholic, has
now a Protestant congregation of more
than fifty families, numbering from 500 to
600 souls, and a Protestant church is
already being built at the cost of the con-
gregation.

USE OF THE CATECHISM AND
MEMORIZING OF SCRIPTURE.

A paper recently read before the Quar-
terly Meetihg of a 8. 8. Society.

BY A YOUNG MINISTER.

One of the greatest dangers to the
prosperity and happiness of the world
is the proneness of men to rush to ex-
tremes. This disposition may be no-
ticed in all the walks of life; in all un-
dertakings of a secular or spiritual
character. One course is pursued un-
til the ship is threatened with destruc-
tion on the rocks of Scylla, when an
opposite direction is immediately taken
which strands her on Charybdis. The
mind is very likely to reactions
which lead it far in the opposite direc-
tion to its previous investigations. It
is bard to keep the golden mean. Bus-
iness men will tell you so. Students
will corroborate their statement ; and I
think Sabbath school teachers will not
deny it. In connection with these
two subjects named we have a practical
illustration of ourproneness to extremes
—especially with reference to the cate-
chism. Once it held a very prominent
position in our schools, now it is almost
banished, and the question comes, is
the latter state of affairs preferable to
the former, or is the true position be-
tween the two extremes? Let us con-
sider the matter. In the family years
ago, discipline was observed in res-
pect to the catechism which had
the effect of leading ultimately
te n distate for this Book. A
gimilar course was pursued in the
schools. The rules were patterned after
the laws of the Medes and Persians. By
a cast iron vule, every pupil was oblig-
ed to learn a stated number of verses or
questions, so that the lessons became a
burden to the pupils, causing them to
leave the school, as soon as they were
large enough to defy authority. But
now a reaction has taken place. The
catechism i3 almost banished, and, it
cannot be said which is the better, the
farmer or the latter dispensation—I
mean in this one particular. The true
position must be besween the two ex-
tremes. We cannot afford to banish
the catechism. I would not require it
from the infant classes, but would from
all the others. In this day of so much
scepticism and error, we want to have
our people so trained that they shall
“always be ready to givé an answer to
every man that asketh them a reason

for the hope thati§ in them,” We
want them so trained that they shall
not be “ tossed to and fro, and carried
about with every wind of doctrine, b
the sleight of men and cunnin el
g crafti-
ness whereby they lie in wait te deceive.”
To accomplish this we can do no better
than employ the eatechism. It is one
of our best safeguards against error. It
gives us a ready and distinct definition
of our doctrines, and proves them from
Scripture. Its teachings are in entire
harmony with the teachings of the Bi-
ble. Iread some time ago of a diseus.
sion between a poor unedueated man

uncertain sound on these grand doc-

trines, the teaching and, preaching of
which bas given us so much power in
the world. I do mot say it is necessary
for each teacher to use the catechism in
the class. The weekly lessons might
be explained to the wiyfle school by
some appointed person, who could also
question the pupils. _

The remarks made on the use of the
catechism are, to a certain extent, ap-
plicable in reference to the memorizing
of Scripture. Once it was one of the
most prominent features of the school.
Many verses, even whole chapters, were
memorized, and whoever learned the
most gained the prize. - This proved
very unsatisfactory. Exceptthose who
had very good memories, the public
became discouraged, and many of them
began to dislike the Bille, because of
the long tasks imposed upon shem. The
present system, if faithfully carried out,
is a great improvement, but it is not
cartied out. We have swung back to
the opposite extreme from the old sys-
tem. The lesson leaves are too much
depended upon. Even the Golden Text
is not memorized by half the school.
When it is called for, many glance at
the leaf, and just know the text long
enough to repeat it, and then it is for-
gotten.

Fellow-laborers, we must be on our
guard,oroursplendid Sabbath school sys,
tem will prove a failure. Ifullysympath-
ize with the following extract from the
“Chbristian at Work” :—There is rea-
son to fear that the children of fo.day,
when they go into the pulpits and buasi-
ness circles ten years hence, will not
have a® minute and accurate acquain-
t#nce with the Bible promises as the
men and women who were cultured in
our inferior Sabbath-school twenty
years ago. What we want, more than
anything else, for our cbildren, is the
Bible packed away in their hearts, so
that they ean, in #imes of $rouble and
temptation, recall the inspired passages
without the omission of a word or
transposition of a sentence. God’s
word is just right, and cannot afford to
be twisted or misquoted. Leung after
we are &ad, these children will be
assaulted by trouble, in which times
three chapters of gemeral facts about
Joseph or Moses will not de them as
much good as one passage, like this,
resurrected from their memory,—* The
mountains shall depart, and the hills be
removed, but my kindness shall not de-
part from thee, neither shall the cove-
nant of my peace be removed, saith the
Lord that hath mercy on thee.”

How true is this last declaration. I
shall ever remember the first verse I
learned at the Sabbath-school,—* Let
not your heart be troubled ; ye believe
in God believe also in Me.” How many
dark hours it has brightened! How
frequently it has come to me as fresh
from my Father’s lips, strengthening
me tolatruggle on against temptation
and sih: No doubt you have all read
that beautiful extract in the May Jour-
nal, called, “Get your Class to Corzmit
the Lesson.” It will bear repeating :

Here
arises an objection to the memorizing
of Scripture by young children. It is
said to be a mere mechanical process.
It need not be, but even if it is, the seed
sown is fixed in the soil, and the genial
influence of the Spirit will cause it to
germinate. Many a soul hag been
saved from ruin by some passage, learn-
ed at his mother’s knee and then for-
gotten, now flashing through his mind,
and checking his downward step. I
firmly believe in acquiring a verbal re-
membrance of Scripture in childhood ;
* «]If a 8. 8. teacher accomplishes no
more than the thorough merorizing of
a single verse each week on the part of
each pupil, so that its words and.its
meaning are fully understood and well
remembered, an important work is per-
formed. A constellation of spiritual
gems have been set in the imperishable
framework of immortal thought, to
shine, in resplendent beauty for eternal
ages. Preciousstomes of sacred truth
have been placed in the foundation of
the child’s character upon which shall
restthesuperstructure of a Christianlife.
The memory of such truth will often
lead to repentance and faith, to true
conversion and sanctification, when years
of indifference and carelessness may
have intervened. The Bible seed sow-
ing in early years, vitalized by the pow-
er of memory and quickened by heaven-
ly icfluences has brought many a soal
to the cross of Christ.”

Many persons talk much of the do-
ings of Mr. C. Heis so close-fisted,
and screws so tightly in a bargain, that
I fear he is little influenced by the
generous principles of the Gospel. True,
no one can charge him with downright
injustice, but can a man who shaves so
closely as he does have the love of God
in his soul? 1 suppose we must put
him dewn as a stingy Christian.

Then there is Mr. D. a prominent
man in the Church ; but he tipples. Yes,
he frequently takes a glass, when he
meets a friend. The sparkling bever-
age, which God calls a mocker, he places
on his table before those he considers
his most respectable guests. He is
well aware of the havoc intemperanee
is making in-the world, and has already
made among his own relations, but he
persists in disregarding the sage advice
of Paul to the Thessalonians, “ Abstain
from all appearance of evil.” This man
isnot afraid of his co-religionists, or
pastor. It doesn’t pay to exclude
some men from the church for inconsis-
tent conduct. Surely if such men could
see how largely their influence inter-
feres with the welfare of the Church of
Christ they would no longer remain
among the children of God, as abettors
of evil, but would at once adopt the
Scriptural and safe principles of total
abstinence. The morals of the world
will never be what they ought to be,
while ministers and professors of {relig-
ion connive at the incipient evils of
drunkenness.

There is another class of church mem-
bers, who although not doing as much
barm as those referred to, yet are in-
consistent ; I refer to idlers. They are
at ease in Zion—will not work in the
vineyard. When urged, they say they
they have no talentito work for Jesus,
but it is only an excuse. Every sane
individual has both talent and influ-
ence. Yours may be but one talent, but
that may be used for the glory of the
Master, and for the benefit of the church
or world. Remember the slothful ser-
vant will, bye and bye, be dealt with as
a wicked servant.

There is doubtless, in, the vineyard
work {or all. No longer can any ex-
cuse themselves by saying, “ No man

hath hired us.” The work is before-

you, and the wages you know. Begin
at once to work and live. Without ex-
ercise Christians become dwarfs. The
unused ability of the church is an
alarming consideration. Every follow-
er of Jesus should say with the Master,
“ I must work,” &e. While we grieve
over the inconsistencies of some in the
church, we rejoice that there are many
whose lives agree with their profession.
These are the great thinkers and work-
ers who are proving a great blessing to
our world. May their numbers be in-
creased, by many recruits from the
ranks of inconsistent professors.

CHAPEL AND PARSONAGE AID
' FUNDS.
Both the Nova Scotia and N. B. and
P. E. Island Conferences, have, this
year, passed resolutions pointing in the
direction of a fund ia aid of connexional
property. The latter, as we find by its
¢ Minutes,” pronouneced a very positive
judgment, equivalent to a stipulation,
as to the propriety of receiving for such
a furd, an offset for the balance of
‘Home Mission monies which it hands
over to the Central Board, and also for
the compensation of five thousand dol-
lars per annum, for five years, which
the Central Board receives from Eng-
Jand in lieu of the grant formerly made
to the Maritime Provinces. The Nova
Scotia Conference has cherished the
same feeling, though not coming to the
same conclusion. It has referred the
wLole bwiics 10 o commiltee, to be com-
posed of representatives who shall at-
“tand the Annual Missionary Committee,
with others, ministers and laymen, who
may be available for consultation.

The great and immediate importance
of such a fund, cannot be over-estimat-
ed, Churches baving a firm foot-hold
have always a complete advantage over
the less favored. Romanism is wealthy
to-day in the Province of Quebec as the
result of early vigilance and prudent |
ventures in the real estate warket.
Mothodism progresses in England and-
Anerica partly through its vigorous use
of thisstrong right arm. The extent to
which our own feeble Parsonage Aid
Fund benefitted the cause in rural dis-
triets is only fully known mow that we
are belpless to meet the calls of the
needy. A mistake was made when this
fund was closed. It should have been
perpetuated, nurtured and strengthen-
ed in mercy to coming generations,

How it may now be resuscitated and
“turted to good account for these Pro-
virices by the sea,is the question for
consideration.

In England there are not less than
three Building Funds for conrexional
property. Our brethren there have
reached a stagé when they contemplate
erectionsof Chapels, ‘Ministers Houses’
—+0 called—and School Rooms by the
score. The several funds, having separ-
ate management, are all reviewed in one
annual committee previons to Confer-
ence; and a most enthusiastic season
it generally is, What is proposed for
the coming year may be inferred from
the following extract of the Report read
last month in England :—

Of the proposed new chapels, 51 to ac-
commodate 13,288 hearers, are to béjerect-
ed in places where there were previously
no Wesleyan Methodist chapels; and 84
estimated to provide accommodation for
25,4-2_2 bearet":, are to supersede former
erections, which, according to the returns
provided 14,401 sittings. The total addi-
tional accommodation to be provided in
the proposed new chapels is, therefore, 24,-
309 sittings, being 1,564 more than the
number to be provided by the 130 new er-
ections sanctioned last year. The chapel
enlargement will provide for 1,901 addi-
ticnal hearers, making the total additional
accommodation proposed 26,210 sittings.

Thus 26,000 persons, additional, are
to be furnished with sittings in Metho-
dist chapels by this agency, for the
year 1876-7. It would be iuteresting
to know what prorortion these fgures
bear to the total increase of sittings
throughout thie connexion in England,
for, though a valuable contribution to

Much on the principle by which our
Parsonage Aid Fund was worked, ex-
cepting that loans are an important
element in the English method.

Total in 22 years £1,117,477
Property to the valua of $5,580,000 ad-
ded to the Methodist Church in Eng-
land, by this agency alone, in  twenty-
two years! Of .course such a fund
would require a good cash beginning, a
careful executive management, and per-
peptual fostering by the connexion.
Having these, it would bestow incalcu-
ble advantages upon the cause of Meth-
odism and morality.

Would not the drain of money and
strength necessary to support such a
fund, tend to discourage our congrega-
tions? Quite the contrary, if rightly
understood. The present tax upon
Mission Funds for the item of rent is
very considerable. There is next to no
systematic oversight of Parsonage and
Church erection ; so that they are often
gituated in positions and finished after
plans which render them far less valu-
able than they might be. The pressure
upon poor communities to raise suffic-
ient for building purposes, obliges them
to send outside for help ; to carry heavy,
oppressive burdens of debt, which inter-
fere'with the minister’s salary; and to

hesitate respecting insurance, so that

damages by fire are usually total losses.

Qur congregations knowing these facts,
as well as others bearing the same color-
ing, would submit cheerfully to a fund
in whose train would follow security

and prosperity.

ENCE AND THE SURPLUS OF
HOME MISSION MONIES.

The writer has a very intimate and in-
fluential relation to our miqsion work,
and represents 3 large and wealthy
class of contributors toour Funds. He
slso brings out a corroboration of the
statement we formerly made,—that the
two Conferences were, and still are, har-.
monious in judgment as to the real
merits of the question at issue.

Mz. EprTOR,—There seems te'be a vast
amount of misapprehension with regard
to the “ Home Missionary money of tue
Conference of E. B. Au_ler'lca.,i’ and conse-
quently' mnoh needless irritation.

1t will be fresh in the remembrance of
geveral members of the Nova Scotia Con-
ference that a prominent minister, who
was present at the debate in St. Stephen,

rted that the N. B. and P. E. Island
Conference bad reserved its claim “upon
the above money 1 order to establish a
« Parsonage Aid Fund,” wl_nle, to 'the
surprise of not a few, Dr. Pickard, in a
recent issue of the WESLEYAN, claims,
from what he terms the * utterly unten-
able position” of last year, the “ N. B. and
P. E. L. Conference has, this year, with
entire unanimity, gracefully withdrawn,”
Now, without questioning the honesty of
these brethren. it is very evident from the
Minutes of the N. B. and P. E. Island
Conference, just published, that the real
eomplexion of affairs is not generally
known, and is different to what has been
represented.

We quote the action of the Conference
as recorded on pages 32 and 33 of the
Minutes :

With regard to the balance of Home Missionary
Money, remaining in the possession of the Confer-
ence of Eastern British America at the time of the
union with the Canada Conference, it is resolved :

1. Whereas, the late Conference of Eastern British
America 37 Vofore jte dicsolntion in 1874, order
that, if it should appear that the terms of the pro-
posed union with the Canada Conference should
require it, there should be a transfer of the control
of the invested and surplus Funds of the Home
Missionary Society of the said Conference of Eastern
British America to the General Missionary Society.

And, whereas, a demand is now made by the Cen-
tral Missionary Board for such transfer,

Therefore, Resolved': That, although in the
opinion of very many members of this Conferenco
such demand is based upon a somewhat strained
eonstruction of the Article of Union that provides
for the establishment of a General Missionary So-
ciety, yet this Conference concludes it is better that
the transfer demanded should be made; and it
reaches this conclusion the more cheerfully because
of the pledge by which the demand seems to be ac-
companied, that any special claims upon such funds
or upon the income arising therefrom, in the Eas-

gideration. )

2. Whereas, there existed in the Conference of
Eastern British America a Parsonage Aid Fund,
the annusal income of which consisted almost en-
tirely of a special graut of £250 sterling from the
English Missionary Society. o )

And whereas, the %aid English Missionary Society
has acreed to pay to onr General Missionary Society
the sum of £5,000 sterling, to aid in carrying on the
mission work in the Eastern Section of our united

Church. . . .
And whereas, the immediate and prospective exi-
gencies of our work demand the election of many
more ministerial residences on our mission stations.

Therefore, Resolved : That, in the judgment of
this Conference, annual grants b{ the Central Mis-
sionary Board to Parsonage Aid Funds, in the three
Eastern Conferences, from the income derived from
the Home Mission Fund of the former Conference
of Eastern British America and the above mentioned
£5.000 stg. from the English Missionary Bociety, to
the extent of at least $1,250, will be eminently

roper, wise, and profitable for the Missionary
1ety.

Now, if we consider the finding of the
Conference as a whole, 1t is evident that,
instead of recognizing the demand of the
Central Missionary Board as just and
nghteors, it is avowed that it can only be
substantiated by “ a somewhat strained
construction ofy one of the articles of
Union.” Yet the brethren are prepared
to STIPULATE for a settlement of the dif-
ficulty. How ? By relinquishing their
claims? By “ backing down.”’ Not by
anymeans. Thereisaanespreseddeference
to the desires of the friends West, still the
fre-h presentation of the claims or wishes
of the East, if accepted, will not involve a
sacrifice of the monetary considerations
involved. If thesestipulations are rejected
by the Central Missionary Board, it would
appear that there may still be irritation.

Without discussing the difference be-
tween a bulk sum or an annual grant to
or in Jien of righteous claims, a result may
now be reached, which. on all sides, has
been avowed as the ultimate purpose in
the settlement of this matter, viz : to pro-
cure the means to buy and build parson-
ages in the d:fferent Earts of our rapidly
extending work in the Lower Provinces.

Take the leaves of the Stramonium
plant, commonly known as “Jamestown
(or Jimson) weed,” and after they are
thoroughly dried reduce them to a powder.
Then take nitrate of potassa (common
salt-petre), reduced also to a powder, and
mix the two in about equal quantities, in
a dry state. Next take ordinary wrapp-
ing-paper and coat it with mucilage on
one side, and immediately dust over it
thickly the mixture; let it become perfect-
ly dry. Shake off what does not adhere,
1t sbould be kept dry.

A PETRIFIED MARINE MONSTER.—
Sonoma county abounds in vegetable
animal, and geological wonders. The
latest notable development is the discovery
of the partly petrified remains of a mons-
ter of the deep on the hillside on Watson’s
ranch, on the line of the Marin Narrow
Gauge railroad, between Valley Forge and
Freestone. While at work, three days
ago, in a cut, a gang of men, at a depth of
fourteen feet came upon a peculiar forma-
tion, which presents almost certain indica-
tions that it was onge the body of a whel:.
It lies lengthwise of the cut, and is about
fifty feet in length. Alexander Vander-r
noot brought to town specimens of the
creature. They are soft and porous, and
there can be little doubt that they are
parts of the body of a member of the finny
{ribe, At the same place were found
petrified shells of different kinds, and a
substance two inches long and about one
nch in diameter at the base, which had,
evidently been the tooth of some animal.
A bone, four feet long and about eight
inches in diameter, sharp at both ends,
was also found. Bowlders nearly round,
and weighing from 100 to 600 pounds,
are numerous in the cut.—Pentaluma
