Mr. T. Y. Thompson of the 
Ontario Labor Bureau in this 
city stated to the Courier last 
night that there id no necessity 
for men going without work 
hereabouts. “The farmers,” he 
said, “simply cannot get enoui 
men for their work, and there 
a surprising scarcity of farm la­
bor in view of the fact that 
many men are reported to be 
without employment in the cit­
ies. Last Saturday I had no 
less than 12 farmers in my office 
at once, all asking me to get 
them men, and I have been un­
able to meet all the demands 
made. The' time looks oppor­
tune for a back-to-the-farm 
movement, because there is lots 
of work in the country for men 
willing to earn a livelihood.”

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH­

WEST LAND REGULATIONS 
A NY PERSON who is the sole bead of a 
A family, or any male over 18 years old, 
may homestead a quarter section of avail­
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskat­
chewan or Alberta. The applicant must 
appear in person at the Dominion Laud 
Agency or Sub-Agency for the District. 
Entry by proxy may be made at any 
agency on certain conditions, by father, 
motler, son, daughter, brother or sister of 
intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of 
at least 80 acres, solely owned and occu­
pied by him or by his father, mother, son, 
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader In 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section along side his homestead. Price 
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon 
the homestead or pre-emption six months 
in each of six years from date of home­
stead entry (including the time required 
to earn homestead patent), and cultivate 
50 acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his 
homestead right, and cannot obtain a pre­
emption, may enter for a purchased home­
stead in certain districts, price $3.00 per

Fodder Supplies— Careful winter 
feeding of live stock is now a habit 
with the farmers of this province, and 
fodder supplies are much more eco­
nomically and effectively used than 
in former years. In nearly every 
county ha has been full sufficient for 
all needs, although in a few instances 
it had to be purchased for local emer­
gencies. Straw has been scarce, and 
its excellent feeding value has con­
strained many farmers to be rather 
too sparing of its use for bedding in 
the stable. Roots are helping to make 
the rations succulent for live stock 
until the animals get on the grass and 
-there is a sufficiency on hand. Grains 
of all kinds are somewhat scarce, but 
with careful handling the supply will 
be equal to the demand. Corn in the 
form of either stover or eniilage is 
not so plentiful as in recent years, but 
there is enough to help to keep things 
going until the pastures arc ready. 
Every year our farmers have a good 
word to say of corn as standby for the 
raiser of live stock.

* GUELPH, April 9.—A mad dog 

created considerable excitement in 
that part o£ the city known as Brook­
lyn yesterday.

EL PASO, April g.—With dawn 
this morning came a bleak wind and 
dark skies, a fitting setting for the 
entry into a strange country of over 
700 Spanish exiles 
With their removal, Northern Mexi­
co is practically stripped of its entire 
population, which a few years ago 
numbered thousands, 
the Spaniards is the result of one of 
the first acts of Pancho Villa after 
he had captured Torreon. The work 
of clearing the streets of corpses and 
searching for the last Federal strag­
glers had not yet been completed be­
fore the order expelling Spaniards 
from Torreon was given. So import­
ant did he consider the work of rid­
ding the Laguna district of Spaniards 
unfortunates to secute meagre per-- 
r.cr.al belongings and go tb the sta­
tion where, under heavy guard, they 
entrained and were hurried to • the 
border. It was early 'morning when 
the refugee train arrived! In the 
coaches the women and children had 
been riding, while the men were 
given quarters in box cars and ca­
booses. In the chill morning the train 
arrived at the Juarez railway station 
and remained there until dawn, the 
refugees huddled in the cars and in 
the yards, afraid to leave the train 
in the rebel border town.

In spite of the fact that their pro­
perty had been confiscated, those 
who were the wealthiest have assist­
ed the poorer ones in such ways as 
they could, and none of the refugees 
are destitute.

STRATFORD, Ont., April 9.—
