Russian Troops Arrived a Month Ago
But Their Presence Was Not Spoken
of---Sharp Fighting in Progress—
Athens is Wildly Excited Over Bul-

gar Activity

London, Aug. 22.—The offensive
in the Balkans is in full swing with
Russian troops arriving to fight with
the Entente forces and Roumania re-
ported about ready to join in the war
on the side of the allies.

Landing of Italian troops, who are
also to take part in the op-
erations is continuing. An unofficial
despatch also reports that Greek
troops have become involved in the
fighting, having been engaged with
Bulgarians in the vicinity of Serres,
northeast of Saloniki.

Russians There Three Weeks

Athens advices received to-day in-
dicate that Russian troops have been
in the Balkans for more than three
weeks: the initial contingent having
apparently arrived at Saloniki somme
time previous to July 31, the news
of their coming having been just re-
leased by the Entenie censorship.

The arrival of the Russian detach-
ment at Saloniki, together with yes-
terday’s announcement that Italian
troops had landed there is' another
indicatio® thit En'ente allies have
to concentrate on this front
forces sufficient for an important
campaign.

Came by Siberia.

It is only about 350 miles in an
air line from the Russian to the
Greek border at their nearest points,
but Roumania and Bulgaria lie be-
tween them and to bridge the dis-
tance separating these countries, the
Russians were obliged to travel
thousands of miles. As the Bosph-
orus is closed by the Turks to the
Russians, they were deprived of the
short sea route. The Russian troobs

Engagement is General.

To-day’s despatches regarding the
military developments on the Mace-
donian indicate that the engagement
is becoming general all along the
150-mile line. Immediately to the
north of Saloniki, in the Doiran re-
gion, Serbian troops are reported to
have captured two forts, while 1n the
heaviest fighting so far reported on
the left bank of the Struma, north-
east of Saloniki, the Anglo-French
forces are attacking the Bulgarians
to the northwest of Serres.

Kast Out-weighs West.

For the moment, at least, the op-
erations on the eastern and western
fronts are overshadowed by thuseAin
the Balkans. The Entente offensiva
however is proceeding uninterrup-
tedly on both these fronts. in north-
ern France the French have resum-
ed infantry activity along t‘he
Somme, capturing trenches near Es-
trees and Soyecourt, south of the
river. They have also made pro-
eress north of the stream in thg out-
akirts of Clery, which villagg is an
important immediate objective of
the French in the drive for Peronne.

Fighting Near Flovina

London, Aug. 22.- - New smk'
Times cable)—The London Tini2s
correspondent at Saloniki sends ;he
following under date of August 20:

Some sharp fighting occurred yes-
terday in the vicinity of Florina, the
Serbian outposts checking the Bul-
garian advance, while slowly retir-
ing on their main positions west_of
Ostrovo. The fire of the new Serbian
artillery is said to have inflicted
severe losses on the Bulgarians. A
squadron of Bulgarian cavalry
charging a Serbian battery on the
march was completely destroyed by a
company of infantry escorting the
battery, the commander being killed.

Minor Brushes

Minor artillery and infantry en-
gagements occurred at other parts of
the Serbian front during the day. To-
day a series of isolated engagements
took place all along the front. The
Serbs gained a new success in the
Moglena sector, throwing back the
Bulgarians beyond the Greek frontier
at Kukuruz and occupying the spurs

of that mountain and those of Kay-
makelalan.

Athens Excited
| The correspondent of The Morning
Post at Athens sends the following
under date of August 19:

‘““The Bulgarian offensive along
the whole Macedonian frontier has
created a great sensation here. Yes-
terday’s prolonged cabinet meeting
discussed at some length the situa-
tion thus created for Greece and
three generals commanding Mace-
donian divisions who are attending
the annual army. couneil here, were
summoned to tHel cabinet meeting
to give their vigWs.

Cabinet’s Decision

The cabinet fidaliy decided to a-
wait further developiments before ar-
riving at definite decisions. Never-
theless it is not concealed in minis-
ter-circles that the new complication
resulting from ‘thjg further Bulgar-
ian invasion is not at all what the
Zaimis cabinet suppoesed it was call-
ed to power to depl with,

As yet it is.dnipossibh'a to state
{he strengtii of the invaling Bulgar-
ian columns and whether the offen-
sive is to be taken seriously or not,
but a general conceded that the
whole movement had a political
rather than strategical object and
that it was designed to impress the
Greek electorate the danger of tak-
ing sides against the allies of Ger-
many.

Invaders are Bulgarians

In this connection it is instructive
to note that the ill-concealed tri-
umph with which the Gouranist
press, which is largely subsidized by
the Germans, and which also reflects
the feelings of many staff officers,
deals with the invasion. This sec-
tion of the press is unanimous in
representing all the columns as
composed of Germans and Bulgar-
ians, the object being to minimize
the effect of their advance upon
Greek public opinion, whereas it is
known that beyond a small sprink-
ling of German officers, the invaders
‘are .all Bulgarians, possibly irregu-
lars,’ and that they are unaccompan-
ied by a single German or Austrian
unit.

Von Mackensen in Charge

Athens, via Paris, Aug. 22.—The
occupation of Kastoria and Corytsa
by the Bulgarian troops is confirmed.
News from an official source says
that the German field marshal, Au-
gust Von Mackensen is with the Bul-
garians. '

The military movements of the En-
tente Allies are hindered by the flight
of the civil population before the
Bulgarian advance.

Kastoria is 25 miles south of Mon-
astir on ‘the extreme left of the En-
tente front in Macedonia. It lies
about 30 miles southwest of Florina,
and its occupation indicates that the
Bulgarians are pressing southward,
their movement on the allied left
flank.

Field Marshal Von Mackensen was
reported at Kovel in July to direct
operations against the Russians in
Volhynia.

Fighting More General

Paris, Aug. 22.—9.35 a.m.—The
fighting on the Saloniki front is be-
coming more general says a Havas
dispateh filed yesterday at Saloniki.
In the Doiran section, Serbian troops
have ecaptured Forts Kaimakedar
and Cucurlu.

The heaviest fighting is on the
front northeast of Saloniki, on the
left bank of the Struma River from
Kavjala to Barakli. On the western
end of the line, hostilities are con-
fined for the most part to artillery.

RUSSIANS ARE AT
GRECIANS

SALONIKS
MUCH IMPRESSED

Athens, Monday, July 31, 6 p.m., (via London, Aug. 22—12.25
p.m., delayed by censor.)—An initial brigade of Russian troops has
arrived at Saloniki to join the Entente Allies in the fighting in the

Balkans.

Liberal Standard Bearer
Elected in Bye-Election
By 600 Majority.

TEMPERANCE MEN
FELL DOWN,

Did Not S_llle't Govern-
ment Candidate; Waldron
and Connor Negligible.

Toronto, Aug. - 22.—Something
happened in Toronto yesterday.
Just what it was and what caused it
both Conservatives and Liberals are
unable to state definitely, but the
net result of it is that Hartley Dew-
art, the Liberal standard-bearer, is
the member-elect for South-West
Toronto, and the first Liberal to re-
present a Toronto riding in seme-
thing like 18 years. Mr. Dewart was
elected by a majority of 605, wiping
out a margin of 3,600 votes given to
Hon. J. J. Foy in the last general
clection. The Liberal majority did
not represent a gathering in of Con-
servative votes so much as it re-
flected a general attitude on the part
of Conservatives to stay at home.
The vote given Mr. Dewart was a-
bout 200 more than C. A. Maybee,
Mr. Foy’s opponent in 1914, receiv-
ed, while the Conservative yote drop-
ped by over 4,000.

Liquor Told the Tale

The ‘‘explanations” for the re-
markable reduction in the Conserva-
tive vote and Mr. Dewart’s strong
poll are as varied as the factors that
had a part in the bye-election. Hyd-
ro and nickel were credited in some
quarters with the result, particularly
by Dewart workers, but it was evi-
dent from the start that the temper-
ance issue was the determining fae-
tor. Canvassing showed fairly con-
clusively that comparatively few
well-informed electors were influ-
enced by the criticisms of the Gov-
ernment nickel policy, and a similar
attitude of mind was apparent in
regard to Hydro, but prohibition
proved the stumbling-block. The
liguor interests were out to prove
to the Government that they had
gone too far with their temperance
legislation, and they gave Mr. De-
wart strong support. A considerable
section of voters, while not connect-
ed with the campaign of the liquor
interests, showed their regentment
of prohibition without a referendum.
The temperance people failed to give
the Government the support that was
looked for. Those who did not stay
at home voted for the prohibition-
Social Democrat candidate, but their
number was small. Connor was
never a factor in the fight, Waldron

was not in the fght at all. His bid
for the liquor vote failed to help
him. The liguor men gave their
support to a man who would be of
more use to them.

Hartley Dewart’s majority was se-
cured in three wards in the rid-
ing, Ward Four, where the big Jew-
ish vote dominates, giving him near-
ly four hundred of a margin.

The victory naturally created great
excitement in the Liberal camp, and
the people on the downtown streets
last night were treated to the un-
usual spectacle of a Liberal parade
About a score of automobiles took
part,the occupants all waving brooms,
doubtless to indicate what Mn De-
wart is expected to do to prohibition
—if he gets a chance.

The procession was headed by the
Q.0.R. band, and the passenger car-
go of the autos demonstrated Mr.
Dewart’s success - in capturing the
Jewish vote with his promise to re-
arrange world affairs for them. As
the procession moved along ; Queen
Street the cheering rose and ebbed,
but it was always at full tide when
hotels along the line were passed.
Outside the Hebrew Journal offices
Mr. Dewart stopped his car to voice

Paris, Aug. 22.—All the morning
newspapers comment at length on
the possibility of Roumania joining
in the war. The meetings that are
in progress in DBucharest -are taken
to mean that all the various develop-
ments in the situation are being seri-
ously considered, and the general
tone of the comment is that the de-
cisive moment for Roumania’s action
has arrived.

The operation of the  Bulgarian
grmies in Macedonia are interpreted
in some quarters as having been un-
dertaken solely with a view to influ-
encing the decision of Roumania. Oa
all sides it is agreed that a new
phase in Balkan history is opening,
and the discussion by the press of
the various diplomatic phases of the
Roumanian situation is followed by
an examination of the strength of
the Roumanian army.

The statement-is made on good
authority that the number of Rou-
manian troops that can be mobilized
exc_eeds 800,000, and that the army
is in the best of condition after a
long preparation.

Berlin is Nervous.

_New York, Aug. 22.—A New York
Times cable from Berlin, dated Aug.
21s says:

The Berlin Boerse reacted sharply
to-day to more favorable news from
Roumania. The latest reports reach-
ing Sofia, Vienna, and Berlin from
Bucharest indicate that, for the pre-
sent at least, sober second thdught
has somewhat dampened the war
fever there, due largely to the im-
pression made on the Roumanian
Government by war news from the
west and east fronts and particularly
of progress of the great battle in the
Podolia.

ers and Roumania and the attendant
financial transactions have reached a
record figure, and that if she were
really on the eve of decisive events,
Rotimania would neither be parting
with her food products nor be able
to import manufactured goods from
the Central powers to the present
great extent.

In official circles, too, the Rouman-
jan situation is regarded more op-
timistically and while to-day no re-
sponsible person is willing to indulge
Hn political prophesies, it is felt that
the political fate of Roumania will
be decided on the battlefields of the
west and east, and that the present
general military situation is not such
as to tempt Roumania to take the
plunge.

'E’OLICE FORCE ON STRIKH

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HEART DISEASE.

N RECENT YEARS the number of cases and deaths from disorders of the
he&rt have markedly increased. In Ontario the ratio of deaths has
steadily risen during the last decade, and as a cause of death organie
heart disease now heads the list. A certain amount of the increase may
be set down to better diagnosis and more accurate statistics, but these

facts will hardly account for the remarkable increase during recent years.

What can be done about it? In the first place means must be taken to
establish not an early diagnosis but an
earlier diagnosis., Every man or woman
who has reached the age of 40 years should
be examined by a physician; and the physician must not, as is sometimes
done, slur over the examjmation and hastily conclude that the symptoms are
those of dyspepsia. %

diagnosis of ‘heart diseasel Among the most important are weariness,
lassitnde, and decreased ambition. If these are complained of it should
lead the physician to make a most careful examina-
tion. Then there may be a tendency towards breath-
lessness in hurrying to a street-car, or in going up
hill or upstairs, or there may be a sense of tightness
or pain in the chest which disappears following a few minutes’ rest.
There may or may not be palpitation. .Sometimes there is a slight puffiness
aBout the boot-tops or the feet are somewhat swollen, and there may be
occasional spots or bright lights before the eyes with transient giddiness.

MADE GAINS IN
CLERY OUTSKRTS

French Forces Also Captur-
ed Some Trenches South
of the Somme.

Paris, Aug. 22 12.20 p.m.—Pro-
gress was made by the French last
night on the Somme front, north of
the River, in the outskirts of Clery,
the War Office announced to-day.
South of the River, the French cap-
tured trenches near Estrees and
Soyecourt.

The announcement follows:

“North of the Somme the artil-
lery continued to be active on a
large portion of the front. During
the night we made some progress in
the outskirts of Clery.

In the wood which our troops
took on August 20, south of Guille-
mont, we captured two more field
guns, bringing up to eight the num-
ber of guns which fell into our
hands in this engagement.

“South of the Somme minor oper-
ations enabled us to occupy sSeveral
portions, of trenches south-west of
Estrees and east Soyecourt. We
took prisoners.

“North-west of Soissons one of our
detachments succeeded in carrying
out a surprise attack on a German
trench on Vimegre plateau. The
night was calm on the remainder of
the front. :

» “Yesterday one of our pilots
brought “down an J\lbatross waer)-
plane which crashed to the earth
near Languevoison; near Nesles.
Furthermore, four enemy biplanes,
which were attached at close quar-
ters by our aviators, fled in a dam-
aged condition.”

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APTAIN AGNEW
SERIOUSLY HURT

Officer of 3rd Pioneers Lost
Left Eye When Injured
at Front.

The following, taken from  the
Vietoria “Colonist,” refers to a
nephew of Messrs. J. E., C. H. and
D. Waterous of this city. e

The wounds sustained recently by
Capt. Augustus W. Agnew, of the Jvd
Pioneer AButtulion, 48th Canadians,
were of an exceptionally serious char-
acter, but he is now reported to be
making favorable progress towards
full recovery and is practically in
normal health. One of the misfor-
tunes which he must bear is the loss
of his left eye, a fragment of shrap-
nrel shell having pierced the right eye-
1id and the bridge of his nose and
entered the left eye, which had to be
gemoved. He is now wearing a glass
eye, but in other respects has suffer-
ed no injury that is likely to trouble
him for any length of time.

Capt. Agnew was wounded in the
jatter part of April by the explosion
of a shrapnel shell. Eighteen splint-
ers of steel entered his head alone,
and some of the particles are stiil
lodged there. He was also wounded
in the right arm and neck. Accord-
ing to the latest advices received here
by his parents, Mr. and Mrs. William
Agnew, of Rockland Avenue, and
other relatives, he is now stationed
at Shorncliffe, engaged in instructing
a class of non-commissioned officers
and men in engineering; in which
tranch of work he was notably pro-
ficient.

Writing home regarding his duties
jn this connection, he says: ‘““The men
are making good progress. | R 1o !
giving them a course in the con-
struction of all kinds of trenches,
machine gun emplacements, wire en-
tanglements, mining, demolitions,
military bridging, ete. 1 am frying
to make it all as nearly like econdi-
tions at the front as possible. All
this week we have been doing brush
wood work in a wood the Govern-
ment has bought.”

Offered Staff Appointment

Capt. Agnew has been offered by
Rrigadier-General Lindsay an ap-
pointment as staff major in the gen-
eral staff over all the British En-
gineers, and it is thought likely that
he will accept, as the loss of his eye
would be a handicap to him at the
firing line. He still retains a warm
loyalty for his old battalion, the
48th, which left here under the com-
mand of Lieut.-Col. Holmes, and of
which he was one of the most popular
officers.

The esteem in which he is held by
both officers and men of the unit is
made unmistably evident in the
following letter, which was written
to his relatives by Capt. P. A. Lan-
dry, who is now commanding Capt.
Agnew’s old company.

“His own officers, his N.C.0.’s and
his men feel the loss,” wrote Capt.
Landry,in referring to Capt. Agnew’s
injury and consequent removal tc
hospital. ““The Colonel goes around
with a downhearted look, as Gus was
the making of the battalion. Gus
was second to no engineer in the
Canadian army. He worked sixteen
hours a day and had already made a
name for himself.

«The Brigadier-General of this
brigade said that Gus was the only
real engineer that he had met out at
the front. The Brigadier and the
whole staff regret his absence.”

Capt. Agnew is the son of Mr.
William Agnew, of Rockland Avenue,
and was born in Montreal. He was
educated at the Royal Military Col-
lege, Kingston, and at the Crystal
Palace School of Mining and Engin-
eering. On his return to Canada he
went to Prince Rupert, where he was
engaged in the construction of the
Grand Trunk Pacific and laying out
the town. He was in Victoria two
vyears after that, and is responsible
for considerable engineering work
done in the munieipality of Esqui-
malt. He joined the 48th Battalion
soon after its organization and was
with the unit till wounded.

His wife and child are with him in
England.

Your boy is quite safe from “Fritz’s
shells” now; I'll have a nice rest
here for some time; don’t know how
long. My legs are pretty weak, and
they keep me in bed. Now that I'm
away from France I suppose I can
tell you more about it without fear
of the censor. Of course, you know
that T have been at Ypres since the
first of April, right in the salient.
Believe me, we’ve had some awful
times and no one can even imagine
one-thousandth of the awfulness. I'll
tell you one thing which will perhaps
open your eyes. Our battalion went
into a big action on June 12th; we
come out on June 14th with 200
left out of 800. How I came through
goodness knows.

You know, I'm a corporal; they
gave me that distinction some time
ago.

2 machine gun, killing the
Germans who were working it. I
was the only one of my section that
was not either killed or wounded. I
was the thirteenth man, yet they say
the number is unlucky.

Again Along Half Mile
Line Near Pozieres.

By Special Wire to the Courier.

London, Aug. 22.—British troops
on the Somme front have advanced
along a line a half mile long in the
region of Pozieres, and have also
made an advance near the Leipsic
salient, it was officially announced
to-day.

The Germans are stubbornly cling-
ing to their hold on Guillemont, al-
though sustaining heavy casualties
as the result of the British artillery
fire on the place, says the official
statement, which follows:

“In Quillemont the enemy’s garri-
son is still maintaining an obstinate
resistance in spite of very heavy
losses from our artillery bombard-
ments. *

“In the vicinity of Pozieres we
have again made considerable pro-
gress. We have advanced on a front
of a half mile and are established at
a road junction just outside of Mou-
quet_farm, and have pushed forward
along the right of the Pozieres-Mir-
aumont road.

“In the Leipsic salient (in the vi-
cinity of Thiepval) we extended our
gains and advanced our positions to
within 1,000 yards of Thiepval. Over
100 prisoners were taken.”

Rome, Aug. 22.—The Italians who
have advanced in the region east of
Gorizia and on the Carso plateau are
holding fast to the ground won, ot-
cupying themselves with consolid-
ing recently captured positions. Yes-
terday’s war office statement reports
no important infantry activity on any
portion of the Austro-Italian front.
Violent artillery duels, however, are
in progress, notably in the Trentino,
where the Austrian gunners have
shown especial activity. The state-
ment follows:

“Violent thunderstorms through-
out the theatre of operations did not
result in the diminution of artillery
activity. The enemy’s batteries were
especially active on the Trentino
{ront and in the Upper But valley.

“Minor enemy attacks are reported
in the Astico valley and in the Plavia
area. The enemy was repulsed and
left about prisoners in our hands.

“In the Gorizia area and on ths
Carso, our troops are consolidating
the positions they pecently occupied.

“Hostile artillery- shelled Gorizia
and the Isonzo bridges, without caus~
ing damage.” ;

Casualties for These Seven
Days Heavier Than Any
Period of the War.

London, Aug. 22.—(Correspon-
dence of the Associated Press)—
Casualties among British officers for
the last seven days of July were
heavier than in any previous period
of the war, again showing the ef-
fects of the present offensive on the
western front. The casualty lists in-
cjJude 737 killed, 1,688 wounded,
134 missing, a total of 2.559. They
bring the aggregate losses since the
beginning of the war to 36,416, of
whom 10,842 have been killed or
died of wounds; 22,978 have been
wounded and 2,596 are missing.

The heaviest suffers in the seven
days were the Yorkshires, with 62
killed, 97 wounded and 2 missing;
Field artillery, 29 killed, 120
wounded; Lancashires, 30 killed, 79
wounded, § missing; South Africans,
27 killed, 60 wounded, 8 missing;
machine gun corps, 21 killed, 61
wounded; Welsh regiments, 33 kill-
ed, 160 wounded.

Among the officers of high rank,
Major General Ingouville-Williams
was killed, three brigadier-generals
were wounded and one colonel and
nine lieutenant-colonels were killed.

Berlin, Aug. 22.—Via London—-
Attacks on German positions in the
Somme and Verdun sectors on Sun-
day resulted in failure, the war of-
fice announced to-day. The state-
ment follows:

“North of the Somme several de-
sultory attacks west of Foureaux
(High) wood on the Clery-Maricourt
road, made by strong infantry forces
of the enemy from Ovillers and Poz-
ieres, and hand grenade attacks near
Maurepas were repulsed.

“On the right bank of the Meuse
(Verdun front) enemy forces which
were ready to make an attack north-
west of Thiaumont work, were pre-
vented by our artillery fire from
carrying out their object. At Thiau-
mont work itself and near Fleury,
strong hand grenade parties were
shot down by our infantry and mach-
ine gun fire.

New York, Aug. 21.—A Washing-
ton despateh to The Sun says:

“Over two thirds of the more than
a billion pounds of wood pulp im-
ported into the United States during
the fiseal year ending June 30, 1916,
and used in the manufacture of paper
came from Canada,” according to a
communication to the National Geo-
eraphic Society from John Oliver
LaGorce and issued by the society as
a bulletin in connection With the
government’s inquiry into the in-
creased in the cost of newspaper.

“The pulp importations for 1915-
16 have been 180,000,000 pounds
jess than for the previous iwelve
months, yet the aniount shipped to
as from Canada during the past year
was 150,000,000 pounds in excess of
her 1914-15 shipments.

“During the year just closed. near-
iy 70 per cent. of eur 1,135,090,000
pounds of pulp came from our neigh-
bor to the north, while most of the
remaining 30 per cent came from
Norway and Sweden.”

COST OF LIVING
1S STILL GOING UP

Being a Baby Now Is Much
More Expensive Than
in days of Yore.

London, Aug. 29.—(Correspond-
ence of the Associated Press)—It is
estimated that the all-round expendi-
ture on a baby born this year is
probably from $100 to $125 higher
than in 1914.

Food alone adds about $15 to the
year’s cost of the war-baby. . Milk
has gone up four cents a quart, and
it is said that the ayerage baby con-
sumes from 400 to 450 pints a year.
Baby foods are up about ten per
cent. Feeding bottles cost a third
more, and the methylated spirit for
heating the night’s feed has advanc-
ed from ten cents to 25 cents a pint.
