Rumors of incendiarism were dis-
posed of by Mayor Candler, who
said that an investigation had faii-
ed to disclose anything to substan-
tiate. that theory. v

Only one death was reported, that
of a woman who died from shock
but sixty or more persons suffered
minor injuries. . 3

The fire started in a storage
warehouse and fanned by a brisk
wind was carrigd to adjoining build
ings. Then it swept from house to
house in rapidly increasing area.

Water, chemicals and dynamite
used by the fire fighters of Atlanta
and other cities were ineffective un-
til midnight, when control was gain
ed as the blaze reached the out-
skirts of the city. From Edgewood
avenue, near the business section to
Ponce de Leon avenue, one of the
most exclusive residential districts
only ‘a succession of standing chim-
neys was -left.

Troops guarded the devastated
area -and firemen worked vigorous-
ly to quell small blazes which still
persisted.’ °

It showed that
Italy remained resolute, and not only
determined to prosecute the war with
vigor. but was in a condition to do
80. There fell down in a moment all
that crazy scaffolding ‘of suspicion
which our enemies seek to erect
around each one of our allies in turn
We all saw with joy that Italy was
as firm in the cause as the rocks of
her mountains. The French and Brit-
ish offensive,, by attracting and ab-
sorbing the German reserves,” has
greatly aided Italy. There certainly
was a risk before this event that
there might be an impertant Austro-
German combination against Italy.
After his experience last year, Gen.
Cadorna could not ignore the risk;
but now so many German divisions
in the west have had the stuffing
knocked out of them and so many
more from the reserves have been
drawn in that there is not much left
for a fresh operation.' The probabil-
ity that the Anglo-French offensive
| will continue on ‘the Somme lines
throughout the summer implacably
and remorselessly, and the possibil-
ity that next month may see the Rus-
sian armies at work will leave Ifaly
increased freedom to allow her once
more to remew her attacks on her
old enemy with redoubled vigor.

Ttalian ‘army may well be
proud.: These dominating positions,
rising 611 metres at Kuk and 652 at
Vodice, covered by the Isonzo, scar-
red by trenches and galleries of bat-
teries in every direction, might well
have appeared unassailable to the

Interesting Lecture By ,Capt‘
Cornélius on “Experien-

“ces at the Front”
——-@—

To those who last evening gather-
ed in'the school room of St. Jude’s
Church to hear Capt. J. R. Cornelius,
la.tely returned from the front, was
given one of the most intimate and
vivid descriptions of the life of our
meén overseas ‘that has yet beem lis-
tened to by a Brantford audience.
Capt. Cornelius related his story in
a light and vivacious manner that
greatly enhanced the attractiveness
of the tale. He was well assisted by
‘Miss Miller, elocutionist, of Hamil-
‘ton, who conducts a class at the Con-
servatory of Music here, and by Miss
Blsie Senn, the well known local
soloist.
+«Capt.-the Rev./C. B. Jeakins, act-
ling as chairman,: introduced the
speaker of ‘the evening as a former
fellow ‘officér of the 58th Battalion.
He well remembered, stated the:
chairman, the last meeting of three
Brantford officers beside a muddy
pool in France, when Capt. Cornel-
ius, Lieut. Harris Walsh and him-'
self had all chatted before
Jeakins left for home:

‘In commencing his address, Capt.
LCornelius explained his difficulty in
speaking by stating that the Ger-
mans had remoyed sixteen of his|
téeth by & swift i8 not painless pro-
cess.- As ‘a preludé to 'his message,
‘the speaker spoke briefly of some:of
his fellow officers and of the “Tom-
mies” of the 58th Battalion. Speak-
ing of Capt. Jeakins, he declared,
“There never was a battalion that
left Canada with a chaplain such as
Capt.. Jeakins,” and of Major Bal-
lachey he said, “Never in all ‘my
life did T know a man like Major
Ballachey.” Col, Genet, / Major
Hicks and Lieut. Wallace, he ¢char-
acterized -as “fine fellows.” The
speaker then proceeded to extol the
heroism of his men in the ranks, and
comforted the parents, relatives and
friends of the men who had made
the supreme sacrifice by recalling
the cause for which they had laid
down their lives, and the  courage,
stamina and manhood that had
prompted such action.

If you put your ear to the ground
you may hear the stealthy footsteps

The old scout-will arrive along with
war-time attendances and, more es-
ally, the wartime baseball tax, | ¢
said to be now en route, writes Ed. |3
Wray in the St. Louis Post-Dispatch.
If magnates see in the charge of
10 per cent. to be levied against

If magnates see in the charge of
10 per cent. to be levied ' against
their gross receipts for war revenue
purposes, the abolishment of profit,
their first move to correet this un-
tavorable change will be retieach-
ment.

This retrenchment would
save National teams six salaries, and
American league clubs nine.

In other words a $2,500 average,
ihe National league clubs could re-
trench $15,000 a year and the Am:-
erican $22,500.

But that isn’t all, Bo. If the play-
¢rs see the handwriting on the wall
blazing forth the slogan ‘“‘closed
zates,” they’ll consent to a reduct-
ion. Even if they don’t consent,
conditions are mow, such that the
magnate can coerce them, turning
them loose under the ten days’
clause.

Perhaps $15,000 more eould be
caved by stripping the salary list,
making a total saving in the Na-
tional of at least $30,000 and more
in the American. That would en-
able even the league’s weakling clubs
io get by without loss and even td
make a little money.

There is no Dave Fultz and no
ihird league for the players to fall
hack upon, now. Rather than close
their gates no doubt some such plan
would be adopted. And the players,
rather than be idle, would probably
consent—or enlist. In either case
Uncle Sam would get his.

The pardonable boaster was that
Enguerrand III., Sire de Coucy, who
built the castle. In five or six years
he built it, the strongest fortress in
France—a tour de force in construc-
tion for his day. made possible bv
fine contrivance in the working plaa
to the end of rapidity and by the
hew Cothic method of vaulting a
roof. i

It gave him what he wanted, an
impregnable retreat, a sqcure base
for lawless raids upon the country-
side. From its mighty keep he bul-
lied France in a circle half way tc
Paris. He spoiled the fat archibishops
whose lands fringed his demesne.
The prélate of Rheims went wailing
to the king.

In vain, “We can do no more for
you,"” confessed Enguerrand’s noim-
inal liege, “than pray our vassal the
Siro de Coucy to leave you unmol-
ested.”

Nor could be As Enguehrand im-
plied, his force was a match for ths
crown’s. He had fifty knights, which
meant 500 men at arms, and the
veomenry of the walled town which
the castle overlorded. The site of
the town was a tongue shaved ac-
clivitous plateau. The castle rose on
its lofty northernmost point. Thz
town might be stormed only from
the forest that covered the south-
eastward, gentler slope.

Indeed, Enguerrand’s words were
legible there a few weeks ago, on
the morning of March 21. .

Old
Coucy-de-Chateau, a, public monu-
ment, has meant a great deal to
France. The Germans had held it
too long. Abruptly, as they looked,
they saw it rise in the air, and ‘“‘re-
solve itself into a great cloud of
dust, which covered the trees and
grass around with a white limestone
deposit.” Minutes later the sound
of an awesome explosion reached
them. There is now on the word of
a correspondent who visited the
site, no more to be seen of Coucy-le-
Chateau than a flat heap of broken
stones. Kultur and T. N. T. succeed-
ed where Metezeau and saltpetre had
failed.

It was a monument to the feudal
days, their physical survival in our
own, the evidence for the legends, as
precibus to France and the world as
the song of Roland itself. It was his-
tory, romance. But there is no ro-
manece; romance is a morbid, senti-
mental thing, and history, 'as any
good Prussian will tell you, began for
the world at large in 1914, A.D., be-
tween July and August. And so what
was Coucy is part and parcel of the
surrounding kulturated landscapes,
the thorough' systematic desolation—
orchards felled or girdled, villages
7azed, useless non-combatants starv-

ed, useful ones (young women) Sa-

bine, raped into a nightmare, arable
acres blighted or flooded, canals
choked and the rest of it—Ileft be-
hind the retirement of the Germans.
It is difficult to imagine what their
object can have been. :

They seemed to have destroyed for
pure destl-uct_ien’s sake, as they de-
stroyed everything else—though not
in any exculpating frenzy, but out
of some profound philosophy of wan-
tonness.

We know
of nothing either in {“e monuments
of Roman antiquity or in modern
edifices, which possesses an appear-
ance at once so strikingly grand and
so stamped with the impress of pow-
er. . . .

“The second story consists of a
great well surrounded by a gall2vy.
The floor was raised some ten feet
above the pavement. Here it was
that the whole garrison assembled
when general orders had to be given
out.

Everything
therein which may be classed as a
matter of general use (such as seats,
steps of stairs) appears as if intend~
ed for a race larger than men,

Some years ago the French gov-
ernment took it over as publi¢ pro-
perty, placed guards to stop the spoli-
ation of the masonry and reinforced
the tower with steel bands.

Coucy-le-Chateau was off the beat-
en tracks 'of tourists. Baedeker star-
red it, but it meant a side trip whjch
few parties took; on the other hand
it. was always a shtine for students
of art and architecture, and medi-
aeval history and literature. The
now deserted village within the town
walls had before the war a popula-
tion of 600. There was not much to
see in the village except the bell tow-
er of a fourteenth century church,
built during the English domination
of ‘northern France. A sleeping lit-
tle community nestling along the
walls, dark and composed for fthe
night by 8 o’cleck. The nearest
town is Laon. The Laon gate in the
walls of Coucy-le-Chateau, the vil-
lage, has figured in the war news.

Before ’Enguerrand s time, says
Larousse, | the lexicographer, the site
of the caétle was occupied by a still
older fortress. built about 909 "y
Herve, archbishop of Rheims, as a
protection against the Normans w9
had reached the country of the Oise
and were threatening his diocese.

‘“The castle itself was not buiit
until the 13th century. Construction
must have been very rapid from
1225 to 1230.

“Chateau-le-Coucy has been sev-
eral times besieged. The town has
played its part in these events. More
than one monarch has honored the
castle with his presence. In 1393
Charles VI passed some days there.
In 1411 the place was besieged by
the Burgundians. The governor, com-
manded to surrender, replied with a
hot fire from the towers and em-
brasures, but at the . end of three
months he decided to yield, and
made the evacuation with all mili-
tary honors. At the peace of 1412,
the castle came under the power of
the Duke of Orleans.

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VEGETABLE SOUP

Four 1bs. edgebone. Boil in three
quarts water, 2 tablespeonfuls bar-
ley. Boil together 3 hours. One cup
carrots, 1 cup parsnips, 1 cup tur-
nips, 1 1-2 cups cabbage, 1 _onion,
4 potatoes. i

Cut all of the above very small.
Salt and pepper to taste. Put veget-
ables in ‘and boil one hour and po-
tatoes 15 minutes before removing
the soup from the fire. If they are
cooked too long they will mush.

CONSOMME.

Three lbs. of beef (poorer part of
the round), 1 lb. marrowbone, 3
Ibs. knuckle of veal, 3 lbs. fowl, 4
quarts of water, carrot, turnip, cel-
ery, 1-3 cup of each cut in dice; 1-3
cup of sliced onion; 1 tablespoonful
salt; 6 cloves; 6 peppercorns; two
sprigs of parsley; 3 eggs; whites and
shells; 1 .saltspoon celery seed; rind
and juice of one lemon. Wipe and
cut the meat and bones into small
pieces. Put the bones and part of the
meat in the kettle with 4 quarts of
cold water. Heat slowly. Cook the
carrot, turnip, onion and celery in
butter 5 minutes. Then brown the
remainder of the meat. Add onions,
meat, herbs, spices, vegetables. Sim-
mer until the meat is in rags. It will
take 7 or 8 hours. Strain and when
cold remove the fat. Add the whites
and shells of the eggs, celery seed,
lemon juice, and salt and pepper if
needed. When well mixed heat it and
boil 10 minutes. Strain through the
finest strainer. Serve clear or - with
wine or lemon,

Cook a knuckle of veal covered
with cold water. Let it simmer two
hours. Remove the veal. Add rice to
the broth. When rice is soft, season
to taste.
