Ottawa, Dec. 14.—On the basis of
imports for consumption and eéxports
of domestic products only, Canada’s
igreign trade for the five months end-
ing November 30th last amounted to
$150,892, 488, an increase ol $11,-
6.8, 765 compnred with the same
Imports, exclud-
ing coin and bullion, aggregated $86 -
840,081, being a gain of §6, 352,736.
The gain was in dutiable goods, free
imports showing a slight falling off.

| Bxports totalled $101,523,495, or $6,-

727,497 more than_for the same five
monihs of 1001. The total ekperts,
leaving coin and bullion out of the
question;—exceeded the total imperts
by $14,683,414. Exports for - the
month of Nmemeber only declined by
a little over $1,000,000, the reduction
being in products of the mine and
animals and. their produce.
