MOUTH SYDNEY'S BUSINESS DISTRICT 
DEVASTATED 3T FIRE

J. D. ChambersNorth Sydney—May 4—One of the 
most disastrous fires in the history 
of this town, started here this morn­
ing about two o’clock, and before it 
was checked by the firemen, had 
practically swept the entire busi­
ness section of the town, creating 
damage to the extent of approxim­
ately $200,000, and resulting in tbe 
death of Percy Sayce, who was 
burned to death in his room at the 
Vendôme Hotel, which was among 
the buildings destroyed.
