_having Capernaum thie-céntre from
which he prosecuted his labors. He
had already been rejected at Nazareth
(Luke 4: 16-30), and he was soon to
.experience a second rejection there.
On the Sabbath he followed his usual
custom of attending the synagogue
_services. He was generally given large
!liberty in speaking to the people on
‘these occasions, and in Nazareth he
began to tell the good news of /the
{kingdom. His hearers were largely
'his acquaintances, and they were sur-
D at his utterances. They won-
! dery it he-should have the -ability
to-speak'as he did, and they could not
"undorata.nd how he had the power to
'perform the many miracles which he
{bad wrought. They had known him
]uimvly as““'the carpenter, the son of
Mary, the brother of James, and Joses,
and of Juda and Simon,” and his sis-
ters were residents of their village.
{ Because they knew him thus, they
iseemed unable to know him in his su-

perior powers, “and they were offend-
ied at him,” or ‘“caused to stumble.”
!He repeated what he had previously
‘sald, ‘A prophet is not without honor,
"pbut in his own country, and among his

own kin, and in hia own house.”

1I. Sending the gospel abroad (vs.
7-13, 30, 31.). 7. tue twelve—These
were the twelve whom Jesus chose to
be his personal companions and his
apostles. There were twelve to cor-
respond to the number of the tribes
... lsrael. They had been called be-
fore the Sermon on the Mount was
delivered, and had been under the in-
, fluence and instruction of Jesus pre-
i paratory to going forth in his name.
They were men of widely differing
capabilities and dispositions, but the
Master empcwered them to accomplish
the work to which he appointed them.

* began to send them forth by two and
two—Jesus sent them out in compan-
ies of two each in different directions
that they might cover a large amount
of territory. Gelkie says, “They were
not fo go alone. Each must have a
companion to give counsel and help to
each other in difficultics, and to cheer
each other on the way.” ‘There is
strength in companionship. When the
Church of Antioch sent out the first
miscionaries they semt two together,
Barnabas and Paui Jesus directed the
six companies not to go into the ter-
ritory of the Gentiles, but to the
Jews, whom he has pleased to call
“{he lost sheep of the house of Israel.”
Salvation must first be offered to the
chiidren of Abraham. power over un-
clean spirits—Jesus gave his disciples
authority and power to, do the mar-
veldus works whick he had been do-
ing for the relief of the afflicted.
Their commission, as given more fully
in Matt. 10: 7, 8, swas, “As yo go,
preach, saying, The kingdom of heaven
is at hand. Heal the sick, cleanse the
lepers, raise the dead, cast out devils:
freely ve have received, freely give.”
The apostles must not commercialize
their mission and make it a means of
financial gain. They were to show
forth the spirit of the gospel as well
as its power. 8. take nothing for their
journey—They were to depend wupen
the hospitality of those among whom
they were to labor, Oriental hospital-
ity is proverbial. It is said that a.
stranger might enter a village, and he
would be the guest of the whole com-
munity. During his sojourn one after
another of the villagers would invite
pim to cat with them. The apostles
weie to  be tought a lesson of faith,
Their master had assured them thst
the workman was worthy of his liv-
ing (Matt. '9: 10), and they were to
trust him. save a staff onlv—Tho=se
who has staves should take them, bﬁt\
if, any 'ere without them, they
should 20t provide themsclves with
them yee Matt, 10: 10. “The staff was
indjcative of their calling as travellers
and of tkeir missicn as shephayds,
caring foF the lost sheep of thé house
of lsrael. mno scrip—The scrip was
a small travelling bag in which might
be carried food or articles needful on
a journey. 9. be shod with sandals—
The sandals of the peasants of Galijee
were simple pieces of palwigbark, shap-
ed to protect itnc bottoms of the feet
and fastened on with thongs or strips
of leather.

10. Jn what place soever ye enter
into an house—Before entering a house
in any place they were directed to in-
quire who in it was worthy (Matt. 10;
11). They weres.seeking the lost and
especially those who would be most
susceptible to the gospel appeal. There
abide—“Go not from house to housge”
(Luke 10; 7). The apostles were
warned against making their mission a
round of eating and drinking and
social visits. Their one business was
to spread the gospel. 11. Whosocver
shall not receive You—The twelve
must be forewarned. They must
know that they and their labors wouid {
not be everywhere welcomed. Their
would be some who would reject the
gospel and Christ’'s messengeys. Shake
off the dust under your feet, etc.—
This would be a declaration that the
gospel of the kingdcim had been offer-
ed tn the people and that they had ve-
jected it,(hence the messengers had
fulfilled their mission and the re-
sponsibility was thrown back upon the
People. Paul and Barnabus did this
at®Antioch in Pisidia (Acts 13; 51).
“The Jewish maxim, that cven the
very dust of a heathen land brought
defilement with it, added to the signi-
ficance of this protest.” — Ellicott.

12. And they went—Read the ac-
counts in Matt. 10; 1-42 and Luke 9:
1-6 Yor more complete directions which
the disciples ieceived from their Mas-
ter before they undertook +ihe great
mission. In the Tace of all the oppo-
sition that awaited them, the apostles
went forth to accomplish great things
for *im. Preached that men should
repent—John the Baptist in preparing
the way for the coming of Jesus
preached repentance, When Jesus nnd-
erlook hig public ministry he placed
emphasis upon repentance. When he
tent forth his apostles to spread the.
gospel he gave them a commission to
preach repentance. The entrance into
the kingdom ot Jesus Christ is by the
way of repentance and faith. To re-
pentis to change one's attitude toward
sin. It inclines sorrow for sin and a
purpcseful turning away from it. To
repant in the true sense of the word
one must have a deep sense of the
heinousaess of sin. True repentance
and true faith in Christ will result in
a renewed heart and a transformad
life. 13. Cast out many devils—They
exercised the power that Jesus had
given them and the demon-possessed
received full deliverance. Nothing
here indicates that Jcsus gave the
apostles authority or nower to forgive
sins. The authority is not given to
man. Anointed with o0il—0il was
cousidered a remedial agency.

30. Apostles gathered themselves
together—After the apostles had com-
pleted the mission upon which they
had been sent, they joyfully returned
to the Master to report to him upon
their work. Told Him all things —
They had been obedient to his com-
mands and results - attended their
ministry. They had delivered the
message He had given them and had
healed the sick. 31. After this sea-
son of public labor it was time .for
rest and for further instruction from
the Master. The people were throng-
ing round Him and retirement was
necessary if there was to be a period
of rest.

I. Under the first apostolic ministry,
The twelve disciples now first became
aposties. Their sending forth was a
nrelude to thelr lifelong mission to be
fulfilled after their Lord’s ascension,
They had now been long enough with
the Master not only to have imbibed
much of his spirit, but to have learned
the nature of his ministry and to have
entered into its inethods. There is &
beautiful combifiation of meekness
and dignity in ‘the Master’s instrue-
tions. He had “many things to say”
unto his disciples and was ever draw-
ing them into closer sympathy with
himself and into a higher sense of
individual responsibility, They were
to be in a peculiar sense his represen-
tatives and ambassadors. Theyv were
to tell of a life of a person through
whem they had known God. The
apostleship involved testimony, moral
appeal and supernatural power, It in-
volved a d@ivine communion and a
human fellowship. ¥Kndued with mir-

COOLNESS OF LOUIS BOTHA.

His Nerve In Dealing With a Savage
Zulu Chieftain.

A story of the cool daring of General
Louis Botha, whose name is“so iuti-
mately associated with dramatic epi-
sodes in the history of South Africa,
appears in his biography written by
Harold Spefider. It happened oue win-
ter when young Botha had taken sheep
for pasturage across the Drakensberg
mountains and down to “the wurmer
coast Jands, which were still in the
! grip of the Zulus.

One tranquil day a young native
{ rushed into Botha's camp. He breath-
lessly warned the young Boer to fly
and save his life. Mapelo was *‘out.,”
The most bloodthirsty of-all the ruf-
fianly gangs that were then ravaging
Zululand was the well mounted and
weH armed gang of Mapels. Only an
hour or two before, said the native, he
| had cut the throat of a missionary at
! the old mission station, about six miles
from Botha’s camp. The native him-
self had just left the body of the un-
happy man lying still and warm on his
own dining room table.

Botha had little time to make up his
mind, but one thing was clear—he
could not desert his sheep. Most of
them belonged to his brothers. So he
began to prepare to face the raider.
Looking at his bandoleer, he found to
i, bis dismay that he had only one car-
tridge left. Scarcely had he discovered
i the fact when a troop of Zulu horse-

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THESSALY, LAND OF WAR.

No Historg-ef Its Own but Scene
~ of Many Battles.

—

Students of the ancient history of
Greeco will once more discover some
use for their knowledge in viewing the
allied campaign near Saloniki, Thes-
saly, says the Christian Science Moni-
tor, is the district of Northern Greece
between Macedonia .and the more
purely Hellenic eection to the south,
and between the hill country of Epirus
and the Aegean Sea, so, at any  rate,
. geographers would describe it. Just
twenty years ago, when the Greek
troops were flying in disorder across
its plains, hard pressed by ‘the vie-
torious forces of Edhem Pacha, all the
world was hearing about Thessaly.

War was doing then wiat it always
does, that is, teaching people geogra-
phy, and such places as Larissa and
such nalural features as the Pindus
Mountains become household words;
while Ossa and Pelion stepped out of

Now to«day. 5 the French forces,
moving down . .. Saloniki, cross the
River Salamvria, enter Larigssa and
proceed systematically to the occupa-
tion of the whole province, attention
is drawn once again to this old land
amid the world’s o!d lands. Curiously
enough, however, although aa old land,
‘Thessaly has no reuily impertant his-
tory, aud it has never been the home
of a great people. Its history, indeed,
18 closely connected with iis geogra-
phy.

The great fertile plain has ever of-
fered a gsore temptation to the people
of tho hills which surroundead it, and
it was justly this fortility which first
induced the Thessalians to_teave their
homes in the hi of Epirus and de-
scend into the rich country which lies,
some sixty miles saguare, hetween the
Pindus in the west ang the continu-
ous line of Ossa and Pelion in the east.

WHY IS A CAT’S TAIL,

say the fact thet the tail is a valuable
orcament. The cat without one is a
sorry sight. But there are thgose who
mainiain that the tail serves tno cat
as a sort of gvroscope, balancing the
body in leapimg, says the FPopular
Science Monthly.

This cannot be wholly true, for Manx
cats get along very well without tails,
ang rabbits have no use for them at
all, Yet both the Manx cats and rab-
bits do a lot of leaping. After all, it
looks as if the tall is only an orna-
ment, unless it i3 a kind of eafety
valve for expression in exciting times.

Of course thers are instances where
the tail serves gome purpose other than
that of art. The monkey finds his use-
ful as a sort of fifth leg; the horse
ases his as a fly swatter; as does the

The lagoons produce a weed or
grass that grows from the bottom
and is knows Mcally as paiste. Im-
mediately upem entering the lagoon=z
the shrimp begim feeding upon this
weed so that in seasonable years the
average length of the shrimp increas-
es to about 4 1-2 inches.

Unlike the ordinary specles of fish,
shrimp move with the currents of wa-
ter in which they are found. There-
fore the fishermen watch for the ris-
ing of the tide to open the entrances
through the dams and the falling of
the same to close them.

When the shrimp have reached full
growth in the lagoons the fishermen
set their traps and again utilize the
force of the tids, this time the out-
going ome, in making the catch. At
each trap, if tifere are men enough,
one man uses a wort of basket fasten-
ed to the end of a pole with which to
dip the shrimp from the trcp-and de-
posit them in @ canoe. Generally sev-
eral cance loads ‘are taken to camp
by each man @t each tide, making it
possible for a few men to gather sev-
eral tons in a day.

Many of the swmaller operators in
the shrimp imdustry catch with nets
ranging from 169 to 400 feet in length,
either in the lagoons or in llow
water along the open seashore.

‘When the shrimp season is good, as
is usually the case, it ia not uncom-
mon for 10 men $o catch 20 tons of
shrimp in @ period of eight hours, us-
ing the hand nets. Of course, this
success can he sttained oaly on such

A Londox, cable: Stirring thumb-
nail sketches of individual bravery are
related to-night in the Gagzette in
conferring the Distinguished Conduct
Mecdal on Canadian Sergeant Anderson
Eaton, Machine Guns, and Sergeant
H. D. Niven, wio received the decora-
tion mainly for carrying wounded
under heavy fire.

Eaton carried no fewer than eight
men to the dressing station. Niven got
a wounded man away three miles
when he himself was wounded by two

‘shells, which also wounded a driver,

killed four horses and smashed t':ree
WAEonS.

Sergt. R. S. Hackett, Sergt.-Major
Hersee, Sergt. Waghorn, all Machine
Guns, received medals for keeping guns
going under thrilling circuamstances.

Hackett was in charge of four guns
of an eight-gun battery. Only one offi-
cer survived, and the crews were re-
duced to two per gun, but Hackett dug
his guns out as they were buried by
shell fire,

Hersee did the same with four guns
when the officer was kiled. Wag-
horn did likewise. and further dug out

six men and dressed their wounds.

Washington despatch: The Serbian
Press Bureau made public on Monday
the following from the Central Serbian
Press Bureau in Geneva:

“A correspondent who is very tsust- -
worthy has just sent from one of the .

pacifist manoeuvres of Count Czernin
are only intended to throw dust in the
cyes of the Allies. and that Austria is
feverishly assembling all her forces to
continue the war.
