The conservation movement, as
was natural, was at first most con-
spicuously identified with the con-
servation of our forests and our water
power, but it must extend beyond the
forests and water power. It must
more immediately concern itself with
the conservation af the soil, for even
our brief history tells us that fertile
fields may become abandoned farms
through other causes tham Jlack of
rainfall. —Governor Frank O. Low
den, of Illinois, in inaugural address

Underline this and do not forget it—there are
two great lessons to be learned from the rapid-
ity with which prices are advancing; first, the
only place at which you can get goods at prices
which will not change before the goods are
vours, is in your home town where there ar¢ no
delays; second, you can buy goods cheaper at
home today than you can abroad because most
of the provincial merchants have-stocked up at
the lower prices, and as their stocks are not
cleaned out as quickly as are those of the big city
merchants, who of course have to buy in again
at the higher prices, the provincial merchant has
the advantage.

HOUSE FLY DANGER

House files are recognized
dangerous carriers of
such diseases as typhoid fe , infan-
tile diarrhoea, tuberculosis, etc. From
filth and decaying materials, they car-
ry infection (o the home and to the
food which we eat. The best method
to exterminate flies is to prevent their
breeding. House-flies breed in decay-
ing or decomposing vegetable uud
animal matter and in excrement. Sta-
ble refuse is especlally attractive to

Kitchen refuse s a favorite breed
ing place for flles, and great care
should be taken to keep garbage cans
tightly covered. The contents should
be buried or burnt at once, if possible.
No refuse should be left exposed. If
it cannot be disposed of at once it
ghould be sprinkled with borax, as
described above, or with chloride of
Jime, Windows and doors should be
screened to keep flies out of the
sick rooms and to prevent the spread
of diseage by this means

But all thig springe
frem the landing of Maisonneuve and |
his associates in May, 1648,

The Island of Montreal was visited
by Jacques Cartier In 1535, and near-
Iy a hundred years passed before an.
other white man came., On the 28th
of May, 1611, S8amuel de Champlain
Janded with another Frenchman and
ap Indian, He seems to have explol
ed the shore line as far as the Rapids,
but finally decided that the best place
for a settlement was a little strip of
meadowland, to which he gave the
name of Place Royale, Incidentally,
it was de Champlain who. first advo-
cated the cutting of what is now the
Fanama Canal, in 1600,

Thirty years later, plans were per-
fected for the founding of the settie-
ment, which was called in advance,
Ville-Marie de Montreal for Mount-
royal. De Maisonneuve was ap-
peinted leader of the little party
mmluling of about a score of people.
They set sall from France in a small
piunace, landing at Quebec on the
bth of May.
