Nusuleun lay there bleed-
ing, it is said, until the camp boarding
boss dragged him across the field to a
ditch, 50 yards away.

When Mr. Protich learned the story
the police were notified, and Chief Twias,
County Coustable Sinclair and Protich
started from the City Hall at 10 o'clock
last night for Waterdown, in a rig, each
carring a loaded revolver, for they feared
trouble before they had arrested the al-

So well pleased is Engineer Macallum
with the success of the air pressure
system used to pump water to the east
end mountain top, which was tested
yesterday, that he will likely recommend
the Fire and Water Committee, when
it is ready to take up the question of
& high pressure fire system, to consider
the advisability of installing the air
pressure system in the districta where
heavy pressure is required. The air
pressure system, the invention of John
Montgomery, one of the Canadian
Northern engineers, has been used suc-
cessfully on the company’s road, replac-
ing wind mills and pumps, which proved
costly to' maintain. The system in-
stalled here was on a larger scale than
anything attempted yet, and Mr. Mont
gomery endeavored to make it exceed
expectations, as on its success much de
pended. The satisfactory tests yester
day will result in the formation of a
company, backed by Mackenzie & Mann,
to put the invention on the market. It
promises to revolutionize things in high
pressure fire systems. Instead of the
costly systems now in use it iz claimed
that by installing these air tanks
around the city it is possible without
laying any new pipes to get the desired
pressure at a fraction of the cost of
the systems now in use.

City Engineer Macallum was so well
I\I(-nﬁd with the test that he did not
esitate to advise the city to take the
system over. The contract was for #6,

Success of Mountain Water Plant Likely to
; Revolutionize Fire Service.

MUST PART
FROM WIFE.

The Order Deports Greathead’s
Family, Leaves Him Free.

Strange Mix-Up Results From
Controversy Over Case.

Government  Official Coming to
Adjust the Matter.

An immigration officer is on the
way here to straighten out the mix-
up over the case of Albert Greathead,
junior, the deaf mute, for whose de-
portation the city demanded an order,
after his mother on his behalf ap-
pealed for assistance, explaining he
couldn’t get work, being unable to
make himself understood. The city
officials say the department has got
the matter hopelessly tangled as the
result probably of the correspondence
that passed with those who interest-
ed themselves on his behalf.

Yesterday a letter was received from
Superintendent W. D. Scott saying
that the part of the order referring
to Greathead was rescinded, but the
balance of the order for the deporta-
tion of his father, mother and a small
child, remained in fofce and that an
officer would be here shortly to take
them away.

This was a surprise to the city of-
ficials. Greathead’s father has been
dead two years and his mother has
been in the country too long to be
deported. The order should have
read for Greathead himself, his wife
and two small children. The only
explanation the city officials can of-
fer is that the department got mixed
up over the correspondence with St.
George’s Society.

The city was quite surprised to
hear that the order had been rescind-
ed without the relief depsgtment hav-
ing an opportunity to prefmnt its side
of the case. Mayor McLaren wired
vesterday demanding that copies of
all the correspondence in connection
with the case be forwarded so that
the city may know on what represen-
tations the order was cancelled.

Mayor McLaren said to-day that if
any members of the family replied
\to the city for relief they would be
turned over to St. George's Society.

In the meantime with the order as
it stands the man’s wife and children
are in danger of being deported, while
Greathead, is free to remain in the
country.

ACQUITTAL
OR PERJURY.

Freedom or a Long Term Prom-
ised Joseph Lewis.

]ames Fuller Committed For Trial
For Robbery.

City By-law Cases In Magisirate’s
Court This Morning.

If it eventually transpires that Joseph
Lewis, 100 Cannon street west, colored,
is not telling the truth about a basket
of grapes he is accused of stealing, he
will be further charged with perjury,
and the Magistrate intimated that Lewis
would see the inside of a jail for a term
of years.

Defendant said he and a farmer with
whom he had worked went into the
Maple Ieaf Hotel last night and had
a few drinks, and Campbell told him
to take a basket of grapes, and pointed
to his wagon, but did not go with him
to pick them ont.

W. H. Ransbury said as he was re-
turuing from the Deering works Ward
made a complaint to him that he had
been robbed.

The police say Ainsboro left the eity
immediately after the affair took plur;.
A warrant has been issued for his ar-
rest.

CARD CATALOGUE FOR RECIPES.
I have an index card box such as they
use in offices and libraries fitted on
slides under a pantry shelf. In this I
file away cooking and baking recipes
and household information that I clip
from the papers and magazines, and
deem practical and valnable enough to
preserve. On the face of each card,
which is cut from bristol board, appears
a single reﬂpo All the cards are filed
and indexed alphabetically according to
subject—as bread, cake, curry, cookie,
chowder, doughnuts, etc. To mark the
divisions tab cards showing these words
conspicuously are inserted. In this way
1 find what I need far more readily
than with the ordinary cook hook. Be-
sides I can take out each card when
necessary, or when I wish to loan or
copy it, and whenever I find a new
recipe that particularly appeals to me
T have it entered under the proper head.
BREAD RAISING.

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BUCHAN DEAD.

Veteran of Riel Rebellion and Boer
War Passes Away.

Had Distingaished Career and Many
Homors Ceifessed on Him.

Montreal, Oet. - Brigadier-General
Lawrence Buchan, C. M. G., contmander
of the Quebec division of the Canadian
forces, died this morning at the Royal
Victoria Hospital, where he was re-
moved a few deys ago, suffering from
a severe attack of pieuro-puenmonia,
from which it was realizea a couple of
days a he would not recover. Mrs.
and Miss Buchan were summoned, and
were at his side when death came.
“Fighting Larry,” as he was familiarly
known ameng military friends, was in
his 63rd year, and had a most distie-
guished wilitary career. He started his
military career in the Queen's Own, To-
ronto, thirty-seven years ago. He dis-
tinguished himself in the Riel rebellion,
where he once came so near death that
his horse was shot under him. Later he
joined the Canadian permanent forces,
and held several commands, including
St. John's and Fredegicton. In the Boer
war he shared with other Canadians the
honors of Paardeburg and other engage-
ments, and was mentioned in the des-
patches and received a medal with
@wasps. General Buchan was created C.
M. G. in 1900, snd in 1908 was raised
to the rank of brigadier-general.

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C.P.R. NEW STOCK.

The Annual Mee_ﬁnx— Was a Happy
Affair.

Montreal, Oct. 6.—The annual meet-
ing of the C. P. R. was held at noon
to-day, with Sir William Van Horne in
the chair, Sir Thomas Shaughnessy
made an important announcement re-
garding issue of new stock. He stated
that the issue of $30,000,000 stock would
take place on November 15th, and would
be allotted in the proportion of one
share of new stock to every five shares
keld by shareholders. The new stock
would be issued at 125.
The meeting was a most satisfactory
one in every way. Cash in hand from
sale of lands and townsites is now $14,-
000,000 and deferred payments exceed
$£18,000,000. These sums result largely
from irrigation projects carried on by
the C. P. R.
While the issue of the new $30,000,000
of C P. R. stock was the most import-
ant issue before the meeting to-day,
thero were other features of more than
ordinary interest. One of these was
the leasing of the Orford Mountain Rail
way. A resolution confirming the lease
of this railway by the company for a
period of 999 years was moved by Mr.
Scott, and seconded by Mr. Robert Re-
ford.
A mew by-law referring to spitting
on the floors of cars, enabling officials
todeal summarily with certain cases and
providing a fine of $40 was adopted.
At the annual meeting the report of
the directors was unanimously adopted.
David MeNicoll, Chas. R. Hosmer, Hon.
tobt. McKay and Hon. James Duns-
muir were re-elected.
In moving the adoption of the report,
the president said: “T beg to submit
for your consideration and approval the
twenty-eighth annual report of the com-
pany.
“The gross receipts for the year were
just as large as we had reason to expect,
but the working expenses were abnor
nslly heavy, due in part, as explained
in the annual report, to the additional
mileage included in the traffic returns
and in a greater measure to other con-
ditions that could not well be contin-
ued.
“Abundant crops harvested in almost
every section of the territory served by
your lines and the certainty of a very
large westbound merchandise traffie,
there is reason to anticipate a substan-
tial increase in the total earnings for the
eurrent yvear, as well as an improvement
in the ratio of working expenses.”

LYLE SPEAKS.

Torento University a Joke.

Toronto, Oct. 7.—The need for more
adequate facilities for architectural ed-
ucation was strongly emphasized at the
banquet in the National Club last night,

which followed the second annual as-
sembly of the Royal Architectural Insti-
tute of Canada.
Mr. J. M. Lyle, Toronto, formerly of
Hamilton, who responded to the toast
of the “Toronto Architectural Society,”
claimed that in the past the architec-
tural profession had not received the
consideration it merited at the hands of
the Government and the public. The
architect, he said, had been classed as a
sort of mechanic, whereas the profession
was one of the most difficult and com-
plicated, and demanded qualifications
as high as any of the other trained pro-
fessions. He strongly urged the insti-
tute to consider ways and means of se-
curing better educational facilities for
those entering the profession than exist-
ed at the present time. McGill College
had a good architectural course, but, so
far as the University of Toronto was
concerned, architects had expressed the
opinion that the education given there
was a joke. That was not the fault of
Mr. Wright, who had done everything in
his power to improve the facilities.
What was wanted was a chair of archi-
tecture, and the institute might endeav-
or to use its influence in guiding public
opinion in that direction. Mr. Lyle also
suggested that the time had arrived
when the hatchet which had been so fre-
quently flourished by certain of the al
lied societies might be buried, and when
the various hodies associated with the
institute might devise a uniform policy
and try to get something done that
would raise the status of the profession
as a whole.
Mr. Edmund Burke, Toronto, endorsed
Mr. Lyle's remarks. Tt was a erying
shame, he declared, that the architects
had no better facilities for higher edu-
cation than those afforded by the office.

The city has no use for the buildings,
and Mr. Lutz will be allowed to remove
them by the first of January. Mr. Lutz
gave the committee an option at the
price quoted.

SCOTT CASE.

Would Have Preferred a Verdict to
a Disagreement.

Jm'b;lv_udlhkqd'.
tal Talks About Trial.

{Special Despatch to the Times.)

London, Ont., Oct. 7.—The general feel.
ing in the Scott case is that it would
have been much better had the jury
brought in a verdict. Sympathy alone
prevented them from - agreeing, and
legal men point out that in three months
much of this would have died down. The
jury took three votes, and at the end
stood seven for manslau and five
for acquittal. On the first vote only
three were for acquittal. Both sides
bad champions, and for three hours they
battled, until the foreman, seeing no
chance of agreeing, E :

Several of the jury were strongly of
the opimion that Mr. Justice Latchford
had not dealt altogether fairly with
Mrs. Seott in not allowing evidence of
names she had been called by Harvey
Seott to be presented. “I was for ac-
quittal.” said one juryman, “and, how
any man could think otherwise puzzles
me. Mrs. Seott had led a dog's life for
years. She had her father-im-law up in
court and got no satisfaction. Her hus-
band was no man at all, and gave her no
protection. What was she to do? [T
would have done the shooting long ago.”

Mre. Seott’s friends were very confi-
dent that she would be acquitted, and
special constables were in readiness to
prevent any demounstration in case she
had been.

RAISED RATE

Why the Bank of England Incrons
ed Discount Rate.

London, Oet. 7.

The Governars of the
Bank of England to-day raised the min-
imum discount rate from 2!, per cent.
to 3 per cent. This is the first change
since the first day of April, *when it
was reduced from 3 per cent.

It was decided to raise the rate to 3
per cent. owing to the large inroads
on the bank’s reserve already made by
exports to Egypt, which were necessars
for the financing of the cotton erop and
the Argentine withdrawals. The gov-
ermors were unable to offsét these by
fresh arrivals from the mines owing
to the sustained demand from Russia,
which absorbed available quantities
week after week, preventing the pank
from building up the reserve, A fresh
element in the situation, however, wun-
doubtedly helping the directors in their
decision, is yvesterday’s deeline in New

{ York exchange on London, the recent

sharp rise in money and the calling of
loans in New York, which will probably
necessitate the withdawal of gold for
that quarter against finance paper,
which has been placed here some time
ago. and the number of fresh bills still
coming forward. The higher rate, al-
though it was expected soon, was mot
generally’ looked for to-day. The in-
creased rate had little effect on the
_*lnrk exchange beyond a fractional eas-
ing of American securities.
