many and valuable services to his Party and 
the country. His great legal talents made 
him almost an oracle in legal matters, and 
when he spoke on such subjects his words 
carried the greatest possible weight with 
them. He did not often take a very promi­
nent part in matters which were purely 
political, and if as a politician his career was 
not quite as brilliant as his career at the 
Bar, it was not because he did not possess 
the talents necessary to achieve the highest 
eminence in politics, bat that hk time was 
largely engrossed with his extensive law 
business, which he always regarded as 
having a fftet claim upon him.

In matters pertaining to the Church of 
England, of which he was a devoted member, 
he was always an active worker.

As a kind 
mediator between persons of all ranks 
and degrees, in matters now of vast im­
portance, at another time of a mere tri­
vial nature, he was often a public as well 
as a private benefactor ; and his arbitra­
ment was universally respected. He was 
no respecter of persons, in the sense that 
rich and poor, young and old, alike found 
in him one ready to sacrifice his own time 
to the relief of their wants, or the ad­
vancement of their interests.

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THE STANDARD IN NOVA 
SCOTIA.

It is very desirable that in a country 
under one Government one monetary 
currency and one standard of weights and 
measures should prevail. Since Confed­
eration discrepancies in these matters 
have been nearly, if not quite, removed, 
and the obvious advantage of a “dull 
“ level ” established. Even if the mini­
mum coin on which the currency hinges, 
or the measure of weight or capacity 
which be taken as the factor, should not 
be the very best which could theoretically 
be selected for the purpose, yet the con­
venience of uniformity is so great that 
people wisely prefer to secure that advan­
tage in preference to waiting until Parlia­
mentary Committees and International 
Commissions shall have agreed upon a 
basis that, is, in the abstract, absolutely 
irreproachable, but, in practice, probably, 
absolutely useless. In these matters the 
standard need not be perfection ; soi 
thing short of that will meet the require­
ments of the case. In morals, however, 
there is a right and there is a wrong ; a 
gulf is fixed between the two, and what is 
not one is the other. Every creed and 
every nation has its own standard. As 
Christians we profess to have àn infallible 
guide in these matters. In pate ages the 
most thoughtful races established a stan­
dard for themselves, whether it were an 
abstract entity representing their 
ideal of virtue or an immor­
talized hero, who, like Buddha, 
approached nearest to their conception of 
the good and the true. By this standard 
they measured themselves, and though 
they, like ourselves, fell far short of its re­
quirements, still the very fact of theirideal 
of supreme excellence being a high one 
admittedly exercised a very beneficial and 
elevating effect. In these days, in this 
Canada of ours, to pass muster, to be no 
worse than your neighbours, to be tarred 
with no blacker brush than other frail 
and far from blameless mortals, is appar­
ently the summum bonum after which our 
mental and moral capacity is able to strain. 
The professions of the “ party of parity,” 
—how hollow and hypocritical they are 
proved to have been Canada is well aware. 
When any delinquency has been brought 
home to these “ elevators,” their last 
resource, when completely cornered, has 
always been to allege that there is a pre­
cedent in their opponents’ conduct for 
their own enormities. We have taken, 
and successfully too, every occasion to 
rebut their calumnies, and have left throe 
purists without even the small satis­
faction which a tv quoque affords 
to feeble minds, allowing them, howe 
to remain in possession of the discredit 
of having appealed to a low human stan­
dard as justification of iniquity. 
Like breeds like. Nova Scotia has been 
afflicted for several years with the in­
cubus of a Government whose policy 
consisted in hatred and vituperation of 
the ab’e men who conceived and carried 
to perfection the union of the several 
Provinces, and in an undisguised love 
of office.

At
the end, dressed in a cotton gown and muslin
cap, and wearing an apron with a pap of 
pockets, she collected the money due from 
her customers, each of whom she hoped wa* 
satisfied with what she had set before him.

Many telf-terdv plants will stand safe- 
ly in open ground during winter if properly 
pretactad, or, fa otter words, if the tops are 
shaded and tte roots well secured from 
changée of temperature. The Pampas 
Gram and Crape Myrtle are examples of this 
dam of pirate, and, while small a barrel 
turned over them, with the spaces between 
•ad around the limbe well filled in with 
evergreen twigs and leaves, answers an ex­
cellent purpose. As they increase fo size, 
however, a large box may be built around 
tte pirate, to be filled in aa above, rad then 
roofed over to preserve them from exces­
sive rains. In tte first plaoe, a liberal 
mulch of long, strawy manure should be 
placed over tte surface of tte soil to keep 
tte mote well protected from excessive 
frost.
