Marshfield, Or., Feb. 3—George
R. Wasson, whose funeral has jus
been beld, was one of the olaes:
pioneers in Coos county. He caw:
to Coos Bay when there were onl
17 white men here. He was the
first logger in the county and built
the first saw mill in the county.
He was a veteran of the Indian

wars, a good miaer snd was at one |

time the richest man in Coos coun
ty. Most of the early progress of |
this part of the state was due tl
his efforts

Mr. Wasson was born at Blis~-
field, New Brunswick, September |
6th, '1823. When the California

old fever begaun he started for the
%aciﬁc coast and on Christmas day
in 1849, rounded the Horn, He|
landed in San Francisco in 1850
and remained in that pavt of the
state until the winter of 18523
when, with three others, Mr. Way
son started overland for Coos Bay.

The party reached the head- |
waters of the widdle fork of the!
Coquille river, built a raft and
made its way dowa the river until
it caie to the juncture of the north
fork. Up that stream the party|
traveled with the tide to the head
of navigation and then transferred |
to Catching inlet and floated down
to Coos bay. It was probably the
first party of white men to navi-
gate these rivers,

The party was met at Coos Bay
by Mart Davis, who still lives in
Marshfield. Mr. Davis was in a
canoe and led the newcomers to
North Bend wheie the only white
men in the locality, cumbering 17,
were living. The white population
was made up of those who had
landed here on the wreck of the
transport Captain Lincoln, a few
who had come overland from Jos-
@phine county. and the late Patrick

nagan and his associates who'
bad been shipwrecked lower down!
on the coast and had come up to
Coos Bay on foot.

Mr. Wasson took up a homestead
on south slough and always after-
ward made his home in that local-
ity. He engaged in the Indian;
wars and was in the Battle Rock |
fight. His greatest success was in

Id mining at the old town of}

ndolph, near where Bandon is
now located. Randclph was then
a city of 2000 population, but is!
now a deserted waste. Mr. Wasson |
cleaned up about $30,000 working|
the rich gold bearing sand. l

Mr. Wasson started logging on!
South slough and was the first man
in the county to undertake remov-
ing the big trees from the vast tim-
ber areas. He built logging roads
and railroads which penetrated the
wilderness that then scrrounded
Coos Bay. With George Winches-
ter he erected the first sawmill 1n
the county in 1857. For many
years, as long as he was aotive
enough to work, he followed the
logﬁing business, making his home
on his South slough ranch.

Mr. Wasson introduced many
innovations in the county, He
educated a number of youug per-
sons, besides his own children, and
was liberal with his money in any-
thing that would help the com-
munity in the openhanded way
of the pioneer. In the early days
when no boats visited Coos Bay,
it is said that Mr. Wasson wouid
gwﬁout :;l:ar the bar and bosd

Boat PickedUp Off the
Coast of France Today

Amsterdam, Mar. 16, The first traces
of the Dutch liver Prins William 11.
since she was reported missing were
picked up at sca near Belle Isle, off the
Coast of France, to-day and have no
doubt regarding the fate of the vessel.

Such an impression, however, isen-
tirly unjustifiable, Meatis not necessary
to life or to health; in fact, none of the
animal products are necessary to
health. There may be conditions of
disease where animal food, such as is
found in milk and eggs, is absolutely
essential to the building up of the
vigor and vitality that are lacking un-
der certain circumstances, In fact
there may be diseased conditions
where even red meat can be used with
advaotage, but a careful study of the
diet question, and ef the physical con-
dition of those who perform various
duties, will convince one beyond all
possible doubt that an animal diet
predisposes towards diseose, In other
words, it is inclined tofillthe system
with poisons and effete matter which
clog the tissues, and which are the
cause of serious acute and chronic dis-
caves.
