solitary valley, rich in historical and
ljterary’ reminiscences, and
which the past has oast a glamour
that is not easily dispelled. Before
describing what remains of the
abbey, it will, perhaps, be well to
remind our readers of the chief
features of its history,Z-a history
that lends a rather melancholy in-
terest to its remains.

As far back as 1204 a convent of
nuns was founded at Port Royal by
a noble lady, Mathilde de Garlande,
She wished to draw down God's
blessing on her absentlord, Mathieu
de Montmorency, who was taking
part in the fourth Crusade ; and the
spot she selected for her foundation
was, from its solitary position, well
suited to become a home of penance
and prayer.

The convent flourished, with
varying fortunes, for nearly four
bundred years; but toward the end
of the sixteenth century its inmates,
who were supposed to follow the
rule of Citeaux, had become worldly
and dissipated.~They came aud-
went freely, regardless of their rule;
wore gilk and embroidered garments
instead of their white robe; made
uge of perfumes and cosmetios, and
presented the pioture of a group of
women of the world living together
in comfort and even luxury.

Among the many abuses that had
orept in among them one of the
gravest was the extremely uncancn-
ical eleotion of a litile gi:l of (welve
to be the’r sbbess. This ochild,
wbose baby bgrds wielded the
orosier that in bygone times had
been borne by msny eaintly and
venerable women, was ope of the
twenty children of Antoine Arnauld,
a lawyer and a politician, well
known for bis great talents and slso
for bis intriguing epirit. Of his
large family, ten children remaincd,
and all bis thoughts were bent upon
seftling them in life as advantage-
ously as possible. His able mac-
ceavres brought about the elesction
of bis daughter Angclique as abbess
of Port Royal, where many years
later her widowed mother and five
of her sisters also took the veil.

At the age of seventeen an im.
portant change came over the young
abbess, who antil then had borne
ber honors and responsibilities with
tho carelessness of a child. A monk
named Eustache de St. Paul came
to preach at Port Royal. He seems
to bave been a fervent and courage-
ous man, for he boldly rebuked the
ouns for their worldly spirit and
habits. His words sank deeply into
the earnest, impetuous soul of An-
gelique; the sense of her responsi-
bility struck her with sudden force,
and she resolved at whatever cost to
re-establish religious  discipline
eamong her community.

The task was.a difficult one, The
young reformer had to contend with
the opposition not only of the nuns,
but slso of her own father; who
looked upon Port Royal ss a con-
venient country-house where he and
his family might come and go ss
they pleased. From her mother,
on the contrary, the young abbess
met with sympathy, and by degrees
she succeeded in what appeared at
first an almost hopeless undertaking.
Under her powerful but gentle in-
fluence the community became
most regular and edifying.

The Jesuit historian, Pere Rapin,
who is the great opponent of the
Jansenists, renders homage to the

shoemaker to the community, =i

Unhappily, these men, whose
talent and character were above the
average, had embraced in a more or
less degree the erroneouns dootrines
professed by the Jansenists on
“Gruce,” of which St, Oyran was
the apostle. Under the guise of
austerity and humility, these opin-
ions tended to replace love by fesr
in man’s relations with bis Creator.
Violent controversics ensued be

tween the Jansenists and their of-
pouents. By degrees the affair
assumed a poltical as well as a
religious aspect; and King Lonis
XIV. declared bimself the enemy
of the wpew dootrines, AL last,
irritated by the obstinacy of the
Jansenists, whcse centre was Port
Royal, the King caused the * her-
mite ”’ to be diepavsed! and the once
flourishing commuoity of nuns to
disband,

These measures were jastified by
the tenacity with which the Jan-
genists clung to dootrines that were
distinotly in opposition to those of
the Church, and by the King’s
desire to put an end to a wearisome
controversy. But nothirg can ex-
cuse the ruthless destruntion that
followed. In the year 1709 the
church and monastic buildings were
deliberately pulled down; and,
worse still, the degd bodies that
fliled the adjoining cemetery were
torn from their-graves and taken
to the neighboring villages, where
they were bastily buried. These
repulsive and unnecessary proceed.
ings, whioh, observes St. Simon,
were oarried ont with the utmost
indecency and - brutality, might
surely have been avoided.,

It was on a bright April day that
we rode on our bicycles from Paris
to Port Royal,—past St. Cloud, with
its ruined palace, once a favorite
resort of the imperial court; past
Versailles, with its somewhat deso-
late aspeot of vanished splendor;
up the wooded heights of Satory;
then acrgss a bare plain, with vil-
lages scattered far apart, and at the
end of which ‘the ground slopes
downward and Port Royal appears.,
~ The situation is an ideal one.
Below us is a valley, in the midst of
which omoe rose the famous Cis-
tercian abbey.  All around arc
thick woode, covering the adjrining
siopes.  Fine fruit-trees in fui!
bloom stand out like huge brids]
bouque!s sgainst the turquoise sky ;
while the pastures have the fresh-
ness of early spring, and: carpets of

cowslips and wood-anemones extena
beneath the hrushwoed.

In the centre of the ruins rises a
smsll modern building, half museum,
half orstory, erected by Monsieur
S loy, who seems to bave inherited
the Messieurs’ adm’ration for all
that concerns Port Royal. © Within
is- a cuhioas collection of portraite,
books, papers, and other souvenirs
of the famous ahbey. Mere Apgeli-
que's dark, resalute face looks down
upon us from the wall, by the side
of her sister, ,Mere Agnes, with
gentler but less charaoteristic fea-
tores; and of young Jaqueline
Pasoal, sister to the writer, and her-
self ope of the most attractive and
sympathetic members of the Order.
Then we find copies of the most
famous Jansenist books; among
others, ““ La Frequente Commuuion,”
in which are embodied in a practi-
oul form the doetrines that made
the Jansenist teaching so dangerous ;
slso letters, portions of the white
babit of the nuns, the community
olock, and relics that were formerly
kept in the church,

Of these things the portraits are
the most interesting. Men and
women have curiously characteristic
countenafices,  full of energy and
resolution, We realize painfully as
we gaze upon these gifted but mis-
guided adherents of a most sub:le
heresy how much true power for
good and genuine earnestness were
bere - misdirected and misapplied ;
how the fatal taint of spiritual pride
vendered the glorious intellectual
gifia of these men and women a
curse instead of a blessing to them-
selves and to others. >

The country-house called the
Granges, where Nicole, Aruauld,
Pascal and young Racine lived and
wrote, is still in much the same
state as it was three hundred years
8go. It is the private property of
a gentleman who willingly allows
visitors to enter. A steep pathway
leads through the woods to the
valley below; this is the identical
pathway that was trod by the
Messieurs in bygone days, when
they went from the @ranges to join
in the religions functions of the
abbey church. .
About four miles from Port Rayel
is a little village called Magny les
Hameaux, whose church is worth a
visit, Wheo, in 1709, the tombs
of the abbey were broken oper,

the: tombstonrs were
biowsht to Magrey, together with
some of the bodies disiuterr<d from
the convent cemetery. These tomb-
stones have been placed sguinst the
walls of the e¢nurch; some of them
have l1mg and flywery Latin in-
scriptions ; others are more impres-
sive in their terseness. Thus on
the tomb of Arnaunld d’Andilly, one
of Mere Angclique’s brothers, are
the striking La'in words: Sub sole
varitas, super solem _veritag,—
“Yuder the sun is vanity, above it
is truth.” The yellow and red
marble altar of the little church
comes from Port Royal; tha white
matbla koly-water stoup is the ono
into which Mere Angelique, her
ouns and their friends from the
outside, the world-weary court~
ladies, once dipped their fingors.

At Magny les Hameaux still
live three aged nung, “les Swars de
Ste.-Marthe,” tha last survivors of
8 congregation of nuns that once
served the chief hospitals of Paris,
This congregation formerly prc.
fessed the Javeenist dootrines that
prevailad at Port Royal , and it is
said that its members refused to
gocept the dogina of the Papal In.
fallibility in 1870, Be this ss it
may, the three survivors of the
community now at Magny, live in
peaceful terms with their pastor, the
oure of the pleca; and if any linger.
ing shadow of Jansenism still rests
on these aged women, it is merely
a vague feeling of affectionate loy-
alty toward thoeo who once made
Port Royal famous. They have
nothing, poor souls! of the militant
and srgumentative spirit that marr-
ed Angelique Arnauld’s natarally
ncble cbarscter.

As we ride on through green
pastures and past hedgerows peep-
ing into bloom, we muse on the fate
of the ocelebrated convent whose
fame once mede the nmow lonely
valley celebrated throughout Frarce
48 & home of learning and piety.
Of the errors that at different times
bave lod the children of the Church

respeot for holy things, was one of
the most delusive ; and the rememb-
rance of the souls whom its infin.
ence blighted and dwarfed in their
beavenward flight. overshadows
even the brightness of that April
day. Happily, human errors and
weaknessea are judged by One who
alone can rightly meacure how far
the error is voluntary and how far
the weakness is culpable; and if
He is infinite Justice, He is alsa
iofinite Love.

As we ponder over these things,
We draw pear to Versailles. A
sharp deecedt through the woods of
Buo brings us into the quiet streets
of the silent city, once the centre
whence the “ Roi Soleil ™ radiated
over France; theu we take to the
high-road. Scos Paris is reached ;
and amid the basy rosr of its noisy
streets, Port Roy:l ard its lonely
valley seem a far-cff dream.—Ave

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The Bye-Election-

Taa partial election held in the second
district of Queen’s County on Wednes-
day last, resulted in the return of Dr.
Douglas, the Government candidate, by
a larger mejority than that received by
Mr. Wise in 1897. While admitting dis-
appointment at the failure of the electors
.of the West River District to put a nail
in the Government coffin when they
had the opportunity, it would be almost
too much to expect, all the circam-
stances considered, that the result
would have been otherwise. The elec-
tion of Dr. Douglas can not properly te
regarded as an endorsation of the Gov-

ernment policy ; for that is a question
that was scarcely touched upon by the
speakers on the Government side during
the election campaign. This district
bas always been strongly Liberal, and
is the constituency that sends Premier
Farquharson to the Legislature. It is
true that the late Donald McKay was
elected there two or three times ; but by
s very small margin. It was not 8o
much his politics, however, as his per-
sonal popularity that secured Mr. Mec-
Kay’s election.. Under these conditions
it will readily be understood that, in
order to secure bis election, Mr. Wise
would have to obtain a considerable
portion of the Liberal vote in addition
to that of the Conservatives. The Gov
ernment feared this result and set them-
selves to work to prevent it. Throngh-
out the campaign they bitterly attacked
Mr. Wiseand most strenuously appealed
to every sentiment that could prejudice
the electors against him. In sddition
to this, the usaal Grit election methods
were exploited to their utmost capacity.
Jobs on the roads were dispensed with-
the most lavish prodigality ; money
circulated in abundance and whiskey
flowed freely. The over punctilious
might object that it is inconsistent for &
prohibition government to so flood an el-
ectoral district; but they should remem-
ber that Gritas never practice what they
preach ; that political hypocrigy is their
principal stock in trade, and that their
peculiar manner of ‘elevating the stand
ard of political morality is by debanch-
ing-the electorate. The office holders
and emissaries of the Government
sneaked into every corner of the district
and executed the behests of their mas-
ters. It is not wonderful then that,
under these circumstances, Mr, Wise
wa3 defeated. Following are the figar 8

The Late Rev. F. J. McDonald.

It is our sad duty today to
chronicle the death of Rev. Francis
J. MecDonald pastor emeritus of
St. George’s, Kings County,
which took place at the parochial
residence there on Monday, July
9th inst. Although it was well
known for some weeks before his
death that his earthly career was
fast drawing to a close, still when
the tolling of the church bell
shortly after nine o’clock on Mon-
day evening announced to the
parishioners of St. George’s that
the venerable “ Father Francis,”
as he was lovingly called, was
dead, their pent up grief could no
longer be suppressed but found
free vent in abundant tears.

For close upon sixty years he
faithfully ministered to the spirit-
ual wants and diligently attended
to the temporal needs of the good
people of St George’s, hence it is
no wonder that young and old
should feel profoundly moved
when the solemn cadence of the
bell rang out the mournful tidings
that his earthly pilgrimage was
over, amd his loving voice, that
voice they loved to hear, was for-
ever stilled in death. ;
The esteemed ' pastor of St.
George’s, Rev. J. C. McLean who
took charge of the parish eight
years ago to become with true
filialdevotednessthe staff and com-
fort of the venerable Father Fran-
cis in his old age, attended to his
charge faithfully and well. He
was constantly by his bedside and
together with his household did
everything that kindness could
suggest and loving hands accomp-
lish. The venerable priest, from
injuries he sustained some fifteen
years ago, together with the
weight of 85 years, 60 of which
were arduously spept in the Sacred
Ministry, had beeome quite feeble
about the time of his death, but
never a murmur or complaint
escaped his lips. He always ex-
hibited the same cheerful count-
enance—a countenance of rare
angelic radiance.

Five decades of joyful, glorious
and even sorrowfui’ experiences in
faithfully dispensingthe mysteries
of religion form a rosary of sacer-
dotal life which but very few
complete, but Father Francis saw
the completion of such a rosary
ten years ago, Truly a wonderful
long time to labor in the Lord’s
vineyard |
That the completion of such a
period in the priesthood should be
marked by public rejoicings and
solemn ceremonies is appropriate,
but on account of the great age

In 1864, however, Father Mc-
Donald was relieved of the charge
of all his missions except George-
town, Sturgeon, and St. George’s
and a few years later he retained
St. George’s alone over which he
happily presided till eight years
ago when he yielded up his charge
to the present incumbent Rev. J.
C. McLean.

The life and labors of Father
Francis have been intimately
bound up with the growth and
progress of religion during the
last sixty years in the eastern
portion of the Island. During the
years of his pastorate he built
four churches and two presby-
teries viz. : a church at Sturgeon,
a church and presbytery at
Georgetown ; the church at Rollo
Bay another church and presby-
tery at St. George’s. Besides this
he educated for the holy ministry
three of the most zealous priests
of the diocese—the Rev. Peter
McPhee who died last November.
Rev. J. C. McLean, P. P. St.
George’s and Rev. J. C. McMillan,
D. D, P. P, All Saints, Cardigan,

An adequate sketch of his life
work would almost necessitate a
history of the Catholic Church in
P. E. Island, not a history of the
church alone but & history of the
state as well. He was a strong
supporter of Responsible Govern-
ment and Canadian Confederation,
an ardent advocate of Free Schools
and the building of an Island
Railway. It was he who first sug-
gested a winter steamship service
between Georgetown and Pictou—
a project deemed impracticable at
that time but judged in the light
of after events we see the wisdom
of his views. Father McDonald
recognized that to promote the
temporal welfare of his people
would contribute in no small
measure to theirspiritual advance-
ment..

Yiewing these noble monuments
of his geal—and they are buta
small factor of what he has done—
we cannot but admit that a great
and good man has passed away
and that the people of the Eastern
portion of P. E. Island never had
greater reason to mourn over the
loss of any one mere than that of
Father Francis, for he was truly
the Apostle of King’ County.

Such is a very brief account of
the life and labors of the departed
priest, but although he is dead
and gone his genius, his soul, his
heart and his hopes still live in
the heart of every trpe Christian
in the land of his birth and his
labors,

Father Francis was highly
popular with all classes and creeds
of people. His humble and un-
assuming life, his noble and dis-
interested charities, his untiring
zeal and his long and multiplied
labors for God and his fellqgwman
have justly merited for him to be
the idol not of the passing hour
but of ages.

His old parishiopers of St.
George’s in particular, literally
adored him. They testified their
love and weneration for him with
& warm heart and paid with glad-
ness the tribute sq richly dpe to
his merits. His deeds are en-
shrined jn their hearts and mem-
orieg aud his name is respected ip
their households. He is in fact
canonized in ‘their grateful re:
gards and his memory shall be
handed down through the lips of
a liying tradition for many generss

Rev. Francis John McDonald
was born at East Point, P. E. Is-
land on the 11th of August 1815,
and was shortly afterwards bap-
tized by the good Bishop Me-
Eachern. His parents John and
Mary MecDonald were natives of
South Uist, Scotland, and were
amongst the earliest emigrants to
settle 1n this Province.
In 1832 the young John who
was then in his 17th year entered
the ' old St. Andrew’s College
where he spent four years in pur-
suit of ancient and modern classi-
cal lore. After the completion of
his classical course at St. Andrew’s
he proceeded to the college of St.
Hyacinthe, P. Q., where he studied
philosophy for one year. From
St. Hyacinthe he passed to the
Grand Seminary of Quebec, in
1837 and after pursuing the theo-
logical - course in that institution
for three years, he was on the 28th
of June 1840, elevated to the Holy
Priesthood by Bishop Turgeon in
the Basilica of Quebec.
His first missionary labors were
in the Ea.rish of St. Roche, Quebee,
P. Q. but after three months he
was appointed to the pastoral
charge of Launching, now St.
George’s, to which were annexed
that of St. James’, Georgetown ;
St. Mary’s, Sturgeon ; St. Alexis’,
Rollo Bay and later still St. Mar-
et’s and the mission of Souris.
t will thus be noticed that his
labors extended over a field in
which seven priests are now en-
gaged. Itisalso well to remember
that sixty years ago the means of
travelling between these widely
scattered missions was not so
comfortable and convenient as in
our days of steam cars and covered
buggy conveyances. Very often
the priest had to make the jour-
ney on foot or at best on horse-
back, carrying with him at the
same fime everything necessary
for the offering up of the Holy
Sacrifice. No one can now realize
the hardships and trials that the
untiring missionary of sixty years
ago had to encounter and sur-
mount nor can they be told in a
brief notice; but they are all
written in God’s History—in the
Book of Life where no or
worthy action performedis ever
forgotten. After laboring single

Turning away -for a week or two

from Dr. Hodges' lectures, I wish to
take account of some populer mis-
apprehensions of Catholic usages of
the See of Rome.
° We never can understand the cere-
niotiies and usages of Rome, especi-
ally these which respect the person
of ithe Supreme Pontiff, unless we
bear in niind the profound conserva—
tism of \he Roman See. This is an
inberitance from the Roman Repub-
lic, and bas corroborated the conser:
vatism essentially inberent in religi-
ous authority, above all in a supreme
religious authority. - Herbert Spen-
cer remarks that religion, as the cen-
tral regulative force in buman society
must necessarily be disinclined to
innovation, and tbat not merely of
substance, but of outward form, even
in what may appear slight particulars.
Thus the archaic tinge of language in
Bible translations and in liturgies is
rightly treated by Spencer as beseem-
ing their central place in literature
and society: It is not the business
of religion, as some shallowlyjimagine,
to run after all the shiftings of human
speech and buman fashions, but
rather to maintain that in both which
the religious instinct has recognized
as best fitted to embody the dignity
and sublimity of the Gospel.

Of course this instinct may be
pushed to excess. Do what we will,
the outward forms of human lan-
guage and society will slowly change.
There come times when the speech
and the secondary forms of religion
may be found antiquated, and lose
their hold over men. Religion
ought not to suppress the instinct of
innovation. = This, too, is inbereat
in humanity. It is only by means of
it that the thoughts of God can be
finally realized. Yet undoubtedly,
as Spencer maintains, innovation
ought to follow and conservatism to
control.

We must therefore regard it as an
eminent illustration of divine provi-
dence that in the early centuries the
lead of the Ohurch, and in the Mid-
dle Ages the lead of the most active
half of the Church, was entrusted to
so deeply conservative a city and
bishopric as the city and bishopric
of Rome. Otherwise it is bard to
know what would bhave become of
Christianity. - It was by the power
of a simple steadfast conservatism
(with very little creative richness in
it) that St. Polycarp saved the
churches of Asia Minor from going
to pieces. It was in the exercise
of a much wider and deeper conser-
servatism, far more receptive and
more plastic (conservatism and in-
novation in one), that Rome more
than once saved the Universal
Church from going to pieces. As
Dante urges, and as Bellarmine re-
marks, the fitness of imperial Rome
to become the matrix of the central
See was doubtless the providential
reason why Peter and Paul repaired
to Rome.

The way in which men judge the
peculiar observances of the Roman
Church depends very much upon
their prior attitude towards that
Church berself. Take an illustration.
Next to Rome perbaps the most con:
servative part of Europe, in point of
outward usages, is England. From
Northumberland to Cornwall it teems
with all manner of quaint ancient
ceremonies. Now let an Irish Oath-
olic go to England, especially from
America, and he may easily find
matter of sarcasm from ope end of
the land to the other. Let an Ameri-
can of English and Protestant blood
(like the present writer, for instance)
go'to England, and how different bis
attitude will be! Doubtless be will
find a good deal to smile at, and a
good many observances which he
may think it is about time to disuse.

Yet in -general his feeling will be
that of kindly interest. He will note
how the quaintest usages have sprung
out of the life of the people; and how
they have contributed to the conti_nu-
ity of national character, without im-
peding its gradual modification.
With reference to the Roman pri
macy there are two essentially differ-
ent schools of Protestaats. The ori-
ginal Protestantism simply treated
the Papacy as Antichrist, and as
baving been Anticbrist from the be-
ginning. This assumption, it is true
involved some curious embarrass—
ments. The Protestants couid not
well cut themselves off from the firsr
three cen’luries, for here was the
Church of the Martyrs. In this time
paganism was overcome. Flacius,
the first great Protestant historian,
owns annoyedly that Clement, in the
first century, assumes an inherent
primacy in the Roman Church. He
is displeased that Ignatius, about 115,
is so deferential to Rome. Had he
known the since=liscovered inscrip
tion of Saint Abercius, 2bout 150, in
which he describes- the Roman
Church as “the queen radiant 1o
gold,” he would have been still more
disturbed.  Saint Irenaeus, about
180, with his reference to Rome as

doctrine, appears to him already
little better than a Papist. Moreover,
the earliest Fathers, Clement, Ig-
natius, Justin, Irenaeus, talk about
the Bucharist,and about justification
and good works, in a way which
Flacius owns to be considerably
nearer to Rome than to Luther. 1In
short, Flacius, who was deeply read
in the Fathers, virtually concurs in
what an American writer- for the
Church History Society 'remarks,
that the beginnings of Roman Catb-
olic history go back a good deal
farther than is commonly assumed.
How now is this disagreeable fact
to be treated? Flacius, of course,
will not own that Peter was Pope,
but he declares that there was a good
deal of the Pope in him. He charges
bim with ambition, worldliness and
contentiousness. In short, he puts
as much of the devil into bim as he
dare do without denying outright
that he was a great apostle, and that
he laid the foundations of the Ohurch.
He can not deny that somebhow or
other the Papacy from the beginning
was deeply implicated in the emin-
ence of Peter, but he thinks that he
can cut the koot to the advantage of
the Reformation by making over to
tte Popes everything that is un-
christian in Peter, of which he seems
to bave found more than anybody
else has ever thought ot finding. In
this way he flatters himself that he
shall be able to allow Peter his place
as an apostle of Christ, and yet main-
tain that his Roman successors are
Antichrist. Itis a very heroic treat-
ment of church history, but then
Flacius was a very heroic nature.
He is the man who first taught, not
that our fallen nature is deeply cor-
rupted by original sin, but that since
the Fall the substance of our nature
is itself original \sin, and that it is
blasphemy to maintain that the Holy
Spirit even begins to renew it before
death or the day of judgment. A
man who can dare this can dare
anything.

However, Flacius was too deeply
read in history not to be moved by
facts, St Paul, we know, declared
that even in his time the mystery of
iniquity, or rather of lawlessness, was
already working. Flacius bas made
the astounding discovery, which was
certainly completely hidden from
Paul, that the place in which it was
working was the bosom of the apostle
Peter. Yet Flacius shrinks from what
would seem the easy leap of declar-
ing that the Antichrist in Peter was
separated at his martyrdom from
Christ in him, and reappeared un-
mixed in the first following Roman
bishop and his successors. What
stayed the hand of Luther’s disciple ?
The consideration that most of the
early Popes died fartyrs. He did
not see how they could be at once
witnesses for Christ and apostles of
Antichrist. He contents himself
with meking the workings of-Christ
in them all the time feebler and the
workings of Antichrist all the time
stronger, until the Peace of the
Church under Constantine, Then at
last, in 8t Sylvester, Antichrist ap-
pears unmixed, and has ever since
occupied the Roman chair.

However, all Protestants were not
willing to own that Antichrist came
to the chair in Sylvester, and that
tbe true doctrine of God and Christ
was determined by their great enemy-
This led to an amiable dispute among
them, of which we will speak next.

The Seal of the Confessional.

(From the Antigonish Casket.)

A couple of weeks ago a sacrilegi-
ous theft was committed in Mont-
resl, a ciborium containing 8 number
of conmsecrated hosts being stolen
from a church. A few days later a
man presented hiniself to one of the
priests attached to this church and
expressed a wish to go to confession,
When the priest proceeded to hear
bis confession be explained that he
knew the ‘place where the stolen
ciborium with its saored contents
was bidden, and . would reveal the
biding place for five hundred dollars.
The priest promptly went in search
of a policeman, but before his re-
turn the pretended penitent bad
vanished. As this may possibly
seem (0 come ill-instructed persons
like a breach of the seal of the
confessional, it may be well
tosay a few words on this sub-
Jjeot,

A priest must rot under any
circamstancer, not even to save his
own life or for the lives of others,
revesl what he hears in sacramental
confession. By sacramental confes-
sion is meant a confession which
is made for the purpose of receiving
absolution. But if the confession is
not made for this purpose, it is not
sacramental, the seal of the confes-
sion is pot stamped upon it, and
therefore the seal cannot be broken,
The priest hears a great many se-
crels outside the confessional. In
many cases it would be a grievious
sin for bhim to reveal them, but it
would not be breaking the sea! of the

so sound and emioent a standard of

confessiopal. But on the other
hand, theré are some cases' wherein
it would Be a grievious sin for him
not to reveal such secrets, whereas
he must never on any account re-
veal what he hesrs under the seal of
confession. Buta confession which
is. evidently a mock confession, a
mere pretence, not made with any
depire to receive absolation, but
simply for the sake of wmealing the
priest’s lips has no eacramental cba-
racter whatever, and sach was the
confession made by this sacreligions
thief, or accomplice of a thief, in
Montreal. So fsr from being bound
not to reveal what he heard from
this thief, the priest would have
committed a grievous sin if he had
uot revealed it.
CASES IN POINT.

To illustrate still better the differ-
ence between a mock confession and
a genuin€ one, we may refer to two
novels in which the seal of the con
fessional plays a very important part.
Oane is ¢ Idols, or the Secret of the
Rue Obaussee d’Anten,” by the
French lady, recently deceased, who
wrote under the name of Raoul de
Navery. An English translation of
this: story, by Anna T. Sadlier, was
published in the Antigonish * Auro-
ra.” " In this story a young priest is
called to hear a sick man’s confes-
sion. Arriving at the house the man
says, in substance, “I have just killed
your father ;I am not sorry for it ; 1
don’t desire absolution ; I merely’tell
you this in order to shut your mouth
lest you might suspect me.” The
priest’s brother is arrested for the
murder and convicted, and the priest
stands by, knowing the real criminal,
but unable to use his knowledge to
'save his brother, being bound, says
the novelist, by the seal of the con
fessional. | This merely shows Raoul
de Navery’s ignorance, for in such a
case there was no sacramental confes-
sion, and therefore no seal. The
only thing to keep the priest’s lips
sealed was the fear of giving a scan-
dal to them who would suppose that
be bad violated the seal. But this
scandal be might have prevented, as
the priest in Montreal bas prevented
it, by making a public declaration of
the circumstances of the case. Not
only was de Navery’s priest free to
point out the murderer of his father,
be was bound in conscience to do it,
in order to save the life of an inno-
cent man.

WHERE THE SEAL OPERATED.

The otber novel referred tois “ A
Victim to the Seal of the Confession-
al,” by the Rev. Joseph Spillmann,
S. J. This is founded upon a real
ozcurrence, which caused an innocent
Belgian priest to be sentenced to
penal servitude for life on a charge
of murder, the truth coming out when
bis sacristan made a public-death-bed
confession of -the crime. In the
story, the sacristan, having committed
|the murders is conscience-stricken ;
he goes to the priest and confesses
the crime and desires absolution.
The priest asks him to confess his
other sins, for he bas been an irre-
ligious man for many years, but he
refuses to confess anything else. The
priest sees then that the confession is
sacrilegious, he cannot give this man
absolution. But, though sacrilegious,
the confession is sacramental, since
the man has made it with a view to
receiving absolution. He sends the
man away unabsolved, but the seal
of the confessional is on his lips, and
when he finds himself charged with
the murder, bhe cannot clear bimself
by making known thereal criminal,
More than this, if he would merely
mention the fact that the sacristan
bad come to his room at such an
bour, he would put the officers of the
law. upon the track, but the seal of
the confessional does not even allow
[im to do that. For the man comes
to the priest’s room at that hour
simply and solely for the purpose of
making a sacramental confession, and
if the priest were to mention that he
bad seen bim at that time, it would
lead others to'suspect the nature of
bis confession, and this would be
breaking the seal. 8o tke poor con.
fessor bas to suffer himself to be

« | convicted of murder and sent to the

New Hebrides till the public confes-
sion of the real criminal,

This ought to make clear to any
reader of the ““ Casket " what the seal
of the confessional is not and what
it is. .

During the engagement
he wore his friar’s garb, and, crucifix
in band, exhorted the men to brav-
ery. On the same day Father Re.
demptus of the Cross, who as a
young man bhad fought under the
Portuguese flag in India, was beati-
fied. Both of tbese fighting saints
suffered martyrdom: Thus it is
clear that the atmosphere of the
camp is not necegsarily fatal to piety.
