Mr. Sifton's estimates were on
the carpet in Parliament during
the week. It was shown that the
Minister had permitted the illegal
transfer of $150,000 acres of pub-
lic lands of the Saskatchewan
Valley Land Cumpany, out of
which thoussnds of dollars have
been made by the concessionaries
Mr. Sifton profesved ignorance of
the whole transaction, showing
how badly the department is man-
aged.

Mr. Sifton’s immigration policy
was also exposed. It has resuited
in the immigration of many unde-
sirable settlers, who are a menace
to the health of the eountry and
the eause of mueh erime.
