SHANGHALI, Dec. 20.

The Consuls of the six Powers call-
ed on Tang Shoa Yi and Dr. Wu Ting
Fang, this morning, expressing the
good will of their respective govern-
L\ments, and their hopes that the Peace
conference now in session would be
successful. The presentations, first
at the headquarters of Tang Shoa,
and then at Dr. Wu’s home, made an
impressive scene. The German Con-
sul was the first speaker at edch
| place, and was followed by the other
five diplomats in order of seniority,
determined by their length of resi-
dence in Shanghai. Tang Shoa Yi re-
plied in a most courteous manner and
in a few words, expressing gratitude
on behalf of the Imperial Government
for the interest taken by the six Pow-
ers in the situation. During the con-
ference Tang, who represents Prem-
ier Yuan SHi Kai, expressed himself
as ready to m‘opbt a republe, but that
he must first communicate with Pe-
king. After the meeting ®djourned an
offieial statement was made to the
press. It says, in substance, that af-
ter Dr. Wu had presented the case in
favour of a republic as an indispen-
sable condition of peace, Tang Shoa
Yi replfed®, expressing readiness to
accept Dr. Wu's views, but that the
matter was so important he must first
comniunicate with Peking. The ar-
mistice has been extended to Decem-
ber 30th.

London, Dec. 14—A meeting held
under the auspices of the parliamen-
tary arbitration committee perfected
to-day an organization to co-operate
with the American national com-
mittee for the celebration of a century
of peace among English-speaking
races, and to commemorate the
ing of the treaty of Ghent in
The celebration will take place ac-
cording to present plans in Canada,
England and the United States dur-
ing the years 1914, 1915, and 1916.
Earl Grey, former governor-general
of Canada, was elected president of
the society, while Baron Shaw of Dun-
fromlin was elected as chairman of
the executive committee, which com-
prises government officials, church
dignitaries and scientists. Prcmier
Asquith, Chancellor David Lloyd-
George, and Bonar Law, leader of th2
opposition in-the house of commons,
and A. M. Balfour, former chief of the
Unionist party, sent messages in sup-
pert of the movement.
