Déar Sir,—It i sonly since leaving
St. John's'on my way to Bitain that I
have had leisure to examiue the re-
cently issued Vital Statistics for 1911.
L find that the deaths attributed to
Tuberculosis of the lungs show a
slight increase, both in St. John's and
in the Colony, over the number of
those recorded as being due to this
cause in 1910. Fearing that these fig-
ures may discourage some of these
taking part in the present campaign
against “The White Plague,” I venture
to send you a consideration of these
figures as they appear to me. I hope
that this will cheer up any who are
inclined to be dicouraged. In the first
place I am fully in agreement with
prominent medical authorities in New-

foundland who maintain that statistics

for so short a period as any one year
are of no value in estimating the in-
crease or decrease of so lingering a
disease as Tuberculosis. The duration
of an average fatal case of Tubercul-
osis is generally considered to Dbe
