LONDON, July 10.

X special despatch from Cairo to 
Egypt,i says that Anglo-Bgyptian 
members, of the Ulster Volunteers 
have received cablegrams, calling 
them back to Ulster.

LONDON, July 10.
Criticism of the bloated armaments 

of European Powers, were directed 
at Sir Edward Grey in the House of 
Commons, to-day. In reply Sir Ed­
ward declared that Britain had done 
her best, but her direct suggestions 
to foreign countries as to limitation 
of armaments, had been without any 
good result Oh the contrary, they 
had been regarded, he said, as an at­
tempt to limit their control of their 
own freedom of action, and had been 
resented accordingly. Sir Edward 
added that the most notable thing in 
Europe during the past year had not 
been the naval, but the military in­
crease; and Britain had not been re­
sponsible for that.

MONTREAL, July 10.
The Allan officers reported that the 

steamship Calgarian had set a new 
transatlantic record for the passage 
to Canada by way of Cape Race from 
Liverpool, 6 days, 8 hours, 20 min­
utes. This is six hours less than the 
previous records held by the C.P.R. 
Empresses. It is expected that when 
the Calgarian takes the shorter route 
through the Straits of Belle Isle, the 
time will be shortened.

HALIFAX, To-day.

The Provincial elections took place 
in Manitoba to-day. At midnight, the 
Winnipeg Free Press (Liberal) con­
ceded the election of 22 Liberals, 24 
Conservatives with three seats in 
doubt The Winnipeg Telegram 
(Conservative), at the same hour 
claimed election of 26' Conservatives 
and 20 Liberals, with three places in 
doubt. Premier Robbin was elected 
with a reduced majority. The polling 
in three northern constituencies was 
deferred and will not take place for 
several weeks. The Robbin Govern­
ment are probably sustained with a 
reduced majority.

WASHINGTON, July 10.
With mediation proceedings at a 

standstill, interest in the- Mexican 
situation to-day was focussed on de­
velopments in the Constitutionalists' 
military campaign that has reached 
a climax in the capture of Cuadaljar, 
the second largest city in the Repub­
lic. While despatches from General 
Obregon, who led the latest revo­
lutionary triumph, asserted that few 
of his men had been killed or wound­
ed, yet official constitutionalist re­
ports from El Paso, state that infor­
mation received there asserted that 
losses were “numerous” on both sides. 
From Cuadaljara Obregon intends to 
hurl his troops against Mexico City; 
distant about 300 miles. Constitu­
tionalist agents in Washington say 
that the troops of General Obregon 
are adequate, although resistance by 
the Fédérais at some points on the 
route is anticipated.

Dishwashing Only
Once a Day,

Times without number you hear the 
housewife’s wail: “If it were not for 
washing dishes I would not mind the 
work.”

Yet this need not be such a dread­
ful task if you will step aside from 
the beaten path and wash the dishes 
only once a day.

Unless you have a larger family 
who require a quantity of dishes at 
each meal this is not only practicable 
but- a big time saver. .

Have ready two good-sized dish- 
pans, and after each meal scrape all 
scraps from the dishes to be washed,
empty all liquid from cups and glass­
es, pans, putting the large plates in
the bottom and the smaller ones on 
top. v

In the second pan put all small 
pieces, vegetable dishes and small 
platters.

Stand the silver upright in a jug or 
pitcher, and pour over all enough 
very hot water, in which a good soap 
powder or a little washing soda has 
been dissolved, to cover.

Now let these dishes stand in their 
receptacles until the morning hours, 
when work is easiest.

The hot water will grow cold, but 
the grease from the dishess will be 
floating on top and can be scooped 
off first, then the water may be pour­
ed off.

This done, the dishes will be vir­
tually clean and ready to be rinsed in 
steaming hot water.

After this, if you are a wise house­
keeper, you will have a wire drainer 
ready to receive the dripping china, 
in which it can be placed on a decid­
ed slant and left to drain dry.

They are ready then for the next 
meal, clean, bright and polished.

Glasses shçuld be quickly washed 
and dried after each meal; but that 
is a small matter if all the other dish­
es can be left until you are quite 
ready to “do” them.

Telegram.

Invermore Ashore
If the wreck of the S.S. Inver­

more should turn out a total loss, as 
is feared, "it will add one more to the 
heavy losses already sustained by 
the Reids, since they took up steam­
er^ services for the Colony some 
seventeen years ago. It is said that 
the steamer is filled with water up to 
her water line. The weather is fine 
and the water is smooth, and the 
chance of hauling her off the rocks 
will depend on the extent of damage 
she has received or may receive, be­
fore she can be hauled off, after 
patching her up, supposing that the 
extent" of damage is small enough to 
allow divers to cope with it. Should 
this not prove to be the case, it will 
prove another heavy loss to the Com­
pany. Among these forebodings, it is 
pleasing, however, to find that the 
passengers and crew were landed 
with an abundance of food and cloth­
ing. Newfoundland has already sus­
tained such severe loss in the way 
of life and limb at the seal fishery 
that we ’ may feel grateful that an­
other heavy toll in this respect has 
not been exacted of us.

Last evening upon receipt of the 
news the Government wired with a 
view of finding out what might be 
needed in the way of relief but the 
present message sets all doubts at 
rest as passengers and crew' have 
been landed with abundance of food 
and clothing.

“Owing to ice conditions struck

A Gem of Art.
To-day a Telegram^ représentante 

had the privilege of irfspecting the
casket, which is to contain the ad­
dress to be presented to H.R.H. the 
Duke of Connaught, on the occasion» 
of his official visit to the Masonic 
Temple' on Wednesday night next. 
The casket is of a rich and beautiful 
design, the base being of ebony, and 
the body of solid silver, decorated 
with richly colored enamelled em­
blems. The body is twelve inches 
long, four and a half inches wide and 
the same in height. On the front side 
are three panels, one rectangular in 
the centre, bearing the Connaught 
Arms, and at each side, square em­
blems of the Masonic Temple and 
Harbor of St. John’s.

Lodge of England and the Newfound- j 
land Coat of Arms at the other.

The whole pannelling is neatly ar- ; 
ranged and gives the casket a rich 
appearance. The base, which is of 
ebony, has at each of the four cor­
ners a reclining Newfoundland dog in 
solid silver, which gives the whole an 
exceptionally artistic appearance. 
The body of the casket is surmounted 
by the monarch of the Topsails, the 
Newfoundland caribou, splendidly ex­
ecuted in solid silver. The casket is ; 
lined with velvet and will be a fitting 
receptacle for the beautifully engros- 1 
sed address, which will be read by 
the District Grand Master, Mr. J. A. 
Clift, on behalf of the Masonic Fra- | 
ternity of Newfoundland. The fol­
lowing is the inscription engraved on 
the casket :—

H.R.H. The Duke of Connaught, K.G., 

Most Worshipful Grand Master 
by the

Freemasons of Newfoundland 
under English Jurisdiction.

1914.
This beautiful work of aft was de­

signed by Mr. Cyril J. Duley. of T. J. 
Duley & Co., and made by the cele­
brated firm of Kenning's, London, 
while to this firm recognition of their 
splendid workmanship is due, we have 
much pleasure in congratulating Mr. 
Duley on the general excellence of 
the design which formed the key-note 
to such a beautiful piece of art. The 
casket will be on exhibition in the 
eastern window of T. J. Duley & Co’s 
on Monday and Tuesday next.

Miss M. Mifflin, sister of Nurse 
j Mifflin, 'of the General Hospital, 
came by the Prospero to-day from 

i Bonavista on a short visit.

Yesterday afternooi) the Reid Nfid. 
Co. received a wireless from Capt. 
Kean, of the s.s. Invermore, saying 
that the ship had struck at Brig Hr. 
Point and was malting water rapidly. 
The passengers and crew were land­
ed safely, but the ship is still on the 
rocks and is expected to be a Aotal 
loss. The Invermore left here on 
Saturday last for the Labrador route,

taking a large freight and several pas­
sengers. She had a large quantity
of bunker coal and must have struck 
the rocks very heavily. The latest 
message from the ship to-day gives 
no particulars and merely states that 
the ship is now aground in her own 
depth and is filled with water to the 
water line. The sea is very smooth. 
The Reid Nfid. Co. have been negoti­
ating for a ship to render assistance, 
but nothing definite was settled on up 
to press hour. The s.s. Kyle w;ill not 
sail for the Labrador route until Mon­
day next, and as she will make her 
regular ports of call, she may be too 
late to render assistance. The gener­
al opinion expressed is that the ship 
is a total loss and a general survey 
will have to be made before any steps 
will be taken to refloat her. In the 
meantime, should it- come rough the 
ship will likely be broken up.

The Invermore is an iron screw 
steamer, formerly the Dromedary, and 
was built in 1881. She was splendidly 
fitted for passenger accommodation, 
was 975 tons gross, 440 nett, -250.2 
feet long, 30 feet beam, with a draft 
of 14.7 feet. She was not insured.

BELFAST, To-day.
The official report of the meeting

of the “Provisional Government'' an­
nounces the Executive has been in­
structed to act in accordance with the
spirit of the declaration, assserting 
the "Provisional Government” to well 
grounded in its want of confidence in 
the bona tides of the Imperial Govern­
ment which compels it to press on 
with the completion of arrangements 
to resist by every means in its power 
every attempt to impose the authority 
of a Home Rule Parliament, on Ulster. 
Authentic information as to what de­
cisions were reached at yesterday’s 
meeting of the Ulster Provisional 
Governments is very meagre, but the 
most signifiicant part of the lengthy 
resolution handed to the Press is 
the clause which instructs the Ex­
ecutive to ta.ke action and if necessary 
to resist the imposition of a Dublin 
Parliament. The Resolution further 
announces the willingness of Ulster to 
negotiate for a pacific settlement, if 
her rights are safeguarded. A defer­
ence is expressed to the wishes of the 
King at the opening of Parliament, 
but they have lost confidence in the 
Government. The meeting of the 
council was attended by 500 delegates 
who listened to a grave statement by 
Carson which held out little hope for 
a peaceful solution and suggested the 
delegates empower the Executive to 
decide on immediate action. Circum­
stances might require action which 
might irrevocably commit Ulster to 
armed resistance which might have 
to be taken at an hour's notice. A re­
solution, investing the Council with 
power to act was carried Nem. Con. 
The armed forces of the Ulster coven­
anters are already under their com­
mand and protection.

The Premier himself had a narrow 
escape from an avalanche of votes 
that played havee with the Govern­
ment. it is anticipated, however, that 
a recount may save Armstrong. Many 
recounts will be necessary. So close 
was the result that it will be several 
days before many of the majorities are 
confirmed, but the present figures 
show there is no doubt that the Gov­
ernment has been sustained.

A militant suffragette, uttering an 
exultant yell, sprang on to the foot­
board of an automobile, in which the 
King and Queen were driving through 
the streets yesterday. The woman 
who was identified as Rhoda Fleming 
from Glasgow, in making the attempt 
to reach the King seized the handle 
of the door of the Royal automobile, 
before the momentarily dazed pol­
ice were able to act. She was seized 
by two policemen. It required a score 
of mounted soldiers to hold at bay the 
angry mob bent on lynching the wo­
man who turned out to be a man, on­
ly with a petition against the forcible 
feeding of imprisoned suffragettes. 
Earlier in the day while in Dundee, 
the King and Queen had received at­
tentions from another suffragette who 
pitched a bundle of papers into the 
motor car.

Powerful Bomb
Shatters House.

New York, July 5.—A bomb of 
terrific power exploded either on the 
roof or. one of the upper floors of a 
six story flat house in Harlem to­
day, wrecked a third of the building, 
killed at least three persons and in­
jured others. One of the dead was 
Arthur Caron, a machinist, and a 
leader of the Industrial Workers of 
the World. The two other known 
dead were women. The explosion 
was at first attributed to dynamiting 
in a nearby subway excavation, and 
in the excitement attendant upon the 
collapse of the building estimates of 
the dead ran as high as fifty.

Inspector Egan of the police bur­
eau of combustibles said the bomb 
was powerful enough to have wreck­
ed the entire neighborhood if proper­
ly placed. Persons across the street 
were blown from their beds and win­
dow glass was shattered for blocks.

Caron was dead oh a fire escape. 
Whether any occupants of the build­
ing were 6uried in the ruins it was 
at first impossible to determine. The 
police were inclined to believe, how­
ever, that three would cover the total 
dead. The building, a brick struc­
ture, was inhabited almost exclusive­
ly by Jewish families.

The building was so badly shatter­
ed that the police subsequently at­
tributed the explosion to a powerful 
bomb.

What alls Mexico is the fact that it i 

"doesn't civilize fast enough. The 
western hemisphere has been stand­

ing around for a century waiting for . 
Mexico to civilize as the housewife 
waits for her jelly to jell. But no- . 
thing has come of it. Just about the I

time that strong symptohis of civiliza- !; 
lion are being noticed in the country, ' 
the people take an afternoon off and
go to a bull fight.

The bull is about the only thing in 
Mexico that doesn’t want to fight, too.

“Call your next son Patrick,” shout­

ed an enthusiastic old woman as Quean 
Victoria drove through Dublin streets, 
“and all ould Ireland will die for you!” 
Not long afterwards, on the first of 
May, 1850. the Queen’s third son and 
seventh child, the Duke of Connaught, 
was born. He was christened Arthur 
William Patrick Albert—“Arthur.” af­
ter the Duke of Wellington, on whose 
eighty-first birthday he was born, and 
who was ms godfather; “William,” 
after the Prince of Prussia, who, as 
the Queen wrote to her “dearest uncle” 
(Leopold of Belgium), “has travelled 
night and day from St. Petersburg to 
be in time for the christening of our 
little Arthur”; “Patrick,” in remem­
brance of the Irish visit; and “Albert,” 
after the Prince Consort.

Virtue has no history. Little Prince 
Arthur, father of the man, was froip 
all accounts a perfectly model child, 
gentbe, kindly, courteous always, just 
as he is to-day. But even his Royal 
mother, on the alluring subject of her 
offspring, as a rule, almost garrulous, 
has of this “so-much-wished-for son” 
very little indeed to say. In the three 
thick volumes of letters written by her 
between 1837 and 1861, only three 
times in all is the future. Duke of Con­
naught referred to.

“On this day,” writes Her Ma­
jesty, to the inevitable Uncle Leo­
pold, "the fifth birthday of our 
darling little Arthur—the anniver­
sary of the opening of the Great 
Exhibition—the once great day at 
Paris, viz., the poor King’s name- 
day—and also the birthday of the 
dear old Duke I write,” &c.

And a year later, to her “dearest j 
uncle” once more, the Queen, who ■ 
gloried in anniversaries, writes :_

“Last Thursday was our darling 
Arthur’s birthday, which he en­
joyed duly.”

While on the third and last occasion, 
referring to the death of the Duchess 
of Kent, Her Majesty forecasts—of 
course, unconsciously—a proceeding— 
viz., attendance at Royal funerals—

charm of manner endeared him to 
everyone with whom he 
contact. Just before the Duke of 
Connaught went to Ireland, Prince Al­
fred, of Coburg, only son of the Duke 
of Saxe-Coburg-Gotha, died suddenly. 
It is fresh in mostof our memories how 
the Duke resigned all his right and 
title to the ducal throne (as did his 
son, Prince Arthur), and declared 
publicly at a Bengal Cavalry dinner 
his determination “not to accept the 
succession to Coburg, but to remain 
in England in his present position.”

A keen, zealous, and capable sol­
dier, the Duke, as everyone knows, 
when the war in South Africa broke 
out, was most anxious to get a com­
mission. The refusal of the Govern­
ment of the day to accede to his re­
peated requests was considered in 
Army circles as perhaps inevitable, 
but as doing nevertheless “but scant 
justice to an able soldier,” though the 
Duke himself, with his characteristic 
good sense, when the keen edge of 
his disappointment had worn off, ac­
knowledged that Royalty, after all, 
might perhaps, even with the best in­
tentions in the world, be something of 
a nuisance on the battlefield.

In 1904. after the reorganization of 
the War Office, he was given the new 
post of Inspector-General of the 
Forces and President of the Selection 
Board, but his tenure xvas not satis­
factory to him, and his recommenda­
tions to the Council did not always 
receive the consideration to which 
they were entitled; and though ques­
tions were asked in Parliament when 
His Royal Highness retired from the 
Board, no steps have since been taken 
to reinstate him. After less than four 
years the Duke became Commandev- 
in-Chief in the Mediterranean, but 
this position, too, was given up of his j 
own accord some two years later, on 
the plea that his duties were not, in 
His Royal Highness’s opinion, suffi­
ciently onerous or necessary to justify 
him in retaining the appointment. In 
other words, the Duke does not care 
to be merely a figurehead.

Then in 1911 he w-as appointed Gov­
ernor General of Canada.

The- Duka.of .Connaught, in.additio*' 
to the prestige attaching to him as 
only brother of King Edward, is à 
man of quite exceptional ability and 
undeniable Imperial vaine. He is a 
good speaker, has a strong sense of 
duty and singular honesty of purpose, 
and with it all he combines that gen­
tleness and charm which are invalu-

amongst the duties the Duke has been 
called upon to perform so often since:

“We went to see tire body, and
poor little Arthur went, too.”
It is probable that Prince Arthur 

was in the carriage driving with the 
Queen and the Princess Royal on that 
historic if not, perhaps, properly au­
thentic occasion when the precocious 
lttle girl, who afterwards reigned an 
imperious and saddened Empress in 
Germany, “cheeked” her august moth­
er the Queen. The Princess, so the 
story goes, was not only hopelessly 
bored but also very indignant that 
lier mother, instead of keeping her 
amused, talked continually to her 
lady-in-waiting on subjects which the 
Princess considered frankly dull. So, 
“There’s a cat under the trees!” she 
called out suddenly and, quite ob­
viously, altogether mendaciously. But 
her aim was accomplished; attention 
was called to her naughty little self; 
and, entirely satisfied, the Princess, 
leaning back in the carriage, remark­
ed quietly: “Come out to look at the 
Queen, I suppose!” And smiled su­
perciliously the while at the almost 
petrified “poor little Arthur” at her 

. side.
In 1879 the Duke of Connaught mar­

ried Louise, only daughter of that 
brilliant soldier Prince Frederick 
Charles of Prussia, who during the 
campaign of 1870-71 was known as 
the Red Prince. Less than three 
years later the Duke joined the Egypt­
ian Expeditionary Force, *,and was 

j)resent at-the battle of Mahuta, while, 
F-.fter the engagement at Tel-el-Kebir, 
NSir ^Garnet Wolseley telegraphed to 
the Queen at Balmoral .that the Duke 
“had behaved admirably, leading his 
brigade to the attack.” For his prow­
ess in the East His Royal Highness 
received several Orders, and the 
thanks of both Houses of Parliament, 
and was later made Commander-in- 
Chief of the troops in Bombay, where 
his close study of Indian Army ad­
ministration has since borne fruit in 
more than one speech in the House 
of Lords, where he spoke as an ex­
pert.

His Royal Highness was appointed 
a year or so later to the command of 
the forces in Ireland, which post, 
though held for only a very short 
time, made him immensely popular 
In Dublin, where hie sterling abilities, 
fine simplicity of character, and great

all, are very largely social), and 
which were such salient characteris­
tics of that most able of men his fa­
ther, the Prince Consort. It is said 
that no Royalty more readily pardons 
a breach of etiquette than the Duke 
of Connaught, for though he learned 
from his uncle, the Duke of Cam­
bridge. not a few of the habits of the 
martinet, his unfailing good humour, 
kind heart, and sense of fun have mer­
cifully preserved from him the most 
appressive attributes of what has been 
called the “Martinettian malady.”

The whole Connaught family are 
without exception globe - trotters. 
When at Bagshot, the Duke, like the 
King at Sandringham, leads the life 
of an English country gentleman, 
raising stock, and taking the warm­
est interest in his beautiful gardens,, 
many of the beds in which he has him­
self laid out. His Royal Highness is- 
particularly proud of one of the con­
servatories. It cost £3,000 to build, 
and represents a gorgeous tropical 
scene, with at one end a stalactite 
cavern, along the floor of which flows 
a little stream, beneath which are 
electric lamps, so that at night nu­
merous little pools in the dark re­
cesses appear to shine with liquid fire. 
It is in one of the private rooms at i 
Bagshot, by the way, that one of the ; 
Princess Patricia’s most amusing cari-j 
catures is displayed. It represents1 
the Duke, In _ his uniform dress as a 
field-marshal, his hair on end, his j 
face red, and his whole body fairly 
bristling with rage. Underneath is 
written, “Where is my horse?” And 
those who know the Duke’s unfailing 
mildness are invariably tickled by his 
daughter’s little joke against him. Yet 
another of the Princess’s caricatures 
“takes off” her cousin the Prince of ! 
Wales as an admiral. It hangs in the 
drawing-room at Frogmore, and caus­
es one invariably to smile.

With the army rank and file the 
Duke (who, by the way, is official 
head of Freemasonry in England, and 
did much to promote the craft In In­
dia) was always exceptionally popu­
lar. From these not over lenient 
critics, His Royal Highness’s real 
“grit," indefatigable energy and com­
plete mastery of his profession', im­
pelled admiration; while, on the hu­
man side, the ‘gen’ral's” charming 
bonhomie, warm sympathy, and kindly 
feeling was universally appreciated. 
Through a long life, and along paths

strewn not always with “the petals of A string of blue beads completed my­
the rose,” the Duke of Connaught, 
indeed, has steered a course that re7 
dounds only to his infinite credit, and 
has shown himself always, as it has 
once before been said, "a courteous 
gentleman, a brave soldier, and a true 
friend.”

Should the Duchess of Connaught 
survive the Duke she will receive from 
the State, as a widow, the same in­
come as the Duchess of Albany—viz., 
£6,000 a year. Her Royal Highness— 
who, by the way, is always most beau­
tifully dressed in the very latest cry 
of fashion—is also exceptional in that 
her closest and most intimate friends, 
and also those of her daughter, are 
Americans, Mrs. Jack Leslie, Mrs. 
Astor (of Cliveden), Miss Helen Post, 
daughter of Lady Barrymore, and Miss 
Clare Frewen being four ladies from 
over the water who are constantly to 
be met in the Connaught entourage, 
which also includes Lady Savile, Lady 
Wemyss, Lady Derby, Lady Alington, 
Lady Beauchamp, and Lady Dickson 
Poynder, the young Marquis of Hast­
ings being the friend and sometime 
housemate of Prince Arthur.—Royal 
Magazine.
