eral at least of the neu­
tral nations of the world 
are so many volcanoes, 
which may at any moment burst into 
violent eruption. Chief interest cen­
tres in America, though her eventual 

position is a foregone conclusion: 
there is no doubt of her entry into 
the war but much speculation upon 
the part she will play in it. Next to 
her perhaps Holland claims first at­
tention. The mutterings are audible 
enough there, and doubtless more than 
one minister knows what they por­
tend. When we consider them and 
their succession in order, we are ready 
to agree with the Dutch premier that 
her position is serious.

For some time past Germany has 
been gathering troops to the Dutch 
border and massing ammunition and 
guns. The construction also of elab­
orately strong entrenchments might 
give the impression that she was de­
fending herself against threatened ag­
gression, but such precautions are 
equally consistent with contemplated 
aggression of her own. The last 
great development has produced con­
sequences in Holland which, though 
natural enough, are most significant. 
For the time at least ocean communi­
cation with Britain is suspended and 
the issuance of food tickets indicates 
that a shortage is considered by no 
means impossible. Most eloquent of 
all is the calling up of all territorials 
and reservists, a most extreme meas­
ure.

Though it may mean much more, 
the whole situation shows that Hol­
land is preparing against any eventu­
alities. This is only a circumlocution 
for war with Germany, whichever 
side take the initiative. Such a pos­
sibility has been considered more than 
once fn an academic way and will now 
excite more practical attention. If 
Germany, desperate and reckless, 
plans a sudden raid for the purpose 
of replenishing her larder, she will 
be in a favourable position geographi­
cally through her ability to attack 
Holland from two sides. But such an 
attack would depend for its success 
entirely upon the suddenness with 
which it was made and the rapidity 
and overwhelming strength with 
which it was urged. Failure would 
be worse than disastrous, for Britain 
would quickly pour troops in to the 
assistance of the Netherlands and with 
the very great reinforcement of the 
Dutch army soon turn the defence into 
an offensive of the gravest peril to 
Germany. The latter’s front would be 
greatly extended and her defences 
attenuated, Belgium would be attack­
ed on two sides and Essen would be 
almost within strikng distance. In 
view of such possibilities, it seems 
almost incredible that Germany should 
deliberately invite them. On the oth­
er hand, it is still more incredible 
that Holland should plunge herself 
into a war from which she could reap 
little benefit, unless, of course, the 
paralysis of her shipping compels her 
to do so. But the actions of both 
parties show that, both parties are 
preparing for her entry. The situ­
ation is a puzzle, of which the solu­
tion, however, may discover itself 
soon and in startling fashion.

BRITISH OCCUPY TRENCHES.
LONDON, Feb. 6.

The report from the British head­
quarters in France to-night' reads:—

tile trench without opposition from 
the enemy. Further forty-eight pris­
oners, including two officers,' were 
brought in as a result of our reec-nt 
operations east of Beaucourt.'

Congress Takes Up 
Daylighf Saving

Proposal for Natioit-Wlde “Summer 
Time” Is Growing In Favor.

Washington, Jaq. 30.—Congress and 
the Chamber of -Commerce of the 
United States, bodies which respect­
ively represent the people as a whole 
and the commercial interests of the 
country, are about to tackle the ques­
tion of turning the clock back one 
hour during the summer months. In 
the Senate, Senator Gallingef, of New 
Hampshire, and in the House Mr. Bor­
land, of Missouri, have introduced 
bills which provide that during a 
period starting at 2 a.m. the last Sun, 
day in April and ending at the same 
hour on the first Sunday in Septem­
ber, the standard time for each of the 
zones be advanced one hour from the 
mean astronomical time of the con­
trolling time meridian.

While these two bodies are usually 
expected to wrangle over the high 
cost of living and other kindred ques­
tions, the subject of daylight-saving 
promises to evoke a lively discussion 
during the next few weeks. Last 
summer the New Hampshirê Board of 
Trade urged the daylight-saving plan 
and it met with general approval all 
over the State, and during 1914, 
Cleveland and Detroit manufacturers 
tried it. The change was made with­
out the least difficulty and met with 
general favor.

Works Well In Europe.
Germany, France, England, Italy 

and other countries havmadopted the 
system and are said to be pleased with 
it Thus far the labor unions of the 
country have been too busy urging 
eight hours and Increased wages to 
take up the daylight-saving scheme 
and their views are not known, but 
employers declare in letters to mem­
bers of Congress that, as a rule, men 
and women employed 4n factories and 
other industries ' would rather go to 
work an hour earlier and quit an hour 
earlier and have this extra hour for 
rest and recreation than to. i(He in the 
morning. The milkman who would

Three Hundred Dead 
[in London Explosion

Flames From Gas Tanks Shot Two 
Miles High.

London, Jan. 22.—Throughout Sun­
day thousands of persons -flocked to 
East London, hoping to. satisfy their 
curiosity as to the effect of Friday’s 
explosion in the munitions factory 
there. None of them, however, was 
able to obtain a near view of the 
scene, owing to rigid regulations, and 
the crowd could only wander through 
the outlying streets, wherfe most of 
the windows were shattered by the 
concussion.

The newspaper reporters who were 
allowed to approach nearer the scene 
describe what was formerly the site of 
the explosive store as a hole a hun­
dred yards across and eighty feet 
deep, with masses of earth, iron, and 
all sorts of wreckage, covering an 
area of about six acres around the 
holè. Within that area the destruc-. 
tton was absolute.

“For two days,” says the Daily 
Mail’s report, “soldiers have been 
digging in and turning over the wreck­
age in search of bodies. About a hun­
dred have been recovered, but there 
are still more. It seems almost Im­
possible to remove the thousands of

Tribute is paid in all the reports of 
the explosion to the heroism of the 
Chief Chemist Dr. Angell, whose self- 
sacrifice was briefly mentioned in the 
official communication. All the re­
ports seem to show that Dr. Angell 
had a good chance to escape, but 
waited to see that all the operatives 
were out and then returned to help 
fight the fire.

The assistant chemist was caught by 
the explosion when within 200 yards 
of it. He had implored Dr. Angell to 
flee with him, but Dr. Angell, he says, 
replied: "The firemen are here, and 
I must go and help them." He then 
dasM& back. With" Dr. Angell perish­
ed the watchman, who, with equal 
heroism, was operating the local fire 
apparatus. Dr. Angell was 40 years 
old. He was a science scholar in Ox­
ford University, and lecturer on sci­
ence in the two Oxford Colleges.

Dr. Angell lived inside the factory, 
taking only brief occasional absences. 
His wife last year was appointed su­
perintendent of the women workers, 
but was not present at the time of 
the explosion.
