Training the Blind.

Whilst the ultimate aims of
the proposed institution for the
plind as set forward by Majar
Howley in his fourth article,
may seem somewhat ambitious,
there seems no reason to doubt
that the project will be success-
ful if it meets with the support
that it undoubtedly merits.
There are a very large number
of blind in this country and
those who received any training
had to go to Halifax for it.
Those not so - fortunate were
left, a burden on the community,
forced to accept ‘poor relief
through no fault of their own.
‘Whilst there is probably no
greater physical handicap than
lack of sight, nevertheless cer-
tain faculties are left whereby
those so afflicted may, to some
extent, contribute to their own
support. An institution, such as
Major Howley suggests, would
be an untold benefit to the coun-
try and particularly to the blind,
none of whom desire to accept
charity if it can possibly be
avoided. ~ Until a building can
be erected especially for the pur-
pase, Waterford Hall will make
an ideal temporary institution
for the blind, and it is satisfac-
tory to .note that before very
long it will be ready to receive
thirty adult male blind who will
be trained in such subJects as
are found to be suitable for
them. Although these students
will at first be housed and board-
ed free, as their training pro-
gresses they will be able to put
it' to practical use and. will to
some extent, if not altogethef,
be able to pay for their keep.
Whilst too much cannot be ex-
pected at once, yet it is some-
thing to know that a‘ start in
the direction of a blind institu-
tion has been made, and it is to
be hoped that before very long
the entire project outlined by
Major Howley, will b& an ac-
complished fact.

Thieves at Work.

Canada and
Newfoundland.

(From the_Montreal Gazette.)

There has always been, in the Do-
minion, a sort of standing invitation
to Newfoundland to come in and there-
by “round-off Confederation.” When
the British North America Act was
drawn up, the possibility of the entry
of Newfoundland was in the minds of
Canadian statesmen, and provision was
made for it in the Act itself; it is there

toward the absorption of Newfound-
land has ‘been, in a general way, favor-
able. This attitude has not,~however,
been reciprocated in - Newfoundland,
except at times when it has appeared
that the island people doubted their
ability to get along alone. A desire for
Confederation, growing out of a fin-
ancial depression and having for its
immediate object the transfer of public
debt from Newfoundland to an enlarg-
e€d Dominion, is not, perhaps, the hap-
piest foundation for a mutually bene-
ficial union. At present, particularly,
Canada has financial problems of its
own which seem likely to test, with
unusual severity, the resources of the
people.

The New Eyes of Science

(By a Harley Street Doctor.)

A weapon of immense value in the
great fight against disease has just
been forged. It is a mnew Kkind. of
microscope which is as much strong-
er than the old kind as the big teles-
cope in the Greenwich Observatory is
stronger than a pair of opera glasses.

The story of the new microscope is
a romance, strange and fascinating.
The things which it may accomplish
for all of us can as yet only be guess-
ed at. ‘But we know that they will be
great things, amazing things.

The- doctor’s most powerful weapon
against disease is his eye. Once he
can see where the danger lurks, what
it is, what it looks like, he is half-
way towards preventing it. Micro-
scopes are the new eyes of medicine,
with which our healers are able to
keep a constant and a splendid watch

Eighting Deadly Germs.

Imagine an army to-day with areo-
planes, or an army of the past with-
out scouts! They would be on the
same footing as would medicine with-
out microscopes.

All our knowledge of the germs of
disease, of ‘diphtheria germs, of ty-
phoid fever germs, of suppuration
germs, we owe to the microscope.

Once upon a time diphtheria killed
about ninety out of every hundred
children it attacked. Then, by the
aid of this great, all-seeirg eye, a
a doctor found the germ of diphtheria.
He studied its shape, its way of liv-
ing. It became, as it were, a “mark-
ed man,” so that its appearante . was
known to all doctors. In the Scotland
Yard of medicine—the laboratory—
they had its description complete.
After that it was not very difficult to
prepare an antidote to this poisonous
fellow, so that whenever he appeared

In the words of science the germ
of measles lies beyond the microscope.
It is “ultra-microscopiec.”

And hepeawe come to the new micro-
seope. The old microscope . was
thought to be absolutely perfect.
Manufacturers of the exquisite glass
lenses with which it is fitted said that
the very limit of its possible powers
had been reached. Lenses could not
be made to give a greater enlarge-
ment.

New Light on _the Subject.

That idea has lasted for ten years.
Doctors’ thought that no further im-
provement was possible in their won-
derful “eye,” and so had given up all
hope of seeing the*very minute germs
which probably cause measles and
other familiar diseases, such as
whooping cough, scarlet fever, chick-
en-pox, and 80 on; for no one has yet
found the germs of these common-
place ailments.

But the new microscope brings new
hopes with it. It is no less than
twelve and a half times stronger than
the old ome. That is to say, that an
object which looked no larger than a
pea under the old microscope looks as
large as a penny-piece under the new
one.

The new microscope, like most great
ideas, makes use of a new principle
which is yet boauutully simple. Its
discoverer, Mr. Barnard, whose name
is known all over the.world for his
knowledge of this subject, thought that
equally as !mpommt as the glass lens
in a mecroscope was the light which
enabled the eye of the person using the
lens to see through it. :

Buppolo that, instead of trying to
make better lenses, one tried to use a
betur kind of Mght?

"He began to work on that llmple
idea, and employed coloured lights in-
stead of the ordinary daylight.

The daylght, as most people know,
is made up of seven different colours.
‘Sometimes it ‘gets split up into’ these
seven colours again. This happens

looks at no less than the enormous

than the dome of St. Paul’s.

It is éasy to see what this must
mean to doctors and to the science of
medicine. A great new future opens
out, full of all sorts of astonshing
hopes. Moreover, the use of this violet
light allows us to See germs alive. Up
till now with the old microscope we
could see them after they had besn
stained wijth various bright dyes—that
is to say, after they were dead.

This is very important, as the nat-
ural living germ must afford far more
rea’ information than ‘the _dried,
stained, dead one.

Mr. Barnard believes his discovery
is only the beginning of a new ad-
vance in knowledge, for there seems
to be reason to think that other rays,
including the mysterious X-rays, may
be able to give even greater results
than the violet light rays. That, how-
ever, is a matter still didhen in the
future.—Answers.

It is not generall& known that
metals—iron and steel in particular—
are subject to*fatigue after constant
strain, and need an occasional rest,
just as an everworked human being re-
quires a holiday every now and then
to recuperate from his toil.

at Wapping Station, where two lives
were lost through a runaway goods
wagon colliding with .a stationary
motor train.

The disaster was caused by the
draw-bar hook coupling the wagon to;
the remainder of the - goods train
breaking on a gradient, leaving the
wagon free to run back on its course
with increasing impetus.

Experts who examined -the broken
pieces of the hook could find no flaw
of any kind in the metal, and were
unamimous in declaring that the metal,
brittle through fatigue, had collapsed
peneath excessive shock, possibly re-
ceived during shunting operations.

though had fate ordained that the
wagon should be held up for a few
days, the rested metal would in all
probability have recovered and the
catastrophe have been averted.

A good rest will work wonders with
a piece of metal suffering from fa-
tigue, and give it a new lease of use-

fulness.
