THE PEOPLE’S MILLS.
A year ago last June Mr James Goldie 

purchased this property, which formed 
part of the estate of the late W. P. Mc­
Laren, of Hamilton, for* $15,000. and had 
lain unimproved and valueless since the 
time the mill was destroyed by fire two 
years previous. Shortly after purchase 
Mr Goldie commenced rebuilding, im­
proving and refitting the mill and the 
works in connection with it. After a 
minute and thorough inspection of the 
building, it was found that it had sus­
tained little or no injury from the fire. It 
was accordingly roofed in in the fall, and 
all during the winter two or three men 
were constantly employed excavating the 
rock under what was formerly the ground 
floor, and also where the water wheels 
were to be placed, and where the water, 
after being discharged from them, finds 
its way into the tail race. By doing so 
large basement accommodation is secured 
where the work of packing the flour and 
heading the barrels will lie done, and 
where they can )je rolled on to the wag­
gons at a side door, and taken away by 
the teams.

When the spring opened work began 
in earnest, both inside and outside the 
mill. To begin with the outside, we would 
first notice the great improvement made 
in the front of the building by facing the 
door and windows with heavy rock-faced 
stones, Gothic fashion. These add great­
ly to its appearance, and relieve the dead 
wall, as it formerly stood. On the side 
walls at the west end, two gables have 
been run up, which are intended to form 
the ends of two store houses, one running 
from each side of the main building.— 
These extensions will not be commenced 
this year, but they are part of Mr Goldie’s 
plan, and will be put up next season, and 
will afford storage for 50,000 bushels of 
wheat. The mill, as it stands at present, 
is 42 feet front by 90.feet deep. The store 
houses will be 30 feet front by 33ft. deep, 
so that when the whole structure is finish­
ed there will be a total frontage of 112 ft. 
These two wings will be used exclusively 
for storing grain, which will be carried 
to the bins by conveyors from the place 
of delivery, and will be carried back to 
the mill by another set of conveyors when 
required to be ground. The outside walls 
have been pointed where it was found 
necessary, and a good coat of whitewash 
has completely covered all trace of the. 
fire, and also greatly enlivened their ap­
pearance. A new and wider raceway 
lias been excavated, mostly out of the 
rock. It is about 300 feet long, and 16 
feet wide. The water is confined to its 
channel by two strong, thick walls, which 
run the entire length of the race on each 
side, and are several feet above the water 
level. Their sides next the water are 
carefully plastered with water lime, so 
that not a drop of water can escape. The 
race will be covered clear up to the dam, 
and thus all trouble or annoyance from 
frost will be avoided. The raceway for 
some yards before entering the flume 
ami the flume itself, strongly arched 
with stone, and a thick coating of 
water lime applied to the walls. At 
the side of the flume arched open 
iugshave been made in the wall of 
the mill where the pipes leading to the 
water wheels are built in. We say pipes, 
though in appearance aud dimensions 
they look more like tlie funnels of an 
ocean steamship, being over four feet in 
diameter. The water wheels, of which 
there are four in number, are on the 
Turbine principle, though wo believe they 
are the first of the kind put up in Canada. 
They stand more than eight feet high, 
are five feet in diameter, and consist of an 
outer casing of iron, with the wheel at 
the lower end. They look something 
like a boiler set on end, only that at the 
upper end are the apparatus projecting 
by which when connected with machinery 
in the floor above, the water is turned off 
or on. These wheels stand in line, in a 
space cut into the rock, three being used 
for driving tlie six run of stones, and the 
fourth for driving the other machinery. 
They are calculated at forty horse power 
each. On the east side of the mill the 
tail race has been widened to eighteen 
feet, and two substantial stone walls run 
down on each side for some distance into 
the river. This race will also be covered, 
and form in part a road which has been 
cut out of the rock at great expense, by 
wliich the teams can get to and from the 
mill when taking away the flour. By 
this means, and with two distinct roads 
and doors, the work of taking in wheat 
and sending away flour can be carried on 
at tlie same time without any interrup­
tion. In the basement floor are two screw 
packers, the smut machine, and the bins 
which contain the wheat after being 
emptied from the weighing hopper. On 
the first floor are six run of stones, an 
unproved patent grain separator, made 
by Hutchings, of Rochester, and two 
weighing machines and hoppers for re­
ceiving the wheat from the bags. The 
weighing machinée, as also the semes used 
at the packers, are of Fairbanks’d)eet con­
striction, epeclàUy ordered with a view 
to their aeçuraey, so' that the fullest re­
liance Can be placed In them. By a sim­

There is also a bran 
separator in connection with this, by 
which the bran is divided into first and 
second quality. On this floor is a bin 
capable of holding 2,000 bushels of wheat, 
into which the grain is received from the 
floor above before being conveyed to the 
separator below. There is also room on 
this floor for storing about 10,000 bushels 
of wheat, and for the present until the 
storehouses are built, it will be used for 
that purpose.

Proceeding to the floor above, we find 
three double chest bolts and a single 
one. They an driven by spur gearing, 
and by a very simple contrivance can 
each separately be put in motion or stop­
ped. The single bolt is for the middlings, 
Which after going through the mill a 
second time is kept separate from the rest 
of the flour. On this floor is the conveyor 
for the wheat after being carried up from 
the smut machine. It runs along in a 
sort of inclined plane, and secures equal 
distribution of the grain to the conveyors 
which take it to the hoppers. It is so 
arranged that the g.-ain can be shut off 
from any particular run of stones at plea­
sure. Here also we have the conveyors 
for the packers, and they are so construct 
ed that the flour can be sent into either of 
the two as may be desired.

On the upper floor we find the wheat, 
after being taken up by the elevators, 
falls into a basin-like vessel which can be 
turned round by the rod already referred 
to by the man below, and the wheat sent 
in either direction as he may choose. 
These elevators can also be thrown in or 
out of gear at pleasure by the man on 
the ground floor, by simply pulling a rope 
attached to the machinery. Here is a 
sort of bolt through which the wheat first 
passes before descending to the separator, 
and by passing through It large dirt, 
straws, etc., are removed. The three 
coolers are placed on this floor. Here 
also is another bran duster which con­
nects with the one below. A ventilator 
iq. carried up through this and the lower 
floors and extended through the roof for 
carrying away all the dust and steam 
from the stones, which will render it 
much more pleasant and healthy for the 
millers.

From the above sketch some idea may 
be formed of the very heavy outlay that 
has been made, the improved character 
of the machinery, and the substantiality 
and completeness of this large establish­
ment Indeed no expense has been spared 
in procuring the beet and most improved 
machinery, or in fitting up the building 
in a manner which while it sets off its 
appearance greatly, will also add to the 
pleasure and comfort of the workmen. 
The entire inside walls have been plaster­
ed, and all the wood work painted white. 
Taking it altogether it is the opinion of 
competent judges that it is one of the most 
complete and best finished mills in Can­
ada. Its capacity when in full running 
order will be 300 barrels a day of twenty- 
four hours. The whole work has been 
done under the personal supervision of 
Mr.Goldie, the mason work being super­
intended by Mr. James Davidson, the 
carpenter work by Mr. Peter Hunter, the 
plastering by Mr. Andrew Pringle, and 
the painting by Mr. W. H. Jacomb. All 
tlie iron work and machinery is from the 
well known foundry of Messrs, (j oldie & 
McCulloch, Galt, and the millwright 
work was also done by that Ann under 
the superintendence of the foreman, Mr. 
George McCulloch. The work in all the 
departments is well done, and do credit to 
the ability and skill of the superinten­
dents and workmen. It is expected the 
mill will be in running order about the 
first of the month, and if everything goes 
right she will be running full time by the 
middle of November.

In connection with the mill, Mr. Goldie 
is putting up a large cooperage on the 
east side of the river and adjacent to it.
It is 121 feet long by 38 feet wide. Tlie 
ground floor is intended for storing bar­
rels, and the one above as the workshop. 
Hero is sufficient room for twenty-four 
men to work, and in this Diace will be 
made all the barrels used at the mill. 
The barrels can be run across the river on 
a bridge right to the basement floor of 
the mill, where they will be filled by the 
packer, headed, branded and made ready 
for shipment.

When the establishment is in full run­
ning order between thirty and forty men 
will be constantly employed. This in­
crease to our population will be a great 
acquisition to tlie town. But this is not 
the only advantage which will result from 
the working of the People’s Mills. An 
immense quantity of wheat will be re­
quired yearly to keep it running, and thus 
an additional and steady market will at 
all times be afforded our farmers who 
bring their produce to town. It will 
therefore be of great advantage to Guelph 
and to the County at large, and we hope 
the enterprise and public spirit of Mr. 
Goldie will be equally well rewarded for 
his large outlay of capital in putting up a 
mill which is not oqly a credit to him but 
to this section of the country.

GREAT WESTERN RAILWAY.
The half-yearly meeting of the share 

holders of the Great Western Railway 
of Canada was held in London on the 
9th inst., when the report of the Di­
rectors was submitted. We gather 
from the report that the working of 
the road is most satisfactory, and that 
its earnings have greatly increased not 
only over the corresponding 6 months 
of last year, but over every correspon­
ding period of every year since 1863, 
while the percentage of expenditure 
is less than at any previous time since 
1863, the farthest period to which the 
comparison is carried back. This re 
suit cannot but be m the highest de­
gree gratifying not only to the Gener­
al Manager, but to the Board of Di­
rectors and to the Shareholders. The 
management is no doubt carried to a 
degree of perfection rarely equalled, 
but the great increase in traffic and 
receipts must be chiefly ascribed to 
the laying down of a third rail, the 
suggestion of the General Manager ; 
and he may justly feel both pride and 
satisfaction in the success of this 
great improvement. The receipts on 
Capital account during the half-year 
ending the 31st of July last, amounted 
to £13,703, and the total receipts to 
£5,256,087, the aggregate expenditure 
to the same date amounted to £5,- 
360,011. Fromy^rimount £19,479 
had been ddHpjetl-being a portion of 
the be received under
agreement irom American lines as 
contributions to the narrow gauge 
system, making the actual charge to 
capital account £5,340,532, and leav­
ing a balance to the debit of capital 
account of £84,445. The outlay on 
capital account during the half year 
had been £18,759, which includes sev­
eral important and permanent im­
provements. The gross receipts on 
revenue account for the hall year 
amounted to £365,704, and the work 
ing expenses, including renewals, 
£182,768, leaving £182,936. From 
this was deducted £51,717 for inter­
est on bonds, loans, &c., £52>S20 for 
losses on the conversion of American 
funds, £4,110 charged on account of 
the Detroit fire claims, and £1.160, 
Erie and Niagara railway deficiency 
in working, making together £109,816 
and leaving out of the half-year’s oper­
ations a profit of £73,100. To this 
was added £1,129 surplus from pre­
ceding half-year, and £159 Welland 
eld debt, making available for divu 
dend £74,408. From this the Direc­
tors recommended a dividend at the

The Commercial Bank Stopped Pay.

We regret to learn that the Commer­
cial Bank stopped payment yesterday. 
The bank has lately had very heavy loca-

though certain to produce favourable re­
turns sooner or later, deprive the instil 
tion of a very large portion of its working 
funds. Much of the capital still remains 
Intact and the committee of new directors 
who examined into the a flairs of the in­
stitution, believe that with a reduction of 
share capital and the aid of the other 
banks in maintaining the confidence of 
the public, the Commercial might com­
mence a new career of prosperity. The 
hope has proved vain ; the assistance of 
the other banks has been refused, and 
the Commercial has closed its doors. 
The Globe of to-day says there is no rea­
son to doubt the ability of the bank to re 
deem its bills and satisfy its depositors 
and it recommends the public who hold 
its bills not to submit to any sacrifice in 
selling them.

A Meeting of the Bank managers was 
held in Montreal on Monday, having been 
called some time ago by the authorities 
of the Commercial Bank. All the banks 
of the country were represented. The 
object of the meeting wae to consider an 
application made by the Commercial Bank 
for a loan from the other banks of $750,- 
000 to carry it over the difficulties which 
have lately beset It. This amount, it was 
proposed, should be distributed pro rata 
among the other banks, according to their 
capital. In security for the repayment 
of the loan the Bank offered bonds of the 
Detroit and Milwaukee railway, $1,800;-- 
005 of which it has in its possession. The 
bonds have no marketable value, and 
although the railway is now doing a 
large and increasing business and pro­
mises in time to meet the bulk of its ob­
ligations, its bonds cannot he negotiated 
except at merely nominal rates. After 
considering the matter carefully, the 
meeting resolved that, in view of the 
money market, the banks could not safe­
ly advance the large sum required by the 
Commercial Bank. This was the unani­
mous decision of the meeting. The votes 
of those representing'western banks were 
first taken, and then those representing 
banks whose headquarters are in the Pro­
vince of Quebec. In consequence of this 
decision the Bank seeing no prospects in 
improvement of its business, decided to 
close its doors, and wind up it affairs.

The following circular was sent on 
Monday from the Head Office in Montre il 
to the Managers of Branches throughout

Montreal, Oct. 21,1867.
Manaejers of the, Commercial Bank :

You will please communicate the fol­
lowing statement to the public :—The 
Directors of the Commercial Bank of Can­
ada deeply regret that owing to the con­
tinued drain upon the resources of the 
Bank by the withdrawal of deposits, and 
their inability to obtain adequate assis­
tance from any source, they have been 
compelled to determine upon a suspension 
of specie payments. The Directors not­
withstanding this untoward event, have 
every reason to adhere to their former 
opinion, that all claims against the Bank 
will be satisfied in lull, and a surplus 
realized for the shareholders to which 
their utmost efforts will be directed.

Proclamation by the Pope.
The Pope has delivered the following 

address to the members of the Consis­
tory :

Beloved Brethren,—The Catholic 
world is well aware how many times we 
have had to deplore and reprove the 
grievous wrongs, and grave injuries the 
Subalpine government has, in defiance of 
all divine and human rights, and without 
regard to ecclesiastical censures and pen­
alties, inflicted for a number of years on 
tl e Catholic Church, on us and this 
Apostolic See, on the bishops, on the con­
secrated ministers, on the religious orders 
of both sexes, and on other pious institu­
tions. That same government does not 
only oppress and continually reduce the 
church, but it lias gone so far in its acts 
of injustice as to dare to propose, approve, 
sanction and promulgate a sacrilegious 
law, which lias within its own territory, 
as well as the one usurped by it, depriv­
ed the church of all its property, to the 
great detriment of civil vsociety ; and lias 
appropriated it for its own use, and or­
dered the sale of the same. It must be

rite oi'4 per cent per annum, free of

681. Appended to the report is a 
copy of the agreement entered into 
between the Great Western and Grand 
Trunk Companies, on the 12th of 
June, 1867, the objects of which were 
chiefly to prevent undue competition, 
to establish remunerative rates and 
fares, and generally to place and con­
tinue the relations of the two compa­
nies upon a perfectly friendly footing.
They bind themselves to charge equal 
rates and fares between such competi­
tive places as London and Toronto,
Guelph and Toronto, Paris and Buf­
falo, and many other places. Team­
ing of freight traffic to and from com­
peting places is to be henceforth abol­
ished by both Companies, and the 
passenger trains of both Companies at 
Toronto and Paris, arc to be so timed 
as to run in connection with one ano­
ther. The rates and fares to he 
charged in respect of through traffic 
shall from time to time be agreed 
upon and settled between the respect­
ive managers for the time being, of 
the two Companies, and in case of dif­
ference the dispute is to be referred 
to the Boards of the two companies 
in England, and if they cannot settle 
it the agreement may cease after three 
months’ notice ; but should no such 
difference arise, the agreement will 
continue in force seven years from last 
June. There are various other parti­
culars in the covenant between these 
two great Companies, but none of 
them is of so much interest to the 
general reader as to demand our par­
ticular attention.

Qaiette of the 4th October reports The 
distress which has for some time prevail­
ed among the working classes in France 
appears by the latest reports from the 
manufacturing districts to be on an in­
crease. At Rouen' most oi the factory 
hands now work for only four days in the 
week, and it is 
tarera will soon reduce this number to 
three. There is also great difficulty in 
obtaining work at El bœuf, Mulhousie and 
St. Quentin. In Paris, too, the comple­
tion of most of the new streets and new 
buildings has thrown a great number of 
laborers out of work, and men who earn­
ed from four to five francs a day last year 
are now glad to obtain employment at 
less than half that rate. This state of 
things will, of course, be still further ag­
gravated by the close of the Exhibition. 
It is to be feared that the lower classes in 
Paris will have a hard time of it during 
this winter.

Likely to be Uncivil.—The N. Y. 
limes says—“The Fenians are reported 
to be advancing on Balmoral, with the in­
tention of seizing the person of Queen 
Victoria. Naturally enough the report 
gains “ little or no credence” in England, 
but precautions are actually said to have 
been taken. We should say Balmoral 
was pretty safe. The funds of the brother­
hood must be too low for any consider­
able force to advance so far north, even 
by third-class trains, and we doubt whe­
ther their commissariat, with its chum 
full of cold potatoes, would not break 
down before they had traversed the twenty 
miles of rough country between Balmoral 
and the railroad. As it has been through­
out the whole affair, however, the real 
and only danger lies in the madness of a 
few desperadoes, and the folly and ignor 
ance of those whom they influence. It is 
not impossible that some of the dispersed 
Manchester Mohawks may have reassem­
bled and concocted some such frantic 
scheme, while the inevitable traitor—they 
really don’t deserve such a good friend— 
telegraphed to the authorities. They 
may be certain of one thing—if any of 
them do venture into the Highlands they 
won’t get such lenient treatment as they 
do in England or their own country. We 
do not envy any Irishman up in that 
neighborhood if the story reaches the 
clansmen round Abergeldie.”

No Despatches.—In consequence of 
the wires being almost wholly occupied 
with transmission of messages from and 
to Toronto anent the failure of the Com­
mercial Bank, we have been unable to 
obtain our usual afternoon and four o’clock 
despatches.

mHE Importance of a thorough Business Edu- JL cation to pressing itself upon the attention 
of commercial circles more and more every day, 
and its advantages are perhaps more emphatically 
shown by nothing mere than by the vaatagf 
ground on which it places the fully trained clerl 
above the Imperfectly trained one, when lookiu) 
for a situation.

The British American Commercial College 
has In full operation such a course of instruction as 
to give it practical fltuesa to do the work proposed.

An important characteristic of tliis Institution 
is its maturely organised actual business system, 
whereby the College is made a type or model not 
only of an extensive business house, but even of a 
large trading community. Another distinctive 
feature of this College is that it attempts no ex­
traneous teaching. Its work is one, and to the 
accomplishment of that work every effortis direct­
ed. Just as the University and Grammar Schools 
must be separate institutions, so the Commercial 
College and the Elementary School must be dis­
tinct. Common sense and experience alike show 
that such a combination is not compatible with 
efficiency.

The time required to complete the full course 
varies considerably, according to the attendance, 
attention and ability of each student. Young men 
however are earnestly eautioned against theinjuri- 
ous practice of hurrying through the course from 
the mistaken idea that they will thus be gainers by 
the saving of money in the item of board. Infinitely 
more advantageous would it be to the student, 
since his full course of tuition is already paid for, 
to incur the comparatively small additional expen­
se of a few weeks board in order to make himself 

uipletely master of the course ; and thus, bv a 
aû present outlay, qualify himself for some lu- 

vumtive situation. The cmdness that such haste 
entails is highly detrimental, not only to the stu­
dent himself, but also to the College where he 

luates ; and, besides, it briiigs opproblum on 
imercial Colleges generally. The common prac­

tice, therefore, of holding out this crowding sys­
tem ns an inducement to students is most decept­
ive and highly reprehensible.
